Rationale for presenting the opinion: participation in the scientific jury for the defense of the
dissertation work according to Order No. 1821 /24.06.2025 of the Rector of the
UNWE.

1. Information about the doctoral candidate

The doctoral student studied under the doctoral program at the "National and Regional
Security" Department at the "Infrastructure Economics" Faculty of the UNWE in the scientific
specialty "Economics and Management" in accordance with the Order of the Rector of the
UNWE No. 1257/28.04.2025. The training was carried out in a free form during the period
28.04.2025-23.06.2025.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The presented dissertation consists of 188 pages, including a main text of 150 pages, a table of
contents, a glossary of terms, a list of figures and tables, a list of abbreviations, a bibliography
— 10 pages with 94 sources, and three appendices containing surveys. The research is richly
visualized with 24 figures and 5 tables.

The dissertation topic is current, socially significant, forms part of the national security system
and is promising, given global political processes and climate changes.

The doctoral student raises as a research problem the need to model, define, arrange the
perspectives and problems facing the management of large migration flows on the territory of
the country and in the European Union. This problem is relevant, but could be better argued,
both with the support of literary sources and with facts from the large migration waves in recent
years.



The object of the study is large migration flows, and the subject is the modelling of
management of large migration flows, which is fully consistent with the study.

The goal and the derived tasks are in line with the problem posed, the object and subject of the
research and allow for the creation of a logical structure for work.

The research thesis defended in the dissertation is that chaotic processes such as large migrant
flows must be influenced with a wise pre-developed strategy in order to limit and mitigate their
negative consequences.

The literature used includes mainly sources from contemporary authors, strategic documents,
national and EU regulations, and publications of international organizations. These sources
cover the relevant studies, present appropriate research methods, and identify problems and
ways to address them. Most references are in English.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The structure of the study is logically sound and follows the sequence of the tasks set. It is built
on an overview of the major migration flows from antiquity to the present day, building a
theoretical foundation, developing an original research methodology and its application in
practice, and finally presenting a brief conclusion.

To model the management of large migration flows, the doctoral student uses the scenario
planning method by developing three main scenarios: “Limited Inflow and Integration”,
“Prolonged Crisis and Capacity Challenges” and “Controlled Diversification and Regional
Cooperation”. Another main research method is the force-fields analysis. Through 152 surveys
among leading experts in international relations, security and political science, a quantitative
assessment of the supporting and restraining forces in each of the three scenarios was made.
This assessment provides an idea of the state and expected development of the supporting and
restraining forces. It serves as the basis for the development by the doctoral student of a Plan
for the Management of Initial Actions in the Case of Large Migration Flows. It contains the
main steps and measures for managing the initial stages of a large migration flow in the
Republic of Bulgaria.

In this way, the doctoral student successfully solves the assigned tasks and achieves the goal
of the research.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The doctoral student has identified six contributions that are of a scientific and applied nature.
Out of these, the key contributions are the third and fourth contributions, which present the
constructive part of the research.

The first, second, and fifth contributions are important for clarifying terminology and provide
a basis for defending the author's thesis.



The sixth contribution needs to be reformulated because creating opportunities for qualification
and requalification is an activity of a different order and the responsibility of other institutions.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

On the topic of the dissertation, the doctoral student has presented four independent
publications, two of which are in collections and two are in scientific journals. One of the
publications is in English, and the remaining publications are in Bulgarian.

These publications validate and disseminate among the scientific community some of the
results achieved from the dissertation research.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract, within 60 pages, is presented in Bulgarian and English. It follows the structure
of the dissertation work and correctly presents the content of its main sections. Finally, a
reference to the most important literary sources is presented. The abstract contains the main
scientific contributions of the doctoral student, which allows quick access to the achieved
results.

7. Ciritical notes, recommendations and questions

I believe that the dissertation provides an opportunity to prepare several articles to be published
in scientific journals in order to present its results to the scientific community.

I would encourage the doctoral student to continue working on the topic, paying attention to
the risks of migration waves in light of climate change, because our country is not only an
external border of the EU, but also a border of abrupt climate changes.

8. Conclusion

In summary of the analysis of the presented dissertation, my assessment is that it fully meets
the requirements set out in the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in The Republic
of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation and the Regulations for the Academic
Activities of the University of National and World Economy, which gives me reason to propose
to the esteemed members of this scientific jury to award the educational and scientific degree
"Doctor" in the scientific specialty Economics and Management, professional field 3.8.
Economics to doctoral student Tsvetomira Todorova Penkova.
