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1. Information about the candidate

Doctoral candidate Tsvetomira Todorova Penkova studied within the doctoral
program of the Department “National and Regional Security” at the Faculty ,,Economics of
Infrastructure” of the UNWE in the scientific specialty “Economics and Management
(Defense and Security)” according to the Order of the Rector of the UNWE Ne
1257/28.04.2025. The training was completed in an independent form in the period April-
June 2025, and it was preceded by part-time doctoral training in the same scientific specialty
at the Department “National and Regional Security”.

During the period of her doctoral studies, doctoral candidate Tsvetomira Penkova has
conscientiously completed all activities that were part of her individual training plan - she has
successfully passed her doctoral exams, she has also developed a dissertation and she has
published the sufficient number of scientific publications.

Ms. Tsvetomira Penkova very actively contributes to the overall activity of the
Department “National and Regional Security” of the UNWE. She participates in both the
teaching and research work of the Department in her capacity as a researcher, as well as an



administrative secretary of various research projects, including international and national
ones.

2. General Characteristics of the Dissertation

Structure, volume

The dissertation consists of 188 standard pages. It is structured in: list of
abbreviations, glossary, list of tables, list of figures, introduction, three main chapters,
conclusions, list of contributions, list of references and appendices.

Assessment of the topic relevance; the objective; the tasks; the object; the subject; the
main thesis of the dissertation

The relevance and significance of the researched problem, which should be accepted
as indisputable, are precisely explained in the introduction of the dissertation. As Altner
points out, quoted by doctoral candidate Penkova, the 21st century can be called the "era of
migrants."

Each person has an inherent desire to live in safer and better conditions, and for
centuries one of the main ways to achieve this has been through relocation, migration, from
one place to another. Over the past two decades, we have witnessed increased migration
processes from countries located on one continent (mainly Asia and Africa) to countries
located on other continents (mainly Europe), which is mainly contributed to by conflicts,
economic inequality in different parts of the world, environmental problems and, last but not
least, the opportunities in the context of globalization, when people's ideas about time and
space have changed, to move more easily from one place to another. All this raises a number
of challenges in the context of socio-economic security and in terms of the internal order of
the countries that are the desired end point of migration.

The object and subject of the study are clearly defined. The large migration flows are
object of the study, the modeling of management in large migration flows is subject of the
study.

The purpose of the study, as defined by the doctoral candidate, is: to model, evaluate
and arrange scenarios, opportunities, measures and rules and to create a conceptual model
in managing large migration flows. In order to achieve the thus formulated purpose, 4
specific research tasks/objectives have been declared.

A clear research thesis has been formulated. It states: the modeling of management of
large migration flows should be carried out according to previously defined, scheduled and
arranged uniform measures, scenarios and rules, derived into an independent methodology
for actions in the regulation of large migration, taking into account its uniqueness, and this,
in turn, will lead to dealing with its negative consequences.

A few research limitations have been declared, including the limitation that the study
and the results of the study are focused on the Republic of Bulgaria.

The doctoral candidate Tsvetomira Penkova demonstrates thorough knowledge and
excellent awareness regarding the topic of the dissertation. She has correctly cited various
sources in the dissertation. The bibliography consists of 94 literary sources, most of which
are in English.

3. Evaluation of the achieved scientific and scientific-applied results

The emphasis is on: the main scientific and/or applied scientific results achieved; the
methodology used; the implementation of the set purpose and objectives.

| think that the main purpose of the study, which doctoral candidate Penkova
formulated in the introduction, has been achieved, and the research tasks/objectives have



been fulfilled.

To achieve the purpose of the study, a methodology based on several methods have
been applied, including the method of comparative analysis, scenario planning, documentary
analysis, retrospective analysis, survey, etc.

The results, obtained in the course of the study, have both theoretical and purely
practical significance.

An extremely topical, important and complex problem of security and contemporary
socio-economic development has been studied, which is undoubtedly migration of both the
individual and migration as a process of moving large groups of people from one place to
another. The phenomenon of migration is determined by certain factors (push-pull) and poses
a number of challenges to modern society, which have been analyzed in the dissertation.

Basic concepts regarding migration have been clarified. The glossary at the beginning
of the dissertation can be considered extremely useful. The author's definition of the concept
of “large migration flow” has been formulated (p. 34 of the dissertation). The doctoral
candidate Penkova specifies that a large migration flow is ,,a flow in which the number of
migrants crossing the state border of a country on a monthly basis exceeds the
accommodation capacity in the reception centers in the respective country “.

