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I1. General Characteristics of the Doctoral Dissertation

1. Relevance of the Studied Scientific Problem

Social Dimensions.

The concept of the “Serbian World” is of interest for scientific and theoretical analysis,
as it contains ideas related to Belgrade's aspirations to achieve the national ideal of uniting
ethnic Serbs within the unified borders of their homeland — a goal dating back to the revival of
the Serbian state. It reflects Serbia’s historically formed objectives to restore its strategic role
as a leading regional power and a significant mediator among global forces in international
relations. The vision of modern ideologists, supporters, and initiators of Serbian doctrine within
the Serbian intellectual and political elite is inspired by Serbia’s first official foreign policy
program — “Nacertanije”, in which its creator, Ilija Garasanin, set out his views on resolving

the Serbian national question in the 19th century.

The Serbian politician proposed a bold vision for achieving the national cause through
territorial expansion into neighboring Balkan states and the implementation of assimilation
policies, aimed at unifying Serbian ethnic territories and creating a Greater Serbia — a new great
power in the Balkans, occupying the positions of the declining Ottoman Empire. Over the years,
GaraSanin’s vision for achieving the Serbian ideal underwent various transformations
influenced by internal and external political factors and processes, necessitating changes in the
means and methods for pursuing the national cause — though not in its primary goal: Serbian
unification while maintaining Serbian hegemony in the region. The Serbian intellectual and
political elite’s drive to preserve Serbian national traditions, culture, and spirituality — upon
which the Serbian national ideal was built — became a lasting characteristic of Serbian state
policy throughout the 19th and 20th centuries (especially on the eve of critical wars), where
nationalism played a central role.

In the contemporary context, Serbian authorities’ ambitions for achieving the national
cause are primarily directed at Western Balkan states, where a significant Serbian population
remained after the dissolution of the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (SFRY') — notably
in Bosnia and Herzegovina (Republika Srpska) and Montenegro. Belgrade considers this
population a valuable resource for fulfilling the national ideal embedded in the “Serbian World”

concept. This circumstance has led to the implementation of aggressive policies by the Serbian
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state, affecting the internal stability and foreign policy development of these countries. Such
policies create conditions for future political challenges for their governments and societies and
for the emergence of conflicts that threaten the security of the entire region, which makes the
examined topic both relevant and significant. For this reason, the influence of the political and
ideological reflections of the “Serbian World” on political processes and public attitudes in
Montenegro and Bosnia and Herzegovina is a primary research question in this doctoral
dissertation.

Scientific Dimensions.

The fact that the concept of the “Serbian World” has only emerged in public discourse in
recent years explains the limited number of scholarly publications and documents examining
its content and dimensions. This can be attributed to its multifaceted, complex, and inherently
fluid nature, shaped by the varying interpretations of different social and political actors who
reference it. It is important to note that, unlike Nacertanije, which was an official programmatic
document of the Serbian state in the 19th century and is now accessible through online sources,
the “Serbian World” concept, at this stage, remains merely a specific system (a mental
construct) of views, ideas, and principles®* embraced by its leading ideologists and supporters
as a means of realizing the Serbian national ideal in contemporary times. However, these ideas
have not been formalized into a clearly defined national program officially adopted by Serbian
state authorities. Despite this, numerous online articles, public statements, and speeches by its
ideologists contribute to shaping the perception of the “Serbian World”, though this perception
remains ambiguous and subject to differing interpretations.

The available officially published scholarly studies on the content and objectives of the
concept, on the other hand, remain relatively few. Among Serbian sources, one notable work is
the book by the concept’s leading ideologist — historian A. Rakovi¢ — Serbianhood and
Orthodoxy (2022), in which he examines contemporary topics related to Serbian history,
Orthodoxy, language, state and church policies. Another significant work is the memoir Scars
of Life (2022) by Vuk Draskovi¢. In his memoir, Draskovi¢ analyzes the content of a 2010 draft
law concerning relations with compatriots in the diaspora and the region, which, according to
him, was one of the factors leading to the emergence of the “Serbian World” concept. Just a

year later, the initial document evolved into the Strategy for Preserving and Strengthening the

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Links Between the Homeland and the Diaspora, and Between the Homeland and the Serbs in
the Region, officially adopted by the Serbian government.
Among foreign scholarly studies, one notable document is “The Serbian World — An

%5 in which

Initially Borrowed Concept” by the Center for Digital Forensics in Podgorica
Montenegrin researchers attempt to define the term and highlight the connection between the
“Serbian World” and the “Russian World”. Also of interest are the analyses of German
journalist Thomas Brey in “Revisionism: The Yugoslav Wars and Russia’s Attack on Ukraine”,
in which the author examines the Serbian concept and its potential implementation in the
context of the Russia-Ukraine conflict. A particularly noteworthy study is that of Aleksandar
Lyubomirovich from 2022 — “The Serbian World Concept: A Copy of the Russian World or a
Unique Idea for Multidimensional Serbian Unity?” In this work, the author explores the content
and objectives of the concept, comparing them to Russian counterparts. He also conducted
personal interviews with the leading ideological creators of the concept—A. Rakovié, M. Glisi¢,
and G. Rajcevic.

Despite Lyubomirovich’s contribution to clarifying the conceptual aspects of the “Serbian
World” by obtaining information directly from its proponents, we argue that the Serbian
researcher somewhat distorts the true nature of the nationalist aspirations embedded in the
doctrine. He attempts to present it primarily as an idea of cultural and spiritual unity among the
Serbian people, as described by Glisi¢ and Rajcevi¢, while attributing its interpretation as
expansionist, revisionist, and aggressive solely to Serbian politician Aleksandar Vulin.
However, we believe that although Vulin has undoubtedly established himself as the main
propagator of the territorial model for the implementation of the concept — promoting ideas
related to the redrawing of borders in the Western Balkans — he is far from being its sole
advocate. While he remains the most prominent figure in this regard due to his numerous public
appearances and the fact that he is the author of the only strategic document on the “Serbian
World”, where he lays out his vision for Serbian unification, others also support this
interpretation of the concept’s realization.

According to our assessment, Lyubomirovich’s interpretation contradicts objective
reality for two main reasons. First, the actions of the ruling authorities in Serbia and Republika
Srpska demonstrate an uncompromising stance on the Serbian national cause concerning
compatriots in Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH), Kosovo and Metohija (KiM), and Montenegro.

This not only places them among highly nationalist-oriented politicians like Vulin but also

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reveals revisionist intentions within the official foreign policy line pursued by Belgrade and
Banja Luka. Secondly, the researcher formulates his conclusions about the concept primarily
based on the information shared with him in interviews, rather than on its actual impact on the
political environment and public attitudes — both in Serbia and in the mentioned states — which
is a primary objective of this doctoral dissertation.

In Bulgarian academic literature, although Serbian nationalism and its impact on the
Bulgarian state and people throughout history have been examined, the influence of the
“Serbian World” concept has not been studied as an independent issue. Available academic
research does not include specific analyses of the political and ideological effects of the concept
on contemporary political processes and public attitudes in the mentioned countries.

In this regard, the present dissertation is an attempt to contribute to the clarification of the

issues discussed by emphasizing the following circumstances:

For the first time, this doctoral dissertation examines the manifestation and impact of
the political and ideological reflections of the concept on public attitudes and political processes
in Republika Srpska and Montenegro.

For the first time, this study traces the historical transformations of the Serbian national
ideal from the revival of the Serbian state — “Nacertanije” by GaraSanin, “Serbianhood” by
Pasi¢, “Yugoslavism” by Karadordevi¢, “Defense of Serbianhood” by the SKK, “Socialist
Federalism” by Tito, and “Militant Serbian Nationalism” by MiloSevi¢ — up to the present day.
The objective is to identify the leading ideas and principles within various Serbian doctrines
and examine their connection to the contemporary “Serbian World” concept. This analysis leads
to the conclusion that, while the vision for achieving the Serbian national cause has undergone

various changes throughout history, its fundamental essence remains intact.

For the first time, an attempt has been made to reconstruct the fundamental ideological
lines within the “Serbian World” concept — resulting from an analysis of the views of its
mentioned ideological founders, both from the intellectual sphere (Rakovi¢, Glisi¢, and
Rajcevi¢) and the political circle (Vulin and Dodik) in Serbia. These individuals have expressed
their perspectives through academic works, public statements, political speeches, and media
interviews available online. The identification of certain aspirations indirectly embedded in the
“Serbian World” is also a product of scholarly interpretation, reflecting the messages and
actions of its proponents, which indicate intentions for historical revisionism and the restoration

of Serbia's strategic positions, role, and prestige.
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The key contemporary instruments of influence used by the authorities in Belgrade to
shape political processes and public attitudes in the examined countries in favor of the concept’s
objectives have been identified and analyzed. This further confirms both the relevance of the

topic and the researcher’s contribution to clarifying its complexities.

2. Objective and Research Tasks

The primary research objective of this dissertation is to analyze the ideological
reflections and political reflections of the concept. The ideological reflections are examined
through: tracing the historical transformations of the Serbian national ideal; investigating the
factors and processes leading to the establishment of the ideas within the contemporary concept;
analyzing the party programs of leading Serbian political parties. The political reflections are
analyzed by: examining the behavior, messages, and specific instruments used by Serbian
authorities; assessing how these strategies influence political processes and public attitudes in

the mentioned Western Balkan states.
In this regard, the dissertation aims to analyze and address the following research tasks:

v To examine the historical transformations of the Serbian national ideal by identifying
key events in Serbian history that have influenced its vision and the means for its realization.

v' To analyze the factors and processes that contributed to the emergence, establishment,
and dissemination of the “Serbian World” concept by examining the key ideas of its leading
ideologists, which will serve as the foundation for its conceptual reconstruction (authorial
interpretation).

v’ To trace the connection between the ideas of the “Serbian World” and the “Russian
World”, highlighting their key similarities and differences.

v/ To conduct a substantive analysis of the programs of leading Serbian parties in the
“Third Brnabi¢ Cabinet” to identify the principles, ideas, and objectives that justify their
positioning either as the concept’s “strongest supporters” or as its “strongest opponents” within
the Serbian political landscape.

v" In-depth interviews with experts on the topic should be conducted to identify the key
mechanisms of Belgrade’s influence in the examined states, the possibilities for Montenegro’s
and Republika Srpska’s foreign policy development as a consequence of Serbian intervention,
and the alternatives for the future of the Serbian people and leadership. These alternatives must

take into account the necessity of balancing national interests related to aspirations for
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rehabilitation, intentions for European integration, and the desire to maintain traditionally close

relations with Russia.

