political communication, Political theories of the 20th and early 21st centuries, Paper on the
topic of the dissertation, she developed a dissertation and she published a sufficient number
of publications to present to the public the results of her research within the dissertation.

Mrs Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova meets the minimal national requirements under
article 2b, para 2 and 3 of the Act on Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria for the awarding of the educational and scientific degree ,,Doctor*, which is also
evident from the table, part of the documents, which have been submitted for this scientific

jury.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation
e Structure, pages
The dissertation consists of 311 pages of standard text. It is structured in Introduction,
three main chapters, Conclusions, 5 Appendices at the end of the material, Bibliography. At
the beginning of the dissertation, the author has presented a List of Abbreviations and a List
of Tables (5 tables) and Figures (1 figure).
e Evaluation of the relevance of the topic; the objective; the tasks; the object; the
subject; the main thesis of the dissertation
The topic of the dissertation is an extremely relevant and important. Its relevance is
determined by the fact that it is related to real and contemporary dimensions of the domestic
and foreign policy of a specific European, Balkan and Bulgaria-neighbouring country, in this
case Serbia. The topic is significant because this policy, based on a certain ideological basis,
the author recognizes in this basis the "Serbian World" concept, determines not only the
future development of Serbia, but also affects the fate of other countries in the Western
Balkans. Thus, it inevitably reflects both on the stability of the region and on a united
Europe, struggling to maintain its weakening geopolitical weight. This policy, although it has
not been studied, but only mentioned a few times as a fact, also applies to North Macedonia,
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respectively to the people there who have preserved their Bulgarian consciousness. It
indirectly affects the Bulgarian minority in Serbia. All these circumstances inevitably
concern Bulgaria as well.

The object and subject of the study are clearly defined. The “Serbian World” concept
— the Serbian national ideal, along with the leading ideas, values, principles, and goals
embedded within it is object of study. The political and ideological reflections of the
concept in Montenegro, Republika Srpska, and Serbia are subject of the study.

The study in the dissertation is focused on the "Serbian World™" concept, which,
according to the research thesis, formulated by dissertation candidate Mirela Vladimirova-
Dimitrova, incorporates nationalist, and revanchist ideas, which create conditions for the
implementation of aggressive and assimilationist policies by the authorities in Belgrade
toward Western Balkan states with a Serbian diaspora. These policies are facilitated through
specific mechanisms that influence political processes and public attitudes in these countries,
ultimately generating political challenges for the affected societies.

The whole logic of the study is based on proving the above statement, and three
working hypotheses have been formulated, namely:

1) Throughout historical development, the Serbian national ideal has undergone
various transformations, influenced by numerous factors that have altered its vision and the
means for its realization. However, its core objective — spiritual, cultural, and political
unification within the unified borders of the homeland — has remained unchanged.

2) The “Serbian World” concept, as the modern doctrine for achieving the Serbian
national ideal, is supported by a significant portion of Serbia's ruling elite and is imposed
through aggressive policies and specific instruments of influence on Western Balkan states
with a Serbian diaspora.

3) The “Serbian World” concept carries a potential risk for the future domestic and
foreign policy development of Montenegro and Bosnia and Herzegovina (Republika Srpska)
due to its declared nationalist aspirations related to the redrawing of borders in the Western
Balkans. These ambitions pose challenges to political stability and security for the
governments and societies of the affected states.

The primary research objective, which the author has set in her study, is to analyze
the ideological reflections and political reflections of the concept. The ideological reflections
are examined through: tracing the historical transformations of the Serbian national ideal;
investigating the factors and processes leading to the establishment of the ideas within the
contemporary concept; analyzing the party programs of leading Serbian political parties.
The political reflections are analyzed by: examining the behavior, messages, and specific
instruments used by Serbian authorities; assessing how these strategies influence political
processes and public attitudes in the mentioned Western Balkan states.

To achieve this primary research objective, 5 research tasks have been formulated,
which are as follows:

e To examine the historical transformations of the Serbian national ideal by identifying
key events in Serbian history that have influenced its vision and the means for its
realization.

e To analyze the factors and processes that contributed to the emergence,
establishment, and dissemination of the “Serbian World” concept by examining the
key ideas of its leading ideologists, which will serve as the foundation for its
conceptual reconstruction (authorial interpretation).

o To trace the connection between the ideas of the “Serbian World” and the “Russian
World”, highlighting their key similarities and differences.
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e To conduct a substantive analysis of the programs of leading Serbian parties in the
“Third Brnabi¢ Cabinet” to identify the principles, ideas, and objectives that justify
their positioning either as the concept’s “strongest supporters” or as its “strongest
opponents” within the Serbian political landscape.

e In-depth interviews with experts on the topic should be conducted to identify the key
mechanisms of Belgrade’s influence in the examined states, the possibilities for
Montenegro’s and Republika Srpska’s foreign policy development as a consequence
of Serbian intervention, and the alternatives for the future of the Serbian people and
leadership. These alternatives must take into account the necessity of balancing
national interests related to aspirations for rehabilitation, intentions for European
integration, and the desire to maintain traditionally close relations with Russia.

