1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The dissertation candidate studied under the doctoral program at the Department of Political
Science, Faculty of International Economics and Politics of the University of National and
World Economy, in the field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences,
professional field 3.3. Political Science, scientific specialty "Political Science", according to
the Order of the Rector of the UNWE No. 986/ 12.04.2022. The training was carried out in a
regular form during the period 22.03.2022 - 22.03.2025.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The presented dissertation in a total volume of 311 pages (of which 240 main text, 5 tables, 1
figure) consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusion, applications and bibliography
with 215 titles, in several languages. In this sense, the text meets the established standards for
a dissertation study.

The structure of the dissertation.The first chapter deals with the theoretical and
methodological problems of nationalist ideology and Serbian nationalism in particular. By
studying the historical evolution of the Serbian national ideal and the struggles for its
achievement, the author has attempted to outline the basis of knowledge for assessing the
essence of the doctrine of the "Serbian World" - the latest strategic document born in Belgrade,
formulating the revanchist nationalist ambitions of the contemporary Serbian elite. In the
opening chapter, it first clarifies the fundamentally important theoretical issues related to the
formation and essence of nationalism, national interests and the main schools of modern
European political thought in the modern era.

Doctoral student Dimitrova has thoroughly clarified the main points of the implementation of
the treacherous and forcefully applied Serbian "statesmanship" during this period. The author
proves how an artificial, large state was created that cannot be governed in a civilized manner.
The author's conclusion that the harsh regime imposed in the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and
Slovenes /KSCS/ did not lead to the unification of the hastily grouped ethnic realities into a
common state is completely justified. In the opening chapter, the author first clarifies the
fundamentally important theoretical issues related to the formation and essence of nationalism,
national interests, and the main schools of modern European political thought in modern times,
made the most significant contribution to clarifying the role and characteristics of these
fundamental political concepts. Doctoral student Dimitrova is correct in her assertion that by
the beginning of the 19th century, when there was a Serbian government in Belgrade again,
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two or three parallel doctrines were already widespread in Europe: The French one pursues the
establishment of cultural hegemony over important ethnic realities; the German one strives for
political hegemony, and the Anglo-Saxon one claims that the state territory should correspond
to the ethnic borders of the nation. These are fundamental, new political theses that motivate
national movements in Europe in modern times, even though they provoke the emergence of
future conflicts between nations whose ethnic borders intersect. In approximately such an
ideological and political environment, around the middle of the 19th century, Ilija Garasanin's
"The Blueprint" was born in Belgrade, which laid the foundation for the Serbian nationalist
program.

As is logical to assume, the doctoral student has devoted enough space to clarify the factors
related to the formation of the prominent Serbian statesman. The leading emphasis in the
presentation is the role played by the ideas launched by the leaders of the Polish and Czech
emigration, who settled in the Kingdom of Serbia, after the Polish Uprising of 1830 — Adam
Czartoryski and FrantiSek Zach. Their ideas were the basis for the first plans related to the role
of Serbia as a strategic partner of the Polish and Czech national movements against the central
government in the Austrian Empire. The emigration offered ready-made military operational
plans to the Serbs in the event of a conflict with Vienna. It also put forward the idea that in the
course of the common struggle, Serbia would be able to build an independent state that would
unite the southern Slavs. The Croats would also be included within its borders. Because they
and the Serbs were the same people, speaking the same language, only written in two alphabets
— the Latin and the Cyrillic!

The "consultants" also proved to Garashanin something strategically most important: that the
idea of a united, great state of the southern Slavs could be realized, due to the crises in the
Ottoman Empire and the sharp activation of nationalist movements in the Austrian Empire.
And the future expanded Serbian state would find support from France and Great Britain, which
were the strategic opponents of the German and Austrian geopolitical strategies. Analyzing this
new, ideological environment, the doctoral student has revealed the political path that Ilija
Garasanin took, until 1844, to create his “Blueprint”. It justifies the thesis that in its essence it
is not a completely original political creation of Garashanin. Because 90% of the ideas in the
text of the document are borrowed from the plans launched by the Polish and Czech emigration.
With one main exception: GaraSanin proposes that all the opportunities of the new geopolitical
environment in the 19th century be exploited not to turn Serbia into a support for the Polish
and Czech national liberation struggle, but to create a Greater Serbia, uniting all related ethnic
communities in the region.

