Reflections in the Western Balkans (a Case Study of Bosnia, Herzegovina and
Montenegro)

Reason for submitting the opinion: participating as a member of the scientific jury for the
defense of the dissertation according to the Order Ne1829/25.06.2025 r. of the Rector of the
UNWE

1. Information about the dissertant

The dissertant has been studying at the doctoral program at the Department of
Political Science of the UNWE in the scientific specialty of Political Science according to the
Order of the Deputy Rector of the UNWE. The training was carried out in full-time form in
the period 2022-2025.

2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation
Structure and volume. The dissertation submitted for opinion is developed in the
classical structural model of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, supplemented by a
list of references and 5 appendices. In terms of content, the structure corresponds to the topic
and the research objectives set. The dissertation has a total volume of 311 pages, of which
240 pages are main text, 60 pages are appendices and 11 pages are sources.

Relevance of the topic: The dissertation is dedicated to a current and difficult to
scientifically study and analyze research problem. Serbian nationalism is among the main
causes of the military conflicts in the former Yugoslavia in the 1990s and in the following 30
years continues to be a major factor in the geopolitical orientations of the countries of the
Western Balkans. The ideological drivers of the political process, and especially nationalism,
due to its elusive nature and, accordingly, its elusive effects and difficult-to-prove causal
relationships, are inherently difficult for scientific research and, in this sense, the challenge
facing the doctoral student is great.

The main elements of the research: goal, research tasks, object, subject, and main thesis, are
correctly set and logically interconnected so as to create the necessary solid foundation for




the doctoral student's research endeavors. The five research tasks set were diligently and
consistently implemented, and thus the underlying goal was achieved: an analysis of the
political-ideological reflections of the concept of the "Serbian World" on the countries of the
Western Balkans. The three working hypotheses are practically semantically linked and
could be synthesized into one main (thesis), namely - the Serbian national ideal remains
unchanged over the centuries and the concept of the "Serbian World" is its contemporary
dimension, which generates certain risks for neighbors because it contains nationalist and
revanchist ideas, presupposing aggressive and assimilation policies.

Referenced scientific literature. The bibliography used includes a sufficient number
of relatively up-to-date sources — 215 sources, including monographs, studies, articles and
various electronic resources in Bulgarian, Serbian, Croatian and English. The Introduction
presents an overview of the scientific dimensions of the topic, in which the doctoral
candidate demonstrates good knowledge of both the theoretical literature and current
scientific and political discussions in specialized publications and periodicals.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained
A good and complete dissertation has been presented to the attention of the
scientific jury. In methodological terms, the study combines quantitative and qualitative
methods, the main ones being comparative analysis, content analysis and in-depth interviews.
The selected methods are relevant to the research questions and have been applied
methodologically correctly.

The first chapter (“Theoretical and Historical Preconditions for the Emergence
of Serbian Nationalism”) is organized into three sections and addresses the first, as well
as partially the second, of the research objectives outlined in the introduction. The
opening section clarifies the concepts of “ideology” and “nationalism” through a
comprehensive historical survey, wherein nationalism is examined both as an ideology
and as a political practice. The second section is devoted to an analysis of the
“Nacertanije,” with particular emphasis on the theoretical framework of Serbian
nationalism. The chapter concludes with a noteworthy delineation of the “specific
characteristics within the national psychology of the Serbian people,” which, although
at times somewhat rhetorical, nonetheless constitute an effective transition to the
subsequent chapter.

The second chapter (“The Concept of the ‘Serbian World’ — Main ldeas and
Objectives™) is of a distinctly contributory nature, expressed through the substantive
reconstruction of the ‘Serbian World’ concept and its comparative analysis with the
‘Russian World’ concept. The analytical model applied to party programs (Paragraph
2.3) is original and demonstrates strong explanatory value.

The third chapter (“Major Political and Ideological Reflections of the ‘Serbian World’
Concept in Montenegro, Republika Srpska, and Serbia”) employs a series of in-depth expert
interviews to accomplish the fourth research objective—an analysis of the mechanisms of
implementation and the effects of the concept with regard to the future development of the
political entities under consideration. This chapter, too, is of a distinctly contributory nature.



4. Evaluation of the scientific and applied contributions

With the caveat that it is difficult to draw definitive boundaries between the
theoretical-scientific and the practical-applied dimensions of the contributions made, the
indisputable contributions of the dissertation can be convincingly outlined as follows:

(1) a substantive reconstruction of the ‘Serbian World’ concept, with a synthesis and
delineation of its main ideas, objectives, and directions of development;

(2) a critical comparative analysis of the concepts of the ‘Russian World’ and the
‘Serbian World’;

(3) the development of a model for the analysis and assessment of party programs,
aimed at identifying the “presence/absence” of the ideas of the ‘Serbian World’ concept
therein;

(4) the identification and description of the main political and ideological reflections
of the ‘Serbian World’ concept on the policies of Republika Srpska and Montenegro.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications
There are three independent publications dedicated to key substantive elements of
the dissertation research. Two of these have been publicly presented at academic
conferences, while one publication appears in a specialized scholarly journal.

6. Evaluation of the abstract
The abstract accurately reflects the content of the dissertation and provides a
comprehensive and objective overview of its ideas.

7. Critical comments, recommendations and questions
I have no critical remarks or questions, as, following the internal discussion of the
dissertation within the department, the candidate has addressed the main comments raised by
the committee. I confidently recommend that the dissertation be published as a monograph.

Conclusion

The dissertation of Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova complies with the requirements
of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, the
regulations for its implementation, and the Conditions and Procedures for Obtaining the
Educational and Scientific Degree of ‘Doctor’ at the University of National and World
Economy (UNWE). This provides me with grounds to propose to the esteemed members of
the scientific jury to make a positive decision on awarding the educational and scientific
degree of ‘Doctor’ to Mirela Vladimirova-Dimitrova in the professional field 3.3 ‘Political
Science’.
