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1. Information about the PhD student

The dissertation candidate studied under the doctoral program at the
Department of Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer at the Business
Faculty of the UNWE in the scientific specialty 3.8. Organization and
Management Outside the Sphere of Material Production” (Intellectual Property
in the Creative Industries) in accordance with the Order of the Vice-Rector for
Research and Development of the UNWE No. 1045/12.04.2021. The training
was carried out in a regular form during the period 05.03.2021 - 05.03.2025.

e Bilyana Dimitrova graduated from the UNWE in the specialty "Creative
Industries and Business" in the Bachelor's Degree in 2018 and in the
specialty "Intellectual Property and Business" in the Master's Degree in
2019. In 2021. she was accepted as a full-time doctoral student at the
Department of Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer of the
UNWE.

e In terms of her professional development, she began her career in 2017 as
an Intern at the Customs Agency, and then in 2018 as an Intellectual



Property Intern. In 2019 - until 2023, she was appointed as an Intellectual
Property Expert. As a doctoral student since 2020, she has participated in
various training courses in the field of intellectual property, organized by
the EPO, WIPO and EUIPO.

In terms of her individual plan, Bilyana Dimitrova has successfully
passed all exams in the doctoral program /6 in number/, as well as made
5 publications on the main part of her dissertation research, thereby
forming more than the required 30 points under the Minimum National
Requirements.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The presented dissertation is a total of 240 pages of main text and
includes an Introduction, three chapters, Conclusion and References. The
bibliography contains 58 literary sources and 27 normative documents, of
which 34 are in Bulgarian and 24 are in English. The dissertation
contains 8 tables; 2 diagrams and 13 images. 57 Appendices are also
presented in a total of 25 pages, containing 2 interviews and 55 figures
and graphs, depicting the main results of 2 author's studies. Overall, the
structure of the dissertation meets the requirements and a positive
assessment can be given.

In terms of content, the dissertation presented by Bilyana Dimitrova is
balanced, presenting: first, the theoretical foundations of the concepts
under consideration such as: "artistic property"”, "literary and artistic
property”, "copyright and related rights", "license agreement",
“Interactive  environment”, "digital environment”, "digitization",
"technical means of protection™, "artistic property management", etc., as
well as examining essential issues related to the legal framework of
intellectual property in an interactive environment and the legal
framework regulating intellectual property infringements (first chapter);
second, an economic and legal analysis of the results of income from
intellectual property rights in Bulgaria and other EU countries, as well as
the economic effect of infringement of intellectual property rights
(infringements / crimes) on various objects of intellectual property in a
digital environment (second chapter); and third, an applied analysis of
primary data collected from interviews and questionnaires regarding the
existing forms of protection of artistic property in an interactive
environment, incl. and an analysis of the "white fields" in the protection
of intellectual property rights in a digital environment was conducted, as
a result of this analysis, the need to develop and propose new forms of
counteraction to violations and conceptual models for the protection and
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management of artistic property in an interactive environment was
deduced (chapter three).

e The structural integrity and logical connection of the individual structural
elements of the dissertation work are well presented and protected
through a clear and understandable conceptual framework. Moreover, the
overall concept on which the dissertation research is built can be highly
rated. The grounds for the high rating are:

o The object and subject of the dissertation research are
unambiguously defined. I support the object defined by the author:
"artistic property in an interactive environment", as well as the
defined subject: "violations of artistic property in an interactive
environment and forms of protection”, as well as the defined 6
restrictions on the relationship between the object and the subject
of the DT. They correspond both to the title of the Dissertation and
to the goals and objectives set therein.

o The defined main goal: "based on an analytical review of the
violations committed against artistic property in an interactive
environment to propose modern forms of protection, as well as
models for managing artistic property in an interactive
environment", is correct and can be realized with the 5 work tasks
set. Subsequently, in the content of the dissertation itself, this goal
IS achieved.

o The doctoral thesis: "the interactive environment is a challenge to
the creative industries and violations of artistic property impede
their proper functioning, which also affects the overall economy.
To counteract these violations, the European Union has adopted
legislative acts, binding on our country, which are gradually
adapting to the development of technologies. However, there are
opportunities to circumvent the adopted measures, which leads to
their ineffectiveness. Additional methods of counteraction are
needed, which necessitates the development of management
models, taking into account the risk of violations", is correctly
defined and, through the presented methodological tools, is
presented in a good way in the content of the dissertation work.

¢ In terms of content, the dissertation is structured in three main chapters:

o The first chapter INTRODUCTION TO THE PROBLEM OF
ARTISTIC  PROPERTY IN AN INTERACTIVE
ENVIRONMENT presents the main theoretical and theoretical-
applied aspects of intellectual property and the legal requirements
for its legal protection, as well as the modern digital aspects of
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intellectual property and the protection of intellectual property
rights. Literary sources presenting the main issues and problems
such as ™“artistic property”, “literary and artistic property",
"copyright and related rights”, "license agreement”, “interactive
environment”, "digital environment”, "digitization", "technical
means of protection", "management of artistic property"”, etc. are
presented and cited quite appropriately.

