1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The doctoral candidate is enrolled in a part-time form of study at the Department of
"Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer".
The doctoral candidate has successfully passed all his exams and has fully fulfilled his

individual plan.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation work is 266 pages long, of which 256 pages are the main text /consisting of
an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion/, a list of used literature and appendices /57 pages/.
The main text contains 18 tables; 2 diagrams and 13 visual-communicative elements — images and

excerpts. 311 footnotes have been made in the dissertation work. The information sources used are



142, of which 58 sources are scientific literature, in Bulgarian (34 sources) and English (24
sources), 27 regulatory documents and 57 digitally based sources.

The author of the dissertation work is a doctoral student in part-time study at the Department
of "Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer” at the Business Faculty of the University of
National and World Economy — Sofia.

| fully accept the goal of the dissertation, which is based on the research to make an analytical
overview of the violations of artistic property in an interactive environment to propose modern
forms of protection, as well as models for managing artistic property in an interactive environment.

| consider the introduction, individual chapters, conclusion, used literature and appendices to
be relevant and well-structured. The literature that is indicated and cited by the doctoral student is
completely sufficient and testifies to an excellent scientific basis on which the dissertation itself is
structured.

The first chapter is of a theoretical and cognitive nature. A historical review of the emergence
and development of artistic property, the emergence of the interactive environment, as well as the
emergence of artistic property in an interactive environment is carried out.

In the second chapter, first of all, an economic analysis is carried out based on presented
statistical data on the revenues generated by the creative industries, as well as the losses from the
violations of HS in an interactive environment in the EU.

The third chapter of the dissertation study examines the existing forms of protection of artistic
property in an interactive environment, namely legal and technical means of protection. Legal
means include actions under civil law protection, administrative law, criminal law protection.

The dissertation work meets all the requirements for preparing such a type of work with

scientific significance.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

After a thorough analysis of the indicated contributions, it can be concluded that the scientific
contributions indicated by the doctoral student are well formulated and conceptually achieved.

The goal and tasks formulated in the introduction have been fully achieved.

The chosen methodology for analysis is rich, multifaceted, interesting and fully subordinate

to the researched issues.



4. Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The doctoral candidate points out the following contributions of the dissertation work,
namely:

*Scientific contributions:

1. 11 types of violations/crimes against artistic property in an interactive environment have
been identified, which dominate both the European and Bulgarian practice.

2. The legal, technical and organizational measures to counteract these 11 types of most
common violations/crimes against artistic property in an interactive environment have been
identified and clearly distinguished.

*Scientific and applied contributions:

1. Organizational methods for monitoring have been proposed, as well as the tools applicable
in monitoring, based on artificial intelligence, as the tools allow the detection of similar and/or
identical content in an interactive environment of protected objects of artistic property;

2. Three management models have been developed, taking into account the risk of
infringement of artistic property objects in an interactive environment: Active management model,
Balanced management model and Passive management model, applicable in the daily work of all
categories of rights.

| accept both types of contributions, but with criticism that they could be expanded and

broken down into several more contributions of both types.

5. Evaluation of publications on the dissertation

On the issues of the dissertation, 5 scientific articles have been published in Bulgarian
scientific publications, containing data, conclusions and results, of which: 1 article, indexed and
referenced in specific databases, 1 in an edition from the national reference list and 3 in non-
refereed scientific publications. Examples from practice are included, which allow for a deeper
insight into the essence related to infringements of artistic property rights in an interactive

environment and the forms of protection.



These publications are completely sufficient and comprehensively reflect the main points of

the dissertation work.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract that the doctoral student has presented has excellent content, is comprehensive
and fully corresponds to the content of the dissertation work and is in accordance with the rules for
