DEAR MEMBERS OF THE SCIENTIFIC JURY,

I. Notes about the PhD student

Ivan Genchev Genchev graduated from the John Atanasov Professional High
School of Electronics in Sofia in 2014. He graduated with a degree in Law
from the Faculty of Law at the UNWE in 2019.

The PhD student was enrolled by Order of the Rector No. 1185/21.04.2021
in a full-time education at the Department of Private Law, Faculty of Law,
University of National and World Economy. By Order No 1863/30.06.2025 of
the Rector of UNWE the PhD student was granted the right to defend his
dissertation. The scientific supervisor of the PhD student is Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Miroslav Dimitrov. Ivan Genchev has published four articles on the topic of
his dissertation — in specialized legal journals and in online sources.

Since October 7, 2021, he has been a lawyer at Kambourov & Partners Law
Firm, a member of the Sofia Bar Association. From 01.02.2022 to
31.12.2023 was a part-time assistant professor in Introduction to Private
Law at the Faculty of Law of the University of National and World Economy.



Comments on the dissertation

The presented dissertation is 293 pages long and includes an introduction,
three chapters, a conclusion and a bibliographic reference. The content of
the chapters is divided into paragraphs with separate points and sub-points,
indicated by Arabic numerals. Impressive is the bibliographic reference of
the literature used, which includes 111 sources, of which 68 titles are in
Bulgarian and 43 - in a foreign language. A total of 1,128 footnotes have
been made.

A declaration of originality is attached. The abstract faithfully reflects the
scientific and scientific-applied contributions in the dissertation.

Relevance of the topic and practical significance of the research

The topic of the dissertation is extremely relevant due to the different views
in doctrine and judicial practice on the possibility of legal entities suffering
non-pecuniary damages from tort, as well as on the concept and content of
non-pecuniary damages.

The PhD student has researched the issues covered in the dissertation in
depth and with the necessary precision, arguing his own views and
conducting a proper scientific discussion. The thorough historical review and
comparative legal analysis of the institute of non-pecuniary damages and the
substantive legal standing of legal entities to claim non-pecuniary damages
from tort contribute to the completeness of the presentation. The case law of
the Court of Justice of the European Union, the ECtHR, and international
investment arbitration in this area is analyzed systematically and in the
context of the ongoing discussion on controversial issues in Bulgarian law.
II. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of
the presented dissertation

The work is the first comprehensive study in Bulgarian doctrine dedicated to
the compensation of non-pecuniary damages from tort in favor of legal
entities. The objectives of the research, determined by its subject, which the
PhD student has set forward, have been achieved to a significant extent.
When conducting the research, the classical methods of research in the field
of legal sciences are used in the dissertation - historical, normative,
teleological, comparative and legal-dogmatic. Grammatical (linguistic),
logical, systematic, teleological, and historical interpretations are used, as
well as methods for overcoming gaps in the legislation such as analogy of law
and analogy of right, and application by argument from the contrary and by
argument for the stronger ground.

The dissertation has the character of a completed work and definitely
constitutes a contribution to Bulgarian legal science and practice. The
author has analyzed a significant amount of material, including foreign
literature and rich case law. The presentation is clear and precise and shows
the in-depth knowledge of the PhD student in the field of civil and
commercial law, as well as other legal branches.

The structure of the dissertation includes an introduction, four chapters and
a conclusion.

Chapter One - " Development of the Concept of Non-Pecuniary Damages
and Their Definition" is devoted to examining the historical development of
the protection of intangible interests (§ 1), followed by a definition of non-
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pecuniary damages based on their main characteristics (§ 2). A
comprehensive comparative legal analysis is made, which is necessary to
clarify the characteristics of non-pecuniary damages. A distinction is made
between the internal and external manifestations of the damage — in relation
to the injured party and to third parties.

Chapter Two, entitled " Non-pecuniary damages suffered by legal
entities in foreign legislation and the practice of international
courts/judicial authorities”", contains a comparative legal analysis of
foreign legislation with regard to non-material damages suffered by legal
entities (§ 1), after which the practice of international courts/judicial
authorities is examined (§ 2).

