The training has been carried out in part-time form during the period from
22.03.2022 to 26.09.2025 (several months before the final deadline — without
interruptions or extensions).



The doctoral student has fulfilled their individual study plan and has met the
minimum requirements for obtaining the educational and scientific degree
“Doctor.”

At present, they have not held any academic positions at UNWE, outside
UNWE, or in other scientific organizations.

Nikol Kanchev obtained her Bachelor’s degree in 2019 and her Master’s degree
in 2021 at the Department of “International Economic Relations and Business,”
after which she became a part-time doctoral student in the same department.
She possesses extensive professional experience as a Sales Manager, IT
Coordinator, and Key Account Manager, and since July 2025 has been working
in the United States as a Key Account Team Leader in a company that is part of
Microsoft. Alongside her professional career, the doctoral student has also been
engaged in volunteer activities.

2. General characteristics of the PhD thesis

The dissertation submitted for review consists of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a list of references, and two appendices (for a total
length of 209 pages). Before the main text, a list of tables, figures, and
abbreviations is provided.

The topic of the dissertation is both interesting and continuously relevant, with
a focus on assessing the economic impact of the Common Agricultural Policy
(CAP) on the Bulgarian agricultural sector. The author aims to provide a
quantitative evaluation of effects that are inherently difficult to measure in
numerical terms. This, in my view, represents a research niche that remains
insufficiently explored in the literature. In general, studying the EU’s CAP is a
challenging task, as it combines market and administrative principles within a
complex system of functioning. The CAP is one of the first community-wide
policies in which supranational elements dominate, yet its implementation and
control depend almost entirely on the actions of national authorities.

The introduction includes all the key elements — the object, subject, aim, and
objectives of the study. The research goal and tasks correspond well to the
content and orientation of the dissertation project. The thesis statement is
formulated briefly, precisely, and clearly, thus outlining the main direction of
the exposition. The three main hypotheses are, in my view, relevant.

The doctoral candidate presents the research methods in detail and provides a
short summary of the dissertation’s chapters. The consciously adopted research



limitations are also included, which adds greater weight to the empirical part of
the study. The introduction concludes with information on the data and
informational sources used in the dissertation.

At the beginning of the first (introductory) chapter, the candidate reviews the
reforms of the EU’s CAP, their goals, and expected outcomes. The main
financial instruments and their application in Bulgaria are presented. Attention
IS given to current reforms, challenges, and opportunities, as well as to medium-
term strategic priorities, with a focus on climate change and sustainable
development.

The second chapter begins with a macroeconomic analysis of the place and role
of agriculture in Bulgaria in both comparative and dynamic terms. Several
economic laws and theories are applied to assess its significance in terms of
employment, inflation, trade balance, and other indicators. Of particular interest
is the analysis of the impact of subsidies on specific sub-sectors. The author
applies various statistical methods, along with comparative analyses, to
determine the importance of subsidies for the development of the sector/sub-
sector and its individual indicators. It is noteworthy that in most sections, the
author conducts statistical analyses comparing the effects with and without
subsidies. In the third section, the focus shifts to assessing the economic impact
in relation to rural growth, income levels, and similar factors. The author
employs regression and multi-criteria analysis, describing the methods used and
applying them to the available data. Examples are also provided to enrich the
research. Later in the chapter, econometric modeling is applied to forecast the
potential effects of the CAP on regional development. The chapter concludes
with recommendations for improving CAP implementation and optimizing
financial instruments.

The third chapter begins by clarifying the theoretical foundations of the study,
its methodology, the data used, and the research results. It then examines the
effects of regulations, quotas, and tariffs. The author analyzes the influence of
trade agreements on Bulgarian agricultural producers and the effects of trade
policy implementation on their competitiveness.

The conclusion summarizes the main findings reached by the author. Finally, a
list of the references used is provided.
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3. Assessment of the scientific and practical results

The presented dissertation possesses high scientific and practical value, as it
addresses issues that remain constantly relevant.

The main scientific and applied contributions can be summarized as
follows:

Excellent knowledge of the literature on the topic, careful reflection on
the reforms that the Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) has undergone,
and an in-depth presentation of its new directions of development;

The thesis, hypotheses, aim, and objectives of the research are
convincingly substantiated throughout the exposition;

The research methodology is interesting, well explained, and properly
applied;

A large amount of empirical data has been collected and processed,;

A wide range of research methods has been employed — comparative
analysis, regression analysis, multi-criteria analysis, econometric
modeling, etc. These methods have been applied with precision, and the
results are well-grounded and justified;

The examples discussed enrich the dissertation and contribute to
improving its overall quality;

Important recommendations are formulated for enhancing the
implementation of the CAP, its instruments, and its trade aspects;

The author identifies, substantiates, and explains the causal relationships
between various variables;

The conclusions are well-founded and purposeful;

The scientific apparatus is used correctly and with great precision.

The presented dissertation contains both scientific and applied contributions
that enrich existing theory and practice.

As a result of the above analysis, it can be concluded that the aim and
objectives of the research have been successfully achieved, and that the main
thesis has been proven within the framework of the stated hypotheses.

4. Assessment of the scientific and practical contributions

In the author’s abstract, the author outlines the main contributions of the
dissertation. These can be accepted as valid, although they could have been
presented in a more concise and synthesized manner. In addition, the author has
employed an appropriate combination of research methods to demonstrate the
existing relationships and interdependencies. Ultimately, the most important
objective of the dissertation has been achieved, and despite the complexity of
the topic, | believe that the author has handled it at a high scientific and applied
level.
