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1. Information about the PhD Candidate

The PhD candidate has been enrolled in a part-time doctoral program at
the Department of “International Economic Relations and Business,” Faculty of
“International Economics and Politics” at the University of National and World
Economy (UNWE), specializing in “World Economy and International
Economic Relations,” in accordance with Rector’s Order No. 970 / 12.04.2022,
for the period from 22.03.2022 to 26.09.2025.

The doctoral student has fulfilled their individual study plan and met the
minimum requirements for obtaining the educational and scientific degree
“Doctor.”



Nikol Kunchev holds a Bachelor’s and a Master’s degree in Economics
from UNWE, obtained in 2019 and 2021 respectively, after which she
continued her studies as a part-time doctoral student at the same higher
education institution. The PhD candidate i1s proficient in English, French, and
Russian, and holds certification in IT Service Management.

The doctoral student has extensive professional experience, having
progressed from Sales Manager to Key Account Manager, and later to Team
Leader of Key Accounts—the latter position being within a company that is
part of Microsoft. According to the provided information, the candidate has not
held any academic positions to date.

Nikol Kunchev has fulfilled her individual study plan and met the
minimum requirements for acquiring the educational and scientific degree
“Doctor,” as stipulated by the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and the internal regulations of UNWE.

2. General Characteristics of the Dissertation

The presented dissertation follows a classical structure, which includes:
table of contents, list of tables, list of figures, list of abbreviations, introduction,
three chapters, conclusion, and references. The total volume of the dissertation
1s 209 pages, including appendices and references spread over 11 pages. The
material i1s developed in a logical sequence, using language and style
appropriate for academic research. The individual parts of the text are well
balanced in volume, while the effective use of 14 figures and 17 tables
contributes to better comprehension and easier orientation for the reader.

The dissertation is dedicated to examining the economic effects of the
financing of the European Union’s Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) on the
Bulgarian agricultural sector. The Common Agricultural Policy and the national
policies correlated with it are implemented through a set of instruments that
influence the economic decisions of entrepreneurs in the sector, as well as the
functioning of markets and the formation of their equilibrium positions. The
debates regarding the effects of these policies have not yet reached a consensus,
which makes the chosen topic both ambitious and relevant.

The author defines a clear research objective corresponding to the
dissertation topic. In relation to it, the doctoral student formulates eight research
tasks that determine the subsequent structure and content of the presented work.
By defining the objective and the tasks, the doctoral student correctly outlines
the limitations of the current research—an approach that demonstrates the
researcher’s competence and integrity.



The object, subject, and scope of the research are adequately defined
according to the topic, objectives, and tasks, allowing for the execution of a
high-quality and objective study.

The approaches and methods included in the methodology are
appropriate for achieving the research goals and tasks and reveal the doctoral
student’s solid preparation and ability to apply tools suitable for quantitative
and qualitative evaluation of the processes and phenomena within the research
scope.

The research thesis is clearly and precisely formulated, and the
hypotheses specify its scope and direction for empirical verification.

The list of references used in the dissertation includes 87 sources—21 in
Bulgarian and 66 in English. The selected literature is up to date and relevant to
the research topic. Based on the listed sources, it can be concluded that the
doctoral student is well acquainted with the scientific achievements related to
the studied issues, which has enabled her to conduct a high-quality academic
study and obtain results with both scientific and applied contributions.

3. Evaluation of the Achieved Scientific and Applied Scientific
Results

Based on the presented dissertation, the following scientific and applied
scientific results can be identified:

> The necessity for in-depth research and analysis of the
implemented policies in the agricultural sector, and in particular of the
Common Agricultural Policy (CAP), has been substantiated.

> A critical review of a substantial body of contemporary literature
interpreting the studied issue has been carried out, allowing for informed
decision-making, policy formation, and selection of instruments aimed at
achieving the desired effects.

> An analytical overview of the evolution of the CAP and the logic
behind its new directions of development has been presented.

> The strategic priorities of the agricultural sector have been defined
with reference to contemporary challenges such as climate change and
sustainable development.

