"Abstract on the topic of the dissertation "Business with Intellectual Property in the Photography
Industry".

In the period 2021 - 2025 the dissertation candidate has carried out serious scientific
research activities, expressed in the preparation of the main parameters of the scientific research
"topic, structure, title and content of the dissertation™; selection of scientific literature, study of
international practice, collection of materials and information sources, collecting case studies related
to the violation of IP rights in the field of photography, preparing and conducting two surveys with
different focus groups of users and authors of photographic works. Lectures in modules related to
artistic property, copyright and related rights to students the disciplines "Intellectual Property" and
"Scientific Ethics" in various forms of training. Participates in organizational and scientific forums of
the department, including: in the creation of ARTS - Alliance for the Development of Creative
Forces, 2022, participation in the IX International Photographic Forum for Professional
Photographers and Videographers, and others.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation work on the topic "Intellectual Property Business in the Photography
Industry™ is 280 pages long, of which 237 pages are main text, the presentation contains 27
tables, 70 figures and 2 appendices.

The dissertation work consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusions and
conclusion.

Chapter One: Photographic Industry and Photographic Works

Photography as an art and creative industry, history, genres and participants are
explained in depth. Economic characteristics of photographic works are presented and are
and the current aspects of artificial intelligence in and for the photographic industry are
outlined. An author's classification of photographic works is presented according to their
usefulness to users, according to the way rights are settled during filming, during use, and
according to economic realization.

Chapter Two: Intellectual Property in the Photography Industry. Problems and
Challenges for Participants

The above formulation has been made at different levels: national, international and



European legislation, with a focus on the nature and problems related to the violation of
intellectual property rights A significant place is given to the modern regulatory framework
of copyright protection: Directive (EU) 2019/790 on copyright and related rights in the
digital single market and Directive 2001/29/EC of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 22.05.2001 on the harmonisation of certain aspects of copyright in information
society. A proposal has been formulated for the establishment of a Bulgarian organization
for collective management of rights in the field of photography, which would contribute to
the development of the sector and to more effective protection of authors.
Chapter Three: Business Models in the Photography Industry

Business models, an author's SWOT analysis of the photography industry are examined and
the results of author's research, office and field studies are summarized. Author's business
models in the photography industry are presented, derived from the classic economic models
B2B, B2C, B2G, but adapted to the photography market. They are presented as models of
interaction between authors, users, institutions and consumers — Photography to Business
(Ph2B), Photography to Customer (Ph2C), Photography to Auction (Ph2A), Photography to
Media (Ph2M), Photography to Al (Ph2Al) and others. Each of them reflects the specifics of
communication, the requirements for contractual relations and the way of managing
intellectual property rights.

The structure of the work meets the requirements for compositional balance of the
individual elements, there is a logical connection and presentation of the individual elements
in the analysis and synthesis.

» Assessment for topic; goal; tasks; object; subject; main thesis of the dissertation work
The dissertation study examines photography both as a creative process and as a creative
industry, which have their place in the creative industries, whose contribution to GDP and
employment is estimated at around 6% in EU countries, including Bulgaria. In contrast to
other creative industries, the photography industry lags behind in its unambiguous regulation,
organizational and business structure in the country.
Object: the photography industry as a creative industry and photographic works as objects of
intellectual property
Subject of the dissertation: presentation of intellectual property in the photographic
industry, identification of photographic works as objects of copyright protection.
Purpose of the dissertation: to create and systematize business models in the photographic
industry that would present new opportunities for photographers through diversification of
services and better compliance with market trends.
The following specific tasks have been set:

1. To consider photographic works as objects of intellectual property

2. To propose a modern classification of the types of photographic works;

3. To systematize the modern types of violations of intellectual property rights on

photographic works.

4. To highlight the problems facing the protection of photographic works, to propose
possible solutions.

5. To consider the management of the photographic business through the interests of
photographers, as a key participant in market actions.

6. To implement business models and good practices that allow, in a free market
environment, to satisfy consumer needs and open up new opportunities for
photographers.

There is a clearly formulated research thesis: photographic works as objects of copyright
protection are products of the photographic creative industry, representing an economic good
and having business potential, when in free market conditions they satisfy the needs of
consumers.

Author’s hypotheses have been formulated, which have been analyzed and proven in the
course of the research:

The first hypothesis is: photographic works as objects of artistic intellectual property can find
their place in the market, guaranteeing the interests of the holders of the rights to them.

The second hypothesis is: the effective management of the author's non-property rights (the
right of authorship and the right to indicate the name of the author) is of crucial importance
for the development of the photographic industry. Their implementation creates transparency
regarding authorship and rights holders, reduces violations and increases the moral and
professional value of creative work.

