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1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The doctoral candidate Liliya Yotova studied in a doctoral program at the
Department of Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer of the Faculty of
Business of the UNWE in accordance with the Order of the Vice-Rector for
Research and Development of the UNWE in full-time form No. 1044/12.04.2021
with a study period from 03.05.2021 to 03.05.2024. The doctoral program was
extended by Order No. 617/11.03.2024 for a period of 1 (one) year until
04.03.2024. Transformed into a part-time form of study by Order No.
429/14.02.2025 for a period of 1 (one) year until 05.03.2026.

e Brief bio note — After completing secondary specialized education in arts
and culture (profile "Printing”) at the "Julius Fuchik™ State High School for
Applied Sciences and Arts in Printing and Photography, Liliya Yotova acquired
HE degrees first at NBU (program "Economics - Business Administration”, with
a specialty "Business Management"), and then at the Sofia University "St.
Kliment Ohridski" (Master's degree in "Print Media"), as well as holding various




documents certifying additional qualifications (including photography) and
proficiency in foreign languages. Her career development has gone through
positions in various organizations as a public relations officer and has led to
photographic and photo-journalistic activities, and for ten years she has been a
teacher in the specialty at the "Private Professional College of Screen Arts "Art
College™ Sofia" and chairwoman of the NGO "Association of Professional
Photographers"” with headquarters in Sofia.

e Brief information on the implementation of the individual plan — During
her training/preparation, Lilia Yotova has successfully passed the following
exams from Block A - "Methodology of Scientific Research, "Statistical Methods
and Econometric Models in Research™ and "Economics" and exams from Block
B /specialized disciplines/ - "Artistic and Literary Property”, "Intellectual
Property in the Creative Industries"” and "Abstract on the topic of the dissertation
"Business with Intellectual Property in the Photography Industry".

Between 2021 and 2025, she carried out intensive research activities,
consisting in preparing the main parameters of the scientific research covered in
the dissertation (*'topic, structure, title and content™); she made the necessary
efforts in collecting and selecting scientific literature and other information
sources on the topic, she became widely acquainted with international practice,
including studying various cases regarding infringement of IP rights in the field
of photography.

Also, during the indicated period, she prepared a design for the survey
studies covered in her dissertation, which she subsequently distributed online
among the two target groups for her research — creators (professionals and semi-
professionals/amateurs) and users (a heterogeneous group, random sample) of
photographic products/content.

As for the contribution of the candidate to the activities of the department
and the university, she has conducted lectures in modules related to artistic
property, copyright and related rights at the bachelor's level of study (specifically,
in the disciplines "Intellectual Property" and "Scientific Ethics"), and also
participates in organizational and scientific forums of the department
(specifically, in the creation of ARTS - "Alliance for the Development of
Creative Forces" in 2022 and in the 9" edition of the "International Photographic
Forum for Professional Photographers and Videographers™).



2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

e Liliya Yotova's dissertation has a main text of 239 standard pages out
of a total volume of 280 pages. It is divided into an introduction, three separate
chapters and a conclusion — in the first chapter: Photographic industry and
photographic works, the history, specifics, main users and technical
characteristics of the photographic industry are presented; in the second chapter:
Intellectual property in the photographic industry. problems and challenges for
the participants the she has focused her efforts on the regulatory framework,
international harmonization and the challenges to the regulation of public
relations arising from the creation, (fair) use and monetization of products in the
photographic industry; in the third chapter: Business models in the photographic
industry, the results of her own survey are presented, the author's concepts for
business models suitable for the industry are presented and conclusions are listed
based on the entire content.

e The list of sources used in the dissertation includes 136 titles in
Bulgarian and English, and the list of legislation sources adds another 37. There
are two appendices containing graphs with results obtained from the two
conducted surveys, which are the focus of consideration in the first part of the
third chapter.

e The dissertation has used and referred to a total of 70 figures and 27
tables, a significant portion of which are created by the author and follow the
results of the scientific research work preceding the preparation of the text.

e In addition to the fact that the topic of the dissertation is dissertable,
it is also undoubtedly relevant due to several environmental factors that subject
photographic activity to significant changes - digitalization, the rapid
development and mass use of Al, as well as the slow-paced enrichment and
synchronization of legislation in the right direction.

e The subject, object, goals and objectives are clearly formulated and
fully correspond to the topic set out in the title. In addition, the dissertation author
has formulated four working hypotheses that provide the necessary structure to
her research work and objectivity to the conclusions drawn from the data
analyses.

e The number and nature of the sources of information used - the wide
spectrum of both normative, academic, market, and more narrowly profiled



(professional) sources - show the broad view of the dissertation on the studied
subject and its issues. The nature of the sources allowed the research work to be
carried out with maximum quality both in relation to the past and the present of
the photographic industry, with a successful combination of its historical,
technical, regulatory and economic aspects.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

e Theoretical results — First and foremost, new knowledge has definitely
been created. Here it is worth considering with a positive sign that Lilia Yotova
has approached interdisciplinary, which further increases the value of both the
work put in and the results of it. Second, a new approach has been developed for
implementing business models in the photographic industry, taking into
account the conditions of the modern market environment, technical
achievements and challenges of the dematerialization of economic goods, real
practices and the legislative framework. Third, the dissertation significantly
enriches the body of knowledge of the only academic and scientific unit
engaged in the field of studying and managing IP objects — the “Institute for
Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer” of the UNWE.

e Scientific results and applications — Based on the research, a reasoned
proposal for the creation of a collective copyright management organization
(CMO) in the photographic industry has been developed. A system for listing
the authors and rights holders of photographic works, along with the year
and place of creation, has also been proposed, which is already used by the
lecturers and researchers in the department.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

e First of all, as a general contribution of the development, it should be
noted that it was implemented, since the development and challenges of
photographic practice definitely needed a more detailed presentation, analysis
and specific guidelines for improving their regulation. Moreover, | find the text
to be part of the literacy of professionals in the field, especially those who are yet
to develop career in the industry and be part of the business environment of media
products.

