Economics, doctoral program ‘“Organization and Management Outside the
Sphere of Material Production” (Intellectual Property in the Creative

Industries)

The reason for presenting the review is my participation in the composition of the scientific
jury for the defense of the dissertation according to Order Ne 3519/29.10.2025 of the Vice-
Rector for Research of the UNWE.

1. Information about the candidate

Liliya Yotova holds a bachelor's degree in Economics - Business Administration from
the New Bulgarian University and a master's degree in Print Media from Sofia University
"St. Kliment Ohridski”. She has participated in numerous training courses in the field of
photography, advertising, etc. Her professional development is closely related to her
scientific interests and research in the field of intellectual property business. She has held the
position of "public relations” in various organizations, including media, an educational
center, etc. She worked as a photographer at "Sanoma Bulgaria” JSC and as a photojournalist
at the photography agency "Bulphoto”. From 2016 to the present she has been a lecturer at
the Private Professional College of Screen Arts - Art College - Sofia and manager of "Art
Photo Label” EOOD. Liliya Yotova is also the chairperson of the Association of Professional
Photographers. She speaks English, French and Russian.



2. General characteristics and evaluation of the contributions of the

dissertation

The dissertation is an original scientific study of the photographic industry as a
creative industry and of the photographic works. The author examines the business models of
using works of photographic art through the prism of economic principles and laws and
makes proposals for more effective management of intellectual property. The work is
distinguished by its interdisciplinary nature and covers both the economic, managerial and
legal aspects of the studied phenomena.

The dissertation is 280 pages long and consists of an Introduction, three chapters,
Conclusion and appendices. 194 footnotes have been made. The literature used includes 136
publications, the main part of which is scientific research works. The aim of the study is to
create and systematize business models in the photographic industry, which should also have
an applied focus. The thesis of the author is that photographic works have business potential
as intangible assets.

The main part of the hypotheses formulated by the author are confirmed as a result of
the research conducted. The first chapter covers issues regarding the emergence and
development of photography, the characteristic features of photographic works, photography
as an industry and the role and possibilities of artificial intelligence for intervention in the
photographic industry. The second chapter is aimed at the analysis of the sources of the legal
framework, including international acts, acts of EU law and domestic legislation. The content
of the copyright on a photographic work and the term of protection, the free use of works, the
specifics regarding authorship, the infringements, etc. are analyzed. The candidate has
proposed her own classification of photographic works. The third chapter defines and
systematizes numerous business models in the photographic industry. The issue of copyright
licensing is also examined. Two surveys are also included, the results of which are presented
in the appendices.

The dissertation is an original and up-to-date study, which is distinguished by many
merits and contributions. The work enriches the existing research, not only in the field of
economics, but also in other areas of scientific knowledge. The interdisciplinary study of the

of the use of photographic works is one of the most significant contributions of the work.



Along with the enrichment of existing knowledge, main contribution of the work is the
approach developed by the author for the implementation of business models in the
photographic industry.

The author's classifications of photographic works and photographic genres should
also be highlighted. The practical and applied contributions include the SWOT analysis and
the survey studies conducted, which identify a number of problems in practice and allow the
author to deduce the reasons and formulate proposals for improving the conditions for the
development of the photographic business. A contribution of applied significance is the

proposed system for indicating the authors of photographic works.

3. Evaluation of the publications and of the abstract

The scientific publications presented by the candidate exceed the established
requirements and demonstrate the author's deep interest in the researched issues. They
include two articles in specialized journals and four reports published in proceedings of
scientific forums of the Institute of Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer at the
UNWE. The publications are entirely on problems that are related to the topic of the
dissertation work. They enrich the existing knowledge and reveal the ability of the candidate
to conduct a scientific discussion.

The selected topics are contemporary and significant. Among them are the problems
of the use of artificial intelligence in photography and in particular the rights to works that
are created entirely or with the use of artificial intelligence; the problems arising from the use
of photographic works in a digital environment and from digitization, issues related to the
management of photographic works in a digital environment, etc. In addition to their
scientific contributions, the candidate's publications also have practical and applied
significance and can be useful for the development of practice.

The abstract meets the established requirements and includes a presentation of the
subject, object, goals and objectives, and the research methods and the content of the
chapters of the dissertation. A list of publications on the topic of the dissertation is included.
The scientific and applied scientific contributions of the work are correctly reflected by the
author.

4. Recommendations



Some remarks and recommendations can be addressed to the author, which | have
listed below. They are limited to the analysis of the legal aspects of the phenomena studied.

The dissertation contains some inaccuracies. Ordinance No. 11 of January 9, 2012
does not define the status of the photographer, as the author indicates on page 50, but the
state requirements for acquiring a qualification in the profession of "Photographer”. It is
incorrect to claim that copyright is transferred with the purchase of a photographic work (p.
51). The TRIPS Agreement is not administered by WIPO, as stated on page 99. The reason
for not including moral rights in its scope is that the Agreement only deals with the trade
related aspects of intellectual property, i.e. property rights.

In law, there are no “self-infringements” of copyright, as deduced by the candidate on
p.144. It is the holder of the right who can decide whether to exercise it or not. There is no
obligation for authors to exercise their rights. It is incorrect to consider Creative Commons as
a form of free use of works (p. 146). Free use does not require the consent of the author.
Conversely, Creative Commons is a type of contractual use that requires the consent of the
copyright holder.

The concept of “transfer” of rights, analyzed by the author on page 98, is a general
legal concept, its content is not determined by the individual branches and sections of law.
Bulgarian legislation does not allow the transfer of copyrights, but only their assignment for
a certain period. This is based on agreements for the use of copyrighted works. The
Copyright and Neighbouring Rights Act does not regulate licenses and licensing relations in
the normative meaning of this term. The subject of the license contract is the use of an object
of industrial property and this distinction must be made in order to avoid mixing different
legal concepts.

The proposal made by the author for an obligation for authors to enter their data
before creating a work cannot be supported. The author's moral right also includes his right
to decide to disclose his work under a pseudonym or anonymously. Anonymous disclosure is
a right that should be recognized for every author, including authors of photographic works.
Anonymous disclosure does not deprive the work of copyright protection, until the identity of
the author is revealed, it is exercised by the person who disclosed the work.

The remarks and recommendations made do not change the positive evaluation of the

dissertation work.



5. Conclusion

The dissertation work on the topic "Business with Intellectual Property in the
Photography Industry" is an original scientific study that is distinguished by numerous
scientific and applied scientific contributions. The work meets the requirements of the Act on
the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and of the Regulations for
the implementation of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff.

Based on my overall impression of the qualities and merits of the work, I
propose to the scientific jury to make a decision to award Liliya Mitkova Yotova the
educational and scientific degree "‘doctor™ in professional field 3.8. Economics, doctoral
program “Organization and Management Outside the Sphere of Material Production”

(Intellectual Property in the Creative Industries).
