1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The doctoral student is enrolled in a full-time form of study at the Department of
"Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer".

The doctoral student has passed all his exams successfully and has fully fulfilled his

individual plan.

2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation

The dissertation is 280 pages long, of which 237 pages are the main text, including an
introduction, three chapters, conclusions and a conclusion. In addition to the main content,
there are: contributions, a list of used information sources, a list of abbreviations, a list of
publications on the topic of the dissertation and 2 appendices. The exposition contains 27 tables
and 70 figures. 194 footnotes are made in the dissertation. The sources used are 173 (113 in
Bulgarian, 60 in a foreign language), of which 136 are scientific literature and 37 are regulatory
documents.

The stated goal of the study, namely to create and systematize business models in the
photography industry that will open up new opportunities for photographers through
diversification of services in accordance with market trends, is correctly formulated and

achieved, therefore | express my agreement to its full acceptance.



Regarding the structural relevance of the dissertation, I confirm the correctness and
harmonious structure of the dissertation, which is presented in three chapters, introduction,
conclusions and conclusion. The literature used is adequate, contemporary and completely
sufficient to build a comprehensive dissertation research, which was done by the doctoral
student herself.

The first chapter examines and presents in detail the photographic industry, its history
from its creation to the present day, its place in the creative industries, and its specific
characteristics. The photographic genres that have emerged over time are classified, following
the need to profile photographers. The economic characteristics of the photographic work, its
utility, added value and the markets in which it can be realized are analyzed with a good
approach. The photographic work is considered as a resource and as a final product. The
participants in the photographic industry, their roles and the types of users and consumers of
photographic works are presented. Attention is paid to the ways of forming prices for
photographic works.

In the second chapter, the emphasis is on intellectual property. The legal framework in
Bulgaria, which affects the activity of the photographic industry and its changes over time, as
well as international treaties concerning intellectual property rights on photographic works, is
examined in detail. Attention is focused on authors and copyright holders, terms and methods
of their exercise, licensing and free use. The influence of technology and equipment on
intellectual property is examined, as well as the problems arising from rapid technological
development. The international and national legal framework is analyzed from the perspective
of participants in the photographic industry and the problems they encounter.

In the third chapter, the doctoral student outlines the business models that can be
successfully implemented in practice. Existing models for economic realization are presented
and proposals are made for new ones, specifically aimed at the photographic industry. Two
parallel surveys are presented - among professional photographers and among users of
photographic works, the results of which reveal the current state of the market and the relations
between its participants. An analysis of the results obtained was made, and based on them,
specific proposals were formulated for the development of business models, increasing the
legal culture of the participants and improving the legislative framework.

In general, the dissertation work meets all the requirements for preparing such a type of

work with scientific significance.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results



With regard to the obtained scientific and applied scientific results, it can be
unequivocally confirmed that the scientific contributions indicated by the doctoral student are
well formulated and conceptually achieved.

The goal and tasks formulated in the introduction have been fully achieved.

The chosen methodology for analysis is rich, multifaceted, interesting and fully

subordinate to the researched issues.

4. Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The doctoral candidate points out the following contributions of the dissertation work,
namely:

Scientific - theoretical contributions:

*New knowledge has been created in an interdisciplinary context, linking photographic
art, intellectual property law and economic science in the context of business ness supply and
management in free market conditions;

* A new approach has been developed for implementing business models in the
photographic industry, classified by the author in a real context (Ph2B, Ph2C, Ph2A, Ph2Al...),
which take into account modern market conditions.

Scientific and applied contributions:

* A proposal for the creation of an organization for collective management of copyrights
(OCMP) in the photographic industry has been systematically argued.

* A system has been proposed for listing the authors and right holders of photographic
works, along with the year and place of creation, which is already used by teachers and
researchers at the Department and Institute of Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer
of the UNWE.

Regarding the contributions presented in this way, | believe that they could be expanded

and further developed.

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation

On the issues of the dissertation, 6 scientific articles and reports have been published in
Bulgarian scientific publications, containing data, conclusions and results.

Included are examples from practice, which allow for a deeper insight into the essence
related to the intellectual property business in the photographic industry.

These publications are completely sufficient and comprehensively reflect the main points

of the dissertation work.



6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract that the doctoral student has presented has excellent content, is
comprehensive and fully corresponds to the content of the dissertation work and is in
accordance with the rules for structure and content. | believe that it correctly presents in a
synthesized form the scientific research carried out by the doctoral student and the results

achieved from it.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

From what has been stated in the opinion so far, 1 would not point out any particular
critical notes, but | have a recommendation that the doctoral student continue her research in
the context of increasing digitalization and the introduction of Al.
