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1. Information about the PhD candidate

The PhD candidate was admitted to the Doctoral Programme at the
Department of Private Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law of the UNWE in the
field of Civil and Family Law. The training is carried out in a free form of
education (PhD student on independent (paid) training). He has successfully
passed the exams within the PhD program, and the presented publications
significantly exceed the required number of publications on the topic of the
dissertation.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The PhD candidate has presented a dissertation on the topic The
pecuniary liability of the bank for unauthorized payment transactions in
electronic environment. The topic is undoubtedly relevant, including in the case
law, and there is no comprehensive and systematic analysis of this topic in the
Bulgarian legal literature. The presented dissertation consists of 303 pages,



including a bibliographic reference from 97 sources, including 64 works in
Bulgarian and 33 works in English, French, Italian and Dutch.

In Bulgarian legal theory, the issues of the bank's liability in case of
unauthorized payment transactions in the electronic environment are discussed
in separate articles, studies and monographs in the field of commercial and
banking law. It should be noted that the presented dissertation is an in-depth
and independent analysis devoted entirely to this question, containing the first
systematic study of this institute in its entirety.

The dissertation contains the first systematic and consistent study of the
bank's pecuniary liability for unauthorized payment transactions in an electronic
environment, which in itself determines its scientific contribution. The topic is
complex, and the analysis inevitably analyses general theoretical issues of civil
liability, issues of the general theory of civil law, issues in the field of contract
law, commercial law, banking law, EU law, as well as technical aspects of
electronic payment instruments. The PhD candidate has successfully coped with
the need for an interdisciplinary approach, which shows the depth of his
knowledge and his ability for scientific analysis.

The work is consisting of introduction and five chapters, ending with a
conclusion and bibliography. The dissertation starts from the concept of civil
liability in order to proceed to clarify the essence of the bank's pecuniary
liability in case of unauthorized electronic payment transactions. A historical
and comparative legal review of the development of the institute has been
made, including in EU law. The concept of an unauthorized payment
transaction in an electronic environment and the existing practical problems are
examined (pp. 29 — 38), as well as the purposes and functions of the bank's
pecuniary liability — compensatory (compensatory), collateral (guarantee) and
preventive (stimulating) (pp. 38 — 44), the legal relations between the bank and
the payer as an objective basis for illegality (pp. 44 — 61), the subjects, content
and object of the legal relationships. Appropriate distinctions have also been
made from the liability of the trustee under the mandate contract and the
depositee under the contract for a bank money deposit and from the
performance to apparent creditor.

In Chapter Two, the dissertation substantiates the opinion of the author
that the bank's pecuniary liability for unauthorized payment transactions in an
electronic environment is an independent type of civil pecuniary liability of the
bank, which differs from the contractual and tort liability. Important is the
analysis in which the author examines the arguments "pro" and “contra" the
qualification of liability as tort or contractual and on this basis the author
justifies the conclusion that it is an independent separate type of civil liability,
conditioned by its specific goals and functions.



On this basis, Chapter Three examines the elements of the conditions of
the liability — the bank's conduct and its due care, illegality, damage, causal link
and gquilt, which are summarized and analysed in detail, emphasizing the
correlation between them. The analysis of the bank's due care and the question
whether the bank's property liability is objective or requires culpable behaviour
represents a scientific contribution.

In Chapter Four, the dissertation focuses on the grounds for exemption or
limitation of the bank's liability, in particular the effect of the exemption clauses
and the differences in their effect in a contract with a consumer or a non-
consumer, as well as on the non-contractual grounds for exemption from
liability.

The dissertation ends in Chapter Five with an analysis of the substantive
legal consequences of liability, as well as of the methods and procedures for
resolving payment disputes and the realization of the bank's pecuniary liability
in case of unauthorized payment transactions in an electronic environment.

The conclusion formulates the scientific and practical results of the study,
as well as clear and specific proposals for improving the legislation.

In this way, the author has fully discussed all the questions on the topic,
and the conclusions made are well reasoned and convincing. A significant
scientific apparatus has been used in the dissertation, as the dissertation has
analysed all contemporary Bulgarian and important foreign literature on the
topic, clarifying the contradictions in the theory and supplementing them with
his own arguments. Where he does not accept certain views, he argues with
them correctly and reasonably. It is noteworthy that on each controversial issue,
the author clarifies the opinions presented in the theory and always justifies his
personal opinion. A detailed comparative and historical analysis is also an
advantage of the work.

