1. Information for the PhD student

The studies of the PhD student were followed in the Civil and Family Law PhD program
of the Private Legal Studies Department of the Faculty of Law with the UNWE in Academic Major
3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law) according to the Order Ne 3382/19.11.2024 of the Deputy Dean
for R&D of the UNWE. The studies were delivered in a self-financed form as of 19.11.2024.

Velko Tsankov Dzhilizov has Master in Law degree as graduated in the Faculty of Law of
the University of National and World Economy and Master in International Economic Relations
degree awarded by the same university.

The PhD student has a long lasting successful professional career in banking: in UniCredit
Bulbank AD and the Association of the Banks in Bulgaria, which is explanatory also for the choice
of the Subject Matter of the Dissertation Thesis.



2. General Overview of the presented Dissertation Thesis

The volume of the presented Dissertation Thesis consists of 286 pages, including:
introduction, five chapters, conclusion, dissertation content and a list of referred literature also
included. Within the said volume the PhD student has successfully covered in its entirety the
complexities of the studied by him subject matter of the banks’ financial liability for unauthorized
payment transactions in the digital environment.

The thesis has referred to substantial in volume Bulgarian and foreign literature. Therein
cited are 97 titles, 64 out of them in Bulgarian language, including monographs, textbooks, papers
and articles and, 33 foreign language titles. The references below the text are totaling at 836,
including such as indicating a case law.

The structure of the Dissertation Thesis is following one traditional model of the legal
institute analysis that has proven its advantages at achieving correct scientific results. The
exposition is distributed in five chapters, introduction and conclusion. Within the first and the
second chapters the specifics and the legal nature of the financial liability of the bank for
unauthorized electronic payment transactions are presented; within the third chapter the factual
composition of the liability is analyzed; within the fourth chapter the legal grounds for releasing
and limiting the bank’s liability are discussed and, within the last fifth chapter the author studies
the forms of liability’s remedies and the instruments (proceedings) for its enforcement.

The relevance of the chosen subject matter of the Dissertation Thesis is not questionable at
all — during the recent few years in Bulgaria, due to their ease and speed, the penetration of payment
transactions in digital environment was super-fast. Naturally, as a result, many questions
prompted, which imply need of research and which should be answered, including for the
respective risks and problems in the process of payment transactions execution. The author has
concluded on one of them — the financial liability of the bank for unauthorized payment
transactions in the digital environment, which definitely — it’s safe to say — is one among the most
important for the bank’s clients using electronic banking and the one with significant practical
value.

3. Assessment of the scientific novelties and the applied-research contributions

The PhD student thoroughly discusses the matter of the financial liability of the bank for
unauthorized payment transactions by analyzing the existent Bulgarian legal framework and the
framework of the European secondary regulation. The historical and the comparative law methods
are used not only for the purposes of the study completeness but also for outlining the best solution
of one or another problem of the matter considered. He demonstrated very good knowledge of the
general matters of the contractual and tort liabilities. A range of proposals for improvement of the
applicable legislation are made as well.



The PhD student states as his main research thesis that the financial liability of the banks
for unauthorized payment transactions in the digital environment is a specific type of liability,
which is different from the tort and the contractual liability and, by analyzing the essential
characteristics of the tort and the contractual liability justifies this thesis with arguments based on
the legal framework in Bulgaria and the European secondary regulations as well as the case law of
the Bulgarian courts and the practice of the Court of the European Union. The PhD student grounds
his thesis also with arguments from the theoretical standpoints regarding the pecuniary civil
liability. Based on the applicable legal framework and case law the final conclusion drawn by the
author is that a new legal institute within the scope of the commerce law has been created.

Stepping on the said thesis in the following chapters of the Dissertation Thesis the
prerequisites for arising of this specific civil liability are already developed by describing the
hypotheses in which the bank may be released from liability considering the strict character of this
liability and the instruments for its enforcement.

Defending his main research thesis the PhD student engages in a critical analysis of other
main theoretical standpoints on some aspects related to the pecuniary civil liability.

