1. Information about the PhD candidate

The PhD candidate studied in the PhD program at the Department of
International Relations, Faculty of International Economics and Politics,
UNWE, in the scientific field of International Relations, in accordance with
Order of the Rector of UNWE No. 3519/02.12.2024. The education was carried
out in an Individual Doctoral Programme during the period 2024-2025.

lordan Stoitchkov holds a Master's degree in Political Science from the
University of Buenos Aires, Argentina. He has extensive professional
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experience in the public sector as an expert in various government institutions
as well as in the commercial and economic department of the Embassy of
Argentina in Sofia. He is currently head of the Training, Research and Project
Activities Department at the Diplomatic Institute of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Republic of Bulgaria as well as an adjunct lecturer in the Political
Science Department at New Bulgarian University. He has also been an adjunct
lecturer at the Faculty of Philosophy of Sofia University "St. KIl. Ohridski",
American Studies program.

The doctoral student has fulfilled all the requirements set out in his
individual study plan, including successfully passing exams and producing
three publications. He has been discharged with the right to defend his
dissertation by the responsible department. lordan Stoitchkov meets the
minimum national requirements for the award of the academic degree of PhD.

2. General Overview of the Dissertation

The dissertation submitted by lordan Stoitchkov is one of the first systematic
studies in Bulgarian scientific literature on Latin America and, specifically, on
the region’s place in the process of transformation of the system of international
relations. The author demonstrates an exceptionally good knowledge of the
processes related to the political and socio-economic development of Latin
American countries in conditions of growing rivalry between external centers of
power whose interests intersect in the region.

The volume of the dissertation is 268 pages and contains an introduction,
five chapters, conclusion and bibliography. The latter includes sources in
Bulgarian, English, and Spanish. The topic is scientifically significant and
relevant in the context of the dynamic changes in the system of international
relations and the growing multipolarity and geopolitical competition, in which
Latin America is increasingly establishing itself as an important space for
international interaction. The study is also relevant in view of the new impetus
that Donald Trump's administration is giving to the Monroe Doctrine. The topic
Is particularly important in the context of the growing role of the so-called
Global South.

The main aim of the dissertation is clearly formulated, and the specified
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objectives complement and specify the main aim. The time frame of the study is
correctly defined. The object and subject of the dissertation research are clearly
and correctly formulated. The author distinguishes between the broad field of
research — international political and economic relations in the Latin American
region — and the more narrowly defined analytical focus, namely the impact of
China and Russia on economic development, political dynamics, and strategic
orientations of the countries in the region in the context of their interaction with
the United States and the European Union. The object of the study is formulated
broadly enough, which, on the one hand, reveals the author's desire to
comprehensively cover the processes under consideration and, on the other
hand, allows for a complex and interdisciplinary approach in line with
contemporary trends in the study of international relations. The subject
framework is clearly defined and consistent with the stated aims and objectives.

The main thesis of the dissertation and the working hypotheses, which are
logically derived from the thesis, are clearly formulated and reflect a deep
understanding of contemporary transformations in the international system and
the place of Latin America in the context of an emerging multipolar world
order. The formulation of the thesis and working hypotheses allows for a search
for a connection between the global redistribution of power that is underway in
the international system, the internal heterogeneity of the region, and the
strategies of key external actors.

It should also be noted that the wide range of sources used, including a
significant number of publications by authors from academia in Latin America,
makes a good impression. The author's command of Spanish provides him with
access to primary documents and original regional interpretations of the issues
under study, which enriches the analysis and contributes to a deeper and more
nuanced understanding of the processes discussed in the dissertation.

3. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical results

lordan Stoitchkov offers an ambitious and conceptually rich theoretical
framework that allows for the simultaneous consideration of global structural
factors, regional dynamics, and internal dependencies in Latin American
countries. The interdisciplinary nature of the proposed framework, which
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combines historical, political, and economic analysis, comparative methods,
and the linking of classical and contemporary theoretical approaches,
corresponds to the complexity of the processes under study and provides a solid
framework for analysis and achievement of the research objectives. The author's
effort to operationalize the proposed theoretical model by introducing specific
indicators at the global, regional, and national levels should be positively
assessed, as it creates a prerequisite for empirical testing of the formulated
hypotheses.

The structure of the dissertation as a whole is logically constructed and
allows for an in-depth analysis of the research problem in its entirety. The first
chapter presents the theoretical framework of the study, which focuses on world
systems theory and dependency theory, which has deep roots in Latin American
thinking. They serve as a leading analytical tool for explaining Latin America's
place in the international system. Elements from the schools of realism and
liberalism are integrated to interpret the strategic rivalry between global powers,
the role of economic and public diplomacy, and the importance of regional
cooperation. This complex theoretical perspective supports the argument that
Latin America remains a field of geopolitical and geo-economic rivalry, in
which global actors reproduce patterns of dependence despite the changing
structure of the international system.

