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Topic of the Dissertation: "Assessment of the Social Impact of Public Industrial Policies for
the Development of Micro, Small, and Medium-Sized Enterprises in Bulgaria"

1. Information regarding the Doctoral Candidate

Andrey Emilov Lalov graduated from the Master's program in "Economic Sociology" at the
University of National and World Economy in 1995. Pursuant to Order Ne 1456/28.05.2024
of the Rector of the UNWE, he has been enrolled in the doctoral program at the Department
of Economic Sociology, Faculty of General Economics, in the scientific specialty
"Sociology." The doctoral training was initially conducted in a part-time format and
subsequently transitioned to an independent study form during the period from April 2015 to
May 2024. Throughout his doctoral candidacy, he has also served as a Head of Department at
the Ministry of Economy and as a consultant in the fields of strategic planning, policy
evaluation, and project management—professional experiences that significantly complement
and enrich his academic and research preparation.

2. General Characteristics of the Presented Dissertation
A. Volume and Structure

The dissertation submitted for review consists of 208 standard pages, including appendices
and a list of references. The bibliography comprises 58 sources, 15 of which are in Latin
script. A classical structural scheme has been adopted: an introduction, four chapters, and a
conclusion.

B. Relevance of the Topic, Aim, Tasks, Subject, and Object

The doctoral candidate identifies a fundamental paradox in contemporary public management
in Bulgaria: while the country absorbs significant financial resources from the EU to
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stimulate industry, the assessment of the social consequences of these large-scale
interventions remains relegated to the periphery.

The primary aim—"to evaluate the social impact of public development policies implemented
within the framework of OPIC" (p. 26)—is clearly formulated and fully corresponds to the
identified problem.

The tasks formulated to achieve this aim follow a logical sequence and hierarchy, with each
subsequent task building upon the previous one:

1. Review and analysis of existing policies: This task correctly positions the research
within a broader historical and political context.

2. Analysis of the elements of OPIC 2014-2020: This task narrows the focus toward
the specific object of study.

3. Identification and analysis of stakeholders and the impact upon them: This task
constitutes the core of the research work and is directly aimed at collecting empirical
data on social effects.

The distinction between the object and subject of the study is made correctly and with the
necessary precision. The object of the study is defined as "the policies for the development
of Bulgarian industry, objectified through the 'Operational Programme Innovation and
Competitiveness' (OPIC) 2014-2020" (p. 28). This is an appropriate choice, as the object
encompasses the phenomenon in its entirety—the policies embodied in a specific
programmatic instrument. The subject of the study is "the social impact of national
industrial policies on micro, small, and medium-sized enterprises in Bulgaria" (p. 28). The
subject successfully isolates the specific aspect to be analyzed—the social effects—thereby
avoiding an overly broad scope.

The candidate’s approach of sequential operationalization and narrowing the scope is
logically justified. The analysis moves from all industrial policies to a specific operational
program (OPIC), from there to a specific priority ("Entrepreneurship and Capacity for
Growth of SMEs"), then to a specific intervention ("Improving Production Capacity in
SMEs"), and finally, the analysis is territorially focused on the South Central Region.

C. Structure and Content of the Dissertation

The structure of the dissertation includes an Introduction, 4 Chapters, Concluding Remarks
and Recommendations, and Appendices (the survey questionnaire and the in-depth interview
scenario used).

In the Introduction, the candidate argues the relevance of the problem. The dissertation
thesis that "the assessment of the social impact of OPIC is not sufficiently utilized to improve
the quality of interventions and, respectively, to strengthen their positive social effect" (p. 29)
is clearly articulated and establishes the approach for the entire study.

Chapter One, "Public Industrial Policies in Bulgaria and the EU," establishes the
fundamental historical, institutional, and strategic context of the dissertation. The candidate
demonstrates an ability for systemic analysis, positioning national policies within the broader
European framework through several core ideas.
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First, a thorough historical review is conducted across three stages: from the Liberation to
1944, the era of centralized planning, and the transition to a market economy. This analysis is
critical for understanding the lack of traditions in strategic planning and explains the current
deficits in the capacity of both administration and business.

