The PhD candidate completed his doctoral training within the Doctoral
Programme of the Department of Economic Sociology at the Faculty of General
Economics of the University of National and World Economy (UNWE),
majoring in Economic Sociology. The training was conducted in an individual
(external) form over the period 2016-2025.

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During the period 2005-2025, A. Lalov worked as a part-time lecturer at
UNWE.

From 2003 to 2008, he was employed at the Ministry of Economy in the
Directorate “European Funds for Competitiveness.” He has participated in

General Characteristics of the Submitted Dissertation
e Structure and volume
The dissertation comprises 208 pages and includes 6 tables, 11 figures, and 2
appendices. The bibliography consists of 58 sources, as well as statistical data
from the National Statistical Institute (NSI), Eurostat, regional statistics, and
other sources of secondary information.
» Assessment of the relevance of the topic; objectives; tasks; object;
subject; and main thesis of the dissertation
The dissertation addresses a highly topical issue related to the assessment of the
social impact of public policies for industrial development in Bulgaria. A
serious practical and research problem is highlighted, namely that standard
mandatory evaluations generally do not include social impact assessment,
which increases the risk of inadequate interventions, failure to achieve
objectives, and negative effects resulting from policy implementation. The PhD
candidate emphasizes that this is due, on the one hand, to the lack of traditions
in strategic planning and in Social Impact Assessment (SIA) as its integral
component. On the other hand, there are deficiencies in the national
administrative and legal framework for the application of SIA. A. Lalov notes
that SIA itself is a relatively new instrument in both science and practice, which
presupposes a strategic approach to the design and implementation of
development policies.
In this sense, the innovativeness and significance of the present dissertation are
highlighted, as it presents SIA as a technology that supports better policy
targeting, reduction of negative effects from implementation, and ensures
higher efficiency of public expenditure. Social Impact Assessment is presented
as an interdisciplinary field focusing on the analysis of the social consequences
of projects, policies, and programmes. Against this background, it is shown that
Bulgaria is currently at the beginning of the implementation of the third



programming period 2021-2027, while no ex post evaluation of the previous
period 2014-2020 has been conducted. This negatively affects the quality of
programming, as well as the implementation and social outcomes of
interventions.

The PhD candidate identifies a clear research problem related to deficiencies in
the system for programming industrial development policies in Bulgaria and the
lack of SIA, which leads to their low quality. To develop his research idea, A.
Lalov focuses on one of the Operational Programmes for 2014-2020 —
“Innovation and Competitiveness,” aimed at financing industrial development
during the second programming period. The arguments for selecting the
programme are presented, along with its specific features, internal structure,
levels of operationalisation, and a detailed description of implementation
conditions.

The dissertation analysis focuses on Priority Axis 2 “Entrepreneurship and
Growth Capacity of SMEs,” whose interventions target financing SMESs
operating in the field of industrial production. The intervention with the largest
number of beneficiaries, individual projects, and potential for generating social
effects has been selected.

The target group includes Bulgarian micro, small, and medium-sized enterprises
that are beneficiaries under the selected procedures.

The objective of the dissertation is to assess the social impact of public
development policies implemented within the framework of OPIC.

The tasks of the dissertation are formulated in direct correspondence with the
defined objective.

The object of the dissertation is the policies for the development of Bulgarian
industry through OPIC 2014-2020, particularly one of its key priorities aimed
at supporting the modernisation, energy, and resource efficiency of
manufacturing SMEs.

The subject of the dissertation is the social impact of national industrial policies
on micro, small, and medium-sized enterprises in Bulgaria.

Dissertation thesis: the social impact assessment of the Operational Programme
“Innovation and Competitiveness” is not sufficiently used to improve the
quality of interventions and, respectively, to enhance their positive effects.
Working hypotheses are also formulated.
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Overall, the dissertation is based on an interdisciplinary research approach
combining elements of economic sociology, public administration analysis, and
analysis of industrial and regional development policies.

The first chapter examines public industrial policies in Bulgaria and the EU,
providing a historical overview and outlining current policies. The second
chapter discusses key sociological concepts related to social impact assessment.
Lalov seeks to demonstrate the relationship between economic efficiency,
freedom, and social responsibility through the interpretation of several
theoretical trends: social contract theory (Rousseau, Locke, Mill, Rawls); the
functionalist concept (Durkheim, Parsons); and the concept of sustainable
development.

