Rationale for submitting the opinion: Participation in the scientific jury for the defense of
the dissertation work according to Order No. 3906/12.12.2025 of the Vice-Rector for
Research.

1. Information about the doctoral candidate

The doctoral student studied under the doctoral program at the "Economic Sociology"
Department at the "General Economics™ Faculty of the UNWE in the scientific specialty
"Sociology" in accordance with the Order of the Vice-Rector for Research of the UNWE No.
1456/28.05.2024. The training was initially conducted in a part-time (extramural) form and
subsequently in a free form of study during the period from April 2015 to December 2025.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The presented dissertation consists of 211 pages. The main text is structured into an
introduction, four chapters, conclusions, and recommendations. The dissertation also
includes a list of tables and figures, a list of abbreviations, and two appendices. A total of 58
information sources were used, predominantly consisting of regulations, laws, programmes,
strategies, and decrees, which is fully appropriate to the subject matter under study. The
dissertation title is scientifically grounded, as it addresses a significant and long-
insufficiently researched aspect of public industrial policies in Bulgaria—namely, the
assessment of their social impact. The proposed object and subject of the research are clearly
defined and correspond to the research problem. The formulated research goal and the tasks
deriving from it are logically consistent with the problem, object, and subject of the study,
ensuring a coherent and well-argued structure of the dissertation. The research thesis



defended in the dissertation is appropriate to the subject field of the research and allows for
its empirical and analytical verification.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The dissertation research contributes to addressing the existing lack of systematic and
methodologically sound approaches for analysing social effects within current evaluation
practices.

It is structured as an ex post evaluation, with particular emphasis on overcoming the
limitations of classical administrative evaluations. This choice is determined by the fact that
the activities and payments under OPIC were completed in 2023. In order to achieve its
objectives, the author employs analytical tools that go beyond standard monitoring and
enable the measurement of long-term socio-economic impacts, such as labour market
dynamics, changes in living standards, and the economic stability of local communities.

The empirical part of the study is based on a combination of quantitative and qualitative
methods. The quantitative methods include the use of data from the National Statistical
Institute and EUROSTAT, while the qualitative methods involve expert interviews with
representatives of the business sector, central and local government, as well as non-
governmental organisations. The research toolkit appropriately selected by the author allows
not only for the achievement of the main objective—namely, the assessment of the social
impact of public industrial policies in Bulgaria, with a focus on interventions targeting micro,
small and medium-sized enterprises in the industrial sector—but also for the confirmation of
the dissertation’s thesis that the absence of an institutionalised system for social impact
assessment leads to deficits in the sustainability and effectiveness of industrial policy.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

| accept the theoretical-methodological, empirical, and applied contributions identified by the
doctoral candidate. In my view, particular emphasis should be placed on the developed
analytical toolkit for the empirical assessment of the social impact of interventions targeting
SMEs. The methodology proposed by the doctoral candidate includes indicators, data
collection approaches, and analytical methods that can be further developed and applied in
future research and evaluations at both national and regional levels.

5. Evaluation of the publications related to the dissertation

On the topic of the dissertation, the doctoral candidate has presented three independent
publications in scientific conference proceedings. These publications reflect key arguments
and findings of the dissertation. They demonstrate consistency in the development of the
research topic, as well as the doctoral candidate’s ability to present scientific results clearly
and convincingly to the academic community.



6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract, within 83 pages, is presented in Bulgarian and English. It follows the structure
of the dissertation and accurately reflects the content of all its sections, placing emphasis on
the parameters of the study and the main results, as summarised in the conclusion and in the
stated contributions.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions
