Topic of the dissertation: Assessment of the Social Impact of Public
Industrial Policies on the Development of
Micro, Small and Medium-Sized
Enterprises in Bulgaria

1. Information about the doctoral candidate

Doctoral candidate Andrey Lalov is a graduate of the University of National
and World Economy. He obtained a Master’s degree in Economics in 1995, after
which he began his professional career as a researcher at Praxis Ltd. In the following
years, he worked successively at the National Employment Agency and the Ministry



of Labour and Social Policy, holding various positions that involved applying
statistical and economic analysis skills in practice. He also served as a “Key Labour
Expert” on projects implemented by the World Bank and, from 2003 to 2008, headed
the “Programme Coordination” Department within the Directorate “European Funds
for Competitiveness.”

Since 2008, he has been the owner of In Marketing Ltd. Between 2005 and
2025, he also worked as a part-time lecturer at UNWE, teaching “Planning and
Management of the EU Programme Project Cycle.”

In 2016, he began work on his doctoral dissertation, which examined the social
impact of public industrial policies on the development of micro, small and medium-
sized enterprises in Bulgaria.

Andrey Lalov's professional development has consistently focused on his
growth as a researcher, expert, and consultant in fields such as labour market analysis,
the evaluation of the net impact of labour market policies, data management, the
statistical analysis of labour market databases, and the effects of active labour market
policies.

A particularly positive impression is made by the fact that the doctoral
candidate has performed a range of highly specialised sociological tasks, including
developing research methodologies to assess the need for self-employment,
conducting national and regional analyses, formulating criteria for selecting and
evaluating beneficiaries, and monitoring and evaluating results.

His interest in small and medium-sized enterprises dates back to 2003, when
Andrey Lalov undertook a series of research roles focused on Bulgarian SMEs and
their participation in the absorption of resources from the Structural Funds. These
engagements enabled him to develop in-depth knowledge of the nature and
functioning of SMEs in Bulgaria. In addition to developing methodologies and
coordinating a series of national studies, the doctoral candidate has participated in the
formulation of national-level policies for the development of Bulgarian SMEs. As
becomes evident, this interest has deepened with each subsequent study and has
logically led him to develop a doctoral dissertation focusing on the development of
Bulgarian micro, small and medium-sized enterprises as a result of the impact of
public industrial policies.

From the candidate’s CV, it is evident that he has been actively involved in
implementing 12 major national projects addressing labour market issues, the net
effects of employment creation and unemployment reduction policies, self-
employment needs, and the development of Bulgarian SMEs. Of particular
methodological interest is his participation in the study “Territorial Dimension of



Social Inclusion and Poverty in Europe — Assessment of the Quality of Research
Methods.”

In summary, it can be concluded that doctoral candidate Andrey Lalov has
received very solid academic training, which he has successfully developed and
expanded through a series of studies on the labour market, unemployment and
employment, as well as specific employment policies designed to motivate the
unemployed to re-enter the labour market. Another central focus of his research is
Bulgarian SMEs—their nature, operating mechanisms, and development potential. |
would like to place special emphasis on the candidate’s experience in developing
research methodologies, coordinating national studies, and conducting statistical
analyses of official statistics and sociological survey data. These are specialised skills
that define a researcher and analyst with a clearly defined profile. In this particular
case, these skills constitute the foundation upon which the doctoral candidate has built
an innovative and methodologically and practically valuable doctoral dissertation.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation

The doctoral dissertation of Andrey Lalov follows the classical model of
doctoral research. It comprises an introduction and four clearly structured chapters
with a coherent internal logic. Overall, the dissertation is consistent and follows a
rigorous research framework. The concluding section presents the main findings,
conclusions, and recommendations derived from the study. The dissertation
comprises 208 pages, including 6 tables and 11 figures.

As appendices to the dissertation, the questionnaire used in the quantitative
survey and the scenario for the in-depth expert interviews are included.

A review of the bibliography shows that the doctoral candidate has consulted
58 sources, which have informed his methodological approach to developing his
conceptual views on the subject of the study. For analytical purposes and to
substantiate the main thesis, relevant statistical data from the National Statistical
Institute, Eurostat, and regional statistics have been used. The analysis of these data
has been carried out successfully, with clearly discernible cognitive outcomes.

