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1. Information about the Doctoral Candidate

The candidate was enrolled in the doctoral program at the Department of Economic
Sociology at UNWE, specializing in "Sociology," under Order Ne 1456/28.05.2024 of the
Vice-Rector for Research and Development. The studies were conducted in an independent
form of study during the 2024-2025 period. From the presented CV, it is evident that the
candidate’s professional experience is directly relevant to the issues addressed in the
dissertation. He has held various administrative positions within management institutions
responsible for implementing a range of public policies. His participation in various projects
with research subjects similar to the dissertation's scope has clearly contributed to his strong
orientation in developing this work.

2. General Characteristics of the Dissertation

The dissertation presented for review is thoughtfully conceived and competently
written, standing out among many | have read in recent decades. All formal requirements for
this type of scholarly work have been met. All formal requirements for this type of scientific
work have been met. They are clearly outlined: the goal; the research tasks that the doctoral
student sets for himself; the thesis; the hypotheses that are to be proven or rejected through
the analysis; the object (industrial policies!?) and the subject (SIA) of the scientific research.
The dissertation consists of an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, findings and
recommendations, appendices, and a reference for the literature used. While the author states
a length of 208 pages, it is effectively 211 pages. It includes 6 tables, 11 figures, and 2
appendices. The reference for the literature used lists 58 sources, primarily related to the
regulatory framework framing industrial policies. Given that the Bulgarian administration
(for reasons identified by the candidate as key deficits in applying SIA to Bulgarian industrial
policies) has not yet paid special attention to assessing the social impact of its policies, |
consider the topic of the proposed dissertation highly relevant.



3. Evaluation of the Scientific and Applied Results

The author’s goal—to develop a robust toolkit, including a system of indicators for
measuring the most significant impacts of industrial policies on beneficiaries during field
implementation—has been achieved to a very high degree. Emphasis is placed on the
necessity of correctly applying the "partnership principle” in both the formulation and
implementation of industrial policies, especially against the observation that global
developments in recent years show the concept of sustainable development is not working as
intended.

The chosen research methodology relates to the task of performing a post-evaluation
(ex-post evaluation) of the implemented OPIC (Operational Programme "Innovation and
Competitiveness™) in the South Central Region (SCR) to overcome the limitations of
traditional administrative assessments. "The proposed approach involves analytical tools that
build upon standard monitoring and enable the measurement of long-term socio-economic
impacts, such as labor market shifts, changes in living standards, and the economic stability
of local communities, etc." (p. 3 of the Abstract). The author’s premise is that by assessing
the social impact of the studied program, it will be possible to make corrections for future
impacts. A significant applied result is the extensive and systematic presentation of the
regulatory framework shaping industrial policies in Bulgaria.

The doctoral candidate’s extensive practical experience allows for a swift and adept
orientation within the dissertation topic, as well as an explicit articulation of the primary
positives and negatives stemming from the selection and implementation of industrial
development policies—formulated predominantly through administrative channels. These
include interventions based on the funding of various SMEs as beneficiaries under the
respective program (OPIC), specifically the 'Improvement of Production Capacity of SMEs'
initiative within the South Central Planning Region (SCR).

4. Evaluation of Scientific and Applied Contributions

The candidate’s thorough familiarity with the practical challenges in implementing
Social Impact Assessment (SIA) enables Andrey Lalov to provide specific recommendations
for the application of SIA within industrial development policies. He structures these
recommendations into three subgroups: strategic, operational, and methodological—the latter
of which specifically address the application of SIA in the context of industrial development
policies..

A key finding, according to him, is the conclusion about the existence of a
“conceptual paradox” regarding the selection of beneficiaries under the program, which
ostensibly should be aimed at overcoming economic differences (I believe "inequalities” is a
more precise term) and lead to socio-economic cohesion, but due to the established eligibility
and evaluation criteria - primarily focused on the economic competitiveness of enterprises -
prevent the program from fulfilling its stated social goals.



I find the author’s attempt to apply a sociological approach to the SIA of
administratively formulated industrial policies particularly valuable. This approach is often
neglected or misunderstood by the state administration, where a simplistic view of sociology
persists - not as a complex science, but merely as a tool for anyone to formulate questions
and conduct surveys.

I believe the author’s self-assessment of the scientific and applied contributions
largely corresponds to the actual results achieved.

5. Evaluation of Publications Related to the Dissertation

The presented publications are directly related to the dissertation topic and meet the
requirements for doctoral publications. | note that in the second publication, the author
improperly uses the future tense (as he does in some parts of the dissertation) for events that
should have already occurred.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract

The abstract accurately reflects the content of the dissertation in a schematized form.

7. Critical Remarks, Recommendations, and Questions

As with any intellectual work, certain critical remarks, questions, and recommendations
may be raised regarding this dissertation; however, these in no way diminish the doctoral
candidate’s achievements in the presented work.:

1. 1. The positioning of the analysis, which focuses primarily on an extensive disclosure
of the regulatory framework established by European and national administrations,
needs to be coupled with a more profound emphasis on the fundamental sociological
theories that underpin the sociological approach applied to Social Impact Assessment
(SIA).The author uses the term "surveyed active enterprises...". What is his definition
of "active enterprises,” and can enterprises themselves be interviewed?

2. 2. The author employs the term 'surveyed active enterprises...". In his view, what is
the substantive meaning of the term ‘active enterprises,’ and can enterprises, as
entities, actually be surveyed (interviewed)?

3. Of course, while I make the reservation that every analyst has the right to select the
authors and works on which to build his analysis and write his work, it still seems to
me that the omission of fundamental works both in the development of the theoretical
concept and in the analysis of industrial policies in the period from the Liberation to
1944 - such as Rumen Avramov's "Communal Capitalism™ - damages the research
conducted.

4. The bibliography (which does not fully adhere to formal bibliographic standards)
does not list the online materials of the International Association for Impact
Assessment, which the author appears to have used.



5. 1 suggest that if Andrey Lalov proceeds to publish the dissertation, he should polish
the text to remove repetitions and typos.

8. Conclusion

Based on the merits of the dissertation and the author’s creative achievements, and
taking into account his broad knowledge of the subject, I consider that the dissertation meets
the criteria. for the award of the scientific and educational degree "Doctor of Sociology."

Taking into account all of the above regarding the presented dissertation and the fact
that Andrey Emilov Lalov meets all procedural requirements set forth in the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act (ZRASRB) and the Regulations of the
UNWE, I call upon the members of the Scientific Jury, appointed by Order Ne
3906/12.12.2025 of the Rector of UNWE, to unanimously award the educational and
scientific degree 'Doctor of Sociology' to Andrey Emilov Lalov for his dissertation entitled
‘Social Impact Assessment of Public Industrial Policies for the Development of Micro, Small,
and Medium Enterprises in Bulgaria'.
