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9. Information about the candidate

The candidate studied in doctoral program at the “International Economic
Relations and Business” Department of the UNWE in the scientific specialty
"World Economy and International Economic Relations"”, in accordance with
Order of the Research Vice-Rector of UNWE No. 1069/14.04.2021. The training
began in a full-time form during the period from 24.03.2021 to 24.03.2024 and
continued in a part-time form until 24.03.2025. The candidate has entirely
fulfilled his individual study plan and has met the minimum requirements for
acquiring the educational degree "Doctor". He has not held academic and other
positions at the UNWE or any other scientific organization.

Before becoming a full-time doctoral student in the “IER and Business”
Department, Konstantin lvanov graduated from the UNWE with a bachelor's
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degree in "International Economic Relations in English" (2019) and a master's
degree in "International Business taught in English* (2020). During his doctoral
studies, he studied and graduated a master's program in "English Philology -
Language and Culture" at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski". During his
studies, he received a number of awards from national and international English
language competitions. He was also a scholarship holder of the "America for
Bulgaria” Foundation.

10.General characteristics of the presented dissertation paper

The dissertation has a total volume of 267 pages, organized into an
introduction, four chapters, conclusion, list of references, lists of included tables,
figures, the author's publications on the topic and seven appendices. The actual
text covers 198 pages, and includes 16 tables and 13 illustrative figures. The
appendices represent three versions of the surveys used, additional information
about Expo 2025 in Osaka and the cooperation between the Japanese company
Meiji and "LB Bulgaricum". The literature used covers an unusually large
number of titles - over 300, of which 34 in Bulgarian, 277 in English and 1 in
Japanese. A number of electronic sources are also used — websites of various
international companies, agencies and associations, consulting companies,
electronic newspapers etc.

The study is dedicated to up-to-date and significant problem both for global
and Bulgarian theory and practice — the possible strategies that could be used by
export companies when entering the Japanese market in the context of the
emerging Society 5.0 there. The relevance arises from the need for Bulgarian
companies, heading for foreign markets, to adapt to the new socio-economic
conditions in Japan and to seek the best highly effective approaches for their entry
and consolidation in the Japanese market. The study convincingly shows that
their success depends largely on the timely identification and compliance of their
strategic business decisions with the requirements for digitalization, sustainable
development and responsible attitude towards the existing social requirements.

The work relatively clearly identifies the object and subject of research - the
strategies used by foreign companies to enter the Japanese market, respectively
the influence of the Society 5.0 concept and the resulting changes in the
environment on the strategies for internationalization and entry of foreign
companies into the Japanese market.
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The main purpose of the study is also formulated — “... to explore the concept of
Society 5.0, its determining factors and their impact on the process of
internationalization of enterprises.” The emphasis is on “the way in which taking
Into account these factors can increase the effectiveness and sustainability of
their entry into the Japanese market.” (p.8). The nine research tasks identified
on this basis consistently present the development of the research and prove the
working hypotheses.

The main research thesis is that “the successful entry of companies into the
Japanese market in the conditions of Society 5.0 requires a strategic approach
combining classic models of internationalization with digitalization, innovation,
sustainable development, cultural adaptability and building long-term
partnerships” (p.9). The three working hypotheses precisely and clearly
encompass the guidelines for the practical implementation of possible new
approaches and strategies.

The very good methodological basis of the study is impressive. The historical
and comparative approach, as well as the traditional methods of analysis and
synthesis, abstraction and generalization, deduction, induction, etc., have been
skillfully applied. In the development of the practical part, desk and field studies
were used with an emphasis on the selection, systematization and processing of
numerous data, statements and assessments, strictly in line with the logic of the
theoretical framework. Author's survey was conducted among managers of
various companies operating on the Japanese market, in order to study the
attitudes towards a transition to the requirements of Society 5.0, with special
attention to the role of sustainable development marketing strategies for export
companies in forming consumer behaviour. The relevant limitations and
difficulties in the scope and directions of the study have also been correctly
outlined. A detailed justification of the study’s structure is also provided in the
introduction.

