1. Information about the Doctoral Candidate

The doctoral candidate was enrolled in a doctoral programme at the
Department of Tourism Economics, Faculty of Infrastructure Economics, at the
University of National and World Economy, in the scientific field Economics
and Management (Tourism), in accordance with Order No. 3355/12.12.2023
Issued by the Rector of the University of National and World Economy.

The doctoral training was conducted in an individual (part-time) form of
study for the period from 05.12.2023 to 05.12.2028, and the doctoral candidate
was deregistered with the right to public defence prior to the expiration of the
doctoral programme period.

e Brief biographical note

Dimitar Valentinov Krastev was born on 24 September 1984. He
completed his secondary education at the Sofia Vocational High School of
Tourism, specialising in Hotel Management. In 2020, he obtained the
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educational and qualification degree Bachelor in Trade Economics at D. A.
Tsenov Academy of Economics — Svishtov. In 2021, he obtained the
educational and qualification degree Master in Commercial Activity
Management at D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics — Svishtov, as well as the
educational and qualification degree Master in International Project
Management at the University of National and World Economy. Since 2023, he
has been a doctoral candidate at the Department of Tourism Economics at the
University of National and World Economy under the scientific supervision of
Prof. Dr. Mariana Kirilova Yaneva.

e Brief information on the implementation of the individual study plan

The doctoral candidate has fulfilled all commitments set out in his
individual study plan. All required doctoral examinations have been
successfully passed, the necessary publications related to the topic of the
doctoral dissertation are available, and the final version of the doctoral
dissertation has been submitted.

Pursuant to a decision of the Departmental Council of the Department of
Tourism Economics dated 15.12.2025, the doctoral candidate was deregistered
with the right to public defence due to the completion of the individual study
plan, the successful completion of doctoral examinations, the availability of
publications, and readiness for public defence. All regulatory requirements for
initiating the defence procedure have been fully met.

2. General Characteristics of the Submitted Doctoral Dissertation

e Structure and length

The doctoral dissertation submitted for review comprises 165 pages. In
structural terms, the dissertation includes an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion, a list of references, and appendices.

From a content perspective, the dissertation consistently examines the
theoretical foundations of management consulting and wine tourism,
highlighting the specific characteristics of wine tourism as a complex and
territorially embedded form of tourism activity. The study analyses good
practices in the management of programmes and projects in wine tourism in
both national and international contexts, as well as opportunities for national
and international funding of projects in this field.

Particular emphasis is placed on the applied aspects of management
consulting, with the development of an integrated consulting model aimed at
enhancing the competitiveness and sustainable development of companies
managing programmes in wine tourism. The results of an empirical study
(questionnaire-based survey) are presented, on the basis of which conclusions,
guidelines, and practical recommendations are formulated for improving the
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management of programmes in wine tourism in Bulgaria.

e Assessment of the relevance of the topic; the aim; the objectives; the

object; the subject; and the main research thesis of the dissertation

The topic of the doctoral dissertation is clearly and precisely formulated,
addressing contemporary issues related to the development of wine tourism and
the need to apply professional consulting and project-based approaches in the
management of programmes within this specific tourism segment. The
introduction contains all necessary components and provides a coherent and
logical framework for the research. The relevance of the topic is convincingly
justified, grounded both in the dynamic development of wine tourism and in the
need for more structured and sustainable management of programmes and
projects in this field.

Personal motivations for addressing the topic are also evident, related to
the doctoral candidate’s professional experience and practical expertise in the
fields of project management and consulting activities. These motivations
logically justify the choice of the research problem and lend the dissertation a
distinctly practice-oriented character.

The object and subject of the research are appropriately and clearly
defined. The object of the research comprises companies engaged in consulting
activities related to the management of programmes in wine tourism, while the
subject encompasses the possibilities for designing and implementing
programmes through the instruments of management and project consulting.

