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1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The PhD student Dimitar Valentinov Krastev studied under the doctoral
program at the Department of Tourism Economics at the Faculty of
Infrastructure Economics at UNWE in the scientific specialty of Economics and
Management (Tourism), in accordance with the Order of the Rector of UNWE
No. 3355/12.12.2023. The training is carried out in an independent form for a
fee, with the duration of the doctoral studies until 05.12.2028. By Order of the
Rector of UNWE No. 3981/18.12.2025, Dimitar Krastev was expelled from
doctoral studies with the right to defend a dissertation, due to a positive
decision of the teaching department regarding the readiness to defend the
dissertation before a scientific jury.



The PhD student completed his higher education at the D. A. Tsenov Academy
of Economics-Svishtov in 2020, “Economics of Trade" specialty, with a
Bachelor's degree, and in 2021 he graduated from Master's degree program
"Management of Commercial Activities" at D. A. Tsenov Academy of
Economics and Master's program "Management of International Projects” at
UNWE-Sofia. Dimitar Krastev has extensive practical experience in
management positions in the field of project management and consulting, and in
the management of hotels and restaurants, which helped him in writing his
dissertation.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The dissertation is a coherent, logical and in-depth study, consisting of
165 pages of main text, successfully supported by graphical, tabular and
appropriately processed empirical material.

The dissertation is distinguished by a classical and balanced structure,
consisting of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of references
and 2 appendices. The work is clearly illustrated by 4 tables and 20 figures.

My assessment, as a reviewer, is that the topic of the dissertation is
distinguished by its relevance, practical significance and dissertationability. It is
determined by the intensive development of wine tourism as an attractive
specialized type of tourism, not only in the world, but also in Bulgaria over the
last decade, under the influence of changing consumer preferences. This
requires significant investments and the development of projects for financing
under various programs, with the help of management consulting. The
dissertation analyzes the application of consulting projects for program
management in wine tourism. In my opinion, there is almost no large-scale
scientific and applied research on this specific issue in the specialized scientific
literature. The relevance of the topic is well presented in the introduction of the
dissertation.

The goal of the dissertation is "to explore the application of management
consulting for program management in the activities of companies specializing
in wine tourism in Bulgaria”. To achieve this aim, 5 research tasks have been
defined, which correspond to the stated aim of the study.

The object of research are the companies that implement consulting
projects in the field of wine tourism.



The subject of research is the possibilities for developing and
implementing new programs using management consulting tools.

The main thesis of the scientific work is based on the assertion that the
development and implementation of an integrated consulting model, which
encompasses strategic planning, resource management and marketing activities,
leads to a significant increase in the competitiveness and sustainable
development of companies managing wine tourism programs, through which
programs are implemented in the development of those tourist regions that have
such specialization and indirectly this leads to their recognition.

| think that the goal, objectives and research thesis of the work, in
general, are well formulated, and the object and subject are clearly outlined.

In his dissertation, the author demonstrates skills in skillful handling of
scientific concepts and adherence to a scientific style of presentation.

In general, some restrictive conditions of the study are correctly marked.

The literature used is included in a list of 82 titles (20 - in Bulgarian, 40
- in a foreign language and 22 websites), which testifies to the doctoral student's
awareness of the research on the specific problem under discussion by both
Bulgarian and foreign authors. The literary sources have been analyzed and
summarized in the manner necessary for dissertation research.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

| find the structuring and content of the research logical and consistent.

The dissertation contains theoretical, methodological and applied
aspects, positioned in separate chapters of the work.

The first chapter /pp. 10-44/ is of a theoretical and prescriptive nature,
which is correct. It is the basis for the research carried out in the following
chapters of the dissertation. This chapter is structured by three paragraphs,
which consistently clarify: the essence and content of management consulting,
analyzing its emergence and the stages of its development, outlining its key
areas and justifying the contribution of professional consulting organizations to
the development of management consulting; deriving the specifics of
management consulting in wine tourism; revealing the application of
management consulting in the implementation of programs and projects in wine
tourism in Bulgaria, based on a study of the main stakeholders and their roles.
In this chapter, 1 would especially highlight the critical analysis of the opinions
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of a number of Bulgarian and foreign scholars on the essence and features of
management consulting, on the basis of which the opinion of the author of the
dissertation is expressed.

