1. Information about the candidate

Dimitar Krastev studied in a doctoral program at the Department of "Econ-
omics of Tourism", Faculty of "Economics of Infrastructure” of the UNWE in the
scientific specialty "Economics and Management™ (Tourism), Professional field 3.8.
"Economics™ in field of higher education 3. "Social, economic and legal sciences”,
according to the Order of the Rector of the UNWE No. 3963/16.12.2025. The edu-
cation was carried out in a free form, against payment in the period from
05.12.2023 to 05.12.2025 under the scientific guidance of Prof. Dr. Mariana
Kirilova Yaneva.

D. Krastev was born on 24.09.1984. He completed his secondary education
at the Vocational High School of Tourism in Sofia (specialty "Hotel Mana-
gement™), and the higher education in Bachelor degree at the Academy of Econo-
mics — Svishtov, Master degree at the same university, speciality *"Management of
Commercial Activity". He also completed Master degree at the UNWE, speciality



"International Project Management". In addition, he has 20 years of work expe-
rience in professional positions in the hotel, cruise and casino industries. He has
participated in the development of projects as a freelance consultant. He speaks
English at level C1 (spoken and written). The presented biographical data for the
candidate gives me reason to believe that he has sufficient preparation for the
choice of the topic and the development of his dissertation.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation of D. Krastev has a total volume of 165 pages, including an
introduction (6 pages), three chapters (35, 52 and 54 pages, respectively) and a
conclusion (2 pages). In addition to its main content, the following are presented: a
list of abbreviations, a list of used information sources and 1 appendix. The literary
sources that are used are 82, of which 20 in Cyrillic, 40 in Latin and 22 from the
Internet. The main text is illustrated with 20 tables and 9 figures. Structurally, the
dissertation has methodological and logical consistency. The style corresponds to
the object and subject of the study. The text is written in scientific and
understandable Bulgarian.

The study is dedicated to current issues related to the possibilities for
improving project management in wine tourism with an emphasis on the
application of management consulting for developing programs in the activities of
companies specializing in the development of this type of tourism in Bulgaria. |
positively assess the choice of object and subject of study and believe that the
research goal has been achieved, and the main thesis formulated in the
dissertation has been confirmed.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

| assess the results of the study in the dissertation as current and useful for
the development of wine tourism in our country. During its preparation, sufficient
scientific information from authoritative, refereed and officially recognized
sources was collected, processed and systematized for the needs of its analytical
part, in terms of volume and quality. It was used correctly, which guarantees the
authenticity and validity of the scientific results. The candidate creatively used the
research methods, with the help of which he reached objective and motivated
conclusions, in line with the main thesis, scientific goal and research tasks of his
dissertation.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The dissertation of D. Krastev highlights scientific contributions that have
both a theoretical-methodological and practical-applied nature. In our opinion,
they generally relate to: theoretical analysis of the essence and specifics of
management consulting and specifying its capabilities for managing programs in



the field of wine tourism; development of a model of a consulting project for
program management in this type of tourism and defined guidelines and
recommendations for improving project management in wine tourism.

| define the presented contributions as balanced in theoretical and practical
aspects. | believe that in their main part, they are a personal work and merit of the
doctoral student and will definitely contribute to the effective management and
development of wine tourism in Bulgaria.

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation

In connection with the dissertation work, D. Krastev has 3 publications
with a total volume of 142 printed pages, including: 1 monograph, with a volume
of 128 pages, 1 scientific article with a volume of 4 pages (in English) and 1 sci-
entific report with a volume of 10 pages, printed in the academic publishing
house of the UNWE. We assess the scientific production of the dissertation as
sufficient according to the established regulatory requirements. It presents the
results of the research in an appropriate manner among the Bulgarian and
international scientific community.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

In our opinion, the abstract meets the requirements for volume, structure
and content and objectively reflects the main results and scientific contributions in
the dissertation work of Dimitar Krastev.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

In the text of the dissertation, it would be good to more clearly distinguish
the analytical from the applied part. In places in the text, the citation under the line
(e.g. on p. 14, etc.) needs editing to avoid repeating the entire listing of the cited
source through "lIbid." Table 2 (pp. 67-71) could be presented as an appendix due
to its large volume. In addition, for better orientation, the paragraph numbers
should be tied to the individual chapters (1.1, 2.1, 3.1, etc.). Naturally, these (rather
technical) notes do not affect the quality of the dissertation.

My recommendation to Dimitar Krastev is that he further develop and
deepen his future research work through research in the field of wine tourism in
Bulgaria.

My questions to the doctoral student are:

First, do you consider it possible and necessary to expand the content of the
in-depth interview (p. 165) with questions related specifically to the subject of the
research (development and implementation of new programs through the tools of
management consulting)?

Second, what do Bulgarian companies that implement consulting projects in
the field of wine tourism lack most?



8. Conclusion

The dissertation on the topic: "Consultancy project for programme
management in wine tourism"”, authored by Dimitar Krastev, in our opinion,
contains scientific and applied scientific contributions and meets the requirements
of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
the Regulations for its Implementation and the Regulations of the UNWE for the
acquisition of the educational and scientific degree “doctor”. The results of the
research, as well as the extensive professional experience of the doctoral student
show that he possesses the necessary theoretical knowledge, practical skills and
qualities for independent scientific research. All this gives me reason to
confidently assess his dissertation work POSITIVELY and to vote ""FOR" the
awarding of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" to Dimitar
Valentinov Krastev in the field of Higher Education 3. "Social, Economic and
Legal Sciences”, Professional field 3.8.
