1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The dissertation candidate studied under the doctoral program at the Department of
Tourism Economics, Faculty of Infrastructure Economics of the University of National and
World Economy in the scientific specialty "Economics and Management" (Tourism) in an
independent form of study. He graduated with a Bachelor's and Master's degree from the
Academy of Economics "D.A. Tsenov" - Svishtov. He holds a second master's degree from the
University of National and World Economy in the specialty "International Project

Management".

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation work is developed in a volume of 165 pages, a list of abbreviations, a
list of information sources used and 1 appendix. The bibliographic reference for the literature
used is composed of 82 sources in Bulgarian and English. The dissertation work includes
figures and tables.

The main text of the dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters and a

conclusion, as follows:
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- Introduction. It contains the main elements that should be contained in the study such
as relevance, object and subject of the study, limitations, thesis, goal, main tasks, tools used,
scientific novelty and usefulness, sources of information provision. The main direction of the
study is determined, namely the possibilities for improving project management in wine
tourism through the application of management consulting for developing programs in the
activities of companies specializing in the development of this specialized form of tourism in
Bulgaria.

- First chapter. It presents an analysis of project consulting and the specifics of wine
tourism. An overview of the theoretical statements and conceptual frameworks for project
management and consulting services in tourism, proposed by leading Bulgarian and foreign
experts, is provided.

- Second chapter. It analyzes the national and international opportunities for financing
projects in the wine tourism sector through a review of the relevant programs and instruments.
An assessment of the current state and potential of the industry in Bulgaria has been carried
out, emphasizing the role of professional consulting services for the effective management of
these programs.

- Chapter Three. It develops an integrated model for managing consulting programs,
aiming to make companies in the sector more competitive and sustainable. The text proposes
specific steps for implementing projects in wine tourism, analyzing the expected benefits, risks
and main spheres of influence.

- Conclusion. It summarizes the results obtained and makes recommendations.

The structure is logically consistent and corresponds to the goal, object, subject and

thesis of the study.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The style of writing the dissertation is good. The technical layout of the dissertation is
in accordance with the requirements. The dissertation presents a number of significant
scientific and applied scientific results that contribute to the development of knowledge in the
field.

The content of the work gives reason to indicate that the structure on which it is built
allows for the application of a consistent and logically justified research approach. In terms of

composition, each of the parts of the dissertation is completely complete and independent,
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which makes it possible to trace the overall problematic of the study. The obtained scientific
and applied results in the dissertation are contained in the introduction and three chapters of
the work.

The above in this point of the opinion allows me to confidently assert that the tasks set
by the dissertationist have been fully achieved. The results of the presented dissertation prove

the formulated thesis.

4. Assessment of scientific and scientific and applied contributions

The dissertation is an original scientific study that has many merits and possesses a
number of scientific and scientific and applied contributions, the most important of which are
listed below:

- The theoretical foundations and distinctive characteristics of management consulting
in the context of wine tourism are clarified.

- The potential for implementing consulting services in organizing specialized wine
programs has been studied.

- An original author's model for managing consulting services has been created.
and projects specifically aimed at the wine sector.

- A critical assessment of the effectiveness of the implemented projects in the field of
wine tourism has been made.

- Specific strategies and measures for optimizing project management in the industry

have been proposed.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

The separately presented declaration of originality confirms that
the dissertation is entirely the author's product and that in its development the copyrights of

other publications and developments have not been violated.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

Taking into account the merits of the presented dissertation, I have no significant critical
remarks towards doctoral student Dimitar Krastev. I recommend that the developed author's
model for managing consulting projects, specifically aimed at the wine sector, be periodically
evaluated and adapted, which will inevitably lead to the improvement of the proposed

conceptual model.
