1. Information about the PhD candidate

The dissertation candidate Konstantin Tsenkov Ivanov is a graduate of the Department
of International Economics and Business. He has successfully continued his studies in the
doctoral program at the Department of International Economics and Business, Faculty of
International Economics and Politics of the National University of National and World
Economy in the scientific specialty "World Economy and International Economic Relations"
with the scientific supervisor Professor D.Sc. (Econ.) Bistra Nikolova Boeva. The dissertation
work was discussed and directed for defense by the Department of International Economic
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Relations and Business at a regular meeting of the Department Council of the Department of
International Economic Relations and Business, held on 02.12.2025.

The doctoral student K. Tsenkov lvanov has submitted all necessary documents for the
defense in fulfillment of the minimum state requirements for awarding the educational and
scientific degree "doctor" in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty, "World
Economy and International Economic Relations”. The presented dissertation and the legally
fulfilled requirements are convincing evidence that Dr. K. Tsenkov lvanov fully meets the
specified requirements to aspire to defend the scientific degree of "doctor".

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The up-to date relevance of the topic of the specificity of Japan as a market at the
present stage of the society 5.0 and the adaptation of the strategies of internationalization of
companies is of significant applied value in the conditions of economic transformation with a
double transition to a green economy and digitalization in our country and within the EU. The
chosen topic of the dissertation provides a good opportunity to analyze and evaluate strategies
for entering the Japanese market in the conditions of transition to Society 5.0.

The dissertation has a total volume of 267 pages, of which the text of the author's
research contains 198 pages. Additionally, on 69 pages are given: 1) the literature used,
which includes 312 sources, of which 34 in Bulgarian, 277 in English and 1 in Japanese; 2)
16 tables, 13 figures, 7 appendices are presented in the appendix.

The structure of K. Ivanov's dissertation includes an introduction, four chapters, a
conclusion, used literature, a list of author's publications on the topic, a list of tables, a list of
figures, appendices.

The purpose of the dissertation is clearly defined - using the example of Japan to study
the concept of Society 5.0 and its impact on the process of internationalization of enterprises.
9 tasks have been formulated and implemented, which are implemented through a consistent
theoretical and methodological justification, and the theoretical and applied research is
supplemented with an analysis, including a survey among Bulgarian companies operating on
the Japanese market, as well as a case study of the Japanese company Meiji, which serves as
an example of both the successful implementation of the principles of Society 5.0 in
corporate practice and cooperation between Bulgarian and Japanese companies.

The methodology of the study is consistent with its interdisciplinary nature and is based
on a combination of analytical tools. The most important limitations of the analysis are
indicated, including regarding the information basis of the study.

The main thesis of the dissertation is formulated with a clear focus on the need for a
strategic approach to entering the Japanese market by combining classical models of
internationalization with current approaches to economic transformation towards the fourth
industrial revolution. The following hypotheses have been proven:

Hypothesis 1: The transition to Society 5.0 transforms traditional competitive factors in
the Japanese business environment, strengthening the role of digitalization, innovation and
sustainable development as key drivers of competitiveness.

Hypothesis 2: The degree of readiness of companies to enter the Japanese market is
determined by their digital maturity, innovation capacity and cultural adaptability. Hypothesis
3: Expo 2025 Osaka provides opportunities for demonstrating and practically testing the
principles of Society 5.0 in a real economic and social environment. The analysis of current
strategies for entering the Japanese market is convincing given that the author is based on a
reasoned analysis of the problems posed, showing knowledge of a wide range of scientific
sources used, official publications of international organizations and the Japanese
government, as well as publications of Japanese and Bulgarian companies and primary



information from the surveyed Bulgarian enterprises with a Japanese presence and other
companies.

The first chapter presents internationalization as a concept at the firm level. An
overview of theoretical views and models of internationalization is provided. Three different
types of internationalization strategies in the modern business environment are examined, as
well as the factors and prerequisites that influence the choice and implementation of a
strategy. Digitalization is examined as a key factor in the modern process of
internationalization and its role in the transition to Society 5.0. For the analysis of the
competitive advantages of modern companies, M. Porter's "Diamond" model is applied with a
view to analyzing Bulgarian-Japanese trade, and ways are proposed in which the various
elements of the model can change in Society 5.0 are proposed.

