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1. Information about the candidate

Iskren Konstantinov was enrolled, pursuant to Order No. 593/22.03.2019
of the Rector of UNWE, in a doctoral programme at the Department of
Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer, Business Faculty, University of
National and World Economy, in the scientific field “Organisation and
Management outside the Sphere of Material Production (Intellectual Property in
the Creative Industries)”. His doctoral studies ran from 2019 to 2025, initially
full-time and subsequently part-time. The doctoral candidate holds a Bachelor’s
degree (BA) in “International Economic Relations” and a Master’s degree
(MA) in “Business Administration” and “Intellectual Property” from UNWE.
From 2015 to 2025, Iskren Konstantinov worked successively as a junior expert
at the National Assembly of the Republic of Bulgaria and as a secretary at the
Bulgarian National Film Center. Since 2019, he has been a part-time lecturer in
the Department of “Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer” at UNWE



and a research expert at the Institute of Intellectual Property and Technology
Transfer at UNWE. The doctoral candidate’s professional profile and career
development are directly related to the dissertation's issues and demonstrate a
consistent focus on intellectual property throughout Iskren Konstantinov’s
career.

2. General characteristics of the doctoral thesis
The selected topic is unquestionably suitable for doctoral research and

highly relevant, as it examines intellectual property not only from a legal
perspective but also as a potential instrument for innovation leadership in the
context of global competition and technological progress. The Bulgarian
regulatory framework is characterised by fragmentation and a lack of
sufficiently effective instruments to promote the transfer and commercialisation
of research and development results. A comprehensive reconsideration of the
policies in place is necessary to position intellectual property not only as a
formal regulatory instrument but also as an effective mechanism for stimulating
economic growth and innovation. The above further substantiates the timeliness
and relevance of the dissertation's issues.

The dissertation comprises 265 standard pages, structured as follows:
introduction (6 pages); main body, systematised into three chapters (240 pages);
conclusion (4 pages); and references (12 pages). The broad scope of the
research reflects the effort invested by the doctoral candidate and the academic
supervisor. Nevertheless, the dissertation's content could be optimised by
shortening certain sections or moving some material to the appendices. It would
also be possible to remove some subsections or merge them with others. The
dissertation is illustrated with 53 figures and 30 tables. The bibliography
contains 199 sources, all of which are relevant to the selected topic. In the
introduction, Iskren Konstantinov convincingly establishes the significance of
the chosen topic and clearly defines the objective, thesis, research tasks, and the
study’s limitations. Further clarification of the research object and subject
would be helpful. The dissertation seeks to answer how intellectual property
can serve as a genuine mechanism for stimulating competitiveness, technology
transfer, and achieving innovation leadership. The main thesis advanced in the
dissertation is that “Innovation leadership is achieved on the basis of patent-
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protected technological innovations, through the integration of intellectual
property into national innovation policies and strategies.” Given the study's
scope and the results from the individual chapters, it would also be possible to
formulate working hypotheses in the introduction.

The research methods and approaches employed enable a thorough
scientific investigation of the selected issues. The work's style and terminology
meet the required academic standards. The doctoral candidate's sources are
properly referenced. No evidence of plagiarism has been identified in the
submitted dissertation, and on the basis of the above, I consider that the work
meets the requirements for doctoral research.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results
Chapter One of the dissertation 1s entitled “Intellectual Property,

Innovation and Innovation Leadership.” In this chapter, the author provides an
in-depth analysis of the intellectual property system, including its historical
development, subsystems, and key characteristics. Business models based on
intellectual property are examined, with particular emphasis on licensing as a
key mechanism for the economic realisation of innovations and on the
importance of patent databases in enhancing business efficiency. Special
attention is given to the role of higher education institutions in driving
innovation and technology transfer. A theoretical framework for innovation is
presented through an analysis of its essence and classifications, and a discussion
of the national innovation system and innovation strategies, including the
relationship between the institutional environment and economic progress. The
chapter defines innovation leadership as a state of economic competitiveness
grounded in knowledge protected by the intellectual property system. A
classification of the actors within the “Triple Helix” model (state — higher
education institutions — business) is proposed, analysing their dual role as
leaders and followers. Authorial definitions of key concepts such as innovation,
innovation system, and innovation strategy are also derived, serving as the
methodological foundation for the subsequent empirical research. The
relationship among intellectual property, the innovation system, and innovation
leadership is conceptually developed; however, it could be made clearer by
including intermediate conclusions at the end of individual sections and
between chapters. Further refinement of the conceptual framework used in the
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dissertation would be advisable to avoid terminological ambiguity and
conceptual inaccuracies (e.g., p. 66: "business enterprises" and "non-financial
enterprises"). The in-depth analysis presented in the first chapter aligns with the
first four research tasks outlined in the introduction.

The second chapter of the dissertation is entitled “The Innovation
Development of Innovation-Leading Countries and of the Republic of
Bulgaria.” It presents a comparative analysis of five leading global economies
and Bulgaria's innovation environment, aiming to identify potential gaps and
opportunities for improvement within the national innovation system. The
innovation-leading countries are examined primarily through the prism of their
successes, strategies, and institutional mechanisms, without addressing their
potential weaknesses, limitations, or unsuccessful policies. A methodology
based on ten indicators of innovation leadership is developed and used to
analyse strategic policies, patent activity, R&D expenditure, and technology
transfer mechanisms. A review of the Bulgarian regulatory and institutional
framework is conducted, together with an empirical study of the patent activity
of leading Bulgarian enterprises. Chapter Two substantiates the existence of
significant gaps in the integration of intellectual property into national strategies
and provides an empirical basis for formulating a model and recommendations
in the subsequent part of the dissertation. Although the analysis does not
employ more sophisticated mathematical or econometric tools for cross-country
comparisons or for establishing causal relationships between the data used and
innovation leadership, the chapter provides a solid foundation on which the
author builds his applied scientific model in the following part of the study. The
analyses and conclusions presented in Chapter Two align with the fifth research
task outlined in the introduction and further develop and expand on the third
task.

