1. Information about the Candidate

PhD candidate Atanaska Georgieva has been enrolled in a doctoral program at the “Financial
Control” Department of UNWE in the scientific field “Accounting Reporting, Control and
Analysis of Economic Activity (Financial Control)” pursuant to Order No. 2701/01.10.2024 of
the Vice-Rector for Research Activities of UNWE. Her training was conducted in a part-time
form during the period 2019-2026.

Since 2019, she has been a part-time lecturer at the “Financial Control” Department in the
Master’s program “Counteracting Corruption,” teaching the course “Methods and Indicators
for Measuring Corruption.”™

Throughout her career, the doctoral candidate has held numerous positions related to control
activities within the public administration.

She has occupied expert and managerial positions at the Ministry of Economy and Energy.
served as a Director of Directorate at the Ministry of Justice, and headed the Inspectorate at the
Commission for Forfeiture of Illegally Acquired Property, later transformed into the
Commission for Counteracting Corruption and Forfeiture of Illegally Acquired Property.
Since the beginning of June 2025, she has been working at the Bulgarian National Audit Office,
where her activities are related to the preparation of expert legal opinions in the course of audit
activities, as well as supporting the management in the implementation of work processes.



2. General Characteristics of the Submitted Dissertation

The dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, appendices, and a
bibliography, with a total length of 203 pages. The work is of sufficient scope for scientific
research, ensuring comprehensiveness and completeness in addressing the issues raised for
discussion. It is structurally balanced, with emphasis placed on Chapters Two and Three. The
content includes 5 tables and 25 figures illustrating the results of the analyses and empirical
research conducted. The bibliography comprises 173 sources, of which 130 are in Bulgarian
and 43 in foreign languages.

The relevance of the topic is related to the need to improve the administrative capacity in order
to ensure good governance in the activities of public administration. Good administration is a
key instrument for achieving good governance, while administrative control is viewed as a
means of attaining good administration. The defended dissertation emphasizes the correlative
relationship: good governance — the right to good administration — administrative control. The
focus is placed on the understanding that good governance exists when the necessary
prerequisites for its realization as a public practice have been established.

The topic has an interdisciplinary character, reflected in the presence of issues of regulatory,
political, social, and administrative nature.

The aim of the research is to identify and analyze the current instruments for exercising
administrative control within the executive branch, with a view to achieving higher efficiency.
The main tasks formulated to achieve the objective of the dissertation are as follows:

» outlining the need to increase administrative capacity;

» identifying the instruments for capacity enhancement;

« defining new methods and instruments of administrative control aimed at achieving
higher administrative capacity;

« outlining the necessary amendments to the regulatory framework in order to prevent
corruption within public authorities and to achieve and guarantee the right to good
administration through the effective use of administrative control mechanisms.

The object of the research is the control system within the administrative bodies of the executive
power of the Republic of Bulgaria, while its subject is the methods and instruments of control
exercised in the country and the extent to which they contribute to achieving the right to good
administration and good governance in public authority.

The main thesis underlying the research is that control systems exercised within the executive
branch can serve as an important and reliable instrument for enhancing administrative capacity
and achieving the right to good administration.

3. Evaluation of the Achieved Scientific and Applied Results

In the course of the research, confirmation of the main research thesis and the formulated
hypotheses has been achieved. The application of administrative control aims to increase
efficiency in the activities of public administration, and in this regard the author proposes
specific measures for upgrading and improving administrative control. The methodology is
based on a systemic and historical method, complemented by normative, comparative, and
analytical approaches. The primary method for drawing conclusions is a survey study, the
results of which have been subjected to comparative analysis. In her research, the doctoral
candidate has fulfilled the stated aim, sub-objectives, and tasks defined in the introductory part
of the dissertation.



4. Evaluation of the Scientific and Scientific-Applied Contributions

In my opinion, the contributions claimed by the author in the dissertation are substantive and
genuine. They complement and further develop both theory and practice, which allows them to
be qualified as having both scientific and applied significance. They may be of interest to both
theory and practice in the public sector.

The following may be identified as contributions of a theoretical nature:

A comprehensive analysis of the term “good governance™ has been carried out, as
applied in the activities of international, regional, and financial organizations. It is
established that these organizations apply their own, often specific, approaches and
techniques in defining the concept.

A definition of the concept of “good governance in the public sector” has been
formulated, aimed at building a high level of trust among citizens and civil society in
the exercise of state governance.

A definition of the concept of “good administration™ has been developed. Under
conditions of the rule of law, effective good governance, and the presence of a strong
civil society, good administration should ensure the exercise of individual rights and
access to legally relevant goods and values.

A definition of the concept of “administrative capacity” has been formulated, defined
as the inherent potential of administrative bodies, in their capacity as institutional,
organizational, and managerial mechanisms for planning, implementation, and control
related to public governance.

The following are presented as scientific-applied contributions:

A system of measures for exercising control over the activities of the Chief Inspectorate
to the Council of Ministers is proposed.

A well-argued proposal for the application of a new method for assessing the
effectiveness of activities aimed at enhancing administrative capacity through
administrative control is formulated.

Specific procedures are proposed for verifying and assessing the integrity of employees
within the state administration system. A mechanism for conducting such verification
procedures is also suggested.

From the list of publications provided, it is evident that the doctoral candidate meets the
minimum national requirements of 30 points under this criterion for acquiring the educational
and scientific degree “Doctor,” in accordance with the Regulations for the Implementation of
the Academic Staff Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria.

The submitted publications are directly related to the topic and content of the dissertation and
meet the required number of publications.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract

The abstract attached to the dissertation is appropriately structured and presented in two
versions: in Bulgarian (52 pages) and in English (50 pages). It accurately reflects the content of
the dissertation, outlining the key elements of the research and the results achieved.

7. Critical Remarks, Recommendations, and Questions

Despite the high quality of the submitted dissertation, certain recommendations may be made.
In the theoretical part, the review conducted is somewhat overly extensive, and some overlap
in formulations is observed. In certain sections, declarative and narrative passages are present,
leading to a slight dilution of the focus and the overall conceptual framework of the research.

These remarks do not diminish the scientific value of the work; rather, they outline
opportunities for future research. I would recommend that the doctoral candidate continue her
successful academic development through publications in internationally indexed scientific
journals.



Conclusion

The submitted dissertation represents a comprehensive, independent, and original study
addressing a current, significant, and thus far insufficiently researched issue.

The research demonstrates substantial theoretical knowledge and applies modern and
appropriately selected methodological approaches and instruments. Significant research results
have been achieved, which expand and enrich existing knowledge and possess clear
contributory characteristics. The dissertation fully complies with the requirements of the
Academic Staff Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria and its Implementing
Regulations.

In view of the above, I give my positive evaluation of the dissertation entitled “Administrative
Control as a Means of Achieving the Right to Good Administration” and propose that the
esteemed scientific jury award the educational and scientific degree “Doctor™ to Ms. Atanaska
Angelova Georgieva in the field of higher education 3. “Social, Legal and Economic Sciences,”
professional field 3.8 “Economics,” doctoral program “Accounting Reporting, Control and
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
