1. Information about the dissertation candidate

Atanaska Angelova Georgieva is enrolled as a part-time doctoral student
at the University of National and World Economy (UNWE), Faculty of Finance
and Accounting, Department of Financial Control, in the doctoral programme
“Accounting, Control and Analysis of Business Activity (Financial Control)”,
pursuant to Order No. 570/21.03.2019 of the Vice-Rector for Research and
Development of UNWE, effective as of 28 February 2019, with a four-year
period of study. The doctoral training was conducted in part-time form during the
period from 28 March 2019 to 28 March 2023.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation by Atanaska Angelova Georgieva comprises a total of 203
pages and includes an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography,
and appendices. The main body of the dissertation is logically and consistently
structured and contains 25 figures and 5 tables, which support the analytical depth
of the study. Three substantial appendices are also attached, further strengthening
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its evidentiary foundation.

The topic of the dissertation is both timely and socially significant. In the
context of increasing public expectations for transparency, accountability, and
efficiency in public administration, the issue of administrative control as a tool
for guaranteeing the right to good administration is of particular importance. The
author convincingly establishes the interrelationship between good governance,
the right to good administration, and administrative control, placing them within
a coherent conceptual framework.

The relevance of the study is further reinforced by the recognition of the
right to good administration in European law and by the need for national
administrative systems to comply with established standards of good governance
and anti-corruption.

The object of the study is the control system within the administrative
bodies of the executive branch of the Republic of Bulgaria. The subject of the
study comprises the methods and instruments of administrative control and the
extent to which they contribute to achieving the right to good administration and
good governance.

The main research objective is to analyze the current tools for exercising
administrative control within the executive branch with a view to enhancing
efficiency. To achieve this objective, specific research tasks have been
formulated, which are logically interconnected and consistently addressed
throughout the three chapters of the dissertation.

The central thesis of the dissertation is that control systems operating
within the executive branch can serve as an important and reliable instrument for
strengthening administrative capacity and ensuring the right to good
administration. The thesis is clearly articulated and supported by working
hypotheses concerning the independence of control, the introduction of integrity
mechanisms, the reduction of subjectivity, and the digitalization of control
processes.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The dissertation provides a comprehensive analysis of the concepts of
“good governance” and the “right to good administration,” as well as of the role
of administrative control within the overall system of public oversight. Particular
attention is devoted to examining the activities of the inspectorates established
under the Administration Act, alongside the identification of challenges related
to their independence, effectiveness, and regulatory framework.

In the third chapter, the author develops a model for assessing the
effectiveness of administrative performance through the instruments of
administrative control, proposing specific indicators, procedural stages, and an
assessment methodology. This dimension of the research lends the dissertation a
distinctly applied orientation.



The stated research objectives and tasks may be regarded as having been
achieved within the defined scope and limitations of the study.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

In the dissertation, the doctoral candidate formulates contributions of a
clearly practical and applied nature. First and foremost, particular emphasis
should be placed on the author’s own definition of the concept of “good
governance,” which synthesizes the analyzed theoretical perspectives and adapts
them to the specific context of the Bulgarian administrative environment. In
addition, a new definition of “administrative control” is proposed, aiming to
delineate more precisely its content, functions, and position within the system of
public governance.

A further significant contribution consists of the concrete proposals for
legislative amendments intended to enhance oversight over the General
Inspectorate to the Council of Ministers and to strengthen the independence and
effectiveness of the inspectorates as a whole. In this connection, the author
advances proposals for introducing integrity checks as part of the administrative
control toolkit, thereby contributing to the reduction of corruption risks within
public authorities.

Another contribution of practical relevance is the development of a model
for assessing the effectiveness of administrative activity through the mechanisms
of administrative control, including defined indicators, procedural stages, and
methodological guidelines for its implementation.

The identified contributions are fully aligned with the stated research
objective and the subject matter of the dissertation and demonstrate clear
potential for practical application in the fields of public oversight, enhancement
of administrative capacity, and the development of anti-corruption policies.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

Publications related to the topic of the dissertation have been presented,
thematically corresponding to the main research directions developed in the
study. These publications demonstrate consistency in the doctoral candidate’s
scholarly interests and provide evidence of the dissemination and academic
validation of certain research findings.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract adequately reflects the structure, research objectives, thesis,
methodology, and principal findings of the dissertation. Its content complies with
the formal and substantive requirements applicable to this type of academic work.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

1. In the dissertation, the conceptual framework is extensively developed,;
however, in certain sections a clearer distinction between the categories of

“good governance” and “good administration” from an economic and

managerial perspective could have been further elaborated.



2. The proposed model for assessing effectiveness would benefit from
broader empirical validation in future research.

3. A more comprehensive quantitative analysis of the results of the
inspectorates’ activities over an extended period would enhance the
evidentiary basis of the conclusions.

The above remarks do not detract from the overall positive evaluation of the
dissertation.
Questions to the PhD student:

1. In your dissertation, you argue that administrative control is a key
instrument for ensuring the right to good administration. In your view,
what are the principal risks of administrative control becoming merely a
formal procedure without producing a tangible impact on administrative
capacity, and what measures would you propose to prevent such a
development?

2. You propose the introduction of integrity checks as part of the
administrative control framework. How would you guarantee that these
checks do not give rise to subjectivity or institutional pressure, but
instead operate as an objective and reliable mechanism for strengthening
public trust in the administration?

3. You develop a model for assessing administrative effectiveness through
the instruments of administrative control. If you were to pilot this model
within a specific public authority, which three indicators would you
priorities, and what is the rationale for your selection?
