1. Information about the doctoral student

Doctoral student Atanaska Georgieva studied in the doctoral programme at the
Department of Financial Control at UNWE in the scientific field "Accounting, Control and
Analysis of Economic Activity (Financial Control)" in accordance with Order No.
2701/01.10.2024 of the Vice-Rector for Scientific Research at UNWE. The training was
carried out in a part-time form during the period 2019-2026. During her career, she has held
several positions related to control activities in public administration. Since the beginning of
June 2025, she has been working at the National Audit Office of the Republic of Bulgaria,
where her activities are related to the preparation of expert legal opinions during audit
activities, as well as assisting the management in the implementation of the work process.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, appendices
and a list of references, with a total volume of 203 pages. The work is of sufficient length for
scientific research, ensuring that the issues raised for discussion are comprehensive and
complete. It is balanced in terms of structure, with the emphasis on the second and third
chapters. The content includes 5 tables and 25 figures illustrating the results of the analyses
and empirical studies conducted. The bibliography includes 173 sources, 130 of which are in
Bulgarian and 43 in foreign languages.

The relevance of the topic is related to the need to improve the capacity of the
administration to ensure good governance in the activities of the public administration. Good
administration is a key tool for achieving good governance, while administrative control is
seen as a means of achieving good administration. The thesis emphasises the correlative
relationship between good governance, the right to good administration and administrative
control. It focuses on the fact that good governance exists when the necessary conditions for
its implementation as a social practice are in place.



The aim of the study is to identify and analyse the current instruments for exercising
administrative control within the executive branch with a view to achieving greater efficiency.

The main tasks leading to the achievement of the thesis's objective are as follows:

e outlining the need to increase the capacity of the administration;

¢ identifying the instruments for increasing capacity;

e defining new methods and instruments for administrative control with a view to
achieving higher administrative capacity;

¢ outlining the necessary changes in the regulatory framework to prevent corruption
in public authorities and to achieve and guarantee the right to good administration through the
effective use of administrative control mechanisms.

The object of the study is the control system in the administrative bodies of the
executive power of the Republic of Bulgaria, and its subject is the methods and instruments of
control exercised in the country and the extent to which it contributes to achieving the right to
good administration and good governance in public authorities.

The main thesis defended in the study is that control systems implemented within the
executive branch can be an important and reliable tool for increasing the capacity of the
administration and achieving the right to good administration.

3. Assessment of the scientific and applied scientific results obtained

During the study, the main research thesis and the formulated hypotheses were
confirmed. The application of administrative control aims to increase the efficiency of public
administration, and in this regard, the author proposes specific measures for upgrading and
improving administrative control.

The methodology is based on a systematic and historical method, supplemented by a
normative, comparative and analytical approach. The main method for formulating
conclusions is a questionnaire survey, the results of which are subjected to comparative
analysis.

In his research, the author has fulfilled the objectives, sub-objectives and tasks defined
in the introduction to the dissertation.

4. Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

In my opinion, the author's claims for contributions in the dissertation are real,
complement and develop theory and practice, which allows them to be qualified as both
scientific and applied in nature. They may be of interest to practice in the public sector and
may be used in the training of future specialists in this field.

According to the author of the dissertation, the scientific contributions of the research
boil down to the formulation of definitions of the concepts of "good governance", "good
governance in the public sector”, "good administration" and "administrative capacity".

The author presents the following scientific and applied contributions:

1. A system of measures for exercising control over the activities of the Chief
Inspectorate to the Council of Ministers is presented.

2. A reasoned proposal is formulated for the application of a new method for assessing
the effectiveness of activities to increase the capacity of the administration through
administrative control.



3. Specific procedures are proposed for verifying and assessing the integrity of those
working in the state administration system. A mechanism is proposed for conducting
procedures to carry out these checks.

The list of publications provided shows that the doctoral candidate meets the minimum
national requirements of 30 points under this criterion for obtaining a doctoral degree in
accordance with the provisions of the PPZRAS in the Republic of Bulgaria.

6. Assessment of the abstract

The abstract attached to the dissertation is appropriately structured and presented in
two versions: in Bulgarian, 52 pages long, and in English, 50 pages long. It accurately reflects
the content of the dissertation, outlining the important points of the work presented and the
results achieved by the doctoral student's research.



7. Critical comments, recommendations and questions

Without wishing to detract from the author's achievements in his dissertation and
recognising his right to his own interpretation of the issues under consideration, I would like
to make the following collegial comments and recommendations:

e there is a repetition of certain theses and formulations (especially regarding the
relationship between good governance, good administration and control), which leads to a
certain blurring of the focus and overall concept of the study;

e The methodological part is described in relatively general terms, with no criteria
for selecting respondents or methods for processing the data from the survey. The validity of
the data could be questioned due to the small number of respondents, but this does not
invalidate the conclusions, rather makes them more indicative.

Considering the above, the author's views on the following questions would be of
interest:

1. How is the "independence" of administrative control measured in practice and
what indicators could be used for this?

2.  What are the potential risks of excessive digitisation of control and how can they
be managed?

8. Conclusion

The quantitative and qualitative assessment of the dissertation on "Administrative
control as a means of achieving the right to good administration" gives me reason to give a
positive opinion and I propose that the distinguished scientific jury award the educational and
scientific degree of "Doctor" to Ms Atanaska Angelova Georgieva in the field of higher
education 3 "Social, Legal and Economic Sciences", professional direction 3.8 "Economics",
doctoral programme "Accounting, Control and Analysis of Economic Activity" (financial
control).
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
