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I. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE DISSERTATION

1. Relevance of the Topic

The dissertation focuses on the study of the social dimensions of terrorism-
a problem that poses a serious threat to almost every country worldwide. The
relevance of the topic is determined by the increasing scale and changing nature
of terrorist threats at a global level, as well as by the significant social

consequences they produce.

Over recent decades, terrorism has become established as a dynamic and
difficult-to-predict phenomenon that affects not only state security but also the
functioning of societies, institutions, and the everyday lives of citizens. Alongside
traditional forms of terrorist activity, an expansion in methods and means can be
observed, facilitated by technological development and modern communication

channels, which further complicates the management of such threats.

Contemporary terrorist threats are also characterized by growing
fragmentation. In addition to established transnational terrorist organizations,
autonomous local groups and individual perpetrators are increasingly active. This
development makes terrorist threats more dispersed, harder to identify, and more
complex to manage, calling into question the effectiveness of traditional security

approaches and necessitating new analytical and institutional solutions.

Within this context, a shift in the selection of targets by terrorist actors is
evident. Increasingly, so-called “soft targets”- spaces with a high concentration of
people and limited levels of security-become the object of threats and attacks.
These targets enable the achievement of a strong psychological effect and broad

public impact while requiring fewer resources and less extensive planning. As a



result, the vulnerability of public and institutional spaces traditionally perceived

as relatively safe is significantly increased.

Among these spaces, schools occupy a particularly important position. As
institutions with high social significance and the constant presence of children and
young people, schools represent a potentially vulnerable environment in the

context of terrorist threats.

This vulnerability is not limited to the physical characteristics of school
buildings but also includes a pronounced social and psychological dimension
related to concerns for children’s safety and the wide public resonance of such
incidents. In recent years, both internationally and in Bulgaria, an increase in
threats targeting schools has been observed, further underscoring the significance

of the issue.

Despite growing public and academic interest in terrorism, a considerable
portion of existing research focuses primarily on its political, ideological, and
geopolitical dimensions or on the analysis of specific terrorist events. The social
aspects of terrorist threats and their impact on institutional environments, such as
schools, remain less extensively studied. There is a lack of in-depth analysis of
the preparedness of educational institutions for prevention and response to
terrorist threats, as well as of the mechanisms through which they manage such

crisis situations.

It is precisely this research gap that determines the relevance of the present
dissertation. The need for a deeper understanding of terrorist threats in the school
environment and for an analysis of the social, institutional, and political factors
influencing their management makes the topic particularly significant both

scientifically and practically.



2. Object, Subject and Scope of Research

The main object of the present research is the social dimensions of terrorism
in contemporary society and the threats to the security of educational institutions

as part of the social manifestations of the phenomenon.

The subject of the research is the institutional preparedness of schools to
respond to terrorist threats, including the legally regulated mechanisms, actual
management practices, and the attitudes and actions of school communities
(management and teachers) in the event of bomb threats as a form of terrorist

threat.

The research is limited to the example of school institutions in Bulgaria,
due to their importance for society and the impact that potential terrorist actions
would have on it. All other public institutions and public spaces that may also be
targets of terrorist attacks remain outside the scope of the study. The conducted
empirical studies are not representative, and the obtained results can be

generalized only to the studied units.

Nevertheless, the conclusions of the study have the potential to serve as a
basis for identifying deficits in the existing system and for drawing attention to
problems whose neglect would have significant negative consequences and would

require action by the competent authorities.

3. Purpose and tasks of the study in dissertation work

The purpose of the present dissertation is to seek answers to two main
questions: what are the social dimensions (conditions, structures, and dynamics)
that contribute to the emergence and influence of terrorism on contemporary

societies; and whether potentially vulnerable targets such as schools are able to



adapt to this context and whether they possess the capabilities and resources to

respond effectively to emerging threats.
To achieve this goal, the following research tasks have been formulated:

- To trace the historical roots of contemporary terrorism and to summarize
the different perspectives from which it has been examined in the scientific

literature.

- To identify the main conditions and causes that, according to authors in

the field, determine the existence of terrorism.
- To present different manifestations of terrorism.

-To analyze the regulatory requirements and internal school documents that

define the duties and actions of responsible staff in the event of bomb threats.

- To conduct an empirical study assessing the preparedness of Bulgarian

schools to respond in situations of terrorist threat.

