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1. Information about the Doctoral Candidate

Radina Velikova’s educational background includes a Bachelor’s degree (2010-2014)
and a Master’s degree (2014-2016) in Cultural Studies from Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski”. Since 2021, Radina Velikova has been enrolled in the doctoral program at the
Department of Economic Sociology, Faculty of General Economics at the UNWE,
specializing in “Sociology” in accordance with Order No. 1215/26.04.2021 of the Vice-
Rector for Research at the UNWE. The doctoral supervisors are Prof. Dr. Georgi Svetlozarov
Petrunov from the UNWE (pursuant to Order No. 1215/26.04.2021) and Prof. Doctor of
Sciences Vihren Yanakiev Buzov from the “St. Cyril and St. Methodius” University of
Veliko Tarnovo (pursuant to Order No. 410/21.02.2023). The doctoral program was
completed on a full-time basis during the period from 13.04.2021 to 26.01.2026.

Radina Velikova has fulfilled all activities stipulated in her individual study plan; she
has successfully passed all six doctoral examinations (three in the professional field and three
for the doctoral program) and has four publications related to the dissertation topic. The
doctoral candidate possesses research experience gained through participation in two
projects: one under the National Scientific Program “Vihren”, implemented by the Institute
of Philosophy and Sociology at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences (BAS), and the other
funded by the Bulgarian National Science Fund, implemented jointly by the University of
National and World Economy and Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”.

Radina Velikova’s professional experience (since 2008) is in the field of security,
where she has developed analytical, communication, and organizational skills.



2. General Characteristics of the Dissertation Thesis

The presented dissertation thesis has a total volume of 199 pages. It is structured into
an introduction, a main body consisting of four chapters, a conclusion, three appendices, and
a bibliography. The content of the work is logically interconnected and balanced,
demonstrating a rigorous theoretical and empirical analysis that enables the achievement of
the objective and fully satisfies the defined tasks of the dissertation. The research is
illustrated with 5 tables and 11 graphs. The appendices include an analysis card for
normative and internal institutional documents, a semi-structured interview questionnaire,
and a survey form used for the author’s empirical research. The dissertation utilizes 199
sources, including electronic resources, as follows: 68 sources in Bulgarian, 110 in English,
and 21 normative and strategic documents. The provided bibliography demonstrates a high
level of awareness regarding current and leading publications, as well as a profound
understanding of the researched issue.

The choice of topic by the doctoral candidate, Velikova, is exceptionally timely and
scientifically substantiated. The selected area of research demonstrates a skillful grasp of the
transformations, dynamics, and current trends in the development of global terrorist threats,
which are increasingly characterized by growing fragmentation, unpredictability, and a shift
towards vulnerable and unprotected sites with a high concentration of people, or so-called
“soft targets” (p. 6). In the context of increasing attacks against educational institutions
worldwide, the dissertation’s focus on schools as vulnerable public entities highly accessible
and high-risk targets is particularly valuable. The topic is relevant and presents a problem
within our society as well, regarding which the candidate notes that there is a “tangible rise in
threats directed at schools” (p. 7). Doctoral candidate Velikova appropriately identifies a
deficit in sociological research regarding the preparedness and actual reactions of educational
institutions themselves in the face of terrorist threats and real crisis situations, which
effectively drives her research interest.

The introduction of the dissertation presents the entire concept of the research in an
appropriate and well-grounded manner. The relevance and significance of the researched
problem are clearly argued, and the necessity of scientific inquiry into the topic is skillfully
justified. The objective of the dissertation is bipartite and seeks to answer two questions:

“l. What are the social dimensions (conditions, structures, and dynamics) that
contribute to the emergence and impact of terrorism on contemporary societies; and

2. Whether potentially vulnerable targets, such as schools, are able to adapt to this
context and whether they possess the capabilities and resources to react effectively to
emerging threats” (p. 8).

To achieve this objective, doctoral candidate Velikova has formulated six clear tasks
that cover both theoretical and empirical dimensions of the problem. The object and subject
of the research are specified and well-defined, setting precise boundaries for the research
field. The thesis of the dissertation is that “the social dimensions that make the spread of
terrorism possible in the modern world turn the threat of terrorist acts into a part of the
everyday life of the contemporary individual. This necessitates the need for adequate
preparation for reaction against terrorist threats, especially in vulnerable public institutions
such as schools. They must integrate clear and operational procedures for reacting to such
incidents, and the staff must be genuinely prepared to implement them” (p. 9). The
introduction also specifies the methodological approach used, the limitations of the research,
and provides a brief presentation of the dissertation's structure.



