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9. General data about the PhD candidate

Pursuant to Order No1215/ 26.04.2021 of the Vice-Rector for Scientific
Research at the University of National and World Economy, the doctoral
candidate studied in the doctoral program at the Department of Economic
Sociology, Faculty of General Economics of the University of National and
World Economy in the scientific specialty of Sociology. The training was
carried out full-time from 13.04.2021 to 26.01.2026. The doctoral program was
interrupted due to pregnancy and maternity leave.

Radina Nikolaeva Velikova obtained a bachelor's degree in the specialty
“Cultural Studies” (2010-2014) and a Master's degree in the same field (2014



2016) at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”. Her professional experience
Is in the field of security and safety. The degrees in cultural studies have
contributed significantly to the successful performance of her duties related to
ensuring a high level of security. Her in-depth understanding of cultural
differences, social structures, and nonverbal communication contributes to the
effective management of risk situations, adequate decision-making, and
building trust with all parties involved in a particular conflict. The doctoral
program in the scientific field of "Sociology" and the chosen topic of the
dissertation are directly related to the doctoral student's scientific research and
professional development.

10.General description of the dissertation

The dissertation has 199 pages and consists of an introduction, four
chapters, a conclusion, three appendices, and a bibliography section. Its
structure is logical and conceptually sound. The introduction contains the main
elements characteristic of a dissertation study. It clearly and precisely defines
the object, subject, purpose, tasks, research thesis, hypotheses, and limitations
of the dissertation. The first chapter, “Definition and Conceptualization of
Terrorism”, examines the various definitions of the concept of “terrorism”, the
historical roots of contemporary terrorism, and some of the main approaches
used in terrorism studies. The second chapter, entitled “Social Embedding of
Terrorism”, examines the main manifestations of terrorism and the factors that
make this possible. The third chapter, “Policies for Preventing and Countering
Terrorism”, contains an analysis of policies for preventing and countering
terrorist threats at the international level, at the national level, and in
educational institutions. The fourth chapter, “Empirical Study of Actions
Against Terrorist Threats — the Example of Bulgarian Schools”, presents and
analyzes the results of an empirical study conducted by the author, dedicated to
measures against terrorist threats in Bulgarian schools. The conclusion contains
the main findings of the dissertation research, and the three appendices contain
the tools for empirical research developed independently by the doctoral
student.

The bibliography is well selected and corresponds to the topic of the
dissertation. There are 199 sources used, 66 of which are in Bulgarian and 113
in English. The literature includes 20 normative and strategic documents.

The topic of the dissertation is undoubtedly relevant. Terrorism is one of
the greatest challenges facing contemporary society. It is a phenomenon that
affects the entire social organism. The study of the social and institutional
dimensions of security in schools has both scientific and practical value.



11.Methodology of the study

An interdisciplinary methodological approach has been applied in the
dissertation research. | highly appreciate the empirical research conducted
independently by Radina Velikova. The dissertation presents the results of: 1)
Content analysis of 34 internal regulatory documents governing actions in eight
Bulgarian schools in the event of terrorist threats. The documents include rules
of procedure, internal instructions, and annual development plans; 2) Semi-
structured interviews with a total of 22 principals and deputy principals from
schools in Sofia, Plovdiv, Varna, Burgas, Ruse, Stara Zagora, and Vratsa. 3) A
non-representative quantitative survey with 98 representatives of various
schools in Bulgaria (principals, deputy principals, and teachers). The combined
use of quantitative and qualitative methods allows for a more in-depth study of
the research problem.

12.Assessment of the scientific and applied scientific results and
contributions

The presented self-assessment of the scientific and applied scientific
contributions of the dissertation objectively reflect the achieved results. The six
contributions defined follow a clear logical line and sequence. In summary, the
contributions are as follows: 1) an analytical framework for studying terrorism
as a social phenomenon has been developed; 2) the understanding of the social
embeddedness of the phenomenon of terrorism has been substantiated; 3) the
relationship between terrorism and the crisis of public trust in contemporary
society have been problematized; 4) the first empirical study on the institutional
readiness of Bulgarian schools to respond to terrorist threats has been
conducted; 5) specific regulatory, organizational, and personnel deficiencies in
the system for prevention and response to terrorist threats in the school
environment have been identified; 6) practical recommendations have been
proposed for improving institutional preparedness, inter-institutional
coordination, and building a sustainable culture of security in the educational
environment. The dissertation is theoretically and methodologically sound and
has scientific and practical significance.

13.Assessment of the publications related to the dissertation

Four independent publications on the topic of the dissertation have been
presented. They demonstrate the author's sustained interest in researching the
social aspects of terrorism. | cannot ascertain the presence of plagiarism in the
publications.

The dissertation abstract accurately reflects the structure and content of
the dissertation. It contains information about the scientific and applied
scientific contributions of the dissertation research.
