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1. Information about the Doctoral Candidate

The doctoral candidate has pursued her doctoral studies in the programme
“Economics and Management (Agribusiness)” within the Department of
“Economics of Natural Resources” at the University of National and World
Economy (UNWE), pursuant to Order No. 3254/06.11.2024 of the Rector of
UNWE. The training was carried out through self-preparation on a paid basis
(free/independent form) for the period 28.10.2024 — 28.10.2029, with the doctoral
candidate being deregistered with the right to defend prior to the expiry of the
specified term.

e Brief biographical information

Arlinda Hoti completed her higher education during the period 1997-2002
at the Warsaw School of Economics, Warsaw, Poland, Faculty of Economics,
Finance and Banking Department, where she obtained a Master of Science in
Economics (M.Sc.). In 2023 she completed a one-year programme for senior
public administration officials (One-year School for Senior Public Administration
Officials in Poland) and successfully graduated from the National School of
Public Administration — Warsaw, Poland.



e Academic and other positions held to date (including positions outside a
higher education or research institution)

Arlinda Hoti began her professional career in 2004 as a specialist in the
Directorate “State Treasury” at the Ministry of Finance in Tirana, where she
worked until 2008. In the period from 2009 to the present she has held both
academic and managerial/organizational positions. She has been a lecturer at the
European University of Tirana (2008—2011), Illyria University, Tirana (2011—
2012), the Metropolitan University of Tirana (2012-2014), and the Agricultural
University of Tirana (2022-2023). She has successively occupied the positions of
Director of the Centre for Science and Research at the European University of
Tirana (2009-2010), Head of the Department of Business Administration at the
Metropolitan University of Tirana (2012-2014), Director of Training (2014—
2018) and later Director of the Directorate “Training and Communication” (2023—
present) at the Albanian School of Public Administration, as well as Adviser to
the Minister of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, Tirana (2018-2020).

e Brief information on the implementation of the individual study plan

The doctoral candidate has fulfilled the activities set out in her individual
study plan and has passed the required examinations. She has published four
articles related to the topic of the dissertation during the period 2021-2025. The
dissertation was submitted earlier than the established deadline of the doctoral
program, and following a positive decision by the training department regarding
her readiness for defense, Arlinda Hoti has been deregistered, and the defence
procedure has been initiated.

2. General Characteristics of the Submitted Dissertation
o Structure and volume
The dissertation submitted for review comprises 180 pages, and the
exposition follows a clear and logical sequence. The dissertation is structured into
an introduction, four chapters, and a conclusion. The author employs extensive
scholarly literature, including 261 information sources, and presents the materials
from the survey and additional materials appropriately as appendices (15 pages).
A list of abbreviations used in the dissertation is also provided. The research
results are illustrated by 64 figures and 27 tables, which facilitate a clearer
understanding of the findings.
e Evaluation of: relevance of the topic, aim, objectives, object; subject;, main
thesis of the dissertation
The relevance of the topic is determined by the growing need for economic
diversification in rural areas of Albania due to insufficient income generated from
agricultural activity, along with other factors operating at national and regional
levels. At the macro level, significant structural changes in the agrarian sector are
observed, as well as the need for adaptation to the market economy and European



integration. Agriculture in Albania is undergoing a profound transformation
driven by market requirements, sector modernisation, and the country’s
preparation for EU integration. These processes lead to a diminishing role of
traditional agriculture and necessitate new models for the sustainability of rural
communities, which in turn requires scientific exploration of sustainable
alternatives such as entrepreneurship and the development of activities in other
economic sectors. The development of trade, services, processing activities and
agritourism in rural areas offers viable solutions for overcoming social and
economic issues such as reducing unemployment, improving living standards, and
restructuring the local economy.

The implementation of effective policies for the diversification of
agricultural farms and the development of alternative activities in rural regions
requires an understanding of farmers’ attitudes, expectations, and their assessment
of challenges. The aim of the research is correctly and precisely formulated—ro
study the perceptions and attitudes of farmers engaged in non-agricultural
economic activities regarding the opportunities and challenges for the
development of entrepreneurship in the Berat region, and to provide guidelines
for potential strategies to stimulate local business growth.

