10. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The presented dissertation has a total volume of 180 pages, including 27 tables, 64
figures and 3 appendices. Structurally, it consists of an introduction, four chapters,
conclusions and recommendations, references and appendices.

The topic of the dissertation is relevant and significant, as the research covers issues
of key importance for the development of rural areas in Albania with an emphasis on the
diversification of economic activities of family farms and stimulation of entrepreneurial
activity. The wide range of socio-economic and environmental challenges faced by these
areas requires a targeted and in-depth analysis of the existing tools for overcoming the
identified difficulties. In this context, the dissertation research also has practical significance,
and the results obtained can serve as a basis for policy formulation in the area under
consideration, as well as a foundation for future research.



The aim of the dissertation is to analyse the perceptions and attitudes of farmers
developing non-agricultural economic activities regarding the factors that support or hinder
entrepreneurship in the Berat district, and on this basis to propose recommendations for
promoting local business growth.

To achieve the set goal, six research questions have been formulated and four
hypotheses have been tested. The questions posed are logically justified, and their answers
are thoroughly presented and analysed within the framework of the dissertation. A consistent
test of the hypotheses thus defined has been carried out, the last of which concerns the
effectiveness of a self-constructed tool for assessing the degree and impact of economic
diversification in the region. All this emphasizes the good knowledge of the topic and the
original contribution of the dissertation author.

The dissertation covers 261 literary sources, including international scientific
publications, strategic documents and institutional reports. All references are up to date and
are logically related to the set goal and research questions.

11. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The following main scientific and scientific-applied results have been achieved in
the individual chapters of the dissertation:

= The first chapter provides an in-depth overview of theoretical frameworks
regarding rural development, with diversification placed at the heart of these processes. The
important role of agriculture has been outlined, but at the same time, the implementation of
non-agricultural activities by family farms and support for the development of
entrepreneurship at the local level are considered as a key driver for achieving sustainable
results. The integration of the concept of social capital into the analytical framework for
diversification and entrepreneurship deserves high praise. A significant scientific result with
practical application within this chapter is the constructed model for assessing
entrepreneurship. The selection and correct application of methodological tools reveals the
profound knowledge of the dissertation candidate, and the developed and conducted survey,
covering a wide range of questions, also deserves high evaluation.

= Chapter two analyses the policy framework and existing financial instruments for
supporting agriculture and rural development in Albania. The author's position on the
effectiveness and limitations of the policies and measures implemented is clearly presented.
The latter proves her good knowledge of the topic and extensive practical experience in the
relevant field.

= Chapter three provides an in-depth socio-economic and demographic analysis of
the Berat district for a period of ten years, including a comparative analysis between the five
constituent municipalities. The challenges that negatively affect the competitiveness of
agriculture and the generation of household income are identified. A significant result of
scientific and applied significance is the evaluation of the model and the identification of the
main factors influencing the development of entrepreneurship in the studied region.

= Chapter four includes a detailed analysis of various aspects concerning the
attitudes of farmers engaged in non-agricultural activities. In this regard, it is identified that
low incomes are the main motive for farm diversification. In addition, the economic and
social effects on households and communities from the implementation of diversification
have been assessed. The analysis and summaries made in this chapter have not only high
scientific, but also practical value and can serve in the preparation of strategic documents at
the local and national levels.



= The conclusions and recommendations of the dissertation correctly summarize
the results of the research. The latter cover the synthesis and validation of the research
hypotheses, policy and practice in perspective, as well as recommendations for future actions
at the national, regional and local levels.

In summary, the content of the main chapters of the dissertation reveals a thorough
knowledge of the existing concepts. The methodological tools have been correctly selected
and applied, which allows finding an answer to the research questions, verifying the initially
formulated hypotheses and achieving the set research goal.

12. Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The dissertation presents both scientific and applied scientific contributions, oriented
towards specific policy recommendations in the field. The contributions presented by the
dissertation candidate correspond to the achievements and results obtained in the dissertation.

Scientific contributions

= Systematizing and upgrading the concept of economic diversification of
agricultural holdings, with a focus on the development of entrepreneurship in rural areas and
taking into account the role of social capital in these processes.

= Among the main contributions of the dissertation is the development and
implementation of an Entrepreneurship Index, assessing the intensity and factors of
diversification at the local level. This original contribution helps to advance the methodology
for measuring diversification, while its application will allow for adequate policy
interventions.

= The main motives and attitudes of family farms in the study area for diversifying
agricultural activities with non-agricultural initiatives have been identified. It has been
empirically determined that entrepreneurship, dictated by necessity, is the basis of
diversification. The latter builds on the currently existing empirical knowledge and increases
the explanatory potential of theories of entrepreneurship in rural areas.

Scientific and applied contributions

= Empirically based recommendations for rural development policies are derived,
revealing the limitations of production-oriented support for agriculture and highlighting the
need to expand non-agricultural diversification and entrepreneurship measures.

= It has been empirically established that GDP and agricultural production in the
study area are key factors stimulating entrepreneurial activity, while the rising cost of living
may exert a negative effect. These findings can be used when selecting instruments to
support entrepreneurship in the region by representatives of local authorities and/or the non-
governmental sector.

= The role of IPARD and national interventions has been assessed, identifying
administrative, financial and institutional barriers to small family farms. Based on these
findings, policies can be further developed, procedures facilitated and additional support
provided, both in relation to human capital development and access to resources.

= Based on the identified differences in diversification and entrepreneurship at the
regional level, a recommendation is made to develop policies oriented towards the
specificities of the region, emphasizing the need for population empowerment and applying a
"bottom-up™ approach. All this would allow for expanding the accumulated capacity,
developing social capital and on this basis achieving higher entrepreneurial activity.

= The results of the conducted in-depth survey can be used as a practical
framework in the design and selection of measures for rural development in Albania.



13. Evaluation of dissertation publications
Four publications developed during the period 2021-2026 have been submitted for

review. The publications are related to the issues addressed in the dissertation.

14. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract objectively reflects the structure, content and results of the research

conducted, revealing the main highlights of the dissertation.

15. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

The following critical notes and recommendations can be made to the dissertation:

= In future research, the presentation of the theoretical statements in connection
with the determination of the factors in the construction of the regression model could be
expanded in order to further support the theoretical validity of the model.

= Given the established high correlation between pairs of variables, the application
of the presented approaches for additional assessment of the impact of the potential
multicollinearity on the standard error of regression coefficients would allow achieving even
greater persuasiveness of the obtained results.

The remarks and recommendations made do not diminish the results achieved and the
efforts made by the dissertation candidate.

16. Conclusion

Based on the various research methods studied and applied by the doctoral student,
the correctly conducted analysis, the summaries and conclusions made, | believe that the
presented dissertation meets the requirements of the law and the internal rules of the UNWE
for acquiring the educational and scientific degree "Doctor”, which gives me reason to
evaluate it POSITIVELY and confidently propose to the esteemed Scientific Jury to vote
positively and award the educational and scientific degree "Doctor"” to Arlinda Hoti.
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