A serious review of the studies about migration and their development has been
made. It has been stated, that, over time, migration has begun to be studied not only as an
“isolated phenomenon”, but as a “fundamental aspect of the global social and economic
development”.

The migration processes from ancient times to the present day have been studied, and
future trends have been outlined.

The challenges facing migration management have been analyzed, with a focus on
Bulgaria. Foreign experience (Poland, Lebanon, Turkey) in managing migration flows has
been studied, and good practices have been identified.

Three migration scenarios have been developed and the main driving and restraining
forces in each of them have been analysed. Based on this, relevant conclusions have been
drawn regarding the management of large migration flows.

Some of the results of the study may also find specific practical application. These
results include the developed and named by the doctoral candidate: methodological
framework for managing large migration flows (including 4 stages), methodology for
managing large migration flows (including 5 phases), and the Conceptual model (Plan) for
managing large migration flows, which is also called the "Plan for managing initial actions
in large migration flows".

4. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions
Brief assessment of the contributions indicated by the dissertation candidate
The emphasis is on the main scientific and/or scientific-applied contributions in
the dissertation work.
Dissertation candidate Tsvetomira Penkova has declared 6 scientific and scientific-
applied contributions, which | accept with minor editing. These contributions are as follows:
1. An author's definition of the concept of "large migration flows" is derived, related
to the topic of the dissertation and taking into account the specific need of countries for such
a definition. Definitions of key terms are proposed, such as "modelling of management of
large migration flows", "strategic decisions for the management of large migration flows";
2. Foreign experience in countering and managing migration flows has been
presented, highlighting the good practices of different countries;



3. Methodology for countering the negative consequences of large migration flows in
Bulgaria has been developed and ideas for improving the policy for combating irregular
migration have been formulated;

4. A conceptual model to address the threats has been developed by studying
approaches to studying large migration flows to ensure the security of the population of
Europe and our country and the rapid introduction of new measures that have not been
implemented so far. An appropriate approach has been chosen, based on modelling and
providing a conceptual model with observable variables, as the model has been modified for
the needs of the study of migration. The model has been applied with the selected data and
the statistical significance of the proposed hypotheses in the model has been established, on
this basis the strength and direction of influence of the studied socio-economic factors have
been analysed,;

5. Knowledge about migration waves has been enriched, which will facilitate the
implementation of sustainable policies at European and national level;

6. The results of the study provide opportunities for improving the activities of the
competent authorities regarding actions in conditions of uncontrollable migration threats.

5. Evaluation of the publications

In the submitted Reference for fulfilling the minimum national requirements, the
doctoral candidate Tsvetomira Penkova has included 4 publications. All of them are on the
topic of the dissertation and are independent/they are not co-authored. Two of these
publications are in Bulgarian and two are in English.

It is evident from the Tsvetomira Penkova’s CV that she is the author of more
publications, which are related to the topic of her dissertation.

The results of the study are well presented in the scientific literature. All the
publications contribute to the widest possible dissemination of the results of the study.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract consist of 59 pages. It has been developed, both in Bulgarian and in
English, according to the requirements of the UNWE.

The abstract presents a shortened version of the dissertation and it presents the most
essential part of its content.

In the abstract, it is accepted to include a list of the doctoral candidate's publications,
which are about the topic of the dissertation.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

In my opinion the key concept of “management of migration flows”, which is
explained in the text, should have been included in the glossary.

In the dissertation, in many places, the concept “integration of migrants” or
“integration of immigrants” is mentioned (all three concepts “migrant”, “immigration” and
“integration” are well explained in the glossary). What are the difficulties in the integration
of migrants, including in Bulgaria?

8. Conclusions

In my opinion the dissertation on ,,Management Modeling in Large Migration Flows*
presents an original, a thorough and a completed study. It meets the requirements for
acquiring the ESD “Doctor”, given by the Act on Development of the Academic Staff in the



Republic of Bulgaria and the rules for its implementation, as well as the internal regulations
of the UNWE.

The doctoral candidate has carried out all activities part of his individual doctoral
training plan. Given all this and especially having in mind the contributions of the
dissertation | give my positive assessment and | will vote Mrs. Tsvetomira Todorova
Penkova to be awarded the ESD “Doctor” in professional field 3.8 “Economics”, scientific
specialty “Economics and Management (Defence and Security)”.