3. Methodology

To achieve the research objective, a combination of theoretical and empirical
approaches and methods has been employed. The primary methods used include the historical
approach, structural-functional analysis, content analysis, comparative analysis, and in-depth
interviews. The overall study also relies on the application of classical research methods, such
as analysis and synthesis of scientific information, as well as induction and deduction of factual
data.

4. Object and Subject of the Dissertation

The object of research in this dissertation is the “Serbian World” concept — the Serbian

national ideal, along with the leading ideas, values, principles, and goals embedded within it.

The subject of the research focuses on the political and ideological reflections of the

concept in Montenegro, Republika Srpska, and Serbia.

5. Thesis and Working Hypothesis

The central thesis defended in this study is that the “Serbian World” concept incorporates
nationalist and revanchist ideas, which create conditions for the implementation of aggressive
and assimilationist policies by the authorities in Belgrade toward Western Balkan states with a
Serbian diaspora. These policies are facilitated through specific mechanisms that influence
political processes and public attitudes in these countries, ultimately generating political

challenges for the affected societies.
Three research hypotheses are examined in this study:

1) Throughout historical development, the Serbian national ideal has undergone various
transformations, influenced by numerous factors that have altered its vision and the means for
its realization. However, its core objective — spiritual, cultural, and political unification within

the unified borders of the homeland — has remained unchanged.
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2) The “Serbian World” concept, as the modern doctrine for achieving the Serbian
national ideal, is supported by a significant portion of Serbia's ruling elite and is imposed
through aggressive policies and specific instruments of influence on Western Balkan states with

a Serbian diaspora.

3) The “Serbian World” concept carries a potential risk for the future domestic and
foreign policy development of Montenegro and Bosnia and Herzegovina (Republika Srpska)
due to its declared nationalist aspirations related to the redrawing of borders in the Western
Balkans. These ambitions pose challenges to political stability and security for the governments

and societies of the affected states.

6. Limitations

1) The content-based analysis is conducted on the foundation of theoretical studies,

interpretations, and historical facts related to the “Serbian World”.

2) The documentary approach focuses exclusively on officially accessible historical and

programmatic documents available in the online space.

7. Reservations

1) The focus of the analysis is primarily on two states in the Western Balkans —
Montenegro and Republika Srpska — which are identified as key areas of interest for Serbia's
strategic influence. This selection is based on the high percentage of ethnic Serbian populations

and the existing opportunities for exerting influence within these territories.

2) The study examines political processes, public attitudes, and Serbian intervention
exclusively in one of Bosnia and Herzegovina’s entities — Republika Srpska. This focus is
justified both by the aforementioned factors and by the fact that the authorities in Republika
Srpska exhibit behavior aligning with the core objectives of the “Serbian World” and

Belgrade’s ambitions.

I11. Structure and Main Content of the Dissertation

CHAPTER ONE. Theoretical and Historical Preconditions for the
Emergence of Serbian Nationalism

In the first chapter, a theoretical review is conducted on the fundamental concepts
related to nationalist ideology. The leading categorical issues of nationalism are examined, its
historical development in Europe is traced, as well as its emergence and establishment in the
Serbian state. The consequences of key historical events for Serbia and its people during the
19th—20th centuries are analyzed, influencing the vision and means of achieving the Serbian
national ideal, though not the primary goal embedded within it.

In the first paragraph, the fundamental concepts used in the dissertation research are
clarified — nationalism, ideology, nationalist ideology, and their various definitions and
interpretations. The historical emergence and development of nationalism in Europe are
traced, and different theoretical approaches to its definition — instrumentalist and organic —
as well as its spatial dimensions — internal and external — are examined. At the next stage, we
focus on its categorical problems: nation (political and ethnic); national identity; national
ideal; national interests; and national minority. It is important to note that although political
theory offers numerous definitions and interpretations of these concepts, we choose to focus
only on those that we consider the most suitable and applicable to the objectives of the
dissertation research.

In the second paragraph, we examine the factors and processes leading to the emergence
and establishment of the main ideas of French and German nationalism in the Serbian state
during the 19th century, which served as the foundation for the Serbian national ideal. Certain
views are highlighted that became embedded in Serbian nationalism, leading to the conclusion
that the French understanding of nationalist principles played a key role in the Serbian national
liberation movements against the Ottoman Empire in the 19th century. However, later, after the
establishment of the free Serbian principality, priorities began to shift, along with the leading
national goals. The transformation of the national cause increasingly aligned Serbian
nationalism with German nationalism and its ideas of uniting the divided Serbian people
(including the Serbs within the borders of the Austro-Hungarian Empire) within the unified
boundaries of the homeland.

The ideal, originating from the idea of freedom, was gradually supplemented by the

vision of the national path towards restoring the power of the homeland — towards reclaiming
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its glorious greatness. This vision gradually took the form of a national program, outlining the
necessary tasks aimed at achieving the highest aspiration, defined as a duty to the motherland.
This moment in Serbian history was marked by the emergence of the first official foreign policy
document — “Nacertanije” in 1848. We focus on examining and analyzing its fundamental
ideological principles, highlighting the means outlined for achieving the ultimate goal. We
conclude that the vision set forth by Garasanin, aimed at transforming Serbia into a powerful
regional center, uniting and subordinating neighboring Balkan nations under Serbian
dominance, became a guiding reference for generations of Serbian statesmen in their pursuit of
Serbian national unification within unified borders.

In the third paragraph, we trace and analyze the consequences of key historical events
for the Serbian state during the 19th - 20th centuries, influencing the vision for achieving the
Serbian cause and leading to significant changes in it, particularly regarding the means and
tasks for its realization, as a result of internal and foreign political factors. However, the leading
goal of uniting ethnic Serbs in the Balkans within the unified borders of the homeland remained
unchanged. We examine and analyze the various doctrines following “Nacertanije” — “Pasié’s
Serbianism”, “Karadordevi¢’s Yugoslavism”, “the Serbian Cultural Club’s defense of
Serbianism”, “Tito’s socialist federalism”, and “MiloSevi¢’s militant Serbian nationalism” —
which served as motivational foundations for achieving the Serbian national ideal during the
crucial times of the 20th century. We highlight their leading ideas and objectives, some
inherited from “Nacertanije”, while others emerged as a result of specific circumstances.
Finally, we analyze the causes leading to the dissolution of the SFRY and the consequences for

the Serbian state and people following the conflicts of the late 20th century.

Based on the examined historical and political processes, we identify a specific foreign
policy model followed by the authorities in the Serbian state during the period from the 19th
to the 21st century, as well as characteristic features of the national psychology of the
Serbian people, which, in our view, play a leading role in the selection of political leaders and
the choice of means for realizing the national cause. The analysis of key events in Serbian
history, concerning the transformations in the vision and means of achieving the national ideal,

leads us to the following main conclusions:

First, Serbian nationalism traces its origins to the two leading European nationalisms. In
its early development, it adopted the liberal ideas of French nationalism, which were linked to
the pursuit of national liberation. After achieving this mission, it increasingly aligned with the

views characteristic of German nationalism - the idea of affirming the ethnic territory and
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expanding the living space through expansion. The primary goal then became the national
unification of all Serbs in the Balkans (including those within the borders of Austria-Hungary)
within the unified boundaries of the homeland.

Second, Ilija Garasanin, as the architect of the future Greater Serbia, laid the foundations
of the Serbian national ideal, designing specific steps that the leaders of the Serbian state needed
to take for its realization. In this way, his program ‘“Nacertanije” became the basis of both
Serbian foreign and domestic policy during the turbulent times of the 19th — 20th centuries.

Third, although the vision for achieving the Serbian national ideal underwent various
transformations during different historical stages that Serbia experienced in the 20th century —
due to the ambitions of Serbian statesmen as well as specific foreign policy conditions — what
remained unchanged and enduring was the essence of the Serbian national cause: the pursuit of

national unification.

The hopes for rehabilitation and expansion of the Serbian state's territorial reach,
nurtured by Serbian authorities today, are primarily directed toward territories with a
predominantly Serbian population, lost during the wars in Yugoslavia. For this reason,
Republika Srpska and Montenegro represent particular points of interest for Serbian
nationalist political circles, which undertake specific efforts to intervene in their internal affairs.
In the search for answers regarding the intentions of the ideologists and advocates of the
“Serbian World”, in the next chapter, we focus on analyzing and highlighting the embedded
ideas and goals, both in the concept itself and in the political programs of the parties that are
part of the “Third Brnabi¢ Cabinet”, with the aim of identifying the political actors among them
whose views either most closely align with or most strongly oppose the vision outlined in the
concept for Serbia’s future and its people.

CHAPTER TWO. The concept of the “Serbian World” — main ideas

and goals

In the second chapter, we focus on highlighting the main views of the ideologists of the
“Serbian World” concept, its media appearance, and its dissemination within Serbian society,
which serves for its substantive reconstruction. This reconstruction is also a result of the
author's interpretation of the term's usage by key social actors referring to it in various
discourses (academic, media, political, historical). Two “wings” — “radical” and “moderate” —
are distinguished among the ideological founders and leading supporters of the concept. The
interconnection between the ideas of the “Serbian World” and the “Russian World” is
examined, with their similarities and differences highlighted. At the next stage, a qualitative
analysis is conducted on the contents of the party programs in the “Third Brnabi¢ Cabinet”,
emphasizing the principles and objectives within them that reveal their stance on the categories
we have outlined for analysis, reflecting the key ideological lines of the “Serbian World”. This
approach allows us to trace the compatibility between the positions expressed by political
entities and the postulated ideas within the concept, aiming to identify the “strongest
supporters” and “most outspoken opponents” of the “Serbian World” within the context
of Serbian political space.