The above research tasks, formulated in this way, fully correspond to the stated
primary research objective and contribute to its achievement.

e Scientific literature used (evaluation of the dissertation candidate's awareness of the
issues of the dissertation)

Dissertation candidate Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova demonstrates in-depth
knowledge and excellent awareness of the topic of the dissertation. She has correctly cited
various publications and information sources in her thesis. The list of used and cited
literature, which has been attached at the end of the dissertation, consists of 215 sources,
which is impressive. They are divided into two categories - printed publications in Cyrillic
and Latin, a total of 56, and Internet sources, the remaining 159.

Evaluation of the achieved scientific and scientific-applied results

Emphasis is put on the main scientific and/or scientific-applied results obtained in

a dissertation work

Without seeming to be an exaggeration, it can be accepted that the results of the
research presented in this dissertation for the awarding of the ESD "Doctor" are impressive.
They have a scientific and scientific-applied character.

Scientific results

The dissertation concerns a topical, important and at the same time poorly developed
topic in our science, which is undoubtedly the topic of the "Serbian World" concept and its

practical implementation in domestic and especially foreign policy of Serbia.

Dissertation candidate Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova has applied appropriate
research methods that allow her to analyse the development of views about the Serbian
national ideal from the mid-19th century to the present day, to reveal the origins of the
"Serbian World" concept and for the first time to construct this concept, which does not exist
as a complete written document, identifying 10 main indicators. A comparative analysis
"Serbian World" concept and "Russian World" concept has been made.

All these results enrich the research within the relevant problem area in the country
and become the basis for further research on this topic

Scientific-applied results

Analysing the program documents of the political parties in Serbia, including the
ruling ones in recent years, and having in mind the derived 10 main categorical indicators of
the "Serbian World" concept, the author, for the first time in our science, has clarified to what
extent the main ideas of this concept are perceived by political parties and what their
influence is on the policy pursued by the Serbian government.

In addition, based mainly on in-depth interviews with experts, for the first time the
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impact of the policy based on the "Serbian World" concept on the countries of the Western
Balkans, primarily Montenegro and Bosnia and Herzegovina, part of which is the Republika
Srpska with the capital Banja Luka, and also on Serbia itself, has been analysed.

The relations of the Serbian state with major geopolitical players have been studied.

A forecast for the future development of the political processes in Serbia, in the
context of increasing/decreasing influence of “Serbian World” ideas among ruling elites and
public moods, has been also made.

All these results would be important in making specific political decisions by various
responsible state institutions in different countries.

e Attention is paid to the used methodology

The research methods used by dissertation candidate Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova
have been well selected and correctly applied. As a result, specific research results have been
achieved.

To achieve the primary research objective of the study, a methodology based on
several methods has been applied, including retrospective analysis within the framework of
the historical approach, structural-functional analysis, content analysis, comparative analysis
and in-depth interviews.

e The implementation of the assigned tasks and the achievement of the objective of
the dissertation are evaluated

Dissertation candidate Mirela VlIadimirova-Dimitrova has achieved the primary
research objective and fulfilled the research tasks that she formulated in the introduction to
the dissertation. To a great extent, this is due to her undisputable research and personal
characteristics, including responsibility, diligence, hardworking, combined with solid
academic training from the UNWE and the NBU and, of course, due to the competent
scientific guiding and support from the department, where she was a PhD student.

The implementation of the five research tasks, stated in the introduction, can be seen
in the three chapters of the dissertation. The first research task (tracing the historical
development of the Serbian national ideal from the mid-19th century to the beginning of the
21st century) has been fulfilled in the first chapter. The second, third and fourth research
tasks (analysis of the factors and processes contributing to the emergence, consolidation and
spread of the concept of the "Serbian World", by examining the main ideas of its leading
ideologists, which will serve for its meaningful reconstruction, analysis the content of the
programs of the parties in the "Third Brnabi¢ Cabinet", by highlighting the principles and
goals in them, revealing their attitude towards the categories derived for analysis, reflecting
the main ideological lines in the "Serbian World", comparison of the ideas of the "Serbian
World" concept with those of the "Russian World" concept) have been fulfilled in the second
chapter. The fifth research task (conducting in-depth interviews with experts on the topic) has
been fulfilled in the third chapter.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions
¢ Evaluation of the contributions declared by the dissertation candidate

In the abstract, dissertation candidate Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova has stated 8
contributions, including 4 scientific (called by the author scientific-theoretical) and 4
scientific-applied (called by the author practical-applied). These contributions are as follows:

Scientific-theoretical:

1. For the first time in Bulgarian scientific literature, a comprehensive analysis of the
“Serbian World” concept has been carried out and an attempt has been made for substantive
reconstruction of its main ideas through detailed review of political and party documents,
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media messages, speeches and public statements of its leading ideologists and supporters. In
relation to the defended main goal, two wings (moderate — cultural-spiritual unification /
extreme — political unification) of the concept's ideologists have been conditionally
highlighted.