The big real, but also insurmountable problem facing the already underway implementation of
the Serbian nationalist program comes down to the fact that, in terms of economic and cultural
development, the Serbs are not at the level that can naturally attract the remnants of the Slavic
/Orthodox, Catholic, but now also Muslim/ communities in the surrounding area towards the
unified Serbian state. This is the main reason why Serbia will proceed to the practical
realization of the "GaraSanin doctrine" not with the power of its spiritual influence, offering
advantages at its social and cultural level, but through aggression and speculative use of the
situation. Especially after the turbulent collapse of the Ottoman and Austrian empires at the
end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries.

Doctoral student Mirela Dimitrova has reasonably clarified the main moments of the realization
of the treacherous and forcefully applied Serbian statecraft during this period, because it is
precisely its consequences that determine the complex - non-integrative nature of the collection
of nationalities that will emerge within the borders of the kingdom after the First World War.
An attempt was made through war to prevent the Bulgarian unification in 1885, so that a
"Greater Bulgaria" would not emerge in the Serbian rear; in the late 1880s, the political lie was
fabricated in Belgrade that the "Macedonians" were a separate people. The goal is - if they
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cannot fully integrate with the Serbs, then in the future at least to distance themselves from the
Bulgarians; for the same reasons, during the Balkan War, while the Bulgarian army was
defeating the Ottomans in the Thracian military theater, the Serbs seized Vardar Macedonia, by
imposing a harsh dictatorship over the Bulgarians there. After the war, without any casualties,
Serbia literally "sheltered" Croats and Slovenes, due to the fears of these two peoples that they
might be sanctioned by the Entente because they were allies of the Austrians; Even
Montenegro, which successfully resisted Ottoman expansion in the Middle Ages, failed to
resist Serbian aggressive nationalism and was literally annexed.

By tracing the course of this "forced national unification", the doctoral student proves how an
artificial, large state was created that cannot be governed in a civilized manner. And logically,
doctoral student Dimitrova has devoted enough space in her work to revealing the face of the
cruel dictatorship imposed by the Serbs in the 1920s and 1930s over the occupied ethnic
communities. The author's conclusion is completely justified that the harsh regime imposed in
the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes /KSCS/ does not lead to the unification of the
hastily grouped ethnic realities into a common state, but rather gives rise to constant crises.
They are associated with periodic changes to the constitution; the regime was responsible for
the assassination of the Serbian king in Marseille in 1934; and the first secession of the Croats
into a separate state during World War I1.

Doctoral student Mirela Dimitrova convincingly proves that a large conglomerate-type state,
made up of multiple ethnic, religious and cultural communities - created through exploitation
of the international situation, /with military actions and the seizure of foreign lands by force/
has no lasting foundation for upward development and a problem-free future. Despite the fact
that the representatives of the Serbian elite around Nikola Pasi¢, in the 1920s, experienced
themselves as great implementers of the mirage drawn for them by Ilija Garasanin. This,
according to the doctoral student, is the main reason that forced J. B. Tito to seek new
modifications of the Greater Serbian nationalist policy after the war.

My colleague Dimitrova has also examined this issue objectively in her manuscript. She rightly
notes the role of the political authority accumulated by the Serbian Communist Party, and
especially by its leader Tito, as the main organizer of the Serbian resistance against the German
occupation authorities in the first half of the 1940s. The complexity of the ethnic reality that
had to be managed after the war and the dominant communist ideology were the basis for the
development and implementation of the new political system of the YCP, known as “self-
managed socialism”. For about two decades, the communist rulers in Belgrade preached
freedom, brotherhood, and solidarity among all ethnic communities in the country. To
demonstrate the formal rejection of the Serbs from the old repressive policies, even the name
of the common state was changed. From the KSS to "Yugoslavia." Workers are given the
opportunity to manage the processes in the economy themselves, rather than the government
"managing on their behalf." n 1967, Tito was even the first to open the borders of an Eastern
European country with a socialist orientation to the free movement of its citizens around the
world. The Yugoslav Communist Party was even the initiator of the newly created "Non-
Aligned Movement", which united Third World nations attracted by self-governing socialism.
Doctoral student Dimitrova correctly notes that this "idyll" in Yugoslavia continued until
around 1970. Since the beginning of the 1980s, Tito's state has been entering a new and
insurmountable economic crisis, accompanied by financial dependence on external creditors.
On this basis, in 1970, the "Croatian Spring" initiated the beginning of the upcoming new /and
much larger/ disintegration of Yugoslavia. The crisis unfolded in its full scale after the death of
Tito and the fall of the "Iron Curtain" in the 1990s. Then his successor at the head of the
Yugoslav Communist Party - Slobodan Milosevic, unleashed an unprecedented civil war in the
Balkans to save what could be preserved from Yugoslavia after the declaration of the new
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independent states - Slovenia, Croatia, Montenegro, North Macedonia, Kosovo, Bosnia and
Herzegovina and the Republika Srpska.