o Chapter two of the dissertation ANALYSIS OF VIOLATIONS
OF ARTISTIC PROPERTY IN INTERACTIVE
ENVIRONMENT IN EUROPEAN UNION STATES IN THE
PERIOD 2010-2024 examines the main economic and legal
aspects of the protection of intellectual property rights in a digital
environment. Based on the presented basic economic and data and
from specialized bodies and institutions, an in-depth analysis of the
revenues generated by the creative industries, as well as the losses
from violations of artistic property in an interactive environment,
has been conducted. Data are presented for various European
countries, and 11 of the most common types of violations / crimes
of artistic property in an interactive environment have been
systematized in summaries.

o The third chapter of the dissertation FORMS OF PROTECTION
FROM VIOLATIONS OF ARTISTIC PROPERTY IN AN
INTERACTIVE ENVIRONMENT presents applied aspects
/advantages and disadvantages/ of the use of civil law protection,
administrative law, criminal law protection, on the one hand, and
of technical means for the protection of artistic value in an
interactive environment. The analyses of 2 authorial studies
conducted deserve a positive assessment: 195 holders of copyright
and related rights and 200 users of artistic content in an interactive
environment. On this basis, the doctoral student has derived the
need to develop and propose new forms of counteraction to
violations and has systematized 3 authorial conceptual models for
the protection and management of artistic property in an interactive
environment /active, passive and balanced models/.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

e The evaluation of the content of the dissertation submitted for review
allows us to highlight several significant results:

o A theoretical, historical and evolutionary analysis of the

emergence and application of basic concepts and approaches
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related to the international, European and national legal framework
of artistic property in an interactive environment has been
conducted.

o Based on the conducted secondary economic and legal analysis,
the financial revenues and costs of violations and crimes related to
intellectual property in a digital environment have been estimated,
according to European and national practice.

o The objects of artistic property that are actively used in an
interactive environment have been systematized and classified,
based on reports and analyses for countering violations and crimes
against artistic value in a digital environment

o Based on the methodological synthesis, an author's approach has
been proposed, expressed in an interview card and 2
questionnaires, through which the advantages and disadvantages of
applied legal and technical means for protecting artistic property
rights in an interactive environment have been assessed. On this
basis, weaknesses in the implementation of the existing regulatory
framework have also been identified.

o 3 author models /active, passive and balancing models/ have been
developed and proposed in practice, offering new opportunities for
the protection and management of artistic property in an interactive
environment.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

e The content of the dissertation allows us to highly assess the competence
of the doctoral student in terms of theory, methodology and applied
aspects of the chosen topic.

e The materials submitted for review: dissertation, abstract and 5
publications on DT, fully confirm the scientific and scientific-applied
contributions contained in the dissertation. | support the contributions
presented in the abstract:

Contributions of a theoretical and theoretical-methodological nature

o The scientific-theoretical statements on the rights to artistic
property in an interactive environment and forms of their legal
protection are described, analyzed and systematized.

o 11 types of violations / crimes against artistic property in an
interactive environment are identified and summarized, which
dominate both the pan-European and Bulgarian practice.

o Based on an existing methodological toolkit for assessing the
degree of digitalization of business systems, the legal, technical
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and organizational measures to counteract these 11 types of the
most common violations/crimes against artistic property in an
interactive environment have been identified and clearly defined.

Contributions of an applied and applied-methodological nature

o Through an author's study of practical experience: 2 interviews and
2 surveys: 195 holders of copyright and related rights and 200
users of artistic content in an interactive environment, basic
measures for the protection and management of the rights of
artistic value in a digital environment in Bulgaria have been
identified.

o Based on theoretical and applied generalizations, organizational
methods and relevant monitoring tools have been proposed, which
tools based on artificial intelligence allow the detection of similar
and/or identical content in an interactive environment of protected
objects of artistic property.

o In synthesizing the data from a targeted study, three models of
artistic property management in a digital environment have been
proposed, with a view to managing the risk of infringements of
artistic property objects in an interactive environment: Active
management model, Balanced management model and Passive
management model, applicable in the daily work of all categories
of rightholders.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

¢ 5 publications have been presented on the dissertation work: 4 articles /in
Bulgarian/ and 1 conference report /in Bulgarian/. The peer-reviewed
publications present important theses and results of the dissertation
research and can be highly appreciated.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

e The dissertation work has been submitted for review as an abstract in a
total volume of 49 pages, containing: General characteristics of the
dissertation; Brief presentation of the content of the dissertation;
Reference to the contributions in the dissertation; List of publications on
the dissertation.

e The abstract is well structured, and in terms of content, it presents a good
synthesis of the results of the dissertation research.
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7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions

e My general opinion is that the dissertation does not have significant
omissions or obvious errors that would reduce the assessment of the
quality of the work.

e However, the following clarifying question can be asked to the doctoral
student:

o Who / which institutions /, in your opinion, should exercise the
rights to monitor objects of artistic value in an interactive
environment /pp. 197 — 201/ with a view to more effective
prevention and legal protection in identifying and eliminating
violations / crimes of artistic property in an interactive
environment?

8. Conclusion

e The proposed dissertation work by Bilyana Petyova Dimitrova on the
topic "Infringements of rights to artistic property in an interactive
environment and forms of protection™ fully meets the requirements of the
Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(ADSRB), the Regulations for the implementation of the ADSRB and the
Rules for the conditions and procedure for acquiring scientific degrees
for acquiring the educational and scientific degree "DOCTOR" at the
UNWE.

e Considering the above-mentioned positive aspects of the structure and
content of the dissertation work, the scientific and applied contributions
in it, as well as the qualities of the author, | believe that the dissertation
represents a completed original author's research.