Chapter Three " Compensation for non-pecuniary damages suffered by
legal entities in Bulgaria" examines the different views in Bulgarian theory
and judicial practice on the issue of compensation for non-pecuniary
damages suffered by legal entities in Bulgaria (§ 1), followed by an
examination of the various hypotheses for engaging liability (§ 2) and the
question of balancing freedom of speech and protection of reputation (§ 3).
III. Scientific contributions of the dissertation

In particular, the following main scientific results and contributions of the
dissertation can be indicated:

1. The main elements of non-pecuniary damages are outlined:

-the distinction between static and dynamic states of interest;

-it is argued that some interests are primarily of individual significance,
while others are primarily of social significance;

-the distinction between pecuniary and non-pecuniary damages is sought
not on the possibility of monetary assessment, but on the accessibility of the
interest for market exchange.

2. The functions of civil liability are distinguished depending on the infringed
non-pecuniary interest - compensatory function, satisfactory, normative and
punitive /incentive function.

3. The analysis of the possible means of cessation of the infringement, as
well as other forms of compensation, is of a contributory nature. In this
regard, a new perspective on the cessation regime is presented, namely
through the concept of " nuisance", which can be distinguished from the
damage.

4. The practice of the Court of Justice of the European Union and the ECtHR
regarding the understanding of product and brand reputation is examined in
detail. The various functions of the trademark and the possibility of their
impairment are also outlined in detail.

5. Special attention is paid to the pending joint interpretative case No.
1/2023 of the GACCCC of the Supreme Court of Cassation and the First and
Second Collegiums of the Supreme Administrative Court, with a critical
examination of the positions set out in the court decisions.

6. A review has been made of the various criteria used by the ECtHR in
assessing compensation for non-pecuniary damages to legal entities and
their transposition into national law.

7. The possibility of a legal entity to claim non-pecuniary damages through
potential criminal liability was examined.
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8. The assessment of the damage was differentiated by reflecting the adverse
consequences after the damage and the value of the intangible interest in
accordance with its significance in the development of the legal entity's
activity.

9. The inapplicability of Article 162 of the Civil Procedure Code to cases of
compensation for non-pecuniary damages from tort in relation to legal
entities is argued.

10. The study of the issues of causation, in particular the presentation of the
idea of alternative and cumulative causation, is of a contributory nature.
11.0f contributory nature is the examination of Anti-SLAPP cases and issues
related to freedom of speech in the practice of the ECtHR, which cannot
serve as a counterargument for excluding the substantive legal standing of
legal entities to claim non-pecuniary damages, but only determines the
limits of the exercise of subjective rights, ensuring a fair balance.

12. Specific proposals de lege ferenda have been made, which are of a
contributory nature.

IV.Critical remarks and recommendations

The following critical remarks and recommendations can be made regarding
the dissertation, which do not affect the overall positive impression of the
work.

1. It would be interesting to further develop the thesis on the applicability of
compensation for non-pecuniary damages to legal entities-merchants and
the content and scope of such non-pecuniary damages in comparison with
the pecuniary damage suffered by the merchant.

2. When considering the hypotheses for bringing a claim for non-pecuniary
damages by a member of the management body of a legal entity, a clear
distinction must be made between the prerequisites for bringing the claim on
behalf of the legal entity and the cases of bringing the claim in a personal
capacity.

IV. Conclusion

The dissertation shows that the PhD student has in-depth theoretical
knowledge of civil and commercial law and the ability for independent
scientific research. In view of the scientific results achieved, the dissertation
is of interest to both legal theory and practice.

I express my categorical assessment that the dissertation submitted for
defense before a scientific jury on the topic "Non-pecuniary damages
suffered by a legal entity" fully meets and even exceeds the requirements of
Article 6, paragraph 3 of the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria Act and Article 27, paragraph 2 of the Regulations for the
Implementation of the DASRB, which is why I strongly propose to award the
Educational and Scientific Degree "PhD" in the scientific specialty "Civil and
Family Law" of Ivan Genchev Genchev - full-time PhD student in the
doctoral program "Civil and Family Law" in the professional field 3.6. Law.