> A comprehensive macroeconomic analysis of the place and role of
agriculture in Bulgaria has been conducted, employing comparative analysis
and time-series methods.

> The significance of subsidies has been evaluated both for the
development of the agricultural sector and for the development of rural areas.
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> A critical analysis has been presented of the impact of trade
agreements on Bulgarian agricultural producers.

> An assessment has been made of the effects of trade policy
implementation on competitiveness within the agricultural sector.

> A methodological framework has been synthesized and
successfully applied, enabling a comprehensive assessment of the economic,
social, and environmental effects of the CAP.

> The research thesis and hypotheses have been confirmed.

> Recommendations have been formulated for improving the
implementation of the CAP and optimizing its financial instruments.

As a result of the literature review and in accordance with the defined
research goal, tasks, main thesis, and hypotheses, the doctoral student has
selected and combined a wide range of methods and approaches. A
methodological framework has been synthesized, combining an econometric
model, multicriteria analysis, comparative analysis, and index-based approach.
This allows for an integrated assessment of the economic, social, and
environmental effects of the CAP and their interrelations, distinguishing the
present research from the predominantly one-dimensional approaches
commonly found in the literature.

The extensive literature review, well-developed methodology, and
properly executed research enable the doctoral candidate to successfully prove
the formulated thesis and hypotheses, to achieve the set tasks, and to fulfill the
main research objective.

4. Evaluation of the Scientific and Applied Scientific Contributions

In the presented abstract, the doctoral student formulates four
contributions: one of distinctly scientific nature, one of practical and applied
character, and two of combined scientific and applied significance. The
proposed contributions are objective, significant, and directly derived from the
content of the dissertation. Their formulation could benefit from minor editorial
refinement, which would help emphasize their value and further highlight the
high quality of the dissertation and the competence of its author.

5. Evaluation of the Publications Related to the Dissertation

In compliance with the minimum scientometric requirements, the
doctoral student has presented a list of seven (7) publications generating a total
of 70 points, exceeding the required 30 points. The complete list includes nine
(9) publications related to the dissertation topic, encompassing both scientific

and popular-scientific outlets, which ensure broad dissemination of the research
results. Notably, all publications are single-authored, which demonstrates the
candidate’s ability to conduct independent research and confirms the
accumulation of knowledge and experience during the doctoral studies.

6. Evaluation of the Dissertation Abstract

Structurally, the presented abstract meets the standard requirements in
terms of volume and organization, while the language and style are consistent
with academic standards. The material is concise, well-illustrated, and free of
distortions.

In terms of content, the abstract objectively and fully reflects the
dissertation. The author’s positions, defended theses, conclusions, and results
are accurately presented. The scientific and applied contributions are fairly
represented. The focus on the key aspects of the theoretical, methodological,
and analytical parts provides the reader with a correct understanding of the
dissertation work.

7. Critical Notes, Recommendations, and Questions

There are no critical remarks regarding the presented dissertation.
I have one recommendation, which concerns the author personally and does not
affect the quality of the submitted materials within the procedure. I consider the
presented research to be of a high level, both scientifically and in terms of
practical applicability. Therefore, I would recommend that the doctoral student
prepare and submit a paper for publication in a high-ranking international
journal. I am confident that such a publication would be successful and
beneficial for both the academic community and society in Bulgaria and
beyond.

I have the following conceptual question for the author:

According to economic theory, agricultural product markets are
considered to be closest to the theoretical model of a perfectly competitive
market structure. From this perspective, what is the impact of implementing
policies such as the CAP on these markets, and do these practices have
theoretical justification?

8. Conclusion
In conclusion, based on the materials submitted by the doctoral student
within the present procedure, the applied research methods, and the analyses,
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summaries, and conclusions made, I believe that the presented dissertation fully
meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and the internal regulations of UNWE.

Therefore, I have every reason to evaluate the dissertation positively and
to propose to the esteemed Scientific Jury to also vote in favor and award
Nikol Nikolaeva Kunchev the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in
the scientific specialty “World Economy and International Economic
Relations.”