The third hypothesis is: it is possible to systematize the management of photographic
creativity in models that allow for taking into account the specifics of photographic works,
the specifics of the rights of different categories of carriers, the interests of participants in
market actions, and the types of markets for photographic works.

The fourth hypothesis is: the dynamic development of artificial intelligence creates enormous
challenges for both photographers and all participants in market actions, both from the point
of view of intellectual property and from the point of view of the management of the
photographic industry and business models.

The sources used are 173, of which 136 scientific literature and 37 normative documents The
scientific, professional and normative literature used is over 170 sources, which shows the
author's high competence in the topic of the study, intelligent reading, meaningful
commentary and real derivation of research problems that find an author's reading in the
course of the study.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied results

The most important and basic scientific and/or applied scientific results achieved in the
dissertation work for the research field are the following:

A. Theoretical:

 author's definitions of the concepts "photographic industry", "photographic work",
"photographic genre" and photographer™ and "photographic industry” have been formulated
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and an author's classification of the participants in the photographic industry and the author's
works according to their creation as an economic and legal model has been made;

* the added value of the photographic work has been deduced through argumentation along
the market realization chain and the three main groups of participants: author (reputational
and moral value), user (economic, communication and image value) and consumer
(emotional, documentary, sentimental, historical value) and a classification of the genres
according to these added values has also been made;

* a categorization of violations of non-property copyrights has been presented.

B. Contributions with scientific-applied nature:

« an analysis of the regulatory framework has been carried out, including European,
international and national sources relevant to the photography industry;

» a scientifically based distinction has been made between "author" and "rights holder" and a
clear model of legal relations between the two parties has been proposed, and a system for
writing the identification of authors and rights holders under photographic works has been
proposed, accompanied by a proposal for registering the names of photographers as
trademarks.;

* the exceptions for free use have been presented with an emphasis on their effects on authors
in the visual arts;

« the impact of Al on photography and copyright has been studied;

* an author classification of business models in the photography industry (Ph2B, Ph2C,
Ph2M, Ph2A and others) has been proposed, which after adaptation could find applicability
in the photography industry;

* a proposal for the establish of OCM in the field of photography for Bulgaria has been
argued.

The methodology of the study is interdisciplinary, containing a systematic and complex
approach, based on the theory of intellectual property, economic theory and management
theory. The complexity of the research object, as well as the complex nature of the activities
related to its creation and market implementation, predetermine the use of various methods,
including: empirical methods, methods of analysis and synthesis, as well as special research
methods and such as: "general - particular”, "abstraction and synthesis”, "historical and
forecasting methods™, as well as the formulated limitations.

- Assessment of the implementation of the tasks set and the achievement of the goal of
the dissertation work

The author implemented the tasks set, the main of which are the following:

- photographic works as objects of intellectual property were analyzed, authorial definitions
and modern classifications of the types of photographic works and of the existing business
models and good practices existing in the conditions of a free market and applicable in the
practice of the photographic industry were formulated,;

- the problems facing the protection of photographic works were systematized, including
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modern types of violations of intellectual property rights on photographic works;

- the existing problems in the management of the photographic works business were
analyzed, with the leading criterion being the interests of photographers;

- against the background of a low level of legal culture among photographers and consumers,
the need for modern technological measures for mandatory identification of the author in
order to reduce violations and facilitate the settlement of disputes in the context of market
transparency was deduced;

- the need for new forms of licensing and use was deduced, including digital licenses, NFT
tokens and subscription systems;

- artificial intelligence is identified as a threat and an opportunity, as well as the need to
create a legal and ethical regulation that would guarantee the protection of authors.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and applied contributions

Accepting the contributions indicated by the dissertation, the main ones of which are indicated here
and are reformulated as follows:

A. Scientific:

- a systematized presentation of the photographic industry and its works, with the focus on intellectual
property rights for the purpose of successful business realization;

- a reasoned authorial definition and classifications in photographic works as creative products of the
photographic industry are proposed,;

- a new approach and authorial contribution to the business models in the photographic industry
(Ph2B, Ph2C, Ph2A, Ph2Al...) are proposed, which take into account modern market conditions.

B. Scientific -applied contributions:

- an author's proposal for the creation of an organization for collective management of copyrights in
the photographic industry is argued,;

- a system for indicating the authors and holders of rights to photographic works, the year and place
of creation is proposed, which is used by teachers and researchers at the Department and Institute
"Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer" of the UNWE.

I accept the scientific and scientific and applied contributions of the doctoral student as original and
proven in the course of research - theoretical and empirical. They fully meet the requirements for the
defense of the PhD degree "doctor".