e The dissertation has conducted extensive research into the historical
development of the aesthetic, technical, regulatory and economic aspects of



photographic practice. All of this is of undeniable benefit to all those interested
in the "eighth art", and especially to those who are engaged in it professionally
or intend to do so in the future.

e Liliya Yotova has impressively done a very useful and informative
comparative study of the regulatory framework - international and national,
of the actual practices concerning the individual objects of copyright and related
rights, and has discovered clear gaps or "gray areas" that make the work of
photographers very vulnerable, especially in an era of digitalization, automation,
and hypercommunication.

e The numerous tables with comparisons of models, classifications and
practices, constructed by the candidate, deserve special emphasis and positive
evaluation. They not only enrich the presentation, but also create a synergistic
effect from the synthesis of the collected information and confirm the author's
"declaration" that she will work interdisciplinary and will seek applicability of
the results of her research.

e Also, instead of "conveniently" avoiding the still dynamic and far from
completed processes of settling authorship and, accordingly, protecting it after
the massification of Al models , the author has boldly and categorically followed
what has been happening in the last 3-4 years and has taken her critical position.

e The listing of types of business models (chap. 3) has a distinctly applied
nature, insofar as it systematizes and educates photographers on ways to monetize
their work.

e Last but not least, the very existence of autherntic survey, aimed not
only at those who create photographic content/work (on the supply side), but also
at users (demand), firstly provides an idea of real data against which to test the
hypotheses, and secondly, provides a much more objective overview of the
exchange relations in photographic works.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

e The list of publications carried out during the preparation period shows
that the dissertation candidate has one publication on the topic in a refereed and
indexed issues in a world-renowned database containing significant scientific
information, and 5 publications in non-refereed journals with scientific review.
The total number of points acquired from them is 70 out of 30 required by the



Law for academic development in R Bulgaria, and the acquisition of the scientific
degree "Doctor".

e Liliya Yotova has met the criteria of the Law for the acquisition of the
PhD degree more than twice. The emphasis in the list of published titles is
obviously the impact of digitalization in the field of photography, but the
informative nature of rights management for artists and professionals in the so-
called "creative industries", which have been globally marking continuous and
remarkable growth for decades (including in our country). Although one of the
main conclusions (and contributions) of the dissertation is the weak culture of
photographers in Bulgaria regarding their rights as authors of various categories
of photographic images, the fact cannot be overlooked that there is no publication
in a foreign language through which to share the results of the development, at
least for sharing observations and practices with other interested researchers (at
least within Europe).

6. Evaluation of the autoref

The abstract is correctly prepared and to a high degree reflects the
important contributing points of the dissertation content. It also traces the
development of the main text from the background, the choice of methodology,
the hypotheses, the arguments for dividing the chapters accordingly, indicates the
contributions, limitations, conclusions and the author's publications.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

e The presentation of the results of the surveys could have been much
more precise than in the dissertation (chap. 3) and there are several arguments for
this remark: first, there is a certain dispersion in the presentation of the data from
the different sets of questions, which makes it difficult to follow the logic of the
presentation; second, the principle of economy in the construction of a "report”
from a survey implies summarizing and grouping data that do not play a key role
in the formation of conclusions; third, it is not clear on what basis the author
decided to determine that the number of respondents reached in both surveys is
sufficient to be "representative™; fourth, while the actual results are expected to
find a place in the main text of the work, the annexes contain forms/lists of the
questions that are included in the study, and not the data diagrams again; fifth
(although not mandatory, unless explicitly stated by the author), the "one-



dimensional™ presentation of the results (directly from the electronic platform) is
a convenience, but the detection of the results at least on certain questions would
have revealed more and probably interesting interrelationships that would enrich
the informative nature of the analysis; and last but not least, sixth - in the
commented part, one can notice the candidate's attempts to “speak for" the
respondents and to combine answers that would sound in sync with the thesis or
theses she supports.

e Next, despite the understandable motives and good research intentions
of the dissertation, no matter how “convenient” it is for building an analysis, the
“SWOT?” tool cannot serve to examine an entire “industry”. It is not only very
specific by definition to bring the expected and useful information to managers,
which is why it is applied by “organizations” (and sometimes only for a given
“product”), but also has its own continuation — the “ TOWS ” analysis. The latter
Is a kind of roadmap for taking actions in the future to deal with negative
circumstances and utilize opportunities and existing advantages, but a separate
“industry” cannot practically carry out such actions.

e Regarding the language of the dissertation, certain parts of it need
editing, both to adhere to the "spirit and letter” of academic writing and to unify
the text in general. | attribute this defect to the professional language and style to
which the author is accustomed, but still, part of the training in doctoral programs
Is also assigned to the creation of skills for preparing and editing a scientific text.

e The recommendations to the dissertation candidate regarding the
"external environment" are more than clear - using the results of the work to draw
the attention of the competent state authorities and the "guild" to the problems,
trends and gaps in the regulations.

8. Conclusion

Liliya Mitkova Yotova 's dissertation titled "Business with Intellectual
Property in the Photography Industry" meets the necessary degree of both the
legal and academic requirements, as well as the formal and substantive ones,
which is why it receives an explicit positive assessment from my side and,
accordingly, the PhD candidate deserves to acquire the educational and
scientific degree '‘Doctor' in the professional field 3.8 Economics (DP
"Organization and Management Outside the Sphere of Material Production



/Intellectual Property in the Creative Industries/" at the Faculty of Business,
Department "Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer" of the UNWE).
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