The dissertation is an original scientific research work, and no evidence
of plagiarism has been found.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results

The PhD candidate develops the questions raised in depth, demonstrating
the ability for detailed, systematic and critical analysis of the problems
regarding unauthorized payment transactions in the electronic environment and
the pecuniary liability of the bank. Mr. Velko Dzhilizov consistently fulfils the
goals and objectives set out in the introduction through presenting a reasoned
and logically consistent concept of the legal nature, conditions, content and
limits of the bank's pecuniary liability. The author shows the ability to draw and
substantiate independent conclusions on the discussed issues. In the analysis of



each issue concerning the topic, he starts from the opinions expressed in the
theory, and then considers the specifics and features of the topic under
consideration, always expressing his own reasoned opinion.

Methodologically, the work is distinguished by the precise use of
historical, comparative and formal-dogmatic methods. The dissertation
combines theoretical analysis with practice-oriented observations and
conclusions, which gives the research significant scientific and practical value.
Particularly impressive is the consistent follow-up of the development of the
EU law framework and its impact on national legislation, as well as the careful
study of the case law, including decisions of the Supreme Court of Cassation
and lower courts.

In summary, the PhD candidate manages to substantiate his view of the
legal essence of the liability under Art. 79 of the Law on the Payment Services
and Payment Systems, to analyse the prerequisites for its occurrence and its
content, to consider the grounds for exemption from liability and to offer its
view on the problems in its implementation.

4. Evaluation of scientific and practical contributions

As | have already indicated, the dissertation is the first monographic
study devoted entirely to the pecuniary liability of the bank for unauthorized
payment transactions in an electronic environment. As significant scientific
contributions, the following should be specifically highlighted:

— the clarification of the legal nature of the liability under Art. 79 of the
Law on the Payment Services and Payment Systems, and the position that it
constitutes an independent separate type of civil liability, different from both
contractual and tort liability;

— the in-depth analysis of the conditions for the bank's liability, including
the bank's conduct and due care, illegality, damage and causation;

— the systematization of the grounds for exemption or limitation of
liability, with a clear distinction between the hypotheses of pecuniary liability
towards consumers and non-consumers;

The proposals de lege ferenda, which are numerous, specific and well-
reasoned, should also be pointed out as particularly valuable.

5. Evaluation of the publications
The presented articles once again prove the ability of the PhD candidate

to interpret and analyse current and significant legal problems regarding the
topic and to reach conclusions that are also of practical importance.
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6. Evaluation of the abstract

The presented abstract is prepared in accordance with the applicable
regulatory requirements and reflects the main results achieved in the
dissertation. Structurally, it overlaps with the structure of the dissertation,
presenting in a summarized form the problems discussed in the dissertation and
their critical analysis, as well as the conclusions made by the PhD candidate on
the problems.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

Certain recommendations can be made to the work, which in no way
concern the content and reasoning of the author.

The proposals de lege ferenda deserve to be formulated in the main text
of the dissertation in the appropriate systematic place, rather than in a reference
in a footnote to the relevant point of the conclusion where they are placed, for
example, footnote 473 on page 132, footnote 475 on page 133, footnote 491 on
page 139, and others. This is necessary, first of all, because of the importance of
the de lege ferenda proposals, which to a large extent determine the value of the
legal analysis made. Secondly, the de lege ferenda proposals conclude the
analysis of the question raised and their systematic place is precisely in that part
of the work where the analysis that justifies the respective de lege ferenda
proposal is contained. There is no obstacle, of course, the proposals de lege
ferenda to be included also in the final part of the work.

It can also be considered whether there is a need to literally quote the text
of regulatory provisions or whether simply to refer to them is sufficient.

8. Conclusion

The presented dissertation on the topic ""The pecuniary liability of the
bank for unauthorized payment transactions in electronic environment"
should be evaluated as a timely and in-depth study of a topic with undoubted
practical significance that has not been thoroughly developed so far in the
Bulgarian theory. The dissertation contains many contributing points, and
the theses and conclusions presented in it are well reasoned. The dissertation
contains scientific or practical results that represent an original scientific
contribution, and shows that the PhD candidate has in-depth theoretical
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knowledge and abilities for independent scientific research.

In view of the above, my conclusion is that the presented dissertation
fully meets the regulatory requirements for acquiring the educational and
scientific degree 'Doctor' in the field of higher education 3. Social,
Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6. Law, scientific area
"Civil and Family Law", by Velko Tsankov Dzhilizov, PhD candidate at the
Faculty of Law at the University of National and World Economy. That is
why | propose the members of the scientific jury to vote that it be awarded to
Mr. Velko Tsankov Dzhilizov.