As presented, the Dissertation Thesis of Velko Dzhilizov is showing not only theoretical
achievements but will be of use in practice — in the day-to-day banking as well as in the court
practice.

4. Short assessment of the novelties as outlined by the PhD student

The PhD student has correctly presented in the Thesis Abstract the main novelties of the
Dissertation Thesis.

The presented Dissertation Thesis by Velko Dzhilizov is the first monographic study in
Bulgaria, which is dedicated to the financial liability of the banks for unauthorized payment
transactions in the digital environment that is determining its main contributory nature.

Other main scientific novelties:

- Definition of the financial liability of the banks for unauthorized payment transactions in
the digital environment as a separate type of civil liability;

- Analysis of the due diligence on behalf of the bank;

- Research on the legal options for limitation or exoneration of the liability of the bank for
unauthorized payment transactions;

- Definition of the specific features of the electronic payment transactions;

- Research on the subjective and objective limits of the liability of the bank.

As contributory in their nature may be highlighted also the proposals for amendment of the
applicable legislation aiming to improve it according to the author that are systemized in the
conclusion of the Dissertation Thesis (p.266 — p.276) as draft provisions for amendment of the
applicable legislation.



5. Assessment of the Dissertation publications

The PhD student has presented 30 publications that are related to a greater or lesser extent
with the Dissertation subject matter. The Publications “Does IBAN guarantee that the bank is not
liable for unauthorized payment transactions?”, “Alternative Dispute Resolution of Payment
Disputes — How to Use”, “How strict is the bank's liability for unauthorized payment transactions
in electronic environment?”” and “Contractual grounds for reducing and exempting the bank from
liability for unauthorized electronic payment transactions” are directly linked to the Dissertation
subject matter. The publications of the PhD student are for a period of more than twenty years,
which demonstrates the long-term interest of the PhD student in the topics of the payment services,
the payment accounts and the relations between the participants in the payment transactions. A lot
of the publications highlight the changes in the legal framework with regards to the payment
accounts and the payment services. The publications contain additional scientific novelties and
applied-research contributions, which are not mentioned by the author in his Dissertation Thesis.

6. Assessment of the Thesis Abstract

The Thesis Abstract stipulates the main research thesis of the PhD student, correctly
highlighting its grounds as well as the remaining major standpoints in the presented by the PhD
student Velko Dzhilizov Dissertation Thesis.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

The Dissertation Thesis may be subject to certain critical remarks that, however, may not
impact the overall positive assessment of the Thesis.

The liability of the bank for unauthorized payment transactions as strict liability may be
further supported with arguments by searching for reasoning in other hypotheses of strict liability,
which have been already subject to analysis like, for example — within the transportation relations.

The author uses certain loanwords, which I do not think that they have a different meaning
from their Bulgarian synonyms like, for example — dichotomy, holistic, construct.

CONCLUSION

In conclusion, I do consider that for a public defense is presented a comprehensive
and profound scientific research with monographic character on an undoubtfully relevant
subject matter “Financial Liability of the Bank for Unauthorized Payment Transactions in
the Digital Environment”. The Dissertation Thesis meets all the requirements as provided in
article 6, paragraph 3 of the Development of the Academic Staff Act of the Republic of
Bulgaria (DASARB), and article 27, paragraph 2 of the Regulation for the Application of



DASARB (RADASARB). The study contains scientific and applied-research results that
represent an original contribution to the legal science. The PhD student demonstrates an in-
depth theoretical knowledge of the specialty, including the capacity for an independent
scientific research and creative approach to the field of study as included in the research’s
subject matter.

For these reasons I am firmly convinced to express my positive assessment and
propose to the members of the academic jury to vote in favour of the PhD candidate Velko
Tsankov Dzhilizov — PhD student in self-financed form of studies with the Private Legal
Studies Department of the Faculty of Law in the UNWE, to be awarded with a Doctorate
Academic Degree in Academic Major 3.6. Law, Academic Specialty - Civil and Family Law.
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