The second chapter places the study in the current geopolitical context by
analyzing the rivalry for influence and access to Latin America's natural
resources among key global actors. It emphasizes the strategic importance of
the region as a major source of raw materials, structural economic dependence,
and growing internal fragmentation, which limit the possibilities for forming a
unified regional position. By examining the various instruments of influence
used by the US, China, and Russia in the region, the conclusion is drawn that
despite the changing balance of power in the international system, Latin
American countries continue to function within a reproducing model of "center-
periphery" dependence.

The third chapter provides a critical assessment, supported by empirical data,
of the policies of the US and the European Union towards Latin America. It
examines the transformation of US foreign policy towards the region, as well as
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the EU's complex approach to Latin American countries, which seeks a balance
between values and geo-economic priorities. This chapter also includes a
section that examines Mercosur as an example of regional success and
interregional failure.

The fourth chapter offers a systematic analysis of the development of
Chinese and Russian policies towards Latin America in the context of the
transforming global balance of power. Attention is drawn to the growing
influence of China and Russia in international and regional institutions.
Particular emphasis is placed on China's economic expansion in the region,
which, according to the PhD candidate, reproduces the classic model of "center-
periphery" dependence with a shifting center of influence. Attention also is paid
to the specifics of Russian policy towards Latin America and the role of public
diplomacy and soft power instruments.

The fifth chapter examines the current issues and challenges in US and EU
policy towards the region. The inclusion of a comparative analysis of EU and
Chinese policies towards the Global South, the assessment of Bulgaria's
opportunities for deepening relations with the region, and the analysis of
possible scenarios for the development of EU-Latin American relations are
particularly noteworthy. In this regard, according to the PhD candidate, the
European Union's ability to rethink its value-oriented approach in the context of
growing global competition will be of particular importance.

It is impressive that, alongside the analysis of the historical development and
current dynamics of relations between external forces and the countries in the
region, the author also draws attention to the prospects for future development.
Particularly in the section devoted to the European Union, specific
recommendations for political action in line with the Union's strategic interests
are clearly highlighted. It is emphasized that achieving greater strategic
autonomy for Latin America will depend on internal political stability, the
diversification of external partnerships and active participation in global
multilateral formats.

The high degree of objectivity with which the PhD candidate approaches the
analysis should be emphasized. He presents the processes under consideration
in a balanced manner, without allowing for evaluative biases.
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4. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Contributions

The dissertation’s contributions formulated by the doctoral student accurately
reflect his achievements. | would add that the analytical model proposed by the
doctoral student could also be considered a separate scientific contribution. It
contributes to a more in-depth and multifaceted analysis of the hierarchies,
dependencies, and structural constraints facing the Latin American region. The
dissertation not only enriches existing knowledge on the subject but also helps
to build on the necessary conceptual and theoretical basis for understanding the
process of dynamic transformation and fragmentation of the system of
international relations as a whole, and the place, role and behavior of the
countries of the Global South, in particular.

5. Evaluation of the Publications Related to the Dissertation

lordan Stoitchkov has four publications on topics directly related to the topic
of the dissertation, which confirms his sustained commitment to the scientific
Issues under consideration.

6. Evaluation of the Dissertation Abstract

The presented dissertation abstract is 35 pages long and contains the main
structural elements, accurately and adequately reflecting the content, aims,
objectives, methodological framework, and main results of the dissertation.

7. Critical Notes, Recommendations and Questions

It should be noted that, by its very nature, any scientific research implies
opportunities for improvement, which does not detract from the results achieved
by the author. lordan Stoitchkov has already proven this by taking into account
and integrating most of the substantive, structural, and methodological
comments made during the internal discussion of the dissertation. With a view
to the possible future publication of the study, which | would encourage the
PhD candidate to pursue, | would make the following recommendations.

The theoretical model developed, demonstrating a conscious effort to
integrate classical and contemporary theoretical approaches, is undoubtedly one
of the scientific contributions of this study. At the same time, the inclusion of
multiple theoretical perspectives (justified, to a large extent, by the complexity
of the research question) carries the risk of some conceptual overload. In this
sense, a more concise and clearly structured presentation of the theoretical
model could be considered, emphasizing its key conceptual pillars and
strengthening its function as an analytical framework for the study.

It would be good for the doctoral student to be a little more critical of a trend
that has recently been taken to extremes, namely, geopolitics becoming
synonymous with all intentions, actions, and counteractions, mainly of the great
powers. A more precise use of geopolitical terms would contribute to a better
understanding of the processes and phenomena in the international system and
in Latin America in particular. There is also some confusion between liberalism
as a theory in international relations and as a political ideology, which blurs the
line between conceptual framework and specific political practices.
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Consideration could also be given to optimising and clarifying the structure
of the different parts of the study. This would avoid some repetitions that
burden the presentation. It would be useful to present some of the extensive
factual information, especially the economic data, in tables and graphs, as this
would facilitate the understanding of the author's argumentation.

8. Conclusion

In conclusion, the presented dissertation represents a comprehensive,
analytical, and timely study of a key topic in international relations and fully
meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its implementation. The thesis
fills a real scientific gap by offering important observations on the changing
global order and Latin America's place in it. All this gives me reason to express
my strong support for awarding the educational and scientific degree of Ph.D.
in the professional field 3.3. Political Sciences (International Relations) to
lordan Roumenov Stoitchkov.