A central thesis is the defining role of the European Union after 2007. It is demonstrated that
Bulgarian industrial policy is a derivative of the European cohesion framework, with the
Operational Programme "Innovation and Competitiveness" (OPIC) being its primary vehicle.
Strategic documents such as "Europe 2020" and the horizontal principles that prepare the
ground for social assessment are examined.

In the context of the overall tasks, this chapter fulfills the first task: "To review and analyze
existing Bulgarian industrial policies" (p. 26). The chapter is not limited to a simple list of
documents but presents the policies in their evolution, analyzing the factors influencing them
(historical, political, European). In Chapter 1, the execution of the second task also partially
begins: "To analyze the elements of the program and the project cycle of OPIC 2014-2020"
(p. 27). By presenting the strategic and legal framework of OPIC, the chapter lays the
foundation for the more detailed analysis of programmatic elements carried out in subsequent
parts of the work.

Chapter Two, titled "Theoretical Formulations and the Partnership Principle in Social
Impact Assessments in Bulgaria," functions as the conceptual core of the dissertation. The
candidate builds a solid sociological justification, treating Social Impact Assessment (STA)
not merely as a technical instrument but through the prism of classical theories. Through
social contract theory, industrial development is interpreted as an agreement requiring social
justice, while the functionalist approach emphasizes the role of policies in maintaining
cohesion and stability.

Parallel to this, a systemic review of the discipline’s evolution is provided, tracing it from
environmental assessments to an independent field, presenting key authors and principles.
This theoretical work performs essential methodological functions for the entire study. It
constructs the analytical model for the interpretation of empirical data and operationalizes the
concept of "social impact" through dimensions such as quality of life and culture. Finally, the
chapter formulates normative criteria for "good" assessment, including transparency and
sustainability, which serve as a benchmark for analyzing Bulgarian practices in the following
parts of the work.

Chapter Three, "Methodology of the Dissertation Research," acts as a link between the
theoretical framework and the empirical analysis, providing a detailed justification of the
research design. The author adopts a mixed-method approach, combining quantitative
methods via surveys with beneficiaries and qualitative methods through in-depth interviews
with experts. This strategy allows for data triangulation, where quantitative results outline the
scale of phenomena and qualitative results provide the necessary context and explanation of
processes. The study is defined as an ex-post evaluation, conducted after the completion of
the interventions.

A significant contribution of this chapter is the creation of a system of indicators that
transforms abstract theoretical concepts such as competitiveness and human capital into
concrete, measurable quantities. The methodology also outlines the territorial scope, focused

on the South Central Region, as well as the target groups and the instruments used for
primary and secondary data collection. The chapter is entirely dedicated to preparing for the
fulfillment of the third, primary empirical task of the dissertation: "To identify and analyze
the stakeholders and target groups of OPIC and the impact upon them of the implemented
grant procedures" (p. 27).

Chapter Four, titled "Analysis and Evaluation of the Social Impact of OPIC-funded
Industrial Policies," serves as the empirical core of the dissertation. In it, the author applies
the developed methodology to verify working hypotheses and provide a reasoned answer to
the research questions.

The quantitative analysis of data from beneficiaries reveals a distinct asymmetry in the
outcomes of industrial policies. There are strong economic and production effects, manifested
in increased productivity, automation, and investment volume, which proves the
technological success of the program. In contrast, social dimensions such as employment,
remuneration, and social benefits are rated as weak, supporting the thesis that they appear
more as a side effect rather than a deliberate result. The study also records a key contradiction
in business attitudes—while entrepreneurs support social well-being in principle, they
perceive specific social and environmental regulations as a threat to their competitiveness.

These quantitative trends find their explanation through the qualitative analysis of expert
interviews. Participants criticize the policy design as cumbersome, highly formalized, and
non-adaptive to the dynamic environment. Partnership is described as superficial, dominated
by private interests rather than a search for public consensus. Experts also highlight the lack
of integration between different programs, pointing to the clear "demarcation lines" between
OPIC and the OP "Human Resources Development" as a major obstacle to achieving
sustainable social effects.