Key authors and concepts related to SIA are also reviewed, emphasizing that
the concept has a relatively short history, originating in the 1970s in the United
States in connection with major infrastructure projects. SIA is defined as a
process of analysing, forecasting, evaluating, and managing planned
interventions in the human environment with the aim of improving
sustainability. The role of civil society in SIA is also demonstrated through
consultations, work with local communities, information and education, and the
creation of partnerships.

3. Assessment of the Scientific and Applied Results Achieved
The methodology of the dissertation research is presented. The proposed
approach includes the use of analytical tools that go beyond standard
monitoring and enable the measurement of long-term social impacts.
The SIA methodology for OPIC includes desk research aimed at analysing key
sources of administrative data—documents, statistics, NSI and Eurostat data,
and information from various ministries. This contextual information is
complemented by the results of quantitative and qualitative research among
beneficiaries of the measures and experts involved in the design and
implementation of industrial development policies.
The aim is to assess the impact of the procedure “Improving the Production
Capacity of SMEs” under OPIC 2014-2020, highlighting both short-term and
long-term effects of the interventions.
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The target group includes managers of manufacturing enterprises that
implemented modernisation projects under the procedure “Improving the
Production Capacity of SMEs,” which had two calls: 2016 and 2020.

The design of the research instruments—a questionnaire and a scenario for in-
depth expert interviews—is presented, as well as the methods for processing the
quantitative and qualitative data.

An analysis and SIA of the industrial policies financed by OPIC have been
conducted. An online survey was carried out in May—June 2024, with 83
completed questionnaires.

Data analysis shows that Bulgarian businesses generally perceive industrial
policies positively, especially when they are aimed at increasing
competitiveness, enterprise modernisation, and economic growth. However,
there are divergent opinions regarding the social and environmental dimensions
of these policies. Therefore, A. Lalov concludes that a balanced approach to
industrial policy is needed—one that combines economic growth, social
responsibility, and environmental sustainability while taking into account the
different perspectives of stakeholders. The quantitative results are interpreted
through the main theoretical frameworks: functionalist theory and social
contract theory.

Fieldwork also included five in-depth interviews with experts from the
administration and the industrial sector. The interviews focus on the economic
and social effects of public industrial development policies, with particular
attention to employment, working conditions, social inequality, and stakeholder
partnerships.

Recommendations are formulated for more effective planning and
implementation of future initiatives to improve achieved results.

4. Assessment of Scientific and Applied Contributions
The dissertation makes both scientific and applied contributions, supporting the
improvement of public policies with a view to achieving higher social
efficiency, transparency, and sustainability.
The scientific contributions consist of the systematisation and conceptualisation
of various theoretical analyses related to social engineering in the context of
effective development and social stability.
The applied contributions include:
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. Development of a conceptual framework for SIA tailored to the specifics
of Bulgarian industrial policy, serving as a basis for integrating social
aspects into the programming, management, and evaluation of public
interventions.

« Development of an analytical toolkit for empirical SIA of interventions
targeting SMEs.

« Identification of administrative, institutional, and political barriers
hindering the full integration of social criteria into programme and
project contexts.

« Formulation of structural recommendations to be used in the preparation
of future programme measures supporting SMEs.

5. Assessment of Publications Related to the Dissertation

The PhD candidate has listed three publications related to the dissertation topic,
presented at scientific forums. The publications meet the requirements and
comply with academic criteria.

6. Assessment of the Dissertation Summary
The dissertation summary accurately reflects the content of the dissertation and
presents it correctly.

7. Critical Remarks, Recommendations, and Questions

The dissertation addresses a highly topical subject and is developed with a clear
structure, a series of conclusions and recommendations, and a well-defined
methodological framework. The style is consistent and academic. The text is
original. I have no remarks regarding the PhD candidate. | recommend that
Andrey Lalov continue his work on the topic of Social Impact Assessment by
extending the analysis to other project areas of the Operational Programmes and
their role in social life.

8. Conclusion

The submitted dissertation contains all the necessary elements and meets the
requirements for a successful doctoral study. The style is clear, the structure is
well defined, and the terminology is precise. The empirical part, which includes
both quantitative and qualitative methods, is conducted at a good level; the
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results are very well presented and correspond to the theoretical
conceptualisation, complementing the analysis.