The selected topic is undoubtedly relevant and suitable for doctoral
research. The candidate has chosen to focus on a relatively little-known and rarely
applied instrument in Bulgarian practice - Social Impact Assessment (SIA). The
development and implementation of various policy instruments to achieve specific
objectives is standard practice in contemporary societies. However, whether these
objectives are actually achieved and what the social impact of industrial development
policies is, constitutes the central research question addressed in the dissertation.



Andrey Lalov operationalises this question by selecting Bulgarian industrial
policies, as implemented under the “Operational Programme Innovation and
Competitiveness” 2014-2020 (OPIC), as the object of his study. In particular, the
focus is on one of its key priorities, which aims to support the modernisation, energy
efficiency, and resource efficiency of manufacturing SMEs. The regional dimension
of policy implementation, target groups, thematic orientation, number of grant
contracts, and their regional concentration are among the specific aspects analysed.

The doctoral candidate formulates several key research questions concerning
the application of Bulgarian industrial policies within OPIC 2014-2020: their nature
and content, implementation mechanisms, stakeholders, and the thematic focus of
grant schemes. The core question of the dissertation, however, concerns the social
effects of the applied industrial policies in Bulgaria during the specified programming
period and whether these effects can be empirically identified.

To address these questions, the candidate sets the objective of analysing
existing Bulgarian industrial policies, evaluating the programme and project cycle of
OPIC 2014-2020, identifying stakeholders and target groups, and assessing the
impact of grant procedures on these groups.

The objectives and tasks of the dissertation are clearly stated and presented
in an appropriate academic style. They comprehensively cover the research content
and demonstrate a very good knowledge of the subject area, while also indicating the
candidate’s direct experience with the OPIC project cycle. These well-formulated
objectives and tasks provide an excellent foundation for a valuable doctoral
dissertation, which the candidate has indeed produced.

The dissertation’s main thesis is concisely formulated and clearly expresses
the research’s core intentions. However, a critical observation concerns the negative
connotation of the thesis, which emphasises existing deficiencies in public practice,
namely: “the social impact assessment of OPIC is not sufficiently used to improve
the quality of interventions and, respectively, to enhance their positive social effect.”
To further specify the main thesis, the doctoral candidate formulates four working
hypotheses. I would particularly highlight the fourth hypothesis: “There is potential
to improve quality, enhance positive impact, and formulate alternative policy
solutions through the active use of SIA at the macro and meso levels of
programming.” In my view, this hypothesis could be effectively incorporated into
the main thesis, as the candidate ultimately demonstrates that SIA is an instrument
with significant potential to improve industrial policies - already at the planning stage
- and to evaluate their effects.

Overall, my impression of the dissertation is very positive. The doctoral
candidate demonstrates solid methodological training, familiarity with the



relevant literature, the ability to critically analyse existing conceptual
frameworks, and convincingly justifies his theoretical choices.

3. Evaluation of scientific and applied results

Owing to his broad methodological competence, extensive research
experience, and ability to work with statistical and empirical data, the doctoral
candidate has achieved significant scientific and applied research outcomes.

The dissertation adopts an interdisciplinary research approach, combining
elements of economic sociology, public administration analysis, and industrial and
regional policy analysis in a creative and well-integrated way.

The candidate demonstrates ease, depth, and high professional standards in
the application of research methods. He employs desk research (to analyse
secondary data from official sources such as ISUN, NSI, and the OPIC Managing
Authority), an online survey (to assess the opinions of beneficiaries of a specific
OPIC procedure), and in-depth interviews (to capture expert assessments of OPIC).

The combination of these methods provides a solid analytical foundation,
as quantitative methods identify general characteristics and trends, while qualitative
methods interpret key challenges in policy implementation. Together, these methods
have enabled the doctoral candidate to fulfil the study’s objectives and provide
substantiated answers to its central research questions.

The main thesis is convincingly demonstrated, thereby justifying the view that
the dissertation has been successfully completed and providing sufficient grounds for
awarding the PhD degree.

A particularly strong aspect of the dissertation is the clear presentation of
conclusions, findings, and recommendations in the final section. The candidate
demonstrates an impressive ability to structure the results. For instance, the
conclusions are appropriately grouped into three categories:

1. conclusions regarding strategic programming of industrial policies;

2. conclusions regarding operational implementation and intervention
effectiveness;

3. conclusions regarding the social effects of industrial policy.
Similarly, the recommendations are structured into:
1. strategic recommendations;

2. operational recommendations;



3. methodological recommendations related to SIA.