The scientific literature used completely reflects researches of Bulgarian and
foreign authors in the field of international marketing, and more specifically the
application of different entering foreign markets approaches, as well as the ideas
presented for the Society 5.0 concept. Fluency in English has allowed the
dissertation to refer to and use the views of internationally recognized authors in
the field, while at the same time formulating author’s own views on the discussed
Issues of contemporary strategic marketing in entering foreign markets.
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11.Evaluation of the obtained scientific and practical results

The dissertation systematically reveals the main theoretical assumptions about
corporate internationalization and the possibilities for using different, adaptable
to the relevant foreign markets, strategies and models for entry and presence, with
special attention to the role of modern forms of digitalization, innovation and
achieving competitiveness - a key factor in the transition to Society 5.0 (Chapter
One). This is followed by a detailed examination of the Japanese concept of
Society 5.0, combined with the characteristics of the World Economic Forum 's
vision for Industry 5.0 and the 17 UN Sustainable Development Goals. Special
attention is also paid to the role and impact of artificial intelligence on
international business, according to research by the World Trade Organization
(Chapter Two). For a concrete illustration of the general theoretical propositions
considered, the author logically chooses the example of the Japanese macro- and
microenvironment and the behavior of different types of Japanese consumers —
individual and organized. (Chapter Three). And this is not accidental, since the
influence of Society 5.0 is most clearly shown in the Japanese business
environment and business practices. The thematic study is aptly complemented
by the analysis of the strategies of some of the large foreign companies that have
successfully entered and settled in the Japanese market, as well as the possible
changes that may occur after the transition to Society 5.0.

The theoretical statements in the first three chapters of the dissertation find
their summarized practical expression in the last fourth chapter, dedicated to
Society 5.0 that is being imposed in Japan and its impact on Bulgarian-Japanese
economic relations. Initially, the results of the survey conducted by the author
among some Bulgarian companies with a presence on the Japanese market and
those participating in Expo 2025 are analyzed, regarding the method of their
market entry, the level of awareness of Society 5.0 and their tendency to
implement its factors in their business. Although statistically unrepresentative,
the surveys conducted among relevant Bulgarian companies (responses received
only from 2 companies that have real business in Japan and 3 companies
participating in Expo 2025 with the intention to do business with Japanese
partners) enable the student to make a truthful critical assessment of the state of
their business intentions and operations in Japan and the opportunities for their
Improvement in accordance with the new realities arising from the requirements

of Society 5.0. The studies conducted by the doctoral student are skillfully linked
to the objectives of his research.

Therefore, the case study discussed in the second part of the last fourth
chapter, related to the long-term cooperation between the Japanese company
Meiji and its Bulgarian partner "LB Bulgaricum™ EAD , very well demonstrates
the real results of the successful interaction with Japanese companies and, most
importantly, provides an opportunity for constructive assessment and valuable
summaries and recommendations for future business relations with Japanese
partners, especially since Meiji has an undeniable contribution to the transition
to Society 5.0. Based on the established data, conclusions have been formulated
regarding the advantages of modern models using digital means.

In general, the work is well-documented. The overall analysis,
generalizations, and conclusions are correct and well argued. Nevertheless, they
could be better structured. The scientific apparatus is relatively precise and
appropriately used — it serves as a convincing justification and support for the
positions defended by the author. Through the skillful use of the various scientific
methods of theoretical and practically oriented analysis, the doctoral student
manages to fully achieve the initially set goals and objectives of the study, as well
as to convincingly prove the research thesis and the working hypotheses.

Additionally, the following important specific results achieved by the
doctoral candidate can be mentioned:

4. Very well-measured thematic scope, presented with a logical structure

and precise content. There is an original, practical research, supported by
a solid theoretical clarification of objectively ongoing global economic
Processes.

5. The broad scope and practical focus of the issues, which have their
significance for our contemporary economic reality, make an excellent
impression.

6. The conducted in-depth theoretical and practical analyses and summaries
of new trends in the formation of the modern marketing strategy of
export-oriented companies draw attention to a number of innovative
methods and approaches, consistent with the increasingly stringent
requirements for sustainability and responsible social behavior -
development guidelines that can be extremely useful for Bulgarian
business abroad.
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It should be specifically emphasized that the analysis and conclusions of the
dissertation are result of the student’s extremely diligent efforts for targeted
research and careful selection and processing of data, with subsequent drawing
of valuable conclusions and recommendations with an emphasized author’s
personal contribution. This exactly is the greatest research achievement of the

paper.
12.Evaluation of scientific and practical contributions

The contributions presented in the dissertation and the dissertation summary
correspond to the set goals and objectives, reflecting the results achieved by
Konstantin Ivanov. The dissertation significantly complements the existing
research on the influence of modern international marketing environment on the
strategies for entering foreign markets. It also demonstrates author's capability
for original creative application of existing theoretical statements to real practice.

My general assessment is that the presented results of the research, conducted
in the dissertation, can be characterized as a significant enrichment of existing
knowledge and a very useful analysis of the possibilities for applying new
modern scientific achievements in practice. Most of the statements in the paper
are illustrated with well selected examples. It should be mentioned that there are
also attempts to derive recommendations applicable in practice.