The aim of the doctoral dissertation is to examine the application of
management consulting in the management of programmes in wine tourism in
Bulgaria and to propose an integrated model for enhancing the competitiveness
and sustainable development of companies in the sector. To achieve this aim,
five research objectives are formulated; these are logically sequenced,
interrelated, and fully aligned with the stated aim. The main aim and objectives
clearly reflect the research work undertaken and define the logical structure of
the dissertation.

The research thesis is clearly and appropriately formulated, positing that
the development and application of an integrated consulting model for the
management of programmes in wine tourism lead to increased competitiveness
and sustainable development of companies managing such programmes. The
thesis is consistently developed and substantiated through the application of
general scientific and applied research methods and approaches.

The methodological framework is appropriately selected in accordance
with the research objectives and includes a combination of quantitative and
qualitative methods, enabling an in-depth and well-grounded analysis. The
stated research limitations are clearly identified and delineate the scope of the
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study without compromising the achievement of the main aim of the
dissertation; on the contrary, they contribute to its analytical focus and scientific
rigor.

e Review of the scientific literature used (assessment of the doctoral

candidate’s familiarity with the research problem)

The scientific literature used in the doctoral dissertation demonstrates a
solid theoretical grounding and an in-depth familiarity with the research
problem. The list of references comprises 82 sources, including 20 in Bulgarian,
40 in foreign languages, and 22 online sources, reflecting an effort to combine
classical academic works with contemporary research and up-to-date practical
materials.

The dissertation draws on relevant publications addressing wine tourism,
project and programme management, management consulting, sustainable
development, and tourism financing. This enables the establishment of a robust
theoretical foundation and the appropriate positioning of the author’s
contributions within the context of existing academic research. All sources are
correctly cited in compliance with established academic referencing standards.
The literature review is logically structured and functionally aligned with the
research aims and objectives, supporting the substantiation of the author’s thesis
and the analysis of the empirical findings.

Overall, the exposition demonstrates that the doctoral candidate has
assimilated and critically interpreted a substantial body of scientific and
specialized literature necessary for achieving the objectives of the doctoral
dissertation. The individual sections of the study are balanced and proportionate
in relation to the theoretical and applied orientation of the research.

3. Assessment of the Scientific and Applied Research Results
Obtained

e Emphasis on the main scientific and/or applied research results
achieved in the doctoral dissertation

The first chapter of the doctoral dissertation presents an in-depth
theoretical analysis of management and project consulting, as well as the
specific characteristics of wine tourism as a complex and territorially embedded
form of tourism activity. Key concepts, definitions, and approaches proposed by
established Bulgarian and international authors related to project and
programme management and consulting activities in tourism are examined. The
relationship between project consulting and the strategic development of wine
tourism is highlighted, with particular attention paid to the role of consulting
services in coordination, resource management, and enhancing the
competitiveness of tourism enterprises. The specific features and advantages of
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applying management consulting in the implementation of programmes and
projects in wine tourism in Bulgaria are clearly articulated.

The second chapter provides an analysis and assessment of programme
and project management in wine tourism in both international and national
contexts. Good practices from leading wine tourism destinations are presented,
with emphasis placed on mechanisms for project planning, financing, and
management. Opportunities for national and international funding of wine
tourism projects are examined through an analysis of relevant programmes and
financial instruments. An assessment of the current state and potential of wine
tourism in Bulgaria is conducted, substantiating the need for the application of a
professional consulting approach in the management of programmes within the
sector. This chapter also presents the methodology and research tools of the
empirical study, including the specifics of the questionnaire design, the
indicators used, and the limitations of the study.

The third chapter analyses the results of the empirical research, outlining
a profile of the surveyed companies and assessing their programme
management practices in wine tourism. An integrated consulting model for
programme management is proposed, aimed at enhancing the competitiveness
and sustainable development of companies operating in the sector. Specific
guidelines, actions, and recommendations for the implementation of consulting
projects in wine tourism are formulated, highlighting key areas of impact,
expected benefits, and potential risks. Challenges and future prospects for the
development of the programme-based approach in wine tourism in Bulgaria are
also identified.