Chapter two /pp. 45-96/ is dedicated to the management of programs and
projects in wine tourism. It consists of three paragraphs. The first paragraph
examines the concept of wine tourism on a global and national level and
presents good practices for project management in wine tourism. It correctly
emphasizes the problems and possible solutions for the promotion of wine
tourism in Bulgaria and possible projects for its promotion. The second
paragraph outlines the opportunities for national financing of projects in wine
tourism, and a review of the financing of tourism activities during two planning
periods: 2014-2020 and 2021-2027. The last paragraph focuses on highlighting
the opportunities for international financing of projects in wine tourism, which
Is an important factor for the development of this type of tourism, given the
need for serious investments in the sector.

The third chapter /pp. 97-150/, consisting of three paragraphs, has a
practical and applied nature and presents the PhD student in a strong light. At
the beginning, the author's integrated consulting model for increasing the
competitiveness and sustainable development of companies managing wine
tourism programs, consisting of five modules, is presented. The author adds
value to the model through the nine stages developed for its implementation. In
the second paragraph, the results of the empirical study are analyzed and
summarized. For this purpose, a questionnaire survey was conducted among
278 respondents (Bulgarian and foreign tourists) and an in-depth interview
among experts, the number of whom is not specified. The preferences and
interests of tourists related to the possibilities for implementing a consulting
project for managing programs in wine tourism and the opinions of experts on
the possibilities and challenges for implementing such a consulting project were
studied. Good practices in the development of wine production and wine
tourism were studied. | highlight the author's developed model for the
application of a consulting project for program management in wine tourism
through the implementation of innovations (Fig. 20, p. 128). Based on the
results of the empirical study, the third paragraph formulates guidelines and
recommendations for the application of a consulting project for program
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management in wine tourism, and outlines the challenges and prospects in this
context.

The PhD student demonstrates researcher skills by accumulating,
summarizing, and analyzing a large amount of information that has been
processed using appropriate scientific methods, based on which he makes
substantiated proposals.

In developing the dissertation, a set of research approaches and methods
were used, such as: systematic approach, historical, inductive and deductive
methods, analysis and synthesis, comparison, content analysis, observation,
survey method and in-depth interview, expert method, differentiated, complex
and combined evaluation method.

Dimitar Krastev achieves his main research goal and solves the research
tasks set in a sufficiently clear and reasoned manner. In this way, he also proves
his research thesis.

Regarding the achieved scientific and applied scientific results, it can be
summarized that there is a unique research approach chosen by the PhD student
and successfully applied to achieve real results in writing the dissertation.
Evidence for the presence of these results, in addition to the overall structure of
the dissertation, is summarized and synthesized in the conclusion.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions
The dissertation work proposed for evaluation has evidence of scientific

and applied results, presented as solutions to the researched problems. The
scientific and applied contributions presented in the abstract correspond to the
actual contributions of the dissertation. The main scientific merits of the
dissertation work can be outlined in the following guidelines:

First, the theoretical propositions on the essence and specifics of
management consulting in wine tourism have been enriched, through an in-
depth examination, generalization, systematization and new focus of basic
theoretical propositions /scientific contribution/.

Second, the possibilities for applying management consulting in the
management of programs in wine tourism have been identified /scientific-
applied contribution/.
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Third, the author's model of a consulting project for the management of
programs in wine tourism has been developed and an algorithm for its
Implementation has been proposed /scientific-applied contribution/.

Fourth, based on an empirical study among tourists and experts in the
field of wine tourism, an analysis and evaluation of the results of the
implementation of projects in wine tourism has been carried out /applied
contribution/.

Fifth, guidelines and recommendations for improving the management of
projects in wine tourism have been formulated /applied contribution/.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The presented list of publications /1 independent monograph, 1
independent scientific report and 1 scientific article in co-authorship/, related to
the topic of the dissertation work, is evidence that important parts of the work
have become public knowledge and have received scientific evaluation. The
publications form 115 points, with a minimum required of 30 points, according
to the requirements of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria for acquiring the educational and scientific degree of
"Doctor".

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The main aspects discussed in the dissertation work are presented in the
presented abstract. Its content corresponds to the main work, presenting the
research problem in a synthesized form. The abstract is composed of five parts,
which include: general characteristics; structure; synthesized exposition;
reference to the contributions and list of publications on the dissertation work.