The second chapter examines the Japanese concept of Society 5.0. It presents the main
characteristics of the super-intelligent society - combining physical and cyberspace, artificial
intelligence, the Internet of Things, etc., as well as ways to create value in various aspects of
human life (healthcare, transport, production, etc.). The dissertation analyzes the transition
from Society 4.0 to Society 5.0. The dissertation analyzes the five “walls” to the realization
of Society 5.0, proposed by the Japanese business federation Keidanren. Attention is paid to
the potential challenges for companies in connection with the economic transformation with
the fourth industrial revolution.

The third chapter focuses on the Japanese market and the specifics of the
macroeconomic environment. The structure of imports in Japan is examined and both the
largest importers in the country and Bulgarian-Japanese foreign trade relations are analyzed.
The specifics of the Japanese market are examined and a profile of the Japanese consumer is
compiled, including Japanese consumer companies. The Kotler Black Box model (B2C
market) and a combination of the Webster and Wind model and the Sheth model are applied
to create a comprehensive model for the decision-making process of companies participating
in the Japanese B2B market. Attention is paid to systems specific to the Japanese market such
as keiretsu and ringi. The largest foreign companies that have a successful presence on the
Japanese market are analyzed, and conclusions are drawn based on their experience and
strategies for entering it.

The fourth and final chapter of the dissertation represents the practical and applied
part of the study. It contains two parts. The first part correctly presents the results of two
surveys for a study of Bulgarian companies with a presence on the Japanese market,
presented on a list by the Bulgarian Chamber of Commerce and Industry and the Executive
Agency for the Promotion of Small and Medium-sized Enterprises. The dissertation presents
relevant information about Expo 2025, its connection with Society 5.0, the Bulgarian
participation and the ways in which the event and the countries participating in it contribute
to the achievement of a super-intelligent human society. In the second part of the practical-
applied part, a case study of the Japanese company Meiji and its Bulgarian partner "LB
Bulgaricum” EAD is examined, with an emphasis on 3 aspects: "The Bulgarian partnership in
Meiji's international strategy", "Meiji and Society 5.0" and "Bulgaria and Japan and Society
5.0". The conclusion of the dissertation contains the results and conclusions from the research
of Dr. K. lvanov. 3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results The
dissertation has undeniable scientific merits, which are due to the scientific integrity and
diligence of Dr. K. lvanov to achieve reasoned conclusions based on a theoretical-applied
analysis of the set goal and tasks of the dissertation. The originality of the structuring of the
analysis of the strategies for entering the market in Japan is based on both taking into account



the specifics of the transition in Japan to the Fourth Industrial Revolution (combining
approaches from the economics of innovation, institutional

More specifically, the scientific results contain contributions that can be systematized as
follows:

* Theoretical and methodological contribution is the enrichment in the context of the
concept of Society 5.0 of the traditional concepts of the internationalization of companies
with applied adaptation of the applied classical theoretical models (Uppsala model, Eclectic
paradigm, Porter's Diamond and others)

* The specificity of the Japanese market in the context of Society 5.0 is argued and the
factors that most strongly influence the success of foreign enterprises in Japan are deduced.

* A convincing empirical analysis has been implemented by applying an original
combination of two models of consumer behavior in the B2B market - the Webster and Wind
model and the Sheth model in order to prepare a profile of the behavior of a given enterprise
when making a decision about a potential partner.

* The enrichment of scientific knowledge on the practical application of Society 5.0 in a
real international business environment has been achieved through the developed case study
for the Meiji company.

* The formulated recommendations for Bulgarian enterprises regarding the approaches
to adaptation to the Japanese market and integration of the concept of Society 5.0 into their
internationalization strategies have a scientific and applied contribution.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific and applied contributions