The third chapter, titled “Model and Recommendations for Sustainable
Innovation Development,” proposes an authorial model for evaluating and
selecting recommendations for innovation development, based on the reviewed
literature, the experience of innovation-leading countries, and the identified
deficiencies in Bulgaria. The model comprises five criteria across three
categories and is supported by a systematic implementation approach across
three consecutive modules. Building on the developed model, the author
proposes 17 recommendations to accelerate the country’s innovation
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development. The “Triple Helix” logic is conceptually realised by integrating
the three innovation actors into a unified system for sustainable development.
The model proposed in Chapter Three aligns with the sixth and seventh
research tasks outlined in the dissertation’s introduction. Without diminishing
the dissertation’s undeniable contributions, I would recommend that the
conclusion more clearly outline and synthesise the interrelations and causal
dependencies between intellectual property and innovation leadership, as
reflected in the study’s title. In its current form, the conclusion primarily
reviews and summarises the content of the individual chapters, emphasising the
research activities undertaken. From the perspective of logical coherence and
alignment with the dissertation’s title, it would be appropriate to synthesise, in
the concluding section, the main established relationships, dependencies, and
determinants.

Iskren Konstantinov clearly articulates and scientifically substantiates his
views on the issue under consideration, offering methodological solutions and
well-founded proposals. The methodological framework employed in the
dissertation aligns with the research objective and related tasks. The choice of
analytical approaches and tools provides the necessary flexibility to examine
the complex issues of intellectual property and its relationship with innovation
leadership. In this context, the submitted dissertation presents convincing
evidence of scientific results.

4. Evaluation of the scientific contributions of the dissertation
A thorough reading of the submitted dissertation provides grounds for

accepting the stated contributions, as I consider them to enrich and expand
knowledge in the field.

The main theoretical contributions are as follows:

e Authorial definitions of the concepts of “innovation,” “innovation
system,” and “innovation leadership” have been proposed and adapted to the
intellectual property issues analysed in the dissertation;

eThe classical “Triple Helix” model has been expanded, with the
interaction among the state, higher education institutions, and business
interpreted through the lens of innovation leadership and the prioritisation of
intellectual property as an instrument of economic development;

e Ten parameters have been proposed to define a country as an innovation
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leader, and a structured comparative framework for analysing national
innovation performance has been developed.

The following principal practical and applied contributions can also be
identified in the dissertation:

e A five-level scale has been proposed to identify and assess the degree of
integration of intellectual property and technology transfer in national strategic
documents, enabling a structured comparative analysis between Bulgaria and
leading innovation-driven countries.

¢ An authorial applied scientific model has been developed to evaluate and
select policies for sustainable innovation development, structured into modules
addressing sustainability, the prioritisation of intellectual property, and
compliance with EU law.

5. Publications evaluation

Iskren Emilov Konstantinov has presented six (6) single- and co-authored
scientific publications, one of which is indexed and referenced in WoS. At the
time of preparing this review, I confirmed that one additional publication
among those submitted is also indexed and cited in international databases
(specifically, WoS). As a result, the number of points in Group G in the report
on compliance with the minimum national requirements under the Academic
Staff Development Act of the Republic of Bulgaria for the award of the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” amounts to 72.5. The scientific
publications submitted by the doctoral candidate are directly relevant to the
topic and content of the dissertation. Their number and scope meet, and even
exceed, the minimum national scientometric requirements for the award of the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in Professional Field 3.8
“Economics,” as stipulated in the Academic Staff Development Act of the
Republic of Bulgaria and its implementing regulations.

6. Dissertation’s abstract evaluation
The abstract comprises 40 pages, including the title page, publications

related to the topic, and the statement of contributions. It meets the formal
requirements and accurately and reliably presents the research scope, content,
and results. The statement of contributions correctly reflects the scientific
achievements of the dissertation.
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7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions
I consider that the dissertation demonstrates the doctoral candidate’s

individual approach to the issue under examination. In view of the high quality
of the scientific results achieved, I have no critical remarks regarding the
submitted dissertation. Specific recommendations for the individual chapters
have been provided in the preceding sections of this review. These
recommendations are fully consistent with the overall positive assessment of
the study. I recommend that Iskren Emilov Konstantinov continue his in-depth
scientific research in intellectual property. I also consider it advisable that the
dissertation, following the necessary editorial and structural revisions, be
published.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation entitled “Intellectual Property and Innovation Leadership
— Interrelations and Causal Determinants for Business and Economic
Development” contains scientific and applied contributions and complies with
the requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act of the Republic of
Bulgaria, its implementing regulations, and the internal regulations of the
University of National and World Economy. The author demonstrates profound
theoretical knowledge in the field and a strong command of, and purposeful
application of, appropriate scientific methods and approaches to accomplish the
research tasks set forth in the study. The objective formulated in the dissertation
has been achieved. The identified contributions enrich the field's theory and
have the potential to support practice in the area under study. On this basis, I
support the awarding of the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in
Professional Field 3.8 “Economics,” in the scientific speciality
“Organisation and Management outside the Sphere of Material Production
(Intellectual Property in the Creative Industries)” to Iskren Emilov
Konstantinov.

In accordance with the requirements of the Academic Staff Development
Act of the Republic of Bulgaria, this review concludes with a positive
evaluation of the dissertation.