- To propose measures to improve the effectiveness of responses to terrorist

threats in schools.
4. Thesis and hypothesis of the study

The main thesis of the dissertation is that the social dimensions that enable
the spread of terrorism in the contemporary world transform the threat of terrorist
acts into a part of everyday life for modern individuals. This necessitates adequate
preparedness to respond to terrorist threats, especially in vulnerable public
institutions such as schools. These institutions must integrate clear and functional
response procedures for such incidents, and their staff must be genuinely prepared

to implement them.

The hypotheses formulated prior to the empirical study are as follows:



H1: Despite the established regulatory framework, there is a need to
enhance the capacity of schools and their management to respond adequately and

rapidly to terrorist threats.

H2: The mere existence of a formal response plan/regulation does not in
itself predetermine higher effectiveness of response. The operational readiness of
teams depends on the regular updating of plans, the availability of checklists and
clearly defined roles and responsibilities (RACI matrices), as well as regular

micro-trainings with time measurement.

H3: Schools that conduct regular, brief, and structured scenario-based
training demonstrate a higher probability of correctly performing key actions in
the initial phase and achieving faster safe evacuation compared to schools without

such training.

5. Research approaches, methods and tools.

The methodological approach of the dissertation is interdisciplinary. The
complexity of the subject matter requires the application of various scientific
approaches, including sociological, cultural, historical, economic, and legal

perspectives.

The sociological approach is applied in the collection of primary empirical
data through an original study, in its analysis, and in the secondary analysis of
literature sources. Qualitative methods are used for data collection, including
analysis of school documents and semi-structured interviews with school
principals and deputy principals, as well as quantitative methods, namely a

questionnaire survey conducted among representatives of schools.

The historical approach is employed in the analysis of the development of
terrorism. The comparative method is used in examining the different forms of

the phenomenon. Relevant cultural characteristics of contemporary societies are



also considered. In addition, international, national, and institutional legal

documents relevant to the dissertation are analyzed.

II. STRUCTURE AND SYNTHESIZED PRESENTATION OF THE
DISSERTATION

In the introductory part, the choice of the dissertation topic is justified
through the presentation of its relevance. The object and subject of the research,
the aim and main research tasks, the research thesis and hypotheses, the applied

methods, and the limitations of the study are formulated.

CHAPTER ONE

Chapter One aims to build the theoretical and analytical framework of the
dissertation research by placing terrorism in the context of contemporary social
threats and by justifying the choice of the school environment as a specific object
of study. Terrorism is examined not merely as an act of violence but as a complex
social phenomenon affecting security, public attitudes, and the functioning of
institutions. The analysis takes into account the diversity of definitions and
theoretical approaches in scientific literature and demonstrates that the lack of a
universally accepted definition reflects the multidimensional nature of the

phenomenon itself.

The chapter traces how, over recent decades, the terrorist threat has

transformed in ways that challenge traditional notions of security. Terrorism has



taken an increasingly diverse form characterized by higher intensity and greater
unpredictability. Attention is paid to the role of modern technologies, which
facilitate the planning, coordination, and dissemination of terrorist messages, as
well as to the growing vulnerability of contemporary societies to such threats.
This vulnerability is not solely physical but also has a pronounced social and

psychological dimension associated with fear and a sense of insecurity.

Special attention is devoted to the process of fragmentation of terrorist activity.
Alongside established transnational terrorist organizations, autonomous local
groups have emerged that operate outside traditional territories and hierarchies.
This fragmentation makes terrorist threats more difficult to identify and manage
and poses new challenges to institutions responsible for security. The analysis
emphasizes that this dynamic necessitates a reconsideration of approaches to the

prevention of and response to terrorist threats.

Within this context, the chapter also examines the shift in target selection
by terrorist perpetrators. Increasingly, so-called “soft targets”-spaces with a high
concentration of people and low or limited levels of security-become the focus of
attacks and threats. These targets enable the achievement of a strong
psychological effect and broad public impact at relatively lower risk for
perpetrators. The analysis demonstrates that this trend has significant implications

for how the security of public and institutional spaces should be conceptualized.

Within this logic, schools are examined as a particularly vulnerable social
environment. The chapter argues that the presence of large numbers of children
and young people, the specific nature of the educational process, and the limited
possibilities for implementing strict security measures make schools potentially
attractive targets for terrorist threats. The vulnerability of the school environment
is not limited to the physical characteristics of buildings but is closely linked to

the symbolic meaning of schools as spaces associated with safety, care, and the



future. For this reason, threats directed at schools provoke strong public reactions

and intensify feelings of insecurity.