The first chapter of the dissertation is entirely theoretical in nature and focuses on
defining and conceptualizing terrorism as a complex phenomenon with its own social
dimensions. It tracks the complex and multifaceted aspects of defining terrorism, examined
in the context of its historical evolution, the historical roots of contemporary terrorism, and
perspectives in terrorism studies. The candidate not only systematizes theoretical knowledge
and key definitions of the core concept but also identifies recurring aspects of terrorism
regarding its purpose, motive, means, and targeting. Based on this, the candidate derives her
own working definition of terrorism. A contextualization of the threat from the macro-level
down to the micro-level of the school is performed by filtering general definitions through
the specifics of educational institutions. The theoretical analysis in the first chapter deepens
with the genesis of terrorism from antiquity to the present, analyzing terrorism through its
dual impact: physical and psychological. Emphasis is also placed on the school environment,
where even false bomb threats induce fear, panic, and disorganization. To explain the
multifaceted nature and complexity of terrorism, doctoral candidate Velikova presents
various approaches to its study legal, political, psychological, economic, and sociological.

The second chapter, “Social Embeddedness of Terrorism” is the logical continuation
that makes the transition from the theoretical and global to the specific context of the
phenomenon within the school environment and its weaknesses and vulnerabilities. The
candidate achieves this through the systematization and analysis of the prerequisites
(conditions and causes) for the emergence of terrorism, examined at the macro, meso, and
micro levels. Special attention is paid to the manifestations and forms through which
terrorism appears, classified according to their goals: criminal, political (left-wing, right-
wing, nationalist), religious, and ideological. Quite appropriately, the candidate has
emphasized the importance of cyberterrorism, nuclear and biological terrorism, as well as the
abuse of the pandemic for terrorist purposes (“coronavirus terrorism”). It is worth noting that
based on the theoretical analysis, doctoral candidate Velikova manages to adapt general
psychological factors to the vulnerabilities of students (sense of isolation, experienced
injustice, peer pressure, and rapid online socialization); identifies specific threats to schools
(false bomb threats and anonymous threats); proposes a concrete approach for counteraction
in schools (support and protection), including regular assessment of the psychosocial climate
and training of staff (pedagogical and non-pedagogical) to recognize early warning signals,
including conspiracy narratives or “black-and-white” thinking among students (p. 82); and
outlines basic organizational requirements for schools, some of which include access control,
clear and established procedures for receiving, verifying, and escalating threats, evacuation
drills, etc.

The third chapter is of particular interest, presenting a detailed overview of policies
for the prevention and counteraction of terrorism. The work in this section traces the logical
link between global and international strategies and policies (analyzing the main strategies of
leading international organizations) and national legislation (the Counter-Terrorism Act) and
the functions of key structures (Council of Ministers, National Counter-Terrorism Center at
the SANS, the Counter-Terrorism Unit at the State Intelligence Agency, etc.), arriving at
concrete measures in the school environment (Action Plans for Terrorist Threats). As a
result, it becomes clear that prevention policies are not separate elements or stages but a
comprehensive security model, emphasizing that “...in the school environment, the dual
model is seen in its purest form: prevention provides the structure and preparation, while
reaction shows whether this preparation works” (p. 113). The analysis of false threats reveals
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that they can also be viewed as an assessment tool, a kind of “stress test” of the system,
which reveals whether schools have the readiness and organization to react in crisis
moments. A key conclusion reached by doctoral candidate Velikova, which stands at the
center of her empirical research presented in the next chapter, is that “in Bulgarian schools,
there is a lack of empirical data on whether these mechanisms work as the normative
documents assume” (p. 114).

The fourth chapter presents the empirical research conducted by doctoral candidate
Velikova, the aim of which is “to analyze the institutional readiness of schools to react to
terrorist threats by identifying systemic deficits at the normative, organizational, and
practical levels” (p. 116). To achieve this, mixed research methods (qualitative and
quantitative) were used. Specifically, the candidate conducted an analysis of 34 internal
regulatory documents from 8 schools in Bulgaria (conducted in the first half of 2024), held
22 semi-structured interviews with school administrations from Sofia, Plovdiv, Varna,
Burgas, Ruse, Stara Zagora, and Veliko Tarnovo, and conducted an online survey among 98
participants from 68 schools across the country. The first paragraph of the chapter presents
the methodology of the research, which clearly outlines the framework of the study,
including the object, subject, sample, theoretical model, hypotheses, and methods for
collecting primary individual information. The second part presents an analysis of the results
of the author's empirical research. The analysis of school documentation establishes
compliance with the national regulatory framework and the presence of established security
plans in the researched schools, which, however, are not adapted according to the specifics of
school buildings and the 2023 Ministry of Interior procedure. Second, the results of the
interviews and the survey show a large discrepancy between formal compliance with
regulatory requirements and the actual readiness of schools to react in situations of bomb and
other terrorist threats. The hypothesis that there is a need to increase “the ability of schools
and their management to respond adequately and quickly to terrorist threats” as well as “that
the existence of plans without institutionalized routine practices and process design does not
generate a predictable organizational reaction under stress” is empirically confirmed (p. 161).
The analysis of the results reveals that the researched schools are procedurally unprepared for
threats carried out via email. Based on the data obtained from the empirical research, doctoral
candidate Velikova manages to identify the problems and weaknesses in the system and, on
this basis, formulates recommendations for improving the prevention and counteraction of
terrorist threats against schools.