The research objectives are formulated as six logically connected research
questions designed to reveal: 1)the motives and economic reasons that encourage
farmers to undertake non-agricultural activities; 2) the relationship between
traditional farming and additional economic activities within farms; 3) the
economic situation of farmers who have diversified their activities beyond
agriculture; 4) the factors influencing the outcomes of agricultural and non-
agricultural activities; 5) the facilitating and constraining conditions for business
development and economic diversification in the region; 6)the role and
instruments of local authorities in supporting entrepreneurship in rural areas.

The doctoral candidate appropriately formulates four hypotheses, which
reflect the expected relationships between farmers’ motivation for diversification,
the economic outcomes, and the influence of the environment on entrepreneurial
activity in the Berat region. It is hypothesised that farmers expand their economic
activities beyond agriculture primarily due to insufficient income generated from
traditional farming, which enhances their financial stability and entrepreneurial
potential. It is further assumed that farmers’ entrepreneurial activity in other
economic sectors is a result of the availability of human capital and the active role
of local authorities. At the same time, poor infrastructure, limited access to
markets, outdated technologies, and insufficient financing are considered
significant barriers. The doctoral candidate posits the hypothesis that the proposed
Entrepreneurship Index for assessing the dynamics of diversification is an
effective tool for analysing the effects of economic diversification in the region’s
five municipalities of Berat.



® References (assessment of the doctoral candidate’s awareness of the issues
addressed in the dissertation)

The list of 261 literature sources used in the dissertation demonstrates a high
level of awareness of agricultural farm diversification in Albania and the specific
factors influencing the development of entrepreneurship in rural areas, particularly
in the Berat region. The literature covers key theoretical models, European and
national policies, and empirical studies, which attests to the candidate’s thorough
understanding of both the facilitating and constraining conditions for economic
diversification. The doctoral candidate’s solid theoretical preparation is clearly
reflected in her ability to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the complex research
questions posed in the empirical part of the study.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied scientific results obtained

o The focus is placed on the principal scientific and/or applied scientific
results achieved in the dissertation

The scientific results achieved in the dissertation have practical and applied
value and contribute to a deeper understanding of the processes of diversification
in agricultural holdings and the entrepreneurial behaviour of farmers in rural
areas. The empirically grounded conclusions represent a reliable basis for shaping
effective policies for regional development, employment, and unemployment
reduction.

The most significant scientific and applied scientific results can be
summarised as follows:

- A contextually sensitive interpretation of rural entrepreneurship is adapted,
reflecting spatial embeddedness, the utilisation of local resources, and
necessity-driven motivation. The concept of embeddedness is introduced as a key
element in the theoretical analysis, whereby entrepreneurs are viewed as part of
local communities rather than as isolated economic agents;

- A suitable methodological framework of instruments is developed and
applied for analysing and assessing diversification and entrepreneurship in rural
areas, serving two methodological approaches: an econometric investigation of
structural and regional factors of influence, on the one hand, and, on the other, an
examination of personal, institutional, and behavioural dynamics;

- State support through budgetary resources and the financial instruments
applied in Albania is analysed and assessed;

- A critical analysis and evaluation of financial support provided through
European Union programmes and international instruments is carried out, with a
focus on the Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance for Rural Development
(IPARD);



- The relationship between macro-level policies and financial instruments
aimed at stimulating rural entrepreneurship and the actual effects of
diversification at the regional level is investigated;

- An empirical analysis and assessment is conducted of the motivation for
diversification, the interaction between agricultural and non-agricultural activities
in rural areas, and the influence of the institutional environment on
entrepreneurial behaviour;

- The key determinants and constraints to the development of rural
entrepreneurship are identified and summarised.