In the first paragraph of Chapter Two, we examine the origins, dissemination, and
establishment of the ideas behind the contemporary concept of the “Serbian World” within
Serbian society. By tracing the term's origin, we highlight the fact that it was first introduced
into the public sphere in 2016 during the radio program The Wrath of Serbia on The Power of
the People radio station. Of particular interest is the conceptualization and implementation of
this idea in the political domain. The term was first mentioned by the leader of the Movement
of Socialists, Aleksandar Vulin, who at the time held the position of Serbia's Minister of
Defense, in his speech on September 26, 2020. We analyze the messages conveyed by the
leading ideologists of the concept — 4. Rakovi¢, M. Glisi¢, G. Rajcevié, A. Vulin, and M. Dodik
— categorizing them into two ideological wings: “moderate” and “radical”, based on their
differing ultimate objectives and visions regarding the meaning and substance of the concept.

The “moderate wing”, represented by Glisi¢ and Rajcevic¢, perceives the concept of the
“Serbian World” as a unified civilizational sphere encompassing the Serbian people and all
other communities that identify with Serbian culture, literary tradition, and spirituality. This

perspective primarily focuses on the nations that were once part of the Kingdom of Serbs,
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Croats, and Slovenes (KSCS) and the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (SFRY),
sharing a historical destiny with the Serbs. On the other hand, the “radical wing”, represented
by Rakovi¢, Vulin, and Dodik, advocates for the creation of the “Serbian World” not only as a
cultural-spiritual entity not only in cultural and spiritual terms but also as a political
consolidation of the Serbian people within the singular borders of the homeland.

Based on the analysis, we can conclude that despite the presence of “two ideological
wings” — the “moderate” wing advocating for Serbian cultural and spiritual unity, and the
“radical” wing supporting both cultural-spiritual and political consolidation — their visions for
the realization of the Serbian concept differ. Nevertheless, both aim not only to preserve the
achievements made thus far (avoiding further losses in population, spheres of influence, and
territories) but also to expand its scope through cultural and territorial expansion.

An important aspect in the origins and establishment of the “Serbian World” is the
specific legal framework within Serbian legislation that provides the legal foundations for
the functioning of such a nationalist concept. Among the key legal provisions are: Article XIlII
of the Constitution of Serbia, the Law on Churches and Religious Communities (2006), the
Declaration of the Government of the Republic of Serbia, which proclaims relations between
the homeland and the diaspora as matters of the highest state and national interest (Official
Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, No. 86/2006), the Law on the Diaspora and Serbs in the
Region (Official Gazette, No. 88/2009), and the Strategy for the Preservation and Strengthening
of Ties Between the Homeland and the Diaspora, and Between the Homeland and Serbs in the
Region (Official Gazette, No. 4/2011). The aforementioned laws not only reaffirm Serbia's
commitment to protecting and guaranteeing the individual and collective rights of its
compatriots but also demonstrate intentions to deepen cohesion through the promotion of
cooperation at all levels. This approach significantly hinders the integration of Serbian
communities within the host country.

We address the issue of the All-Serbian Assembly held in Belgrade in June 2024 under
the slogan “One People, One Assembly — Serbia and the Republic of Srpska”. The event was
initiated by Aleksandar Vuci¢ and Milorad Dodik, with the support of the Serbian Orthodox
Church (SOC) and personally endorsed by Serbian Patriarch Porfirije. At this assembly, a joint
project was adopted — “The Declaration on the Protection of National and Political Rights,
ensuring a shared future for the Serbian people”. The declaration focuses on the

preservation of peace, stability, national, cultural, and religious identity, as well as the
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strengthening and deepening of cooperation and mutual protection?. The purpose of the
Assembly, which included not only political representatives of the Serbian people from the
Republic of Srpska but also pro-Serbian political figures from Montenegro, was to reaffirm
Serbian unity. Among the aspirations of the authorities in Belgrade and Banja Luka, the idea of
establishing the “Serbian World” as a unified spiritual, cultural, and political space for the
Serbian people stands out. Another key aspect of the Declaration is the emphasis on the
significant role of the Serbian Orthodox Church (SOC) as a pillar of the Serbian people and
a guardian of its spiritual and cultural heritage. The declaration reinforces the necessity of

strengthening cooperation between spiritual leaders and Serbian state authorities on both sides.

In the second paragraph, we focus on tracing the fundamental ideological lines of the
“Serbian World” and the “Russian World” to highlight the interconnections between them.
Among the key ideologists of the “Russian World”, the most prominent figure is philosopher
A. Dugin, who advocates for the unification of the Eurasian space under Russia's aegis. Taking
into account the historical traditions and spiritual-cultural ties between the Russian and Serbian
peoples — which the political authorities of both states continue to maintain and deepen — we
identify certain similarities between the ideas behind the two concepts, as well as some
fundamental differences. These differences stem from the distinct means and objectives of each
concept, shaped by the varying capacities for action available to the two countries.

It is notable that in both concepts, the role of the head of state proves to be central,
perceived as the “‘father of the nation”’. Another defining feature is the emphasis on preserving
the spiritual and cultural consolidation of the people. In pursuit of their cause, both states
engage in deliberate foreign policy actions that incorporate various mechanisms for influencing
their compatriots. It is also evident that both concepts have a specific attitude toward certain
Islamic communities. A notable common characteristic among their supporters is the ability to
harness the power and influence of the media to shape public opinion in a desired direction
and to gain allies for their cause.

Another distinguishing feature is that the political leaderships in both states tend to
promote the narrative that their nations have historically been victims of aggression and terror,
both from neighboring countries and global powers. This strategy serves to evoke nationalist
sentiments. It is important to acknowledge that, unlike Serbia, Russia — as a global power —

possesses the necessary military, economic, human, and political resources to take decisive

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steps in addressing key national issues. Serbian authorities, on the other hand, not only lack
such capabilities but also face numerous challenges, including their aspiration to join the
European Union while maintaining traditional ties with Russia and China.

Despite certain similarities between the two concepts, there are two fundamental
differences. The first lies in the fact that, unlike the “Serbian World”, the “Russian World”
extends to all Russian-speaking peoples from the former socialist space who remain loyal to
traditional Russian conservative values, without emphasizing ethnic or religious identity.
However, as we have examined, the concept of the “Serbian World” is not uniformly interpreted
among its leading ideologists. For representatives of the radical wing, it remains primarily
directed toward ethnic Serbs by origin and Orthodox Serbs by faith?’. The second difference
between the two concepts stems from the capacities available to the authorities of both states in
achieving their primary objectives. Belgrade does not possess Russia's level of influence?®,
making its scope of action more limited compared to the Kremlin. The Russian Federation, on
the other hand, as a global power, takes decisive steps in pursuing its national interests.

In the third paragraph, we undertake a substantive reconstruction of the main
ideological lines of the “Serbian World”, based on the views of the aforementioned
ideological founders. The identification of certain aspirations, indirectly embedded within the
Serbian World, is also a product of author's interpretation, reflecting the messages and
actions of its proponents — demonstrating intentions for revising the past and restoring Serbia's
strategic positions, role, and prestige. Through semantic and substantive analysis of the term's
usage by its leading proponents in various discourses, we attempt to consolidate their
messages and summarize their similar perspectives on resolving the Serbian national
question in contemporary times. These perspectives, in our view, broadly represent the key
ideological lines within the overall vision that we interpret as the “Serbian World”. At the next
stage, the identified ideological foundations serve as categories for analysis (10), whose
presence we trace in the programmatic documents of Serbian parties. The goal is to highlight
those that, according to their defended principles, values, and objectives, prove to be the
strongest or weakest supporters of the ideas embedded in the concept. The substantive
reconstruction of the concept’s ideas serves as the basis for selecting the categorical indicators

presented in Table 1.

Substantive reconstruction of the main ideas of the “Serbian World”:

1. The indivisibility of the national territory. The ideologists of the Serbian World
prioritize the preservation of territorial integrity, which is established as a fundamental principle

in the country's Constitution. They believe that the ongoing contraction of the Serbian territorial

sphere must be halted and emphasize the unity of Serbia’s national territory and sovereignty as

foundational principles. Accordingly, they reject claims for political and territorial autonomy
raised by certain national minorities, perceiving such demands as attempts to fragment the
Serbian state. The lands of Kosovo and Metohija (“Old Serbia”) are perceived by the
proponents of the concept as an inseparable part of Serbian identity and statehood. For them,

resolving the issues arising from the forced secession, NATO aggression, and the unilateral
declaration of independence by the authorities in Pristina represents the most significant state,
national, historical, moral, and spiritual challenge for the Serbian people. They firmly assert
that Serbian authorities must not abandon national interests related to Kosovo and Metohija
(KiM) and the Republika Srpska, despite the pressure exerted by European institutions.

2. Spiritual and cultural renewal of the Serbian people. The supporters of the “Serbian
World” believe that preserving the Christian values and conservative traditions of the Serbian
people is essential for maintaining the spiritual unity of the nation. They emphasize the leading
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role of the Serbian Orthodox Church (SOC) in maintaining the Serbian national spirit,
consolidating ethnic Serbs around the idea of national unification, and strengthening the
spiritual bond with nations that identify with Serbian heritage. This makes the SOC the most

influential transboundary institution for Belgrade's outreach. For this reason, the preservation
of Serbian spiritual temples, the protection of Serbia’s cultural and spiritual heritage, and the
development of Serbian cultural and educational centers abroad have been identified as key
priorities by the proponents of the concept. Their views are also supported by specific legal
provisions (mentioned at the beginning of Chapter Two).