2. For the first time in Bulgarian scientific literature, the political-ideological
reflections of the “Serbian World” concept on political processes and public attitudes in
Montenegro and Republika Srpska have been subjected to analysis and authorial
interpretation.

3. The interconnection between the “Russian World” and “Serbian World” concepts
has been analyzed, with leading similarities and differences between them identified.

4. One of the merits of the dissertation lies in its analysis of transformations in the
Serbian national ideal has been made through research of main ideological lines in Serbian
doctrines from the 19th to 21st centuries and their interconnection with the contemporary
“Serbian World” concept.

Practical-applied:

5. The main sources for popularizing and establishing the ideas of the ‘“Serbian
World” concept in Serbian public and media space have been highlighted and researched.

6. Leading mechanisms of Serbian authorities’ influence on public attitudes and
political processes in Montenegro and Republika Srpska in favor of the concept's goals have
been analyzed and systematized.

7. An authorial study has been carried out concerning the compatibility between the
ideas and goals of “Serbian World” ideologists and the policies defended by Serbian parties
in the “Third Brnabi¢ Cabinet”, which contributes to highlighting the main supporters and
opponents of the concept in Serbian political space. The research can also serve as a basis
and guide for future political analyses.

8. An authorial prognosis for the future development of political processes in Serbia
in the context of increasing/decreasing influence of “Serbian World” ideas among ruling
elites and public moods has been proposed and substantiated.

e Emphasis is placed on the main scientific and/or scientific-applied contributions in
the dissertation.

All declared contributions can be accepted as such. Special emphasis can be placed
on each of them. It is difficult to say objectively, which of them is more important. If the
more significant ones should be highlighted, they are contributions 1, 2 and 4 of the
scientific/scientific-theoretical contributions and contributions 7 and 8 of the scientific-
applied/practical-applied ones.

5. Evaluation of the publications
e Publications are listed

In the submitted table of fulfilment of the minimum national requirements, the
dissertation candidate Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova has presented 3 publications in
Bulgarian, one of which to be published. All of them are on the topic of the dissertation.
They have been developed independently and have been published in prestigious journals.

It is evident from the Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova’s CV that she is the author and
co-author of more publications related to the topic of the dissertation. Some of them are in
English. These additional publications themselves only show that her interest in the political
processes and security in the Western Balkans is not sporadic. It is rather long lasting and has
been for a long time.

e An evaluation is given of the degree of dissemination in the scientific literature of
the achieved results

The results of the study are well presented in the scientific literature. All dissertation
candidates’ publications contribute to the widest possible dissemination of the results of the
study.

6. Evaluation of the abstract
e An evaluation is given of the correctness and degree of correspondence of the
content of the dissertation work to the abstract
The abstract consists of 50 pages. It has been developed, both in Bulgarian and in
English, according to the requirements of the University of National and World Economy.
The abstract contains all the required elements and it correctly presents, in brief, the main
part of the dissertation.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

The dissertation has a lot of strengths. It is not easy to make any critical remarks
regarding an original, completed and very well methodologically constructed and conducted
study, which is undoubtedly Mirela Vlidimirova-Dimitrova’s study.

Of course, recommendations can always be made, including those related to the
dissertation candidate’s future research work. Here are some of these recommendations:

e It would be very interesting if Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova’s further study
is focused on views/studies of researchers from other countries, outside the
Balkans, and on the position of official institutions in these countries
regarding Serbian politics and specifically the "Serbian World" concept;

e In her further studies, dissertation candidate Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova
could focus her attention on the influence of the "Serbian World™ concept
specifically on the interests of Bulgaria. In this context, an objective analysis
of Bulgarian policy towards Serbia would be of great interest;

e Considering the fact that this is one of the first, and perhaps the first
comprehensive study in our country, possessing quite original elements,
dedicated to the "Serbian World" concept, the practical implementation of its
basic ideas in the politics of Serbia and the consequences of this for the
country and the countries of the Western Balkans, it is recommended that it be
published;

e A purely technical recommendation - the term "monastery/obitel” does not
have the same meaning as the term "church", understood in the sense of an
institution/organization. That is why the two words cannot be used as
synonyms.