Against this background, doctoral student Dimitrova proves the failure of the Communist Party
of Bulgaria in its efforts to impose a supposedly more liberal, but insufficiently democratic and
civilized form of statehood. Once again, the nationalist project to create a "great state" from a
relatively small, insufficiently developed economically and culturally people has failed.
Because of this, the problem of the national unification of the Serbian nation, instead of being
solved permanently and forever, is entering a new phase of turmoil and ideological and
theoretical searches. The new goal is now - after the conglomerate-type state has proven its
unviability - to save at least that part of the Serbian ethnic body that once again remains within
the borders of several newly emerged foreign states around Serbia. In the name of this goal,
the "Serbian World" doctrine has already been created, explored for the first time as fully as
possible in this dissertation by a Bulgarian author.

In the second chapter, the doctoral student enters into the study of the last and most current
phase of the two-century evolution of Serbian nationalist projects. She rightly starts from the
main question in this case: who, when and how formulated the essence of the concept of the
“Serbian World”? How in a radio show in 2016, public figure Nebojsa Ostojic promoted the
idea that “Serbia is not a state... but a world of values”. On this basis, journalist Miljan Glisic
reformulated the above phrase into the phrase “Serbian world”, defining it as “a world of the
values of a nation”. On this basis, the first direction in the overall interpretation of this new
nationalist conjecture is gradually taking shape. In the sense that through soft power,
propagating the "glorious but also tragic Serbian past", a favorable social environment can be
ensured in which it will become possible in the future, a "cultural integration" of all Serbs and
a "gradual assimilation" of the Serbs' neighboring peoples.

Parallel to the emergence of the cultural and propaganda strategy under consideration,
according to which the Serbian state should work in the new century, a second trend for the
realization of the doctrine is taking shape. Colleague Dimitrova proves that its founder is
Aleksandar Rakovi¢. He was the first to substantiate the concept that "Serbian World" was a
project "...for a new unification of the Serbian people, fragmented after the collapse of
Yugoslavia, into a unified Serbian state." In order to implement this second - aggressive -
version of the contemporary Serbian nationalist strategy, Rakovi¢ defined the specific tasks
that must be carried out by the Serbian state leadership, the Serbian Orthodox Church, and the
propaganda of public organizations among the Serbs who remained outside the borders of their
present-day state.

Gradually, in the course of the widespread targeted propaganda of the new doctrine - "Serbian
World", President Aleksandar Vuc¢i¢, Milorad Dodik, Aleksandar Vulin, etc. emerged as its
bright supporters. From these circles, the secret goal of the dreamers for achieving the future
unified "Serbian world" was voiced: The need to create a new "Serbian federal state, uniting
within itself the territories of Serbia /including Kosovo/, Republika Srpska, Montenegro, North
Macedonia". Only in this way would the creation of a "Greater Albania" in the future be made
impossible, from which the Serbs could only expect new political upheavals and human
casualties.