Through this analysis, the chapter fulfills the primary task of the dissertation—to identify and
analyze the impact on stakeholders. The candidate successfully confirms the hypotheses that
social effects are not systematically measured or taken into account when formulating new
policies, and that mandatory assessments do not contain a real evaluation of social impact.
The text demonstrates the author's capacity for critical analysis and derives reasoned
conclusions about the untapped potential of assessment instruments.

The final part of the dissertation, ""Conclusion, Findings, and Recommendations,"
represents a synthesis of the entire study. The findings are grouped into three logical
directions reflecting the main aspects of the researched problem: Findings regarding
strategic programming: confirming the central hypothesis of the work. Findings regarding
operational implementation. the analysis of specific interventions shows that they are
perceived more as technical instruments for budget absorption rather than as policy vehicles
aimed at achieving specific impacts. Findings regarding social effects: the candidate
convincingly proves that social effects are an unplanned, secondary result rather than a
purposefully sought impact. Positive effects are observed (improved working conditions,
need for higher qualifications), but they are local, limited, and have low long-term
sustainability.
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The recommendations are the strongest applied contribution of the dissertation. They are
structured across three levels—strategic, operational, and methodological—demonstrating a
systemic approach to solving the problem.

The group of Methodological Recommendations (related to SIA) is particularly valuable
because it is aimed at building missing capacity. Developing a unified methodology for SIA,
integrating it into all phases of the project cycle, and creating SIA units within the
administration are key steps for transforming social assessment from an academic exercise
into a real management tool.

In the concluding remarks, the candidate answers the research questions posed at the

beginning and outlines the contributions of his work. This demonstrates the completion of the
research cycle. The final part of the dissertation synthesizes the results of the entire study, not
limiting itself to findings but offering specific, applicable solutions to the identified problems.

3. Evaluation of the Obtained Scientific and Scientific-Applied Results

The theoretical contributions of the work are expressed in the systematized analysis of the
evolution of Bulgarian industrial policies and their dependence on the European framework,
as well as in the creation of a specialized methodological design for measuring social impact.

The empirical results outline a clear trend of strong economic effects related to productivity
and automation, which contrast with the weak progress in social aspects such as wages and
working conditions. The study records a structural contradiction in business, which
theoretically supports social goals but in practice perceives regulations as a threat to
competitiveness.

The analysis proves the presence of systemic administrative deficits and formal partnership,
while simultaneously establishing that financial instruments do not reduce regional
imbalances but rather reinforce them through the concentration of resources in economically
strong areas.

4. Evaluation of the Obtained Scientific and Scientific-Applied Contributions

Scientific (Theoretical) Contributions

Contribution 1 (Conceptual): The work contributes to the conceptualization of Social
Impact Assessment in the Bulgarian context. By linking SIA with fundamental sociological
theories, the dissertation elevates it from its purely technical framework and establishes it as a
legitimate and necessary sociological approach for analyzing public policies.

Contribution 2 (Methodological): The primary methodological contribution is the creation
of a validated model for the operationalization of social impacts through the developed
system of indicators. This model can serve as a basis for future research and for the
construction of national monitoring standards.

Contribution 3 (Empirical): The study fills a significant gap in scientific knowledge by
providing the first systematic empirical data on the social effects of OPIC.
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Scientific-Applied (Practical) Contributions

Contribution 4 (Diagnostic): The research provides public institutions with a profound and
empirically grounded diagnosis of the failures in the current model of programming and
evaluation. Specific weak links in the policy cycle have been identified, which is the first step
toward their elimination.

Contribution 5 (Normative/Recommendatory): The dissertation offers a comprehensive,
structured, and working roadmap for reform in the field of policy evaluation. The
recommendations are distributed across three levels (strategic, operational, methodological),
making them directly applicable to different levels of management.

Contribution 6 (Instrumental): The developed survey questionnaire and interview scenario
represent "ready-to-use" or adaptable tools for managing authorities, evaluation teams, and
researchers who wish to conduct similar assessments.