All this demonstrates the candidate’s ability to conceptualise his research
as a coherent and complete whole, with clearly defined cognitive and managerial
functions.

Taken together, the conclusions and recommendations have substantial
cognitive and managerial potential. They provide a foundation for future research
on the application of SIA and offer valuable guidance on optimising industrial policy
procedures for micro, small and medium-sized enterprises with regard to social
impact assessment.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

The dissertation contains numerous well-argued scientific and applied
contributions, among which the following are particularly noteworthy:

A. Scientific contributions:

> A historical overview of industrial policies in Bulgaria, enriching both
historical scholarship and sociological analyses of industrial development and policy
evolution;

> Development of a conceptual framework for Social Impact Assessment,
grounded in in-depth knowledge of SIA theories, covering its content, structure,
elements, application modes, and potential benefits;

> A high-quality social impact assessment of a specific intervention under
Priority 2 of OPIC’s “Improvement of Production Capacity in SMEs” (2016 and 2020
editions), with a regional focus on the South-Central Planning Region, providing
depth and analytical completeness;

> Empirical evidence showing that, while interest and engagement in the
intervention were high and fund absorption effective, social outcomes emerged
largely as side effects rather than as explicitly targeted objectives-leading to well-
founded recommendations;

> Empirical evidence that grant-funding procedures are perceived
primarily as technical and financial instruments rather than as carriers of policy
objectives, resulting in goal dilution and insufficient focus on social outcomes.

B. Applied contributions

> Development of an original methodology for social impact
assessment, with well-integrated data collection methods yielding robust cognitive
results;



> Design of a comprehensive system of empirical indicators, addressing
a commonly underestimated aspect of research;

> High-quality research instruments (questionnaire and interview
guide) that demonstrate the candidate’s ability to operationalise theoretical constructs
into empirical measures, with strong potential for adaptation to other programmes;

> The field research itself has strengths. The doctoral candidate lacked
the resources to conduct a representative study of the South-Central Region, but the
respondent method he chose also yielded good results. The analysis of the collected
empirical data was aptly complemented by that of the expert assessments gathered
through in-depth interviews.

5. Evaluation of publications

The doctoral student has indicated three of his publications on the topic of the
dissertation. The subject of these publications is:

1) Social impact assessment as a tool for real assessment of the effects achieved
by the implementation of certain policies;

2) Citizen participation in the development and management of industrial
development policies;

3) Methodological limitations of the application of social impact assessment
for the purposes of various interventions and programs.

These publications are completely sufficient as a basic level in the context of
Andrey Lalov's training.

However, my recommendation is that the doctoral student should make efforts
in the future to give even greater visibility to the results of his research. The issues he
discusses can resonate at the highest national level, influencing the programming of
industrial policies with regard to micro, small and medium-sized enterprises in
Bulgaria. This is why it is important for Andrey Lalov to share his conclusions and
recommendations both through publications and by participating in national forums,
where he can be heard directly by the entities directly involved in the design of
industrial policies.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract is developed correctly, adequately and comprehensively,
reflecting the content of the dissertation work presented by Andrey Lalov. The
abstract meets the academic standards for this type of work, and the author's theses,



the four chapters and the main results of the completed dissertation research are
presented fully and truthfully.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations, and questions
I have no critical remarks.

I welcome the fact that the doctoral student concludes his dissertation by
outlining directions for future research. I would encourage Andrey Lalov to expand
his experience by developing universal indicator systems for environmental
management at the national and regional levels. Another possibility is to explore in
more depth how to achieve a balance in the programming of interventions between
the programme’s priorities, on the one hand, and the real needs of micro, small and
medium-sized enterprises, on the other. It is also a good idea to strengthen the
partnership between the academic community and the governing bodies, which can
work together to optimise the implementation of individual interventions and achieve
higher social effects.

8. Conclusion

My overall evaluation of the dissertation is very high. Based on the above
considerations, I recommend that the esteemed Scientific Jury vote IN FAVOUR of
awarding Andrey Emilov Lalov the educational and scientific degree Doctor in
Sociology, Professional Field 3.1 Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Studies. I
personally vote unequivocally IN FAVOUR.