As concerns the 5 scientific and practical contributions indicated by the author
himself (dissertation summary, p.33), the student could consider their more
generalized and precise formulation, not because they are wrong, but because of
the impression they leave that they are too fragmented and somehow
"overexposed" in terms of their firmness.

13.Evaluation of dissertation publications

Konstantin Ivanov has indicated three publications in English on the topic of
the dissertation — a scientific article published in the Bulgarian Journal of
International Economics and Politics, Vol 3, 2023 and two scientific papers
presented at scientific conferences with international participation, organized by
the “IER and Business” department at the UNWE in 2024 and 2025. All three
publications are directly related to the issues treated in the dissertation, and
contribute to the wider public dissemination of the ideas, statements and results
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of the author's research in the field related to marketing strategies for entering the
Japanese market in particular. The publications are indexed in DOAJ (Directory
of Open Access Journals) and CEEOL (Central and Eastern European Online
Library).

14.Evaluation of the dissertation summary

Dissertation summary correctly reflects the content and main points of the
dissertation and well presents the research results. In accordance with the
requirements, the contributions and the list of author's publications related to the
dissertation topic, are included.

15.Critical notes, recommendations and questions

The dissertation written by Konstantin Ivanov gives me reason to positively
evaluate his research activity in the field of international marketing. Some of the
more important specific critical remarks are primarily related to:

6) In terms of structure, the dissertation is built on the widely applied
principle "from general theoretical statements to practical and applied
aspects of the problem”. In this sense, the work would benefit a lot if the
theoretical and practical parts were more precisely distinguished in terms
of structure, thus eliminating the respective interweaving and repetition of
the same statements in the individual chapters of the work. This would
allow for a much better measured scope and precise content, with an initial
broad and comprehensive theoretical clarification and subsequent
practical research.

7) The analysis in the dissertation is focused solely on the opportunities of
Bulgarian companies to enter and settle in the Japanese market. In practice,
there is no comparison with competing small and medium-sized
companies from other countries, which would undoubtedly give a more
accurate and comprehensive picture of the peculiarities of conquering the
Japanese market, especially under the conditions of the upcoming Society
5.0. The presence of item 3.7 in the third chapter is primarily illustrative
in nature and cannot compensate for this shortcoming of the paper.

8) In my opinion, the author should have paid more attention to the role of
obvious and hidden cultural and ethical challenges in the process of
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adapting companies to the Japanese market and the requirements of the
emerging Society 5.0 there, especially since it is a country very far from
us. This addition would help to better outline, first, the general goals and
incentives for the process of adaptation to the foreign market, and
secondly, the specific ways of its practical implementation in a country
like Japan.

9) As a logical continuation of the above, | believe that the author could have
paid more attention to the comprehensive reflection of the influence of the
strategies and regulations of the European Union, and of the Bulgarian
state in particular, on the possible approaches, limitations and specific
actions of our companies in the implementation of modern achievements
of international marketing and digital technologies. The work would have
gained a lot if the practical part contained an in-depth survey and a specific
assessment analysis of the role of the relevant responsible government and
other regulatory or cooperating bodies and organizations in Bulgaria and
Japan for the successful implementation of the new requirements of
Society 5.0 in the mutual economic cooperation of the two countries. This
would further enrich the assessments and conclusions of the student.

10) Currently, the success of companies with international operations is
increasingly due not so much to the improvement of traditional activities
in a given industry, but to innovative projects and products, mainly related
to new information technologies and rapidly changing consumer
requirements. A major role is also played by the trends in the development
of relevant connections and relationships, based on both cooperation and
competition, i.e. coopetition. The indicated new moments find their place
in the dissertation, but are considered only through the prism of the
emerging Society 5.0, without the necessary deeper penetration into the
contradictory content characteristics of this complex matter. In his further
research, the dissertation candidate should pay much more serious
attention to these new realities.

Regardless of the above critical remarks, the presented dissertation represents
a comprehensive and complete study that will be useful for both researchers and
practitioners in the field of international business.
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My main general recommendation to the dissertation candidate is that in his
future research work he should focus on a more in-depth justification of the new
opportunities that are opening up specifically for Bulgarian export-oriented
companies for more active inclusion in various forms of international business,
with the aim of greatly increasing their competitiveness and steadily improving
their market positions, not only on the Japanese market.

16.Conclusion

The positive results highlighted in the review, that could be also found in
dissertation "Strategies for Entering the Japanese Market in the Context of
Society 5.0", show that it possesses the necessary scientific and practical
characteristics and fully meets the requirements of the Act on the Development
of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. This gives me reason to
confidently plead for the awarding of Konstantin Tsenkov lvanov the educational
and scientific degree "Doctor" in the scientific specialty "World Economy and
International Economic Relations”, professional field 3.8. Economics.