The appendices to the doctoral dissertation further confirm the scope and
depth of the research conducted, as well as the correct application of the
selected methodological framework. The dissertation is written in a very good
scientific language and style; terminology is used precisely and consistently,
and the technical formatting complies with the requirements for this type of
academic research. The bibliography used is appropriate to the aims and scope
of the study.

e Assessment of the methodology applied

The doctoral dissertation applies a comprehensive methodology based on
a combination of general scientific and applied research approaches and
methods that are appropriate to the stated aim and to the specific nature of the
research problem. The doctoral candidate employs a systems approach,
comparative analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, the expert
method, as well as sociological research methods.

For the purposes of the empirical component, a questionnaire-based
survey and in-depth interviews are used, enabling the collection and analysis of
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primary data on programme management practices in wine tourism. Methods of
observation and comparison are also applied, together with a combined and
differentiated approach for evaluating the results obtained. The selected
methodological toolkit is applied consistently and ensures the reliability and
validity of the conclusions drawn.

o Assessment of the fulfilment of the research objectives and the

achievement of the aim of the doctoral dissertation

The scientific and applied research results obtained provide sufficient
grounds to conclude that the aim of the doctoral dissertation has been achieved
and that the formulated research objectives have been successfully fulfilled. The
conducted analysis and the developed integrated consulting model confirm the
main research thesis regarding the role of management and project consulting in
enhancing the competitiveness and sustainable development of companies
managing programmes in wine tourism. The working hypotheses are
substantiated and validated through the application of an appropriate
methodology and the interpretation of the empirical research results. Overall,
the doctoral dissertation demonstrates logical coherence, methodological
consistency, and alignment between the aim, objectives, methods, and results.

4. Assessment of the Scientific and Applied Contributions

e Evaluation of the contributions identified by the doctoral candidate

The doctoral dissertation addresses a topical and significant research
problem that remains insufficiently explored in the Bulgarian literature on wine
tourism. This creates opportunities for a number of innovative elements and
well-founded conclusions which have the potential to substantially improve
tourism practice in this field.

- An original integrated consulting model for programme
management in wine tourism is developed, aimed at enhancing the
competitiveness and sustainable development of companies
operating in this field.

- Practical guidelines and recommendations are formulated for the
implementation of consulting projects in the management of wine
tourism programmes in Bulgaria, and future development
perspectives for this tourism segment are outlined.

The identified contributions are the result of the author’s independent
research work. They contribute to the enrichment of both theory and practice in
the fields of tourism management and project consulting and offer an applicable
framework for more effective programme management in wine tourism within
the Bulgarian destination context.

e List of publications

The doctoral candidate has two publications related to the topic of the
doctoral dissertation, which reflect key aspects of the research problem and
present results from the conducted scientific study. The publications include
one scientific article and one monograph, published in compliance with the
established requirements. The article is co-authored, with the doctoral
candidate’s individual contribution clearly identified and correctly declared.

7. Critical Remarks, Recommendations, and Questions

The doctoral dissertation represents a complete and coherent scientific
study; therefore, | do not formulate any substantial critical remarks regarding its
structure, methodology, or achieved results. As a recommendation for future
research, the possibility may be noted for the doctoral candidate to expand and
deepen his research through empirical testing of the developed integrated
consulting model across a broader range of companies and destinations. This
recommendation is developmental in nature and does not call into question the
scientific and applied merits of the doctoral dissertation.

8. Conclusion

The doctoral dissertation formulates clear aims and research objectives,
which the doctoral candidate Dimitar Valentinov Krastev has convincingly
achieved and fulfilled. The study is characterised by a thorough and systematic
approach, sound argumentation, and the correct application of the selected
methodology.