An analysis of the existing scientific literature shows that despite the broad
interest in terrorism as a global phenomenon, schools are rarely examined as an
independent object of in-depth analysis. Most studies focus on the political and
geopolitical dimensions of terrorism or on specific terrorist events, while the
preparedness and responses of educational institutions remain relatively
underexplored. This gap in scientific knowledge outlines the need for a targeted

analysis of the school environment in the context of terrorist threats.

In conclusion, Chapter One establishes the theoretical foundation of the
dissertation by substantiating the choice of schools as a key focus and by arguing
for the necessity of examining their vulnerability and preparedness for response.
It sets the framework for the subsequent analyses and prepares the transition to
the examination of the social and institutional aspects of terrorism addressed in

the following chapters.



CHAPTER TWO

Chapter Two examines terrorism as a social phenomenon that does not
emerge in isolation but is formed and develops within a specific social context.
The starting point is the understanding that terrorist actions are closely linked to
social structures, group dynamics, value systems, and processes of social
interaction. In this sense, terrorism is analyzed not only as a result of individual
motives or ideological beliefs, but as a product of broader social conditions and

tensions.

The chapter traces the ways in which the social environment creates
preconditions for the emergence and spread of terrorist ideas and practices. It
analyzes the role of social marginalization, feelings of exclusion, and lack of
belonging as factors that may facilitate the radicalization of individuals or groups.
It is shown that terrorism often becomes embedded in existing social conflicts,

using real or perceived injustices to legitimize violence as a form of action.

Particular attention is paid to group dynamics and mechanisms of social
influence. The chapter examines how belonging to specific groups, networks, or
communities can intensify processes of radicalization by providing a sense of
identity, purpose, and support. The analysis highlights that terrorist organizations
and radical groups frequently rely on social ties and informal networks to recruit

and retain followers, thereby deepening the social embeddedness of terrorism.

In this context, the role of communication and public discourse is also
analyzed. The chapter demonstrates how the media environment, social networks,
and public narratives can simultaneously limit and facilitate the spread of terrorist
ideas. On the one hand, extensive media coverage increases public awareness and
sensitivity; on the other hand, it may contribute to the dissemination of fear and
the unintended legitimization of terrorist messages. This dual role of the media is

examined as a significant element of the social context of terrorism.



The chapter also addresses the impact of terrorism on society as a whole.
Terrorist threats and attacks not only cause direct material and human losses but
also alter public attitudes, perceptions of security, and the way people experience
public spaces and institutions. The analysis shows that fear and insecurity can lead
to social fragmentation, distrust, and stigmatization of certain groups, further
complicating the social environment and potentially creating conditions for new

tensions.

Within the chapter, the relationship between terrorism and institutions,
including educational ones, is also explored. Schools are viewed as part of the
social fabric in which broader societal processes are reflected. The analysis
emphasizes that institutional responses to terrorist threats have not only a
protective but also a social function, as they influence public trust and the sense
of security. In this respect, the school environment emerges as a space in which

the social effects of terrorism are particularly pronounced.

In conclusion, Chapter Two demonstrates that terrorism is a deeply socially
embedded phenomenon whose understanding requires analysis of social
conditions, group processes, and institutional responses. This perspective
complements the conceptual analysis in Chapter One and provides the necessary
foundation for examining policies for the prevention of and counteraction against

terrorism, which are the focus of the following chapter.



CHAPTER THREE

Chapter Three is devoted to the analysis of policies for the prevention of
and counteraction against terrorism and the place of the educational environment
within them. The focus is based on the understanding that terrorist threats cannot
be managed solely through reactive measures but require long-term, coordinated,
and multi-level policies encompassing security as well as the social and

institutional dimensions of the problem.

At the beginning of the chapter, the main international policies and strategic
documents aimed at preventing and countering terrorism are examined. These
documents outline a framework in which security is understood as a shared
responsibility among states, institutions, and society. In this context, prevention
1s viewed not only as limiting threats but also as a process of reducing
vulnerabilities and the conditions that enable the emergence and spread of terrorist
activity. This perspective emphasizes early risk identification, inter-institutional

cooperation, and the role of education as a factor of resilience.

The chapter traces how these general principles are reflected in national
security policies. The analysis shows that at the national level, prevention and
counterterrorism are integrated into the broader national security system but often
remain focused primarily on the activities of specialized services. In this context,
schools are rarely considered as active elements of security policies and are more
often perceived as objects requiring protection in the event of a threat. This limited
understanding creates preconditions for underestimating the role of educational

institutions in prevention and risk management.