The dissertation thesis concludes with a summary of the main findings from the
theoretical and empirical analysis.

3. Evaluation of the Scientific and Scientific-Applied Results

Doctoral candidate Radina Velikova has successfully realized the set objectives and

tasks, achieving an excellent balance between theoretical depth and practical applicability.

Based on the dissertation thesis, the following key scientific and scientific-applied

results can be highlighted:

o Conceptualization of terrorism: Beyond the systematization of scientific
knowledge, recurring aspects of terrorism regarding its purpose, motive, means,
and target orientation have been identified. Based on this, doctoral candidate
Velikova has derived an original working definition of terrorism.

« Contextualization of the threat to educational institutions: The candidate has
successfully identified general psychological factors related to specific student
vulnerabilities.

o Development of a theoretical construct: This construct allows prevention policies
to be defined as a comprehensive, holistic model.

o Execution of empirical research: The candidate utilized mixed research methods
(qualitative and quantitative) to collect rich primary data. A comprehensive
analysis was conducted on 34 internal regulatory documents from 8 schools, 22
semi-structured interviews with school administrations, and a survey conducted
among 98 participants from 68 schools.

« ldentification of significant discrepancies: A serious gap was identified between
formal compliance with regulatory requirements (the existence of plans "on
paper") and the actual readiness of schools to respond to crises.

« Deduction of practical deficiencies: Important practical deficiencies in the studied
schools were highlighted, one of which is the lack of preparedness to respond to
modern forms of threats, such as those via e-mail.

e Proposal of a concrete counteraction approach: The candidate proposes a model
based on support and protection, including: regular assessment of the
psychosocial climate; specialized training for teaching and non-teaching staff to
recognize early warning signals; clear organizational requirements for access
control and evacuation drills.

4. Evaluation of the Scientific and Scientific-Applied Contributions
Radina Velikova correctly and clearly summarizes the scientific and scientific-

applied contributions of the dissertation, as stated in the Abstract — Part Ill: “Reference
regarding the scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the dissertation” (pp. 23-24).
The materials submitted to me for review—namely the dissertation, the abstract, and four
publications on the topic of the dissertation, confirm the six contributions indicated by the
doctoral candidate, namely:

Proposed an analytical framework for studying terrorism as a social phenomenon,
based on a critical review and systematization of existing definitions and theoretical
approaches. Through this analysis, key characteristics have been derived that
distinguish terrorism from other forms of violence and position it as a specific threat
to contemporary societies.

Substantiated the understanding of the “social embeddedness” of terrorism by
analyzing the social conditions and processes that favor its emergence and spread.
The social dimensions of the phenomenon have been identified, framing it as an
immanent characteristic of contemporary societies rather than an isolated or
accidental deviation.

Problematized the relationship between terrorism and the crisis of public trust,
interpreting terrorism as a symptom of deeper social processes related to the
disintegration of the social contract, the weakening of trust between citizens and
institutions, and the erosion of social cohesion.
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o Conducted original empirical research regarding the institutional readiness of
Bulgarian schools to respond to terrorist threats, which contributes to filling an
existing research gap within the Bulgarian context.

« Identified specific deficits in the system for prevention and response to terrorist
threats in the school environment, including those regarding the regulatory
framework, management practices, and the training of school staff.

o Formulated practical recommendations for improving the institutional readiness of
schools, aimed at refining procedures for action in the event of terrorist threats,
increasing coordination between institutions, and building a sustainable culture of
security in the educational environment.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract

The abstract of the dissertation thesis is 47 pages in total length (in Bulgarian and
English). It fully complies with the requirements for structure and content, successfully and
correctly presenting the general characteristics of the dissertation, its structure, a synthesized
summary of the dissertation, a statement of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions,
and the publications related to the dissertation topic. In terms of content, the abstract provides
an excellent representation of the results of the dissertation research.

7. Critical Remarks, Recommendations, and Questions

Doctoral candidate Velikova has developed her dissertation thesis with diligence and
depth. I have the following question for the candidate: To what extent do false threats and
cyberbullying contribute to the formation of a “culture of fear” in schools, and what are the
most effective protective mechanisms to maintain a sense of psychological safety in the
school environment?
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8. Conclusion

The dissertation thesis of Radina Nikolaeva Velikova, presented for review, has been
developed in accordance with the regulatory requirements for the award of the educational
and scientific degree “Doctor” (PhD), as reflected in the Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations for the Application
of the ADASRB, and the Regulations on the Organization and Conduct of Competitions for
the Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and for the Occupation of Academic Positions at the
UNWE.