The empirical results of the dissertation demonstrate that the formulated
research questions and tasks have been consistently fulfilled, and the overall aim
of the dissertation has been achieved.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and applied scientific contributions
In the author’s abstract, the doctoral candidate correctly identifies the
scientific and applied scientific contributions derived from the research results. I
accept the contributions as presented and propose the following formulation:
Scientific contributions:

- The conceptual framework for studying the diversification of agricultural
holdings and rural entrepreneurship in a transforming economy is expanded and
theoretically refined. The dissertation introduces an analytical distinction between
three forms of diversification—on-farm diversification, agriculture-related
diversification, and non-agricultural diversification;

- An enhanced analytical framework is proposed for an in-depth examination
of diversification and rural entrepreneurship through the adaptation and
integration of the concepts of bonding, bridging, and linking social capital;

- A new analytical instrument 1is constructed and applied — an
Entrepreneurship Index, designed to assess the intensity of diversification and its
socio-economic dimensions. The index constitutes an appropriate tool for
application in other research studies and/or regional areas and for the formulation
of relevant policy measures.

Applied scientific contributions:

- An empirically grounded framework 1s developed for place-based policies
and territorially differentiated interventions. A methodological approach is
proposed that enables policy interventions to be aligned with intra-regional
differences in resources, infrastructure, and human capital;

- The constructed analytical instrument—the Entrepreneurship Index—is
applied and validated in a real-world setting through its use in the assessment of
diversification across the municipalities of the Berat region. The results confirm
its practical validity and reliability for the purposes of regional analysis;

- Key factors determining entrepreneurial dynamics in rural areas are
identified and systematised through econometric analysis, with the results



substantiating the need for the adaptation of policy instruments (including
optimisation of IPARD measures, reduction of administrative barriers,
improvement of market access for small farms, etc.);

- A practical framework is proposed for promoting diversification and
entrepreneurship in rural areas, based on the key factors, constraints, and
motivational models identified in the empirical research.

5. Evaluation of the publications related to the dissertation

According to the autobiographical data, the doctoral candidate has
produced a total of 16 publications. For the purposes of obtaining the educational
and scientific degree “Doctor,” four publications related to the topic of the
dissertation have been submitted, three of which were published during the
doctoral studies and one during the enrolment process in the doctoral programme.
In two of the publications the doctoral candidate is the sole author. The submitted
publications ensure, to the required extent, the dissemination of the research
results in the scientific literature and are distinguished by high scientific value.
The minimum state requirements are met in accordance with the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act (ZRASRB) and its implementing
regulations.

6. Evaluation of the author’s abstract

The author’s abstract, comprising 36 pages, accurately and adequately
reflects the content, the achieved results, and the scientific contributions of the
dissertation. The publications of the doctoral candidate are also described. The
essential theoretical propositions, empirical findings, and main conclusions are
summarised precisely and consistently, fully corresponding to the exposition in
the dissertation.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

I consider that the dissertation constitutes a completed scientific study and
that there are no grounds for formulating substantial critical remarks.

With a view to the future work of the doctoral candidate, [ may indicate the
following general recommendation, which does not diminish the quality of the
dissertation. In order to achieve the aim of the study, the author formulates
research questions instead of applying the classical approach of breaking down
the aim into specific tasks. I believe that the formulation of clear and precise
tasks, specifying what exactly is to be undertaken by the doctoral candidate,
would be beneficial for the scientific study, as it would help structure the
exposition and guide the derivation of the contributions.

The scientific results and contributions achieved give me grounds to
formulate the following questions:



1. In your opinion, what specific measures should be implemented to
optimise state policy for promoting diversification and entrepreneurship
in rural areas, based on the results obtained in the dissertation?

2. What are the main factors influencing the access of small farms in
Albania to credit and financial instruments, and which policies could
improve their financial inclusion?

3. How do the Ilimited provision of integrated services (training,
consultancy, digital skills) and the insufficient technical support for small
farms affect the ability of agricultural producers in Albania to develop
sustainable non-agricultural activities and diversify their income?

8. Conclusion

In conclusion, the dissertation and the publications presented are coherently
developed, methodologically grounded, and demonstrate the doctoral candidate’s
ability to conduct in-depth scientific research.

The achieved scientific level and the quality of the dissertation provide me
with firm grounds to recommend to the esteemed members of the scientific jury to
vote in favour of awarding the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in
“Economics and Management (Agribusiness)” to Arlinda Hoti.
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