3. Protection of the rights and identity of ethnic Serbs from the nearby diaspora
(Western Balkans) and the distant diaspora (Western Europe, the USA, Latin America,
etc.). The ideologists of the concept argue that no additional rights should be granted to
minorities in Serbia beyond those already established by the country's Constitution. At the same
time, they advocate for better opportunities for Serbian ethnic communities abroad, both for
their development and the preservation of their identity markers. They emphasize that Serbian

authorities must work to strengthen political, economic, and, most importantly, cultural and

spiritual ties with compatriots living abroad, aiming to maintain their sense of belonging and

duty toward the motherland. The existence of the "Agreement on Special Parallel Relations"

between Serbia and Republika Srpska (RS), along with Belgrade's initiatives to strengthen

cooperation at all levels and the actions of the authorities in Banja Luka in support of President

Vuci¢’s policies, testify to the exceptionally close relations between the two countries.
Supporters of the concept emphasize the necessity of strengthening the role of the Serbian

Orthodox Church (SOC) and cultural centers abroad, while advocates of the territorial model

highlight the significance of pro-Serbian political actors. The role of President Vuci¢ as a unifier
and a father figure to the nation is also strongly emphasized.
4. Economic rise of the Republic of Serbia. The proponents of the Serbian World

concept believe that a strong and economically independent Serbia is a prerequisite for its

realization. According to them, achieving the primary objectives requires Serbia to develop at
a steady economic pace, relying predominantly on its natural resources while refining methods
of extraction, production, and distribution. They argue that economic cooperation between
Serbia and countries with a high percentage of ethnic Serbs in the region must be enhanced.

“For the Serbian World to exist, Serbia must be economically successful... ”, states Vulin.

5. Defining foreign policy and international partners according to the goals of the

“Serbian World”. The proponents of the concept believe that Serbia's foreign policy should

not only be coordinated but primarily guided by national Serbian interests, especially
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concerning Republika Srpska (RS) and Kosovo and Metohija (KiM). According to them, Serbia
should maintain its close relations with the Russian Federation, which has historically proven

to be its most loyal supporter. At the same time, they argue that Serbia should strive for

cooperation with other European and global powers as a means to improve its international
standing and significance. For supporters of the idea of establishing a federal Serbian state

(Rakovich), the primary necessity is the deepening of cooperation with regional countries that,

according to them, should join the Serbian unification (Republika Srpska, Montenegro, and
North Macedonia). To achieve this, efforts should be made to align their foreign policy course
with that followed by Belgrade.

6. Accession to the “EU”, but without compromising key national interests. The
ideologists of the “Serbian World” support Serbia's future European integration, viewing it as

an opportunity to achieve specific objectives, primarily in the economic sphere. However, they

argue that the country's accession to the EU must not come at the expense of key Serbian

interests, particularly concerning Republika Srpska and Kosovo and Metohija. According to

them, it is crucial that compromises between Belgrade and Brussels favor the status of ethnic
Serbs abroad. Some proponents suggest that EU membership presents a unique opportunity for
Serbian unification in cultural, spiritual, and political terms—both due to the “open borders”

among member states and the potential establishment of a Serbian lobbying presence within

European institutions. This lobby, they argue, would unite Serbian political forces across

different regional states (Serbia, Montenegro, RS, North Macedonia, Kosovo) and represent
their interests as a single community and nation.

7. Security and defense — against NATO membership. The supporters of the concept
perceive NATO forces as the main culprit behind Serbia's tragedy during the 1990s and oppose
the country’s full membership in the Alliance. They argue that Serbia must uphold military

neutrality while also developing a professional army capable of defending its borders and

protecting the Serbian people, including ethnic Serbs in the region—especially those subject to
repression by local authorities (primarily referring to Kosovo and Croatia). “For the Serbian
World to exist, Serbia must... have an army capable of defending both Serbia and Serbs,
wherever they may live. To preserve such a Serbia, we must do everything to continue the policy
of Aleksandar Vuci¢”, states Vulin.

8. Demographic growth — a necessity for the survival of the Serbian nation. The
ideologists of the concept argue that, given the increasingly negative demographic trend,

Serbian authorities must prioritize social measures that, on one hand, encourage birth rates

within the country and, on the other, create conditions for the return of Serbian youth, including
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those from the region and the distant diaspora, back to Serbia. These policies aim to retain and
develop the potential of the younger generation within their homeland. Extreme ideologists,
such as Vulin, warn of the threat posed by the growing Albanian population, both within Serbia

and in the northern parts of Kosovo, which are predominantly Serbian. According to them, this
demographic shift could lead to changes in the ethnic composition of these areas.
9. Nationalism — a part of Serbian education. The proponents of the concept view

investment in education as a guarantee for Serbia’s future, its people, and its civilizational

space. Encouraging policies aimed at improving the quality of education for Serbian youth —
both within Serbia and across the region — is established as a top priority. The push to create

more Serbian cultural centers and educational institutions abroad that adhere to the Serbian

educational model aims to strengthen Serbian identity among ethnic Serbs and those who

strongly identify with Serbian heritage. This is achieved through the intensified study of the

Serbian language, literature, cultural achievements, history, and traditions. The proponents of

the concept advocate for the protection of the right of Serbs abroad to receive information from
official institutions in their country of residence in their native language and to have free access

to Serbian media. They argue that the education of Serbian youth, both within the homeland

and beyond its borders, should be rooted in a patriotic spirit, fostering a sense of belonging to

the motherland and duty to the nation — values that reinforce the concept.

10. Prevention of granting additional autonomous rights to minorities that threaten
the territorial integrity, sovereignty, and independence of the Republic of Serbia. The
ideologists believe that Serbian authorities should pursue moderation and diplomacy in their

policies toward national minorities. However, they insist that ideas and policies promoted by

certain_minority representatives — particularly those that challenge the territorial integrity,

sovereignty, and independence of Serbia — must not be legitimized. According to them, any

attempts to alter Serbia’s constitutional order that could lead to territorial fragmentation are

unacceptable. They are willing to make some concessions regarding educational, spiritual, and
economic demands in multicultural regions such as Vojvodina and Sandzak, which have
distinct historical, demographic, and geographic characteristics. However, they firmly oppose

political or territorial autonomy claims made by radical minority representatives, especially

when such claims promote separatist narratives that threaten the unity of the Serbian state.

The idea of integrating national minorities, supported by the moderate wing of
ideologists, aims to counter radical political movements advocating separatism. However, a
significant challenge in this regard is the Albanian minority in Serbia, which receives strong
support from Albanian authorities in Tirana and Pristina. As a result, nationalists like Vulin
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openly oppose the Albanian factor, maintaining the belief that the “Serbian World” should
belong exclusively to ethnic Serbs by origin. “The Serbian World is created to prevent the

formation of Greater Albania without revolt and resistance....”

At the next stage of the study, we analyze the content of the programs of the selected

political entities, highlighting only those ideas and goals outlined in their platforms that indicate

their stance on the predetermined categories related to the “Serbian World” concept. At the

conclusion of the research, we present their positions on each specific categorical issue,
assigning 2 points for agreement with the concept, 1 point for partial support on certain
matters, 0 points for disagreement, and (minus) for the absence of an expressed position.

Then proceed to summarize the results by aggregating the numerical values assigned to
each party’s position. The final score, representing the extent to which a party supports the
vision of achieving the Serbian national ideal outlined in the “Serbian World” concept, is
determined by totaling all categorical evaluations. The maximum possible score that a party
can attain — assuming full agreement with all categorical indicators of the concept is 20 points.
Once the results are clarified, the political entities are classified into three groups: 1) strongest
supporters of “Serbian World”, 2) Partial supporters of the concept and 3) Least
supportive of the concept. At the conclusion of the study, we highlight two parties from the
Third Brnabié¢ Cabinet that emerge as the strongest proponents of the concept’s ideas, along
with the two parties that most strongly oppose it.

After clarifying the categorical indicators that express the core ideological lines in the
modern concept, we turn to analyzing Serbia’s political landscape on the eve of the April 2022
elections, which led to the formation of the Third Brnabi¢ Cabinet in October of the same year.
During the simultaneous snap parliamentary, regular presidential, and local elections, the
results showed a decisive victory for Aleksandar Vucic¢ as President. Additionally, the Serbian
Progressive Party (SNS), led by him at the time, secured a major parliamentary win. Running
under the slogan “Together We Can Do Everything” (“3ajedno moocemo cse’), its coalition
won 120 out of 250 seats in the Serbian National Assembly. The elections were held earlier
than originally planned due to continuous protests from the opposition “Alliance for Serbia”?°.
Although SNS secured first place, its members were unable to form an independent

government, which necessitated the search for coalition partners.

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The political programs of the parties that are part of the ruling government are of

particular interest in this study, as they possess real executive power and influence mechanisms.

The study also includes the programs of parties that serve as guarantors of the functioning

and stability of the cabinet for several reasons:

First. Some of the parties are part of the internal coalition "Together We Can Do
Everything™, in which they share common ideas, priorities, and policies with the ruling SNS.
These include: SPO, SNP, and PS (Pokret Socijalista).

Second. Among the supporting parties, there are those whose programs clearly express a

stance in favor of the ideas of “Serbian World”.

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Third. Among the leadership figures of the analyzed parties, there are individuals holding
high-ranking state positions in Serbia. This status provides them with opportunities to advance
certain policies in favor of “Serbian Worl” — particularly within the Movement of Socialists/
Pokret Socijalista. Its leader, Vulin, headed the Security Intelligence Agency from December
1, 2022 to November 3, 2023.

Fourth. Among the cabinet-supporting parties, there are minority parties that, in addition
to being guarantors of ethnic and religious peace in the country, also advocate for strengthening
and improving ties between national minorities and their compatriots in their motherland. This
has led to demands for greater autonomous rights, which challenge the indivisibility and unity

of the Serbian state.

In examining the ideas and goals outlined in the party programs, we focus only on those

that correspond to the categorical indicators established in relation to the “Serbian World”.