And here the doctoral student discovers something fundamentally important: what is the
political prototype on the basis of which this newest Serbian nationalist doctrine was created?
She thoroughly discovers the original basis of the "Serbian World" in the very actively
developed and implemented doctrine of the "Russian World". In this sense, my colleague
Dimitrova proves that the latest Serbian nationalist program is also "copied" from foreign
nationalist projects. With one or two main differences: The implementation of the "Russian
World" aims to reclaim those lands from the former Soviet republics (in the case of Ukraine)
where the Russian ethnicity predominates. In order to revive Russia's global leadership. And
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the "Serbian World" is a regional project. Its implementation should, above all, not leave Serbs
within the borders of the neighboring small Balkan states, so that Belgrade can once again
experience itself as a “regional factor.” This difference stems from the unequal material and
military resources of Russia and Serbia at the present time.

An important emphasis of the dissertation is the author's efforts to clarify the main objective
conditions that are being created to make it possible to achieve the new nationalist strategy: the
constitution of Serbia is being changed so that the state "has the right and the obligation to
protect the rights and interests of Serbs abroad"; The Serbian Orthodox Church undertakes to
function "as a pillar of the Serbian people and a guardian of their spirituality" - including
outside the borders of the state. This task is also fulfilled by the new law on the church! / public
organizations are being created, /today there are already over 1300/, who carry out propaganda
activities in the surrounding countries with a Serbian diaspora; a policy is being pursued for
the upward development of the Serbian economy, which would provide the financial resources
for the implementation of the new nationalist strategy; Among the diaspora, the image of the
head of state of Serbia /Alexander Vuci¢/ as the "father of the nation", "its protector and unifier"
is imposed; propaganda is carried out among that part of the Islamized - former Slavic
communities, /for example - that in Bosnia and Herzegovina/ according to the logic of the
propaganda cliché that "Bosniaks are Islamized Serbs"; A unified "Serbian World" would be
an unattainable goal if the media in Belgrade did not work daily to shape public opinion in the
desired direction; propaganda places a lasting emphasis on the thesis that the Serbian tragedy
of the late 20th century was not a consequence of mistakes made by the rulers in Belgrade, led
by Milosevi¢. The "blame" belonged to the Western powers, and especially NATO, whose
policy turned "Serbia into a victim of the wars of the 1990s"; on this basis, the rulers in Belgrade
are working for Serbia's accession to the EU, but not for integration into the NATO structure.
Outlining as fully as possible the leading political ideas, on whose realization the hope for the
triumph of the "Serbian World" doctrine is entrusted, the doctoral student rightly delves even
deeper into the political matter and focuses attention on the contemporary Serbian political
elite. This is done by examining in a separate, voluminous paragraph the place that the leading
nationalist ideas in the "Serbian World" doctrine occupy in the programs of the 12 strongest
contemporary Serbian parties. In the course of this analysis, she makes the important scientific
contribution that 4 of the largest parties in Belgrade are distinguished by the “highest degree
of agreement with the concept”; 4 have a “partial degree of agreement”, and 4 have the “least
agreement”. Despite this diversity, the leaders of all political parties in modern Serbia generally
agree with the ideologists of the "Serbian World"; there is no disagreement on the issue of the
need to work to preserve traditional Serbian values, which are seen as "a key condition for the
survival and development of the Serbian people"; and the mission of restoring the self-esteem
of the Serbs should start with "resolving issues concerning the situation of the Serbs in the
region"; everyone supports the idea of stimulating Serbian demographic growth and
"propagating nationalism in education."

In the third chapter, doctoral student Dimitrova focuses on examining the political reflections
of the concept, both in Montenegro and Republika Srpska, as well as in Serbia itself. Taken as
a whole, this ideological palette creates the complex environment that the ruling party, led by
Aleksandar Vucic, must adapt to. At the same time, however, they must also take into account
the recommendations of Brussels regarding the aggressive Serbian nationalist position -
especially in Kosovo and Bosnia and Herzegovina. So that at some point Serbia could become
an equal member of the EU. But on the condition: for the first time in the history of the EU, at
the request of the Serbs, the rule of first accepting the country into NATO, and then into the
EU, should be eliminated. A situation that explains the complexity in which the modern Serbian
political elite has placed its own people, due to the transformation of the doctrine into the basis
of its modern nationalist aspirations.
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The dilemma facing Serbia today - to pursue an active and offensive nationalist foreign policy,
but also to fulfill Brussels' condition /that only a country that has no problems with its neighbors
can be an EU member/, puts Belgrade in a dead end situation. Because of this, the regime of
Aleksandar Vucic is forced to look for some auxiliary foreign policy alternatives. In this case,
it is very visibly leaning on Russia and even China in its policy. Doctoral student Dimitrova
has devoted enough pages to researching these Serbian-Russian and Serbian-Chinese relations,
because they appear to be something of an attempt to compensate for the negatives arising in
foreign policy terms that "Serbian World" creates in Belgrade's communications with Brussels.
The main thesis formulated by the author there is true, that in the first case - Serbia's relations
with Russia allow Moscow /and specifically V1. Putin/ to sow destruction in the pan-European
space, and in the second - Serbia is a bridgehead for Chinese economic penetration into Europe,
and from there into the EU.