In summary, Andrey Lalov’s dissertation successfully achieves both goals of a doctoral
study: on one hand, it generates new and original scientific results, and on the other, it
transforms these results into contributions that have real potential to improve the practice of
public management in Bulgaria.

5. Evaluation of the Publications on the Dissertation

6. Evaluation of the Abstract

The presented abstract is a complete and well-structured summary of the dissertation. It
successfully performs its primary function to present the conducted research, its main results,
findings, and contributions. The abstract strictly follows the logic and structure of the full
text, maintaining the correct balance between theoretical-methodological justification and the
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presentation of empirical results. It fulfills the normative requirements and serves as a good
basis for evaluating the dissertation.

7. Critical Remarks, Recommendations, and Questions

The presented dissertation possesses a high scientific and methodological level. The analyses
conducted are profound, and the findings are well-reasoned. Against this backdrop, the
remarks concern debatable issues and recommendations for future scientific pursuits and do
not diminish the overall positive evaluation of the dissertation.

Critical Remarks

Regarding the representativeness of the empirical study: A primary remark should be the
sample size in the quantitative study (83 respondents). Although the author correctly notes
that the data are illustrative in nature, making general conclusions about "industrial policies
in Bulgaria" based on this sample is risky. The results are valid more for active beneficiaries
in the South Central Region than for the total population of SMEs in the country.

Territorial scope versus the title: The title of the dissertation refers to "industrial policies in
Bulgaria," but the empirical part is focused exclusively on the South Central Region (SCR).
This creates a certain discrepancy between the claim in the title and the actual scope of the
fieldwork. A comparative analysis with a "weak" region (e.g., the Northwest) is missing,
which would have provided a more complete picture of social imbalances.

The link between theory and empiral applications: The second chapter provides a very
serious theoretical review (Durkheim, Parsons, Rawls), but in the empirical part (Chapter 4),
the connection with these classical theories fades slightly in favor of the purely operational
analysis of OPIC. It would have been beneficial for the functionalist model to be more clearly
"applied" in the interpretation of employment data.

Recommendations for the Future Development of the Contributions

Testing the methodology in other regions: I recommend that the candidate expand the
application of the developed methodology for Social Impact Assessment (SIA) to other
planning regions, especially those with lower economic activity, to test the hypotheses in
different environments.

Practical Manual: The developed system of indicators (Table 3) and the methodology have
the potential to be transformed into a practical aid or manual for the administration
(Managing Authorities) to be used in programming the 2021-2027 period (and the subsequent
one).

Questions to the Candidate (for the Defense)
Question regarding the balance between economic and social goals:

"In your dissertation, you state that business perceives environmental and social regulations
simultaneously as an opportunity for modernization and as a threat to competitiveness.
According to your research, where is the intersection point? What specific mechanism or
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incentive (other than grants) would make Bulgarian SMEs accept social impact as an internal
value rather than an administrative burden?"

Question regarding the partnership mechanism:

"You claim that the partnership principle in Bulgaria is highly formalized and dominated by
the state administration. If you had the opportunity to change something in the regulatory
framework or in the work of the Monitoring Committees, what would it be to ensure a real
voice for civil society?"

8. Conclusion

The presented work is a complete and valuable scientific study dedicated to a timely and
complex problem at the boundary between economic sociology, policy evaluation, and public
administration. The doctoral candidate has demonstrated the ability to independently
formulate a research problem, build an adequate theoretical and methodological framework,
and conduct an empirical study whose results have both scientific contributions and high
scientific-applied potential. The dissertation has been developed in accordance with the
normative requirements for the award of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor," as
reflected in the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(ZRASRB), the Regulations for its implementation, and the Regulations for the organization
and conduct of competitions for scientific degrees and academic positions at the UNWE.

On this basis, I express a positive opinion, proposing to the honorable scientific jury to award
the doctoral candidate Andrey Emilov Lalov the educational and scientific degree "Doctor"
(PhD) in the scientific specialty 05.11.01. Sociology, from professional field 3.1. Sociology,
Anthropology, and Cultural Sciences.