Special attention is given to the relationship between security policies and
the education system. The analysis demonstrates that schools occupy a specific
position, as they combine educational functions with the responsibility of ensuring

a safe environment for children and young people. Accordingly, policies for the



prevention of and counteraction against terrorism should take into account the
specific characteristics of the school environment, including students’ age-related
features, the open nature of school spaces, and the need to balance security with

the normal functioning of the educational process.

The chapter also examines sectoral policies and measures aimed at security
in the educational environment. The analysis shows that although there are
individual requirements and recommendations related to actions in crisis
situations, they are often fragmented and insufficiently integrated into a
comprehensive strategy for preventing terrorist threats in schools. The lack of
clearly formulated policies specifically targeting the school environment leads to
uneven implementation of measures and differences in preparedness levels among

educational institutions.

The chapter emphasizes the importance of prevention as a process that
includes not only institutional measures but also the development of a culture of
security. In this context, education is viewed as a key instrument for raising
awareness, developing risk-recognition skills, and promoting responsible
behavior. The analysis underscores that effective prevention policies should
include schools not only as objects of protection but also as active participants in

efforts to reduce vulnerabilities.

In conclusion, Chapter Three shows that despite the existence of
international and national policies for the prevention of and counteraction against
terrorism, the school environment remains insufficiently clearly positioned within
them. This necessitates more targeted and integrated policies that take into
account the specific nature of educational institutions and support the
development of a sustainable and adequate security system in schools. These
findings prepare the transition to the empirical analysis of how policies and

measures are reflected in the practices of specific schools.



CHAPTER FOUR

Chapter Four is dedicated to the empirical analysis of schools’ preparedness
to respond to terrorist threats. It shifts the focus from the normative and
institutional framework to actual practices and attitudes within the school
environment and seeks to answer the question of the extent to which educational

institutions are prepared to cope with such types of crisis situations.

At the beginning of the chapter, the logic and methodological framework
of the empirical study are presented. The applied methods and indicators used to
assess schools’ preparedness for prevention and response to terrorist threats are

clarified.

The objective of the empirical study is to analyze the institutional
preparedness of schools to respond to terrorist threats by identifying systemic

deficits at the normative, organizational, and practical levels.

The object of the empirical study includes participants in the school
environment (principals, teaching and non-teaching staff) in relation to their

preparedness and responses to terrorist threats.

The subject of the empirical study is the institutional preparedness of
specific schools to respond to terrorist threats, examined through regulatory

mechanisms, actual management practices, and the level of staff preparedness.

The empirical sample includes public schools from different settlements
and municipalities across the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria. The sample
selection 1is analytical and purposive, with the aim not of statistical
representativeness but of identifying recurring patterns, deficits, and trends in
institutional preparedness for responding to terrorist threats. The limitations of the
sample are acknowledged, and conclusions are formulated in line with the

analytical nature of the study.



The analysis focuses on several interrelated dimensions, including risk
perception, the presence and application of preventive measures, organizational

preparedness, and interaction with external institutions.

A significant part of the chapter is devoted to analyzing risk perceptions
within the school environment. It examines how school management and staff
assess the likelihood of terrorist threats and to what extent they perceive them as
a real problem requiring targeted preparedness. The analysis shows that risk
perception directly influences the actions undertaken, both in terms of prevention

and response in the event of a threat.

The chapter also addresses the existence of specific measures and
procedures for action in crisis situations. It analyzes the extent to which schools
have developed response plans, how these plans are communicated to the school
community, and the degree to which they are known and practically applicable.
The results indicate that in many cases the formal existence of documents is
insufficient if not accompanied by real preparedness and a clear understanding of

roles and responsibilities in emergency situations.

Particular emphasis is placed on the preparedness of school staff. The
analysis examines the extent to which teachers and administrative staff feel
prepared to respond to a terrorist threat, as well as the availability of training,
instructions, and practical exercises. The findings show that preparedness is often
uneven and largely dependent on the initiative of individual schools, leading to

differences in readiness levels.

Chapter Four also examines interaction between schools and external
institutions responsible for security. It analyzes the existence of stable channels
for communication and coordination in the event of a threat and how this
interaction affects the effectiveness of responses. The results indicate that
although formal mechanisms for cooperation exist, practical coordination is not

always sufficiently clear or effective.