Analysis of results

After highlighting, examining, and analyzing separately the positions of each of the
twelve Serbian parties regarding the categorical indicators related to the ideas and goals of the
“Serbian World”, we summarize their stances by aggregating the numerical values assigned to
their assessments, reflecting their attitude (agreement - 2, partial agreement - 1, disagreement -
0, lack of position - negative value). We then calculate the total score for each party, equal to
the sum of its assessments, indicating the degree of alignment with each categorical indicator.

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To determine the degree of support for the concept, based on the extracted data, we divide
the parties into three categories that reflect an even distribution of results. In the first category
(score 15-20 points), we include parties that show the highest level of agreement with the
positions of the ideologists of “Serbian World”. In the second category (score 8-14 points), we
place those whose score indicates partial agreement. In the third category (score 1-7 points),
we classify the parties that exhibit the least agreement with the proclaimed ideas of “Serbian
World”. In Table 4, we present the ranking of parties in ascending order, prioritizing those that

hold a ministerial position in case of equal scores.

The results obtained from the general analytical study provide grounds for making the
following conclusions:

First. Regarding the principle of territorial indivisibility (k1), the results show that
nationalistically oriented parties largely support what the ideologists of the “Serbian World”
express on this issue, although some express different visions for resolving the question in
Kosovo and Metohija concerning the studied principle. For nationalists such as the leaders of
PS, SNP, SPS, PSS. Kosovo should be treated as an inseparable part of Serbia. According to
pragmatists seeking a consensus solution, a separate “Association of Serbian Communities” in
Northern Kosovo should be created, independent from the authorities in Pristina, under
Belgrade's protection. According to a third group (SDPS, SPO, SPP), Kosovo should be
integrated within the EU framework, with the aforementioned “Association” being created, but

under the auspices of European institutions.
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Second. Most Serbian parties (SNS, PS, SNP, PSS) consider that preserving traditional
conservative Serbian values and spiritual foundations is key to the survival and preservation of
the Serbian people through turbulent historical times. According to them, the role of the Serbian
Orthodox Church in consolidating the Serbian community abroad around the national ideal is
of paramount importance, which we also highlight in the ideas of the ideologists of the concept
for strengthening influence over the Serbian diaspora and the spiritual-cultural renewal of the
Serbian people (k2). Preserving cultural heritage located outside Serbia's borders is an
important cause for the “Serbian World” and the Serbian political subjects supporting it. The
pursuit of the Serbian national cause through strengthening Serbian nationalist feelings,
however, is perceived by the parties of national minorities as a threat to the communities they
represent. Among the parties, we also highlight those (SPS, JS, PUPS) that consider only
cultural renewal of the Serbian people necessary, since according to them, in modern times, the
church's role in social life should be limited.

Third. The leading Serbian parties supporting the ideas of the “Serbian World” consider
that the mission of restoring the national self-esteem of the Serbian people can be fulfilled only
after resolving the issues concerning the position of Serbs in the region and diaspora (k3).
Moderate political representatives adhere to the plan for creating the “Serbian World” as a
unified cultural-spiritual space for Serbs in the Balkans (SNS, SPS, PSS), considering
contemporary legal norms and foreign policy circumstances. Among nationalistically oriented
supporters, however (PS, SNP), the vision of the Serbian ideal is postulated around the idea of
uniting all ethnic Serbs from the region within unified political and territorial boundaries, which
reveals intentions for border redrawing and conflicts. Ethnic parties, on the other hand, use the
case to insist on improving the status of the minorities they represent in Serbia, complicating

the establishment of a stable domestic political situation in the country.

Fourth. Serbia's economic rise (k4) is the only criterion on which all examined parties
express agreement with the concept's ideologists, albeit driven by different aspirations. They
support the use of new methods and approaches, with special priority on agriculture, energy
investments, and efficient use of available natural resources, as opportunities for improving
economic life in the country. Some political representatives of minorities, however (DSHV and
VSMZ), insist on economic independence for VVojvodina, which is Serbia's most economically
developed region, but whose separation could negatively affect the Serbian economy's

condition.
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Fifth. Individual parties express different viewpoints regarding Serbia’s foreign policy
development (k5) and its international partners. Most of them perceive the mission established
in the “Nacertanije” and inherited in the “Serbian World” — “Serbia should rank worthily
alongside other European powers”. The attitude toward Western and Eastern partners is
ambiguous and stems from differences in perceptions regarding issues affecting the country's
future European membership, rapprochement with the Russian Federation, and the idea of
maintaining a neutral position, considering the interests of contemporary geopolitical powers.
The fact that European institutions pose ultimatums to Belgrade regarding the situation in
Kosovo and Metohija and Republika Srpska, while Russia and China, as permanent members
of the UN Security Council, continue to veto official recognition of Kosovo's independence, is
among the main reasons some political parties in Serbia (PS, SNP, PSS) express Eurosceptic
positions and prefer deepening ties with BRICS.

On the other hand, the economic benefits provided by Serbia's future EU membership,
which Russia cannot offer, are a leading motive for supporters of European integration, the
majority of whom, however, believe that it should not be accompanied by distancing from
cooperation with the Kremlin and Beijing (SNS, SPS, SPO). According to them, Serbia should
be guided in its international relations by its national interests, rather than by the idea of joining
the “camp” of any of the leading geopolitical powers. Therefore, similar to the situation in most
Balkan states, Serbia also shows a division of parties into pro-European, Eurosceptic,
Russophile, and Russophobic. An interesting moment is the circumstance that some political
subjects emphasize only economic priorities as the leading accent in developing their foreign
policy strategy — these are mainly ethnic parties. The nationalistically oriented, however,
emphasize the necessity of preserving and maintaining historical and cultural ties with the
Russian Federation (PS, SNP).

Sixth. The analysis of the derived results concerning the attitude of the studied political
subjects toward Serbia's European integration (k6) shows that most of them are pro-
European oriented but have a clearly expressed position regarding the requirements posed by
Brussels concerning key issues in Kosovo and Metohija and Republika Srpska. Most declare
that they are not inclined to abandon Serbian interests in the affected regions in the name of
joining the European Union - they have an irreconcilable position (SNS, SPS, PS, SNP). Others,
however, perceive the mechanisms of European institutions as a way to achieve consensus
solutions and opportunities for economic prosperity for all affected parties (SPO, PSS). PSS
even proposes that Kosovo become a Euroregion. Political representatives of national
minorities, on the other hand (DSHV, VSMZ, SPP), advocate for accelerated European
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integration of Serbia, as they believe it will help respect their rights and improve their status.
They propose the idea of transforming Vojvodina and Sandzak into cross-border European
regions.

Seventh. The majority of Serbian parties (SNS, PS, SNP, PUPS) declare that they are
against Serbia's full membership in NATO (k7), citing historical and moral arguments in
support of their position. Others, however, point out that Serbia should deepen its cooperation
with Alliance states through the “Partnership for Peace” program (SPS, JS). A large part
supports the benefits of maintaining military neutrality, but at the same time calls for forming
a professional army capable of defending Serbian borders and people, including Serbian
communities outside the homeland's borders. A third group, however, believes that the past
should be forgotten so that Serbia can develop according to the model of other Western
democracies, including in the sphere of security and defense, joining NATO as a full member
(SPO, PSS). Representatives of minorities also support the country's accession to the Alliance,
perceiving it as a natural process that should guarantee the security of all citizens of Serbia.

Eighth. Demographic growth (k8), which most Serbian parties advocate for, is
perceived as a path to the survival of the Serbian people in the Balkans and the establishment
of the future “Serbian World”. Among political subjects, different proposals are observed
regarding measures to address the demographic crisis, with many including encouraging birth
rates and supporting young families through financial incentives. Some political subjects
advocate for the idea proposed in the Serbian concept of developing policies aimed at creating
suitable financial conditions and opportunities for the return of Serbian youth from the region
and diaspora back to the homeland. They remain united in their position that resolving the
demographic crisis, considering the deepening of negative trends and high birth rates among
Albanian and Bosniak society, continues to be a leading priority®. According to some Serbian
parties, however (SNP, PUPS, SPS), the problem is rooted in the lack of modern educational
practices and suitable conditions for development that would motivate Serbian youth to remain
in their homeland. For minority parties, the demographic problem of Serbs is not of interest, as
they are focused on preserving and developing their own ethnic groups in the country.

Ninth. Nationalistically oriented Serbian parties support the vision of “Serbian World”
ideologists for promoting nationalism in education (k9), through the presence of more
subjects facilitating the upbringing and formation of moral foundations of Serbian youth in a

patriotic spirit and solidarity with the Serbian national cause (SNS, PS, SNP, SPO). Some,

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however, believe that ideologies, following traditions, and studying historical factology are
outdated practices that should remain in the past for Serbian education to be modern and
pragmatic (SPS, JS). They emphasize training young Serbs in directions that can contribute to
their improvement as personnel with specific abilities. We believe that such a policy is also in
society's interest, but it leads to the creation of other types of tendencies. We also highlight the
position of minority parties, which insist on the right to education and access to official
information in their mother tongue.®*

Tenth. Although most Serbian parties mention in their programs the respect for the rights
of national minorities in Serbia as a key priority, most of them believe that additional
autonomous rights should not be granted to minorities (k10) beyond those already
established in the Constitution, which could strengthen their claims for political and territorial
autonomy. Most believe that considering the characteristics of the local population in certain
regions (Sandzak and Vojvodina), some concessions can be made to minorities by providing
them with additional powers of cultural, economic, and religious character, with some even
supporting the granting of strictly defined political competencies to local authorities, but
without threatening Serbia's territorial integrity, sovereignty, and independence. The role of
minority parties in these processes is key. Their position on the examined criterion often leads
to disagreements in power. However, there are also subjects that, while defending the rights of
their minority group, are inclined to compromise with the ruling parties (SDPS).

In Figure 1, we present the arrangement of parties, ordering them sequentially according
to their overall score, reflecting their overall attitude (the sum of all their evaluations across

categories) toward the concept.