Among the significant subtopics of the dissertation are the pages dedicated to the results that
the implementation of the "Serbian World" doctrine is already producing in two of the most
actively irradiated neighboring countries of Serbia - Montenegro and Republika Srpska, in the
federation - Bosnia and Herzegovina. Colleague Dimitrova has convincingly revealed how,
after the resignation of Montenegrin leader Milo Djukanovic, the implementation of the latest
Serbian nationalist strategy stimulated pro-Serbian processes among Montenegrin society. An
important role in this is played by: the presence of a large Serbian diaspora there (over 30% of
Montenegrin citizens speak Serbian as their mother tongue); important are the traces of the
recent dominance of the Serbian Orthodox Church in Cetinje; there are close economic ties
with Serbia, as well as some traditions from the times of Yugoslavia. Overall, however, the new
Montenegrin elite seeks to pursue a policy that is not entirely identical to that dreamed of by
the ideologists of the "Serbian World." Proof of this is Montenegro's integration into NATO,
which Dimitrova notes.

The situation in Republika Srpska is radically different. The ideas of "Serbian World" are
giving their most visible results there. Doctoral student Dimitrova rightly believes that the
reasons for this situation in this Balkan region are different: the mass of the population in
Republika Srpska - are Serbs. Milosevic's civil war left the most difficult and difficult to erase
environments in Bosnia and Herzegovina. And the Serbian elite in RS has very close ties with
Moscow and Belgrade. The long-time ruler - Milorad Dodik communicates actively with Putin
and even receives an order from him. All this allows the Serbian elite in RS to speak most
openly and consistently, in the style of what the ideologists of the "Serbian World" preach. In
his speeches, Dodik criticizes the West for the drama in Yugoslavia at the end of the 20th
century; he insists on the formation of a separate Serbian army in Bosnia and Herzegovina; did
not hesitate to openly defend the need for national unification with Serbia; demonstrated full
solidarity with Russia's actions in Ukraine, etc. This "foreign policy success" further
complicates the situation surrounding the Serbian nation, created by the ideologists and
propagandists of the "Serbian World" - the latest nationalist doctrine born in Belgrade in the
first quarter of the 21st century.

Relevance of the topic: Doctoral student Mirela Dimitrova has chosen as the topic of her
doctoral dissertation one of the most significant topics in Balkan political history and theory:
the emergence, evolution and contemporary dimensions of the Serbian nationalist doctrine. The
author has engaged with one of the most difficult topics to research in the Balkans in recent
and recent times, which gives relevance and significance to the researched issues.

The goal and the tasks set are clearly formulated and correctly implemented. The proposed
methodological framework is appropriate, and the content and documentary restrictions made
are necessary.
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The object and subject of the study, as well as the main thesis, are clearly formulated. The
style of the presentation is readable and logically linked to the relevant sub-question being
studied.

Scientific literature used: Difficulties for the author are created by the fact that the latest
national-unification doctrine launched by Belgrade - "Serbian World" - has not yet completed
a decade since the emergence of its fundamental ideas. For this reason, the doctoral student had
to deal with colossal difficulties in gathering the documentary base, which would have been a
serious obstacle even for an established author. Specifically, there is still very little information
about the "Serbian World" doctrine, in terms of available original documentation and in-depth
scientific research. Therefore, I emphasize that Mirela Dimitrova has coped with the challenges
that her voluntary choice has faced her with dignity.
3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

Undoubtedly, the author has engaged in one of the most difficult topics to research in the
Balkans, due to the complexity of the problem itself - the realization of Serbian unification.
The study examines a current and significant problem for the political situation in the region,
given the Serbian ambitions, set since the time of GaraSanin. I believe that the main goal - to
trace and analyze the influence of the ideological and political reflections of the concept - has
been successfully achieved. Doctoral student Dimitrova correctly completed the tasks set
during the course of the study, and also identified the main mechanisms for the influence and
spread of the concept of the "Serbian World" in Montenegro and the Republika Srpska.