In the concluding part of the chapter, the main results of the empirical study
are summarized. An assessment of the actual preparedness of schools to respond
to terrorist threats is made, highlighting both positive practices and existing
weaknesses. The analysis shows that the school environment is characterized by
growing awareness of risk, alongside a need for more targeted and consistent

measures for prevention and preparedness.

The results of the empirical study indicate that schools’ preparedness to
respond to terrorist threats is uneven. In some schools, there is heightened risk
awareness and the presence of certain preventive measures, while in others
preparedness remains largely formal and limited to the existence of documents
without real practical applicability. The role of school staff emerges as
particularly significant, as their level of awareness and preparedness proves

decisive for adequate responses in crisis situations.



CONCLUSION

The present dissertation examines terrorist threats in the school
environment and the preparedness of educational institutions to respond
adequately to such crisis situations. In the context of a transforming and
increasingly unpredictable terrorist threat, schools emerge as a particularly
vulnerable social environment, combining a high concentration of people, strong
symbolic significance, and limited possibilities for the application of strict

security measures.

The research demonstrates that contemporary terrorism is characterized by
changes both in its forms and methods of action and in the selection of targets.
The increasing orientation toward so-called “soft targets™ heightens the risk for
spaces traditionally perceived as safe and protected, such as schools. This
development challenges the effectiveness of established security approaches and
highlights the need for a more in-depth examination of institutional preparedness

and risk management practices within the educational environment.

The analysis of the institutional framework reveals that in Bulgaria there
are policies, mechanisms, and regulatory requirements aimed at prevention and
response in crisis situations. At the same time, the study shows that in practice
these mechanisms are often fragmented and not always applied in a manner that
ensures consistency and effectiveness. Inter-institutional coordination, as well as
the level of preparedness of participants in the educational process, emerges as a

key factor influencing the management of terrorist threats in schools.

The conducted analyses confirm the main research thesis that the school
environment in Bulgaria requires a more targeted and systematic approach to the
management of terrorist threats. The findings indicate that effective prevention

and response cannot be reduced solely to formal requirements or technical



measures but require the development of an institutional culture of security based

on coordination, preparedness, and clearly defined responsibilities.

In conclusion, the dissertation contributes to a clearer understanding of the
vulnerability of the school environment in the context of contemporary terrorist
threats and outlines the need for the further development of existing policies and
practices. The results may serve both to improve institutional security
mechanisms and as a foundation for future research focused on risk management

and the protection of the educational environment.

The analysis of the institutional framework reveals that in Bulgaria there
are policies, mechanisms, and regulatory requirements aimed at prevention and
response in crisis situations. Nevertheless, the research demonstrates that in
practice these mechanisms are often fragmented and not always applied in a
manner that ensures consistent and effective responses.

In conclusion, the dissertation contributes to a better understanding of the
vulnerability of the school environment in the context of contemporary terrorist
threats and outlines the need for upgrading existing policies and practices. The
results obtained can be used both to improve institutional security mechanisms
and as a basis for future research focused on risk management and the protection

of the educational environment.



III. STATEMENT OF SCIENTIFIC AND SCIENTIFIC-APPLIED
CONTRIBUTIONS OF THE DISSERTATION

The following scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the

dissertation entitled “Social Dimensions of Terrorism” can be identified:

- An analytical framework for studying terrorism as a social phenomenon
1s proposed, based on a critical review and systematization of existing definitions
and theoretical approaches. Through this analysis, key characteristics are
identified that distinguish terrorism from other forms of violence and position it

as a specific threat to contemporary societies.

- The understanding of the social embeddedness of terrorism is
substantiated by analyzing the social conditions and processes that facilitate its
emergence and spread. The social dimensions of the phenomenon are identified,
which transform terrorism into an immanent characteristic of contemporary

societies rather than an 1solated or accidental deviation.

- The relationship between terrorism and the crisis of public trust is
problematized, with terrorism interpreted as a symptom of deeper social processes
related to the breakdown of the social contract, the weakening of trust between

citizens and institutions, and the erosion of social cohesion.

- An original empirical study on the institutional preparedness of Bulgarian
schools to respond to terrorist threats is conducted, contributing to filling an

existing research gap in the Bulgarian context.

- Specific deficits in the system for prevention of and response to terrorist
threats in the school environment are identified, including shortcomings in the

regulatory framework, management practices, and the preparedness of school

staff.



- Practical recommendations are formulated for improving the institutional
preparedness of schools, aimed at enhancing response procedures to terrorist
threats, increasing inter-institutional coordination, and building a sustainable

culture of security in the educational environment.