Focusing on the overall assessment of compatibility between the examined political

parties, we highlight the two that express the strongest support for the concept, as well as

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the two expressing the least agreement with what is advocated in it. Therefore, we can make

the following conclusions:

First. The results show that the strongest supporters of the “Serbian World” are the
“Serbian Progressive Party” of President Vuci¢ and the “Movement of Socialists” of Vulin.
Vucié, as head of state and key figure in Serbia's executive power, has at his disposal various
instruments of influence and implementation of certain policies in favor of the concept. As head
of Serbian Intelligence (BIA), Vulin also has access to specific governmental mechanisms with
which he manages to help implement some of the goals set in the “Serbian World”. SNS is the
largest ruling party during the examined period, from whose cadre ranks are eleven ministers
in the Government, three of whom are deputy prime ministers, the prime minister, and the
president. In this way, it emerges as the political subject with the most governmental positions
and opportunities for implementing the ideas and goals set in its program, a large part of which
coincide with the vision of the “Serbian World” ideologists. SNS proves to be the main pillar

and strongest supporter of the Serbian concept (20 points).

From the analyzed circumstances concerning President Vuci¢ and his positioning as an
advocate for the “Serbian World”, we believe that he strives to present himself as a unifier and
protector of the Serbian people, ready to fight for the rights and interests of all Serbs, with
special emphasis on those outside the homeland's borders. The messages in the party program
and his public addresses, in which he expresses: advocacy for the Serbian cause regarding issues
in Kosovo and Metohija, Republika Srpska, Montenegro; irreconcilability toward Brussels'
ultimatums affecting the country's European integration; unwillingness to impose sanctions
against the Russian Federation; readiness to build strong economic ties with BRICS; categorical
disagreement with the country's full NATO membership; ambition to protect the spiritual and
cultural heritage of Serbs, including in the diaspora; and desire to deepen ties with compatriots
abroad, give us grounds to conclude that Vucic¢ tries to balance in his domestic and foreign
policy moves, driven by the aspiration to achieve Serbian unification, but also by the desire to

preserve his power positions.

Second. The fact that Vulin is among the few Serbian politicians who allow themselves
to openly and publicly appeal for creating the “Serbian World” as a unified political space and
the existence of a document dedicated to the “Serbian World” testifies to the leader's aggressive,

nationalist, and revanchist intentions. The speeches® of the “Movement of Socialists” leader to

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the Serbian people and Serbian communities abroad, in which he assures his followers of the
justice and need for realizing the Serbian cause, again show a striving for national unification.
We must emphasize the fact that Vulin maintains extremely close relations with Republika
Srpska leader Milorad Dodik, encouraging the latter's ambitions for separating the entity from

Bosnia and Herzegovina®,

The mentioned and analyzed circumstances give us grounds to point out that the
“Movement of Socialists” is also among the strongest ideological supporters of the concept.
We believe that its positioning in second place is largely due to the fact that the party has no
representatives (ministers) in the cabinet, despite their participation in “Together We Can Do
Everything” and Vulin's strategic position. Therefore, SPP's role in implementing what is set in
the concept remains paramount. Nevertheless, Vulin undoubtedly proves to be the political
figure with the most clearly expressed and firm position in support of the concept, due to the
fact that he is the author of the strongest and most categorical messages in its favor3’ and

the main actor in raising it to the political level.

Third. The derived results show that ethnic parties position themselves as the least
supportive of the “Serbian World”. Among them, with the lowest degree of compatibility with
the concept's principles and goals, stand out the “State Union of Croats in VVojvodina” and the
“Alliance of Vojvodina Hungarians”. Analysis of both programs shows that on some issues
they not only disagree with the ideas of “Serbian World” ideologists but sharply oppose them,
believing that they limit the rights and security of the minorities they represent. Although most
ethnic parties in the country have similar views on many topics concerning the status of national
minorities, they differ regarding the character of autonomous rights they claim. Some strive
primarily for economic and cultural autonomy (SDPS, SPP), while others insist on political
autonomy as well (DSHV, VSMZ). Nevertheless, the latter two remain most significant, whose

claims most highly affect the concept's goals.

Croats and Hungarians in VVojvodina, which has the status of an autonomous province
within Serbia, have long made demands for its economic independence. Recently, however,

their ambitions for local authorities in the region to receive more political powers that would

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distance them from the course followed by the central leadership in Belgrade are increasingly
growing. Such claims are made primarily by VSMZ: “We are for such Vojvodina and Serbia
where there is no discrimination between majority and minority, where there is no dominant
nation, but only national communities...and the necessary forms of autonomy find
recognition and strengthen democracy”.® The fact that Hungarians represent the largest
minority by number in Vojvodina provides them with additional weight to state their demands

before Serbian authorities and even pose ultimatums.

The policy of Serbian authorities toward implementing the goals of the “Serbian World”
becomes a huge challenge to the survival and preservation of the Hungarian minority in
Vojvodina. This creates the circumstance for VSMZ to position itself as the party expressing
not only the least agreement (2 points) with the intentions in the Serbian concept but also

as one of its main opponents in the Serbian political space.

Fourth. DSHV's position is highly variable and has certain specificities. During the
functioning of the Third Brnabi¢ Cabinet, Croats have their own minister for the first time.
Analysis of DSHV's program shows that Croats also insist on Vojvodina's economic
independence, similar to VSMZ, perceiving the achievement of this goal as a step toward
subsequent political autonomy. “Vojvodina is a well-formed unit that deserves political and
territorial autonomy.”® Despite softening certain positions, representatives of the Croatian
minority continue to insist on decentralization and regionalization of Serbia - goals that threaten
the ambitions of the concept's ideologists. The examined circumstances, as well as the derived
compatibility result (3 points), give us grounds to conclude that Croats in Serbia have no
intentions of allowing themselves to be involved in the “Serbian World” — they are one of its

main opponents, together with VSMZ.

The studied circumstances and processes in Chapter Two lead us to the following main
conclusions:

First. Analysis of the circumstances that give rise to processes leading to the emergence,
spread, and consolidation of ideas of the contemporary nationalist concept “Serbian World”
shows that a large part of its ideological foundations, besides being inspired by the legacy of
the past, are also the work of certain ideological circles in Serbia in the present, striving for

revision of the past, realization of the Serbian national ideal for unification, and transformation

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of the Serbian state again into a leading Balkan power. Two wings can be conditionally
distinguished among the concept's supporters: moderate — for implementation only in the
cultural-spiritual plane - cultural expansion, and extreme — for realization of cultural, spiritual,
but also political unification of Serbs within the unified borders of the homeland - territorial
expansion. Pursuing the goals of achieving both visions of the “Serbian World” creates high

risks for societies in the Western Balkans.

Second. Highlighting and analyzing the main ideological lines established in the “Serbian
World” and “Russian World” shows that there are shared ideological views between the
leading advocates of both concepts. Both concepts are nationalist in character, with each
presenting a contemporary vision for realizing leading national goals. Despite the existence of
the examined similarities, there are also substantial differences. The “Russian World” is
increasingly becoming a global expansionist strategy, approaching Dugin's ideas for creating a
“Eurasian World”, being directed toward all Russian-speaking peoples, especially from the
former socialist space, sharing the values of the unified Russian civilizational space. At the
foundation of this “world” is the idea of protecting conservative Russian values through
building a powerful Eurasian empire capable of opposing the cultural model imposed by the

Western world.

On the other hand, the “Serbian World”, which according to some of its ideological
inspirers (Glisi¢, Rajc¢evi¢) represents only an idea for creating a unified cultural-spiritual
Serbian space, while according to others striving for unification of ethnic Serbian lands, it
should be intended primarily for ethnically Serbian people*® (Rakovi¢, Vulin, Dodik), remains
with aspirations on a regional level, which leading Serbian authorities (Vuci¢) do not officially
confirm. We believe this fact stems from the difference in capabilities that Serbian and
Russian statesmen have for implementing national interests.

Third. Analysis of the content of the examined Serbian parties' programs shows that
among political subjects there are both firm advocates for the principles and goals of the
“Serbian World” and its obvious opponents. The results from studying ideological
compatibility between the ideas and goals in the concept and those expressed by the parties
provide grounds to identify the ruling SNS, together with President Vuci¢ and its intra-coalition
partner “Movement of Socialists”, with leader - the director of the “Security and Information

Agency” - Vulin, as its main political supporters. On the other hand, the derived data shows

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that ethnic parties express the least support for the ideal in the doctrine, with political
representatives of Croatian and Hungarian national minorities in Serbia remaining most

negatively disposed toward the “Serbian World”.
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CHAPTER THREE: Political and Ideological Reflections of the “Serbian
World” Concept in Montenegro, Republika Srpska, and Serbia

In Chapter Three, we analyze the influence of the “Serbian World”” concept on political
processes and public attitudes in Montenegro and Republika Srpska, examining expert positions
on specific issues concerning the foreign policy moves of the Republic of Serbia regarding the
aforementioned states. We focus on researching the instruments of Belgrade's interference
identified with the help of specialists, their strength and manifestation, as well as the challenges
posed by the reflections of the “Serbian World” before the authorities in the two countries under
consideration. We pay attention to the role, significance and influence of leading regional and
global actors on the political intentions of the ruling authorities in the Montenegrin state and
the Serbian entity in BiH.

Along with the aforementioned, we also analyze the problems related to the reflection of
the “Serbian World” on Serbia's development and the attitudes of its citizens. We subject to
analysis the goals of the political course set by its current state authorities, the postulated and
realistically achievable tasks of the concept, in relation to contemporary conditions and
possibilities for the future of the Serbian people, concerning the European and Euro-Atlantic
integration of the country. Based on the analysis of the concept's reflections in the mentioned
countries and the opinion of specialists, we formulate basic conclusions and attempt a political
prognosis concerning the future of the concept. For the purposes of the research, we test the
following hypotheses:

Hypothesis 1. The influence of the “Serbian World”” concept in Montenegro will intensify
after the arrival of the new political class in the country. The possibility for Serbian authorities
to interfere in the country's political course through the activities of pro-Serbian parties and to
influence public attitudes through cultural-spiritual ties, where the Serbian Orthodox Church

(SOC) plays a major role, creates risks for the European development of Montenegrins.