Given the fact that the concept of "Serbian World" has been explored for the first time as fully
as possible in this dissertation by a Bulgarian author, I express support for the obtained
scientific results, believing that they are justified for awarding the educational and scientific
degree of "doctor".
4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

1. For the first time in Bulgarian science, the doctrine of the "Serbian World" has been studied
as fully as possible by a Bulgarian author.

2. The doctoral student discovers what is fundamentally important: the political prototype, on
the basis of which this latest Serbian nationalist doctrine was created. She also rightly
emphasizes the ideological connection between the "Serbian World" and the very actively
developed and implemented "Russian World" doctrine.

3. In the course of analyzing the 12 strongest, contemporary Serbian parties, she makes the
important scientific contribution that 4 of the largest parties in Belgrade are distinguished by
the "greatest degree of agreement with the concept of the "Serbian World"; with 4 there is a
"partial degree of agreement", and with 4 there is the "least agreement".

4. It convincingly reveals how, after the resignation of the Montenegrin leader - Milo
Djukanovic - from power, the implementation of the latest Serbian nationalist strategy
stimulated pro-Serbian processes among Montenegrin society.

Due to the above, I accept the contribution of the dissertation work as meeting the requirements
for the award of the educational and scientific degree "doctor".

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation

The publications on the dissertation comply with the regulatory requirements under the Law
on the Research and Development of the Republic of Bulgaria. They present key aspects of the
research, which indicates the good degree of dissemination of the obtained results in the
scientific literature.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract is prepared correctly and adequately reflects the content of the dissertation work.
It presents in a concentrated form the main theoretical positions, the methodological approach,
the results obtained and the scientific contributions. The degree of reflection of the dissertation
research in the abstract is high.
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7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

Since there is no "human creation", especially those in the field of science, in which there are
no questions, I will make two suggestions to the doctoral student. If she takes them into account
and publishes her manuscript as a scientific monograph - something that I believe is mandatory,
her work will become even more attractive and useful to readers:

First. When finalizing the manuscript for printing, work on imposing the shorter phrase in the
presentation of the text. Because in places sentences of 5-6 lines are read. Their content is true.
Second. It would be good to separate a separate paragraph in which to clarify a little more
specifically the reflection of the propaganda related to the dream of creating a new "Serbian
world", especially in the Republic of Macedonia. Because its brightest ideologists openly say
that S. Macedonia should be integrated into the future Serbian megastructure in the Balkans.
But in this form of presentation, reading becomes difficult.

8. Conclusion

The peer-reviewed dissertation is an important and timely initiative, implemented by a
representative of Political Science in Bulgaria, because it clarifies the emergence and
possibilities of one of the new political factors, which in the future will play an important role
in the Balkans. The Bulgarian scientific community must know both the potential and the
tactics, but also the problems related to what the ideologists and implementers of "Serbian
World" dream of and work for, because it is very directly related to part of Bulgarian national
interests.

The influence of this new Serbian nationalist doctrine lies in part of the foundations of the pro-
Serbian intelligentsia in the Republic of North Macedonia, which over the last decade has
strained official relations between Skopje and Sofia. Knowledge of the "Serbian World"
doctrine will allow those in power in our country to react more adequately and with more
convincing arguments to prove the harm of foreign political influence over the Macedonian
political leadership, as a major obstacle to the normal development of our relations with our
southwestern neighbor. Given everything said so far, the main conclusion can be made:
before us is a useful and complete dissertation. The work is written in accordance with
the requirements of academic science, based on newly discovered documentation. The
author has developed the skill of analytical thinking, with the ability to formulate her own
conclusions.

Given all of this, I will vote "FOR" the awarding of the scientific and educational degree
"doctor' to Mirela Vladova Vladimirova - Dimitrova.