Hypothesis 2. In case the authorities in BiH agree to fulfill Milorad Dodik's demands*
for creating separate and independent administrative bodies of Republika Srpska, the desire of

Bosnian Serbs to separate from the confederation will weaken.

41 Milorad Dodik's claims related to the establishment of an independent judiciary, tax administration, security
services, and armed forces for the Serbian entity.
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Hypothesis 3. The influence of the “Serbian World” concept is stronger in Republika
Srpska than in Montenegro, due to historical, ideological, cultural-spiritual, social and political
preconditions.

Hypothesis 4. The nationalist and revanchist ideas of the “Serbian World” concept will
remain in the past, so that Serbia can continue toward European and Euro-Atlantic integration,
even if this is accompanied by a change in the country's political leadership. Serbs will prefer
the economic benefits of EU membership over the ideals of the “Serbian World”.

Description of the Research

To fulfill the task set in the Introduction concerning the present chapter, we choose to
apply in-depth interviews with experts in the researched problematic, considering that this
qualitative method is most appropriate, given the set goal, due to the following advantages
pointed out by Simeonova in "Foundations of Political Sociology": economy, speed, possibility
of obtaining more in-depth information about the opinions and behavior of the researched
persons.*? Adhering to the criteria for conducting interviews*3, we note that the experts who
participate are specialists in the field of political sciences, international relations, diplomacy,
European law, historical sciences, security and military affairs. Some of them are
representatives of the academic community — teachers and analysts, while others are
representatives from practice. The in-depth interviews were conducted through personal
meetings with each of the experts, in the form of free conversation, with 11 open questions

asked on predetermined problematic areas concerning the dissertation research.

The goal of this method is obtaining comprehensive information representing the
position of the interviewees on each of the examined questions affecting our hypotheses. The
interviews were conducted in the period March — July 2024, and the average duration of each
was about 2 hours. The criteria by which the expertise of the specialists is determined are
concluded in the definition of expert given by Kant, in which he emphasizes the need for
specialized knowledge combined with critical thinking, noting that true expertise includes not
only significant knowledge in a particular field, but also the ability to apply it effectively.**

In the first paragraph of Chapter Three, we examine the political situation and public

moods in Montenegro leading to the removal of ex-president Milo Pukanovi¢ and his party.

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We highlight the reasons and factors that, according to us and the experts, most highly provoke
political change. We analyze the political decisions and actions of the current ruling authorities,
revealing their attitude toward the “Serbian World”, as well as their intentions regarding the
country's European integration. We research the strength and manifestation of the instruments
of Belgrade's interference on public moods and political processes in the Montenegrin state, as
well as in Republika Srpska, identified with the help of specialists. Among them we highlight:
Serbian Orthodox Church (SOC), pro-Serbian political parties, pro-Serbian non-
governmental organizations, economic levers, pro-Serbian media-information sources,
Serbian diplomatic service.

Analyzing the processes, we reach the conclusion that Belgrade's influence regarding
the Serbian communities in Republika Srpska and Montenegro is neither with equal strength
nor with equal results. We highlight the SOC as the main mechanism for influencing the self-
consciousness of ethnic Serbs abroad. We emphasize that due to a number of factors, most
significant among which - the ethnic composition of the population, the consequences of the
war in BiH, the imposed dictate and the specific efforts undertaken by the authorities in Banja
Luka for additional rapprochement with Belgrade, the interference of Serbian clergy is stronger
in Republika Srpska than in Montenegro. We point out that after the new Montenegrin party
“Europe Now” took power and the position stated by President Jakov Milatovic¢ for establishing
closer relations with Serbia, pro-Serbian political parties not only consolidate but even
strengthen their influence in the country.

We consider, however, that despite the results of the last population census in
Montenegro in favor of pro-Serbian forces, they will not succeed in achieving significant goals
such as recognizing ethnic Serbs as a state-forming people in the country or positioning Serbian
as an official language, due to the fact that nationalists around Pukanovi¢ still have strong
positions in Montenegrin society, and the division between recent allies Milatovi¢ and Spajié
is intensifying. According to us and the majority of experts, the current rulers in Montenegro
will continue to work actively for the country's European integration, as this is the desired
economic alternative by society, but simultaneously they will strive to improve relations with
Belgrade. We emphasize that it is of particular importance for Montenegrin authorities to clarify
the character of the closeness they want to maintain with Serbian rulers, so that Montenegro

does not find itself again in the trap of Serbian domination and the “Serbian World”.

In the second paragraph of Chapter Three, we examine issues concerning Belgrade's

role in the political pretensions expressed by the authorities in Republika Srpska for separating
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the entity from BiH. We analyze the political situation and public moods in the Serbian
entity, examining leading principles and goals in the program of the ruling SNSD concerning
the “Serbian World” concept. We emphasize the significant role of President Milorad Dodik in
maintaining the status quo and coordinating the internal and external policy of the entity with
Belgrade. We focus on the possibilities for RS development concerning European integration,
NATO membership and rapprochement with Russia. We reach the conclusion that SNSD's goal
related to creating institutional and administrative bodies of Republika Srpska independent
from BiH's central leadership is an initial step in the plan for the entity's factual separation from
the confederation.

According to the majority of experts, if Dodik's demands are fulfilled, the intensity of
tension between ethnic groups in the dual federation will not only not decrease but will continue
to rise. This circumstance, according to them, is due both to Belgrade's influence on the
authorities and public attitudes in RS, and to the slow pace of European integration. Therefore,
proving the impossible peace of Dayton by strengthening the aggression of Serbian nationalism
and raising ethnic tension is part of the design for creating the “Serbian World”. This fact is
evidenced by SNSD's and Dodik's position regarding ultimatums for RS's accession to the EU,
the refusal of full NATO membership and maintaining close cooperation with the Russian
Federation. We reach the conclusion that the authorities in Banja Luka steadfastly follow the
foreign policy line set by Belgrade. We consider that the lack of strong opposition to oppose
Dodik and lead the country toward a European and Euro-Atlantic future will lead to deepening
the division between peoples in the confederation and increasing Serbian pretensions.

In the third paragraph, we examine issues related to the European and Euro-Atlantic
integration*® of Montenegro and Republika Srpska, given the interference of factors of internal
and external origin. We analyze the influence of leading regional and global actors - EU, Russia,
China, Turkey, USA, Middle East on the foreign policy orientation and social attitudes in the
examined states.

Regarding Russia’s interference in political processes and public attitudes in
Montenegro and Republika Srpska, with the help of experts we highlight the following
instruments: common Slavic roots and Orthodoxy as a cultural-spiritual mechanism for
influence; energy supplies as an economic instrument that transforms into political; political
mechanisms — in domestic political terms through pro-Russian political forces, and in foreign

policy — through Russia's position as a permanent member of the UN Security Council; pro-

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Russian media-information channels. We reach the conclusion that the slow pace of European
integration in the examined states facilitates the Kremlin's attempts to destabilize them and
attract them to its side, distancing them both from EU and NATO membership.

Nevertheless, the fact that Montenegro and Republika Srpska are economically oriented
toward the EU, not toward the Russian Federation, has a substantial influence on their choice
of future development. A tendency is observed that most Western Balkan states that are NATO
members, like Montenegro, show resilience against the Kremlin's ambitions to establish a zone
of influence along the Alliance's external borders, which positively affects the security and
stability of the region. The political actions and closeness demonstrated by RS President Dodik
with his Russian colleague Putin (political positions, mutual visits and awards) testify to the
fact that Russia's influence in the Serbian entity of BiH is much stronger than in Montenegro.

Regarding China's influence in the examined states, we point out that Beijing's “Belt
and Road” initiative, although focused on economic cooperation and trade, primarily serves
Chinese geopolitical interests. We consider that China strives to make Western Balkan states,
EU membership candidates, financially and debt-dependent to increase its influence over
European institutions. It achieves the highest success so far in Montenegro, putting the small
Balkan state before economic collapse due to its inability to repay its debts to Chinese banks,
which may distance it from its European integration. Experts support the researcher's position
that while the EU is waging a hybrid war with Russia, with China the war is financial, because
Beijing, unlike EU states and Russia itself, is developing at exceptionally fast rates and has

immense possibilities.

According to us, although Turkey has no interest in hindering Western Balkan
integration into the EU and NATO, it does not abandon its strategic goal to position itself as a
key player representing, defending and uniting under its wing the interests of Muslims in the
region. We consider that Ankara's policy in the Balkans, related to deepening its ties with
Muslim societies in the examined states, may prove to be at odds with Belgrade's pursued goals
and its aspirations for integrating the Muslim factor into the “Serbian World”.

Analyzing the question of Middle Eastern influence in Montenegro and Republika
Srpska, we consider that besides economic, some Persian Gulf countries (Saudi Arabia, UAE)
also have political interests toward the examined countries, given the cultural and religious ties
they strive to maintain with Muslim societies in them, supporting their specific causes. These
policies of Islamic states, however, often prove to be obstacles to Belgrade's goals and its vision

for the role of the Muslim factor in the “Serbian World”.

Regarding US influence, we consider that they support Western Balkan integration, on
one hand, to encourage the economic prosperity of the entire EU, and on the other - to establish
Europe's common security through NATO and control European nationalism. Although
Washington achieves strategic success in the Montenegrin state, contributing to its NATO
accession, regarding Republika Srpska, given its role in the Bosnian war and its perception by
Serbs as a historical enemy, full RS membership, as well as Serbia’s in the Alliance, is a weakly
probable possibility.

In summary, we consider that European institutions will continue to insist that
Montenegro and Republika Srpska authorities fulfill necessary reforms, work intensively for
regional reconciliation and oppose Russian and Chinese influence in them, but also that it is
necessary for European authorities to support their efforts for energy diversification from the
Kremlin and overcoming their economic difficulties caused by Beijing's “debt trap”. According
to us, achieving compromise between their governments and European institutions on leading
economic, political and social issues is of key importance for Western Balkan and examined
states' stability, because otherwise, there exists a danger that Montenegro and Republika Srpska
will become a buffer zone between the interests of other geopolitical players with ambitions in
the region.

In the fourth paragraph, we examine issues concerning the reflection of the “Serbian
World” on Serbia’s future development and its citizens' attitudes. We analyze the postulated
and realistically achievable tasks of the concept in relation to contemporary conditions and
possibilities for the Serbian people concerning the country's European and Euro-Atlantic
integration. At the next stage, we attempt a political prognosis concerning the concept's future
development, given public moods in the Serbian state, the behavior of the ruling authorities and
the disposition of international factors. We reach the conclusion that the eventual European
membership of Serbia, Republika Srpska, Montenegro and other regional states with a high
percentage of Serbian population creates possibilities for forming a Serbian lobby in European
institutions and realizing the “Serbian World” as a unified cultural, spiritual and to some extent
political space for ethnic Serbs (the possibility to make decisions as a unified community)
without the need for redrawing territorial borders.

Experts unite around the position that the “Serbian World” concept has a nationalist
character, ideologically based on revision and revanchism, with a view to returning the lost
through consolidating Serbs around the ideal of national unification within unified cultural,

spiritual and political borders of the homeland, by emphasizing their identity features - origin,
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culture, spirituality, language, traditions, historical past. The activity of the SOC, pro-Serbian
parties, non-governmental organizations and media plays a major role in these processes. We
reach the conclusion that what is realistically achievable in Serbian ambitions relative to current
conditions is stopping the narrowing of the Serbian area - preserving what has been achieved.
According to many experts, the listed mechanisms of influence have primarily the task of
helping preserve the Serbian self-consciousness of compatriots abroad, rallying them in the
unified cultural-spiritual field of the “Serbian World”.

According to us and the experts, the political unification of Serbs within the borders of
the mother homeland through territorial expansion, set as a leading goal by the extreme wing
of the concept's supporters, is a weakly probable possibility, which, however, can be partially
realized under positive circumstances for Serbia and its allies (according to some experts,
change is possible regarding Kosovo, and according to others regarding RS). Those skeptical
toward the future development of the “Serbian World” exclude the possibility of new border
demarcation, regardless of the outcome of the Russia-Ukraine conflict, the disposition of
international factors or changes in the balance of power, considering that the principle of border
inviolability is not subject to renegotiation, and that any form of its violation should be
sanctioned as aggression.

We consider that if the current ruling Serbian political elite does not soften its nationalist
ambitions for creating a “Serbian World” in search of compromises with Brussels in the name
of Serbia's European integration, it is quite likely that Serbian citizens will desire change and
replace it with pro-European leaders. In case Serbia's EU accession becomes fact, however,
this will mean that economic priorities have prevailed over nationalist intentions postulated
in the “Serbian World” in Serbian society. Experts share the researcher's skeptical position
regarding the possibility of Serbia's full Alliance membership while maintaining its current
nationalist leadership expressing desire to observe the country's military neutrality. With a
change in Serbia's leadership with pro-European leaders and realization of its European
integration, however, the possibility of the country's full membership is more likely.

At the end of the research, summarizing the positions of the interviewees regarding the
future development of Montenegro, Republika Srpska and Serbia, from the perspective of the
“Serbian World” concept's political reflections on political processes and public attitudes in
them, related to the choice of political leaders, following a certain domestic and foreign policy
course and creating alternative cooperation possibilities, we can derive the following

conclusions concerning our hypotheses set at the beginning of Chapter Three.
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First. Our first hypothesis is confirmed by the specialists, as they also consider that
the influence of the “Serbian World” on political processes and public moods in Montenegro
will intensify with the coming to power of “Europe Now Movement”, whose leaders
demonstrate a desire to deepen cooperation with Belgrade, creating preconditions for
establishing the concept's ideas among ethnic Serbs in the country. Experts share the
researcher's position that among the reasons for drastic political reshuffles in the country,
besides protests against high levels of corruption in the “DPukanovi¢ era”, is also the desire of
Montenegrin society for radical change in relations with the Serbian state, with which it shares
not only a long historical past but also strong cultural-spiritual ties, where the SOC plays a
significant role. The circumstance is taken into account that if economic cooperation between
Podgorica and Belgrade begins to transition into close political cooperation, given the
positioning of Montenegrin President Milatovi¢ as a reliable partner of pro-Serbian parties,
there exists a real danger that Montenegro will be drawn into the revisionist aspirations of

Belgrade authorities.

Second. Regarding the second hypothesis and our expressed position that in case of
eventual fulfillment of the demands set by the Republika Srpska leader, related to establishing
separate bodies of tax administration, security services, judicial system and army, independent
from BiH's central bodies, the desire of Bosnian Serbs to separate the entity from the
confederation will weaken, most experts express disagreement. According to us, upon
achieving the desired concessions, Dodik will reconcile with the given circumstances and soften
his nationalist rhetoric and goals. The interviewees, however, defend the position that if RS
authorities' pretensions are realized, they will begin to set new, even higher ones, realizing that
BiH's central-level bodies are inclined to make concessions. According to specialists, Dodik
will not reconcile until he succeeds in achieving independent status for the entity, and at the
next stage, annexing it to Serbia. Therefore, our expressed hypothesis was not confirmed by
the experts.

Third. Experts categorically agree with the researcher’'s expressed position that the
influence of the “Serbian World” concept is much stronger in Republika Srpska than in

Montenegro, due to several leading factors: the character of the population in the two states -

ethnic Serbs predominate in the Serbian entity (90%), while in Montenegro they are about 30%;

the role of the SOC as mother church for Bosnian Serbs in Republika Srpska — it has no

opposition, unlike the MOC in Montenegro; the consequences of the BiH war, leading to

strengthening Serbian nationalism among Bosnian Serbs who remained outside the fatherland
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through dictate - unlike Montenegro's peaceful separation from FRY through referendum;

specific efforts undertaken by Banja Luka authorities for additional rapprochement and

strengthening ties with Belgrade — the position of Dodik and SNSD, which express firm support

for “Serbian World” goals. Podgorica authorities still emphasize the need for cooperation only
in economic terms, but pro-Serbian parties in the country are consolidating their influence and
the possibility of granting state-forming people status to ethnic Serbs in the country is growing.
Therefore, our expressed (third) hypothesis was confirmed by the majority of interviewees.

Fourth. Our last (fourth) expressed hypothesis concerning the future of the “Serbian
World” concept is confirmed by experts, as they share the researcher's position that its
nationalist ideas and revisionist intentions will be neglected so that Serbia can successfully
complete European integration processes, achieving compromises with European institutions
on disputed issues affecting the Serbian diaspora in Republika Srpska and Kosovo. The majority
of specialists also believe that the increasingly difficult economic conditions in which Serbs
live will have a decisive role in their choice of political leaders in the near future. Therefore,
we consider that in case current rulers do not soften their nationalist aspirations, there is a high
probability that Serbian society will wish to replace them with a new, pro-European elite

unburdened by revanchist doctrines like the “Serbian World”.

The analysis carried out in the dissertation research, the summarized conclusions at the
end of each chapter and the outlined future political perspectives prove the formulated main
thesis that the “Serbian World” is a nationalist concept whose political-ideological reflections
in Montenegro and Republika Srpska, inspired and directed by revisionist-minded intellectual
and political-power elites in Belgrade, aiming to achieve the Serbian national ideal and leading
foreign policy goals, generate political challenges and security risks for the societies of the

examined countries.

The present dissertation work helps highlight the potential risks from the spread and
establishment of the concept's revisionist ideas for the examined societies in the Western
Balkans. Undisputed interest for the researcher represents future expansion of the analysis

regarding the remaining states in the region affected by “Serbian World” influence.
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IV.SELF-ASSESSMENT OF SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTIONS

I. Scientific-Theoretical:

1. For the first time in Bulgarian scientific literature, a comprehensive analysis of the
“Serbian World” concept has been carried out and an attempt has been made for substantive
reconstruction of its main ideas through detailed review of political and party documents, media
messages, speeches and public statements of its leading ideologists and supporters. In relation
to the defended main goal, two wings (moderate — cultural-spiritual unification / extreme —
political unification) of the concept's ideologists have been conditionally highlighted.

2. For the first time in Bulgarian scientific literature, the political-ideological reflections
of the “Serbian World” concept on political processes and public attitudes in Montenegro and
Republika Srpska have been subjected to analysis and authorial interpretation.

3. The interconnection between the “Russian World” and “Serbian World” concepts has
been analyzed, with leading similarities and differences between them identified.

4. One of the merits of the dissertation lies in its analysis of transformations in the
Serbian national ideal has been made through research of main ideological lines in Serbian
doctrines from the 19th to 21st centuries and their interconnection with the contemporary

“Serbian World” concept.*®

1. Practical-Applied:

5. The main sources for popularizing and establishing the ideas of the “Serbian World”
concept in Serbian public and media space have been highlighted and researched.

6. Leading mechanisms of Serbian authorities' influence on public attitudes and political
processes in Montenegro and Republika Srpska in favor of the concept's goals have been
analyzed and systematized.

7. An authorial study has been carried out concerning the compatibility between the
ideas and goals of “Serbian World” ideologists and the policies defended by Serbian parties in

the “Third Brnabi¢ Cabinet”, which contributes to highlighting the main supporters and

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opponents of the concept in Serbian political space. The research can also serve as a basis and
guide for future political analyses.

8. An authorial prognosis for the future development of political processes in Serbia in
the context of increasing/decreasing influence of “Serbian World” ideas among ruling elites

and public moods has been proposed and substantiated.
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
