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II. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE DISSERTATION

Design and features of the dissertation

There is no doubt that writing and defending a dissertation for the award of the scientific
degree of “Doctor of Sciences” with the title “Bulgarian Economic Policy in the Context of
Entrepreneurship (1879 - 2024)” is a great scientific challenge and the author is fully aware of
it. This, in our opinion, is predetermined by three main circumstances.

First of all, Bulgarian economic policy has been extremely rarely, to say the least,
studied in a purely entrepreneurial context and in a systematic manner, which is somewhat
paradoxical, but it is a striking fact. The study of this complex issue is most often done through
historical, political, economic, sociological and anthropological discourse, or in some variable
configuration between the listed discourses. This means only one thing — in practice there are
no (do not exist) original Bulgarian entrepreneurial models of a research type that can be used,
upgraded, modified, improved, compiled, criticized or rejected. On a global scale,
entrepreneurial models, of course, exist and are numerous, but the problem is that Bulgarian
ones are extremely scarce and/or absent altogether. In order to study Bulgarian economic policy
in the context of entrepreneurship (1879 — 2024) and in depth, it is necessary to use a Bulgarian
research model that takes into account the specifics of domestic economic development, as well
as the elements and characteristics of Bulgarian entrepreneurship, and not of foreign (non-
Bulgarian). A universal research model in the considered problem of a theoretical type is
undoubtedly possible to construct, but it will be subject to the principle of Vilfredo Pareto —i.e.
80 percent in it will be the universal (worldwide), and 20 percent will be the specific
(Bulgarian). Without the specific (Bulgarian) a completely adequate research model cannot be
built, however.

Secondly, from a purely scientific point of view, it is not clear how exactly one should
approach the study of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship. In this
particular case, there is no scientific consensus on what the entrepreneurial approach applied to
the analysis of this same economic policy actually represents. On the one hand, this is indeed
disconcerting, but on the other hand, it allows each researcher to approach it as he or she deems
appropriate in accordance with his or her personal academic preferences, relevant training and
methodological, subject and empirical tools used.

Thirdly, the entrepreneurial approach to Bulgarian economic policy is relative, which
means that there is no dominant and/or generally accepted one. There is nothing unusual in this,
but it is completely expected, since entrepreneurial science is pluralistic in principle. Depending
on his scientific biases, the scientist can approach in a variety of ways. However, different
approaches lead to different results, and no one can escape or belittle this. In the event that a
specific scientist, for example, is a supporter of the views of John Maynard Keynes
(Keynesianism), when analyzing Bulgarian economic policy he will draw some conclusions, if
he adheres to the postulates of Milton Friedman (monetarism), then his conclusions regarding
the same phenomenon will be completely different, and provided that his point of view is in
line with the understandings of Karl Marx (Marxism), then the generalizations will have a
completely differentiated dimension. All of this must be taken into account and should not be
masked, distorted, or silenced, as is often the case.

Our fundamental goal in writing the dissertation is the following — to demonstrate and
prove the possibilities of the entrepreneurial approach and its high scientific suitability for
describing, analyzing and explaining Bulgarian economic policy for the period 1879 — 2024.
We also want to highlight, argue and prove our own point of view on the complicated issue
under consideration, which could be subsequently problematized by other authors, if they wish,
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which will focus the research interest precisely on the entrepreneurial sphere, and not on any
other.

The problem for Bulgarian economic policy is undoubtedly extremely complex, but
things become even more complicated because the problem in question has at least three main
dimensions.

The first dimension is Bulgarian economic policy considered as a pure theory
(theoretical dimension). There are few researchers who even deal with such a thing. For this
reason, and many other similar, systematic works in which the entrepreneurial context of
Bulgarian economic policy is studied, and as a pure theory, there are practically none, with only
fragmentary fragments available. In this case, four extremely extensive theoretical fields are
intertwined and interact — economics, politics, management and entrepreneurship. However,
they are not the same thing — they differ significantly.

The second dimension is Bulgarian economic policy understood as practice (practical
dimension). Here the problem is different — there is a large lack of relevant, comprehensive and
reliable public information, both about the past and the present. This information is either
deliberately hidden, or manipulated (deliberately or accidentally), or scattered into countless
fragmented fragments, or simply does not exist. We are not talking about pure statistical
information, but about information of a completely different type — how, when, where, for what
reasons and with what motives (why), for example, important economic decisions were made
by Bulgarian statesmen, politicians and entrepreneurs. In this case, however, we are talking
about the most fundamental foundations of the country, its national security at the highest level
and its most important type of policy (economic), the latter standing at the very center of
Bulgarian statehood.

The third dimension is the phenomenon of Bulgarian economic policy, which is present
in the work of various researchers, experts and specialists (research dimension). This work, as
might be expected, is fragmented, scattered, contradictory, unfocused and scarce.

In our dissertation, we make an attempt to include all three main dimensions
(theoretical, practical and researching) of Bulgarian economic policy in one form or another,
but they are not completely equally represented.

When creating the dissertation, we faced the problem of its volume. On the one hand,
the subject matter (a historical narrative in various aspects) really implies a voluminous content
and the work could swell to 800 pages, or even more. We decided to take a somewhat middle
ground by forming a text of 410 pages.

Ultimately, our idea is the following — everyone who has an attitude (any attitude, even
minimal) towards Bulgarian economic policy (the number of these people, in our opinion, is
large — perhaps tens of thousands) should be able to find in the work its most important
characteristics from an entrepreneurial point of view and from an academic (neutral)
perspective. We have put considerable effort into making this happen using an authorial
(original) and not borrowed methodology, and for the entire period of the existence of the Third
Bulgarian State (1879 — 2024). In this case, we deliberately do not go into excessive details,
fragments and particulars, but deal with the general, synthetic and defining. We are interested
in the general entrepreneurial and managerial contour of Bulgarian economic policy, with the
other storylines, which are numerous, complicated, intertwined, mysterious and diverse, not
entering our field of vision at all.



Basic scientific attributes of the dissertation

The reasons for choosing the topic of the dissertation are both of a personal nature and
of public interest, based on scientific curiosity and the need for public practice. We also need
work in our capacities as a researcher, teacher and consultant. A bad impression in Bulgarian
universities (we have taught in seven in total) has been made by, for example, the fact that the
students in their overwhelming majority cannot name even a single name from the history of
domestic economic policy and Bulgarian entrepreneurship. We share the understanding that a
people who do not know their own economic past and entrepreneurship cannot hope for
economic prosperity and development, both in the present and in the future. The author of the
dissertation became interested in the issues of Bulgarian economic policy and entrepreneurship
immediately after he started working in the Scientific Research Sector (SRS) of the Karl Marx
Institute of Economics in Sofia (today the University of National and World Economy) in 1988.
Over the years, this initially not entirely conscious and vague interest has become lasting and
systematic, and has subsequently formed the main focus of our research. It can be said that we
have been purposefully dealing with the topic of economic policy and entrepreneurship for
more than 35 years. However, the scientific problem of Bulgarian economic policy in the
context of entrepreneurship (1879 —2024) does not only have personal dimensions, but also has
undoubted and very strong social implications. It was the synthesis between the personal and
the social that pointed us to the goal — writing a dissertation for the acquisition of the scientific
degree of “Doctor of Sciences”. We consider the dissertation “Bulgarian Economic Policy in
the Context of Entrepreneurship (1879 — 2024)” as a natural conclusion to our decades of
scientific research. We hope to continue further, if fate is kind to us, by developing and refining
our theses and concepts.

The relevance and significance of the work are determined by the fact that the
Bulgarian economic policy interpreted in the context of entrepreneurship is an intransitive and
key factor for the development of the economy, governance and statehood in general,
understood both in a narrow and a broad sense. Numerous other factors, which are of an
objective and subjective nature, determine the relevance and significance of the study. It is
important to emphasize that the relevance and significance of the study depend on some
linguistic and territorial limitations.

The novelty of the dissertation is determined by two main circumstances. The first
circumstance is related to the construction, use and testing of an entrepreneurial approach with
a methodological nature for the study of Bulgarian economic policy for the period 1879 — 2024,
which has not been done before. The second circumstance — the dissertation work presents
theoretical and empirical summaries of a major scientific problem, which is undoubtedly
Bulgarian economic policy considered in the context of entrepreneurship. The dissertation work
uses the most modern scientific methodology (theory of complexity, synergetic, chaos theory)
at the level of modern science.

In general, it can be said that the issues of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of
entreprencurship (1879 — 2024) are poorly developed from a scientific point of view. However,
it is this state of affairs that is a prerequisite for the implementation of our dissertation research,
where there are still many unexplored and unclear fields. The targeted issues also occupy a
central place in the contemporary scientific discourse, especially within the framework of four
fundamental sciences — management, economics, political science and psychology, as well as
in their numerous and diverse intersections.

The scientific and practical need for the study is beyond doubt, and we can define it as
high. It is determined primarily by the need for further development of the theory and practice
of economic policy and entrepreneurship. Both science and practice need verified, accurate,
comprehensive and, above all, practical knowledge of these complex and intricate phenomena.
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It seems to us that it is very difficult to refute the thesis that adequate economic policy and the
promotion of entrepreneurship are able to significantly increase the efficiency and prosperity
of every national economy (including the Bulgarian one), of every business organization, as
well as of every individual who carries out entrepreneurial activity with the aim of making a
profit.

The main scientific problem of the dissertation can be defined as the presence of
incompleteness and lack of verified knowledge regarding the Bulgarian economic policy
interpreted through the prism of the entrepreneurial approach. Within the framework of the
studied phenomenon (Bulgarian economic policy) there are numerous and sometimes highly
contradictory opinions and views, built on the basis of diverse methodological approaches,
theoretical and conceptual models, which also represents a central scientific problem.

The topic of the dissertation is Bulgarian Economic Policy in the Context of
Entrepreneurship (1879 — 2024).

The object of the dissertation is Bulgarian economic policy.

The subject of the dissertation is the specific mechanisms by which Bulgarian
economic policy (1879 — 2024) developed in a real environment and their influence on the
sphere of entrepreneurship.

The main goal of the dissertation is to prove that Bulgarian economic policy for the
period 1879 — 2024 directly and indirectly influences Bulgarian entrepreneurship, and also that
the implementation of this same entrepreneurship based on the feedback principal impacts and
changes domestic economic policy.

To achieve the main goal of the dissertation, three types of research tasks are
performed.

Tasks of a scientific nature:

1. Description of existing approaches, theories, concepts and models for the study of
Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship and their analysis and
interpretation.

2. Launching and description of an original entrepreneurial methodological approach
for the study of Bulgarian economic policy.

3. Description, analysis, interpretation and approbation of Bulgarian economic policy
through the prism of an original entrepreneurial methodological approach and entrepreneurial
toolkit.

Tasks of a scientific and applied nature:

1. Study of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of time (past and present) and
finding the connections and relationships with domestic entrepreneurship.

2. Analysis of the evolution and essence of the approaches to studying Bulgarian
economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship and interpretation of their use.

3. Search and finding applications of the author's entrepreneurial methodological
approach to studying Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship.

Applied tasks:

1. Assessment of the possibility of using approaches, theories, concepts and models
related to Bulgarian economic policy and domestic entreprencurship for the purposes of
practical management of the Bulgarian economy and increasing the competitiveness of
Bulgarian entrepreneurship.

2. Identification of the main problem areas in the theory studying Bulgarian economic
policy and entrepreneurship and offering a view on how they can be overcome when applying
them in the reality of economic policy and the context of entrepreneurship.

3. Derivation of an author’s entrepreneurial methodological approach for studying
Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship with its description for use in
practice and the sphere of entrepreneurship.



We connect the main research hypothesis with the main goal and objectives of the
study. In this regard, in the dissertation we argue and try to prove that the Bulgarian economic
policy influences the development of Bulgarian entrepreneurship in a completely different way
in different time periods (period 1879 — 2024), has an evolutionary nature of development, and
that the development of domestic entrepreneurship is more a result of the individual efforts and
contribution of entrepreneurs, and not so much of the purposeful interventionism of this same
economic policy of the state. In order to prove the main research hypothesis, we launch and test
an original entrepreneurial methodological approach and an original research methodology.

The limitations of the dissertation are determined by linguistic, chronological and
territorial boundaries. Sources and scientific publications in Bulgarian, English, German,
French, Russian and Serbian have been used. In chronological terms, a historical period of 145
years is covered, which starts at the end of the 19th century, runs through the entire 20th century
and reaches almost the end of the first quarter of the 21st century. In the territorial dimension,
we focus mainly on the territory of Bulgaria and the area of Western civilization, understood in
the conceptual scheme of Samuel Huntington (Huntington, 1996). The limitations in question
should be taken into account so that the descriptions and analyses presented, as well as the
results obtained, can be interpreted and used adequately and correctly.

Generally speaking, the methodology of the dissertation is interdisciplinary and goes
beyond the spheres of economic policy and entreprencurship, although it is strongly focused
precisely in these two spheres. This was done in this way, as the author firmly stands behind
the opinion that the study of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship
cannot be adequately and precisely carried out only through mono-disciplinary research - from
a scientific point of view, this is even impossible and becomes a scientific chimera.

The conceptual apparatus used in the dissertation is taken primarily from the scientific
terminological thesaurus of entrepreneurship, political science, management, economics,
psychology and sociology, but also from a number of other sciences and scientific disciplines
— philosophy, history, statistics. The theoretical basis of the dissertation are the conceptual
justifications and understandings of a fundamental and applied nature of leading Bulgarian and
foreign researchers, a large part of whom have the status of classics, and others — of authoritative
scientists. The study also sporadically encounters heterodox theses and interpretations.

The general methodology of the dissertation is built on the foundations of complexity
science. In this regard, the synergistic approach is widely applied as a specific configurator of
the interdisciplinary methodology. The synergistic approach is understood as a manifestation of
postmodernist philosophy, to which the author somewhat gravitates as a general philosophical
orientation.

The specialized methodology of the dissertation is the theory of entrepreneurship, which
in our opinion is the most appropriate methodology for studying Bulgarian economic policy in
the context of entrepreneurship.

The dissertation highlights six theoretical layers — a layer of economic policy (first main
emphasis), a layer of entrepreneurship (second main emphasis), a layer of history, a layer of
management, a layer of economics and a layer of social psychology, which are in complex
relationships with each other. A diligent and systematic attempt has been made to ensure that
the six theoretical layers in question do not stand alone, but rather build a synthetic whole and
provide a common conceptual picture.

The originality of the dissertation is determined by two main factors. First factor — for
the first time in Bulgarian, the Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship is
described, researched, analyzed and interpreted in detail with scientific tools using an
entrepreneurial approach with a postmodernist emphasis (science of complexity and synergetic)
and using an author’s (original) methodology. Second factor — an original (author’s)



entrepreneurial approach to the study of Bulgarian economic policy for the period 1879 — 2024
is launched and subjected to an approbation test.

The information support of the dissertation is built on the basis of extensive, detailed,
in-depth and systematic research of various information sources with open access, which
include our and foreign scientific publications, as well as publicly disclosed documents on
paper, as well as in electronic format. The quantitative data used in the dissertation are from
primary sources, or are cited by other authors, with the origin of both types of data being clear,
verified and specifically indicated. The author also uses data collected by him (qualitative and
quantitative), which are of key importance for proving his own main research hypothesis and
fulfilling the research tasks set. The dissertation does not contain classified information within
the meaning of the Classified Information Protection Act (CIPA).

The approbation of the results of the dissertation — i.e. the verification of the
authenticity of the launched author’s entrepreneurial methodological approach for studying the
Bulgarian economic policy, as well as the obtained results, was carried out using various
research methods and tools. The theses in the dissertation have also been presented and
modified in several author’s monographs, and the results have been discussed at various
scientific forums. The dissertation has been reported and discussed at meetings of the Institute
of Entrepreneurship at the UNWE and at the Department of Entrepreneurship at the UNWE, as
well as at an extended scientific council at the same Department.

The results achieved within the scope of the dissertation can be exploited in various
fields of scientific and practical interest. Specifically, the implementation of the results of the
study can be carried out as part of the studied and tested elements of the models of Bulgarian
economic policy, to be used by analysts, administrators, managers and politicians in business
practice in the context of entrepreneurship. Parts of the study can be applied in lecture courses
on “Bulgarian Economic Policy” and “Entrepreneurship”, as well as many of their derivatives.

The structure and content of the dissertation are determined by the author’s general
conceptual idea, as well as the goals and objectives for carrying out the work.

The dissertation is structured as follows: dedication, acknowledgements, list of
abbreviations, list of tables and graphs, introduction, four chapters, conclusion and
bibliography. 320 bibliographical sources are cited, of which 188 are in Cyrillic and 132 in
Latin. The work includes 28 tables and 8 figures. The dissertation work on the topic “Bulgarian
Economic Policy in the Context of Entrepreneurship (1879 — 2024)” has a total volume of 410
pages, of which 380 pages are main text.

In terms of content, in short, the most important elements of the dissertation work are
composed in the following way.

The introduction covers the overall concept of the work and includes a description of its
main requisites.

Chapter one deals with Bulgarian economic policy in seven time periods (1879 —2024).
The chapter covers seven paragraphs: 1.1. Time period 1879 — 1899; 1.2. Time period 1900 —
1919; 1.3. Time period 1920 — 1939; 1.4. Time period 1940 — 1959; 1.5. Time period 1960 —
1979; 1.6. Time period 1980 — 1999; 1.7. Time period 2000 — 2024.

Chapter two examines the main approaches to studying Bulgarian economic policy. This
chapter includes three paragraphs: 2.1. Historical approach and Bulgarian economic policy; 2.2.
Political science approach and Bulgarian economic policy; 2.3. Economic approach and
Bulgarian economic policy

Chapter three presents an entrepreneurial approach to studying Bulgarian economic
policy. The following three paragraphs are included here: 3.1. Meta-entrepreneurial approach
to studying Bulgarian economic policy; 3.2. Macro-entrepreneurial approach to studying
Bulgarian economic policy; 3.3. Micro-entrepreneurial approach to studying Bulgarian
economic policy.
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Chapter four covers the study of Bulgarian economic policy through the entrepreneurial
approach with indication and interpretation of results and is structured in four paragraphs: 4.1.
Research methodology; 4.2. Meta-entrepreneurial approach — results of the study; 4.3. Macro-
entrepreneurial approach — research results; 4.4. Micro-entrepreneurial approach — research
results.

The conclusion includes the main results and main conclusions of the dissertation, as
well as a recapitulation of the main goal, the research tasks set and the proof of the main research
hypothesis. The conclusion also presents the ways of using the results obtained in the
dissertation and recommendations for their implementation in practice, the possibilities for
future research work on the subject of the study, as well as the ways of verifying and refuting
the descriptions, analyses and conclusions made in the dissertation.
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III. SHORT SUMMARY OF THE DISSERTATION

CHAPTER ONE.
BULGARIAN ECONOMIC POLICY
IN SEVEN TIME PERIODS (1879 — 2024)

Chapter one, “Bulgarian Economic Policy in Seven Time Periods (1879 — 2024)”,
examines Bulgarian economic policy in seven distinct time periods (periods) in an identical
manner, as follows: 1. Time period 1879 — 1899; 2. Time period 1900 — 1919; 3. Time period
1920 — 1939; 4. Time period 1940 — 1959; 5. Time period 1960 — 1979; 6. Time period 1980 —
1999; 7. Time period 2000 — 2024.

These annual time periods were not chosen randomly, but are in line with the author’s
research goals and objectives and play the role of a prelude to the next three chapters of the
dissertation. We choose twenty-year time periods that are equal in duration (the first and seventh
time periods are exceptions) and provide a good research opportunity for description, analysis
and interpretation, as well as for a more accurate comparison. We are aware that the targeted
20-year time periods are not in harmony with the traditional time periods accepted in Bulgarian
historiography (in the public scientific discourse in general), where primacy is given to the
socio-political development of the country. The period 1947 — 1989, for example, is most often
designated as the era of socialism and this period is studied as a rule for itself. The traditional
historical division, however, implies some distance from political neutrality, since even the very
mention of the concept of “socialism”, and precisely in this period, is a matter of scientific
debate and cannot be considered generally accepted and unconditional — not everyone agrees
with the concept of “socialism”, even with the specific years (1947 — 1989) of this same
“socialism”. The scientific text must be entirely politically neutral and for this very reason we
use 20-year periods, assuming that in this case we can very hardly be accused of any political
stratification.

Each time period is studied from the perspective of its political and economic
development. This is necessary in order to see the point of view of the author of the dissertation
work and his interpretation of the past Bulgarian historical era, since we share the understanding
that the historical fact is objective, but its interpretation is subjective (of the specific author).
Without the description and analysis of the Bulgarian economic policy in seven time periods
(1879 —2024) the subsequent research development and focus on the entrepreneurial approach
and Bulgarian entrepreneurship is not possible. For this reason, this first chapter is absolutely
necessary for the implementation of the author’s plan. The intended first chapter does not claim
to be original.

The following conclusions can be drawn from Chapter One “Bulgarian Economic
Policy in Seven Time Periods (1879 —2024):

1. In political terms, the period 1879 — 1899 is characterized by the restoration of
Bulgarian statehood and the first, not always successful, attempts to strengthen the sovereignty
of the Principality of Bulgaria. The most characteristic sign of economic development is in the
agrarian sector — the majority of the Bulgarian peasantry became owners of small-scale and
territorially fragmented land holdings. Industry is in its infancy. Entrepreneurs are a very small
number of individuals who deal mainly with usury and small-scale commercial transactions.

2. The period 1900 — 1919 in political terms is marked by two main events. The first —
the rejection of dependence on the Ottoman Empire and, as a consequence, the transformation
of the country into the Kingdom of Bulgaria in 1908. The second — the unsuccessful attempt of
the Bulgarian state to annex large territories inhabited by Bulgarians to the Kingdom through
participation in three consecutive lost wars and as a result, the possibility of realizing the
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Bulgarian national ideal was forever lost (at that time this was San Stefano Bulgaria). In
economic terms, the period is characterized by two radically different decades. From 1900 to
1909, the country experienced significant development — the peasantry increased its material
well-being, entrepreneurship began to stand out, and the country’s economy began to dominate
in some dimensions over the economies of neighboring Balkan countries (excluding Turkey).
As a result of the three devastating and lost wars, the Bulgarian economy was completely
ruined, agriculture crashed, and entrepreneurs (excluding some of the war profiteers) went
bankrupt en masse.

3. In political terms, the period 1920 — 1939 was turbulent. At first, an attempt was made
to put political power entirely at the service of the peasantry (the majority of the population),
but after the assassination of Alexander Stamboliyski, all this did not materialize. Gradually,
power was concentrated in the hands of the monarch Tsar Boris 111, who by the end of the period
completely dominated the political landscape. The country’s economy slowly and painfully
developed and modernized, but the majority of the population continued to live in a state close
to poverty. Entrepreneurs did not receive tangible support from the state, and their successes
were mostly the result of economic conditions and sometimes luck, with no shortage of
individual notable achievements. The state, in general, cannot achieve significant economic
successes.

4. The period 1940 — 1959 in the political dimension was marked by dramatic changes.
There were three main sub-periods. During the first (1940 — 1944) the country joined the
Tripartite Pact (Germany, Italy, Japan) and sided with Nazi Germany. During the second (1944
— 1947) a radically new form of political governance was imposed, associated with the
establishment of power by the Bulgarian Fatherland Front. During the third (1948 — 1959) the
state was transformed along the Soviet model and a totalitarian dictatorship was imposed. In
economic terms, this period represented a transition from a market economy to a socialist
model, with an increasing role of the state and restrictions on economic and entrepreneurial
freedom. During World War 11, the state’s economy could be described as a war economy. This
was followed by the nationalization of industry, banks and trade, as well as the abolition of
private property (1947 — 1950). The last decade (1950 — 1959) was characterized by the
introduction of a planned economy and the Sovietization of the economy — centralized planning,
industrialization with an emphasis on heavy industry, collectivization of agriculture.
Entrepreneurship was destroyed, as its natural substrate — private property — was removed.

5. The period 1960 — 1979 was politically characterized by the consolidation of the
power of the Communist Party, the strengthening of the influence of the USSR on the People’s
Republic of Bulgaria, but also by liberalization in some areas (culture, science, etc.). In 1971,
a new constitution was introduced for the country, which affirmed the so-called “developed
socialism”. The communist regime stabilized and began to seem indestructible. In economic
terms, the country industrialized rapidly, but the centralized planned economy remained poorly
effective and bureaucratized. Extreme poverty was almost nonexistent in the country, but the
majority of the population did not live in wealth. Attempts were made for economic reforms,
but they were not particularly successful. Bulgaria became one of the main suppliers of
agricultural products, some machinery and electronics to the CMEA countries. Economic
integration with the USSR intensified, with the Soviet state predetermining the economic policy
of the People’s Republic of Bulgaria and directing its trade. Entrepreneurship, in its classical
dimension, practically did not exist. However, within the framework of the planned economy,
elements of socialist entrepreneurship (limited economic independence) are noticeable.

6. The period 1980 — 1999 in a political perspective for Bulgaria is marked by three
main stages: 1. Decline of the communist regime and its collapse (1980 — 1989). There is a very
serious political and economic crisis. The country’s leader Todor Zhivkov was overthrown from
power after an internal party coup (1989); 2. Democratic changes and transition to a multi-party
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system (1989 — 1991). In 1991, a new constitution of Bulgaria was adopted, which established
the country as a parliamentary republic with a multi-party system, a market economy and
guaranteed civil rights; 3. Building the new democratic state (1991 — 1999). The stage is
distinguished by political instability. In economic terms, the period is characterized by
stagnation and elements of chaos. In the 1980s, economic development slowed, the country
accumulated a large external debt and experienced international economic isolation. Bulgaria
defaulted on its external debt in 1990 (the government declared a moratorium on servicing
external debt), which blocked international financing. Poor management of public finances
under the rule of Zhan Videnov (BSP) led to an economic collapse. Inflation reached 2,000
percent, and the lev depreciated dramatically. People’s savings melted away, and some banks
went bankrupt. In 1997, a Currency Board was introduced, which tied the Bulgarian lev to the
German mark, which somewhat stabilized the economy. Bulgaria began to attract serious
foreign investment. After 1990, there was an explosive growth in small entrepreneurship, which
initially operated on a trial-and-error basis, and bankruptcies, after the initial euphoria, were
widespread and widespread. Subsequently, associations of large entrepreneurs were formed.
Entrepreneurship and entrepreneurial activity reappeared on the Bulgarian economic scene.

7. Politically, the period 2000 — 2024 marks a transition from relative stability to
political instability with elements of chaos and structural collapse. Bulgaria is fulfilling its
strategic foreign policy goals (NATO and EU membership), but domestic political problems —
systemic corruption, weak institutions and permanent political crises — continue to create
significant problems. In economic terms, the period is a period of economic upswing, crises
and adjustment. Bulgaria is relatively successfully integrating into the EU, but problems such
as the demographic crisis, widespread corruption and inflation remain ultimately unresolved.
There are four stages. During the 2000 — 2007 stage, stable economic growth and stabilization
are observed. The global financial crisis of 2008, which developed into an economic crisis, has
had a very adverse effect on the Bulgarian economy (stage 2008 — 2013). The 2014 — 2019
stage is marked by the accelerated use of European (EU) funds and growth in wages and
employment. The 2020 — 2024 stage is determined by the global pandemic related to COVID-
19, which had a very strong negative impact on the Bulgarian economy, a sharp increase in
inflation due to the Ukraine-Russia war, obstacles to accession to the eurozone, constant
economic instability. Entrepreneurship and entrepreneurial activity are developing turbulently
and unevenly and are facing very complex challenges. Bulgarian entrepreneurship in its entirety
still cannot find the right direction towards prosperity and well-being.

8. For the period 1879 — 2024, the Bulgarian economy developed unevenly and often
chaotically, with the macroeconomic cycle characterized by sharp amplitudes of declines and
ups. Bulgarian economic policy always strives to catch up with developed economies, but never
during the period reaches the level of even moderately developed European countries. Often,
an economic policy for accelerated development is even implemented (without this sometimes
being explicitly stated), but it is not implemented, with some exceptions during the socialist
period. Bulgarian economic policy for very long periods of time has no articulated and
systematically pursued strategic goals, and most often acts under the pressure of the economic
situation and in unison with the domestic political balance of interests, as well as under the
influence of foreign political influences. The exceptions are the economic management of
Stefan Stambolov (protectionism and strengthening of the domestic economy), the time of
Alexander Stamboliyski (economic policy in the strategic interest of the Bulgarian peasantry),
the economic policy of Andrey Lyapchev (1928 — 1931) for financial stabilization and budget
discipline, as well as the period 1947 — 1989 (planned economy and building socialism in the
interest of the communist nomenclature). For the entire time period 1879 — 2024, Bulgarian
entrepreneurship remained underdeveloped and received insignificant strategic support from
the Bulgarian state through economic policy mechanisms. The achievements of domestic
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entrepreneurs are primarily the result of individual initiative, a specific personal profile and a
favorable combination of circumstances, but also of the cooperation of the state. Public attitudes
towards entrepreneurs are neither positive nor negative, but mostly neutral.

CHAPTER TWO.
BASIC APPROACHES TO RESEARCH
OF BULGARIAN ECONOMIC POLICY

The main existing and used approaches to the study of Bulgarian economic policy are
historical, political science and economic. There are, of course, other approaches, but they are
secondary to our specific research interest — sociological, anthropological, psychological, and
many others. The main approaches considered also cover the most stable and fundamental part
of the complex and diverse phenomenon called Bulgarian economic policy.

The entrepreneurial approach, which is the main focus of our dissertation research, is a
specific case, but in chapter two we will not deal with it, as we will do so in chapters three and
four of the work. In fact, we describe, analyze and interpret the historical, political scientific
and economic approaches, with the main aim of seeing the similarities and differences between
these three approaches and the entrepreneurial one, and not to study them in detail. There is no
doubt that the three approaches in question are a whole research universe in themselves. The
historical, political scientific and economic approaches are a specific and peculiar research
background on which we subsequently develop our theoretical concepts and understandings
regarding the entrepreneurial approach and entrepreneurial issues — the node and core of our
dissertation. Another very important thing — Bulgarian economic policy has already been
studied to one degree or another through the historical, political science and economic
approach, while with the help of the entrepreneurial approach and the use of entrepreneurial
theoretical tools this has not yet been done, although some unsystematic attempts have been
made. Science is mostly interested in novelties, and a dissertation must offer original theoretical
and practical results, otherwise the intended dissertation cannot claim to fulfill the expectations
and requirements to be exactly that.

In this case, the logical research question arises — is it not possible to unite the historical,
political science and economic approaches and study Bulgarian economic policy through a
common (joint) approach? It should be noted that theoretically this can indeed be realized as an
interdisciplinary approach, but it will be burdened with huge shortcomings. The main obstacle
is of a methodological nature — the three approaches represent and embody separate and
differentiated sciences with clearly distinguished subjects, specific research methods and
vigilantly guarded demarcation research lines. The mechanical unification of these three
heterogeneous subjects (historical, political science, economic) could be realized, but it will not
help us to reach a common consistent subject of our research and the disclosure of its true
ontology. In fact, there will be a blurring and even loss of the objectivity (specificity) of our
specific study. Given that we use a holistic, rather than a reductionist approach, the synthetic
panorama of Bulgarian economic policy thus constructed will appear eclectic and to some
extent even incomprehensible to our eyes. Due to this circumstance, the only way out is to use
a reductionist approach and the description, analysis and interpretation of Bulgarian economic
policy through the research optics of three separate prisms (in this case — approaches), which
are subject-oriented: historical, political science and economic. This is exactly what we will do
— we will consider the historical, political science and economic approaches one by one in the
following presentation.

The following conclusions can be drawn from Chapter Two “Basic Approaches to
Researching Bulgarian Economic Policy”:
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1. Bulgarian economic policy is most often described, analyzed and interpreted through
three approaches — historical, political science and economic. Our main research goal is not to
comprehensively and systematically study the three approaches in question, but to depict them
as a background against which we present our views on the entrepreneurial approach and
entrepreneurship in the following chapters. In this way, the similarities and differences between
the historical, political science and economic approaches, on the one hand, and the
entrepreneurial approach, on the other hand, become clear.

2. The historical approach is the most widely used approach to study Bulgarian
economic policy. Despite its undoubted scientific merits, this approach is ultimately not
particularly reliable, since historical science, through historians, interprets objective historical
facts almost always subjectively and interpretively. The historical approach is a powerful
research tool for studying Bulgarian economic policy, but due to its fundamental subjectivity,
it must be used for this purpose carefully and in combination with other research approaches.

3. The political science approach, along with the historical one, can and should be used
when studying Bulgarian economic policy. Its main advantage is that it makes it possible to
understand the overt and covert motives for one or another political behavior, but only if it is
used adequately. The main disadvantage of the proposed approach is its relativity, which
disadvantage is practically irremovable.

4. The four Bulgarian constitutions from the Liberation of Bulgaria to the present day
(1879, 1947, 1971, 1991) have had a strong influence on its economic policy, as they set the
most general supreme legal norm for the management of the Bulgarian economic model. Each
constitution was a reflection of its time and formed the economic model of Bulgaria — from
liberal capitalism (1879), through a centrally planned economy (1947, 1971), to market-
oriented democracy (1991).

5. Of enormous importance for the development of Bulgarian economic policy is the
party-political system of Bulgaria. Moreover — it is precisely the indicated party-political
system that is the strongest factor influencing domestic economic policy. The influence of
Bulgaria’s party-political system for the period from 1879 to 2024 on Bulgarian economic
policy underwent significant changes and went through five main historical periods, each with
its own specificity, characteristics and peculiarities.

6. Bulgarian economic policy, especially at the macro level, is implemented through the
mechanisms of political decisions. It is precisely because of this objective circumstance that
political decisions are of great importance for Bulgarian economic policy. The theory and
practice of political decisions are faced with significant difficulties that await their resolution.

7. The economic approach is one of the most used by researchers in studying Bulgarian
economic policy in its various aspects. In this regard, the economic approach is often used
together with the historical and political scientific approaches.

8. The study of Bulgarian economic policy using the economic approach is always
carried out with the help of a specific economic theory. Since each economic theory has its own
ontological, epistemological and logical core, the study of Bulgarian economic policy can be
carried out only within the frameworks relevant to the given theory, and this study cannot claim
universality, since there is no universal (generally accepted) economic theory.

9. The study of Bulgarian economic policy using the economic approach must be
subjected to a verification check for the truth of the theoretical statements by comparing them
with the available factual information obtained using various scientific methods. However, the
verification is relative, not absolute. Economic science has not solved the extremely complex
problem of the verification of its own economic theories.
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CHAPTER THREE.
AN ENTREPRENEURIAL APPROACH TO THE RESEARCH
OF BULGARIAN ECONOMIC POLICY

Bulgarian economic policy is extremely rarely described, analyzed and interpreted
through a holistic, systematic, in-depth and grounded entrepreneurial approach. (It is worth
noting here that economic history is not identical to business history.) Usually this is done
through a historical, political, economic and sociological approach or some combination of
them with a variable ratio of elements. In reality, for example, perhaps the most common option
is the historical-economic analysis with a corresponding historical-economic interpretation,
which de facto, although not entirely precise, is called and is known as economic history. This
is, of course, completely understandable. It is mainly due to two reasons.

The first reason is that too few scholars and researchers possess the necessary depth and
breadth of entrepreneurial methodology, which is very specific, as it is a peculiar mixture of a
complex, impressive and somewhat contradictory theory with an interdisciplinary character and
an almost limitless, fragmented, partly chaotic and very heterogeneous economic pragmatics.

The second reason is that scholars and researchers who study Bulgarian economic policy
from an entreprencurial perspective, as a rule, do not have basic education, special training and
practical business experience in entrepreneurship (in general, in economic management) and
that in aggregate, but are situated in other scientific disciplines, as they are usually historians,
economists, political scientists, sociologists, lawyers and others. However, we need to
emphasize that entrepreneurship is neither history, nor economics, nor political science, nor
sociology, nor jurisprudence, etc., but namely entrepreneurship. Entrepreneurship has its own
clear and unappealable differentia specifica.

We are fully convinced that Bulgarian economic policy cannot be fully,
comprehensively and in detail presented, studied and interpreted without the use of the
entrepreneurial approach. Moreover, we argue that it, together with the historical, political and
economic approach, is key to the description, understanding and interpretation of such a
complex phenomenon as Bulgarian economic policy undoubtedly is. We also express our
opinion that the entrepreneurial approach in some respects presents itself and stands out as the
main one, which seems completely obvious to us. All this is determined by one very
understandable circumstance — Bulgarian economic policy has been driven, is being driven and
will probably be driven in the future by means of entrepreneurial mechanisms, entrepreneurial
behavior, entrepreneurial actions and entrepreneurial tools. Another thing — entrepreneurship
not only drives Bulgarian economic policy, but also changes and transforms it, as the state
strives to create a more favorable environment for business initiatives. The role of entreprencurs
is especially key in times when the private sector is the main driver of the economy.

Entrepreneurship, without a doubt, plays a very important role in Bulgarian economic
policy, although the degree of its influence changes in different historical periods. During the
Third Bulgarian Kingdom (1879 — 1946), entrepreneurship was the engine of industry,
agriculture, trade and the financial sector. The Bulgarian state often encouraged
entrepreneurship through protectionist measures and state investments in infrastructure. During
the socialist period (1947 — 1989), the state-planned economy marginalized and almost
destroyed private entrepreneurship, with economic policy being centrally managed by the state.
However, there are some forms of small private economy, especially in agriculture and crafts,
which are manifestations of small and ultra-small entrepreneurship. After the political change
from 1989 to the present day (2024), with the transition to a market economy, entrepreneurship
once again occupies a central place in Bulgarian economic policy. Privatization, liberalization
and European integration lead to the creation of a huge number of new businesses and a radical
change in the economic policy of the Bulgarian state.
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What follows from all this from a research and scientific point of view? The answer to
this question seems unambiguous to us — Bulgarian economic policy can and should be studied
with the help of the entrepreneurial approach and this in certain cases, as well as depending on
the research goals, should be the main priority. However, here we come across an objective
circumstance that cannot be ignored in any way and is of paramount importance. It consists in
the fact that a general (universal) entrepreneurial approach as a methodological tool for research
does not exist. There are actually different entrepreneurial research approaches. In such a case,
we have no choice but to choose and use precisely those entrepreneurial approaches that are
relevant to our subject of study — Bulgarian economic policy and our overall research design,
and also, these same entrepreneurial approaches must be in harmony with our own
paradigmatic, theoretical, conceptual and methodological perceptions and understandings.

We argue that the main entrepreneurial approaches to studying Bulgarian economic
policy are three:

1. Meta-entrepreneurial approach;

2. Macro-entrepreneurial approach;

3. Micro-entrepreneurial approach.

Each of these approaches has its own characteristics and specificities, but all of them
are authentically entrepreneurial (after appropriate modification) and can be used to study
Bulgarian economic policy. In this regard, we will sequentially present and analyze each of the
three approaches, clarifying their essence, as well as their advantages and disadvantages
regarding their possibility of being used as a methodological tool for studying Bulgarian
economic policy, with the corresponding descriptors (descriptive elements). The descriptors
(descriptive elements) are of particular importance for the research goals we pursue, since
through them in chapter four of the dissertation we will describe, analyze and interpret
Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship.

The following conclusions can be drawn from Chapter Three “Entrepreneurial
Approach to Researching Bulgarian Economic Policy”:

1. The study of Bulgarian economic policy can and should be carried out through
entrepreneurial approaches, which are selected according to the research objectives and context.
Since there is no universal entrepreneurial approach, it is necessary to apply approaches that
correspond to the subject of research and the methodological and theoretical positions of the
researcher. The main relevant approaches in this context are three: meta-entrepreneurial, macro-
entrepreneurial and micro-entrepreneurial.

2. The meta-entrepreneurial approach to the study of Bulgarian economic policy should
be based exclusively on philosophical methodology, as only it provides the necessary
theoretical depth. Although philosophical methodology is very diverse and inhomogeneous, the
most essential for the analysis of economic policy are five main directions of the Western
philosophical tradition: positivism, rationalism, pragmatism, postmodernism and
phenomenology. It is these directions that will be the subject of research due to their strong
theoretical and practical interaction with Bulgarian economic policy and entrepreneurship.

3. Positivism, although not universal, can serve as an effective meta-entrepreneurial
approach to the study of Bulgarian economic policy and entrepreneurship. Through its emphasis
on empirical data and the scientific method, it stimulates the rationalization of economic
processes, encouraging the use of statistics, economic analysis and planning practices,
especially in the period after the 1930s. This influence is manifested both in administrative
structures and in the development of scientific institutions and forms of entrepreneurship in the
country.

4. Rationalism represents a deep philosophical foundation of Bulgarian economic policy
and entrepreneurship, placing reason, logic and a systematic approach at the center of economic
thinking. From the Liberation (1878) to the present day (2024), rationalist ideas have had a
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lasting influence on the pursuit of modernization, scientific and technological development and
central planning. This is especially evident in the socialist period, when economic policy was
highly rationalized, although sometimes at odds with practical reality.

5. Pragmatism has an indirect influence on Bulgarian economic policy and
entrepreneurship, without being systematically adopted. Its penetration is carried out through
its individual ideas, such as an orientation towards practical results, flexibility, adaptability and
making considered decisions according to the specific economic and political situation.

6. Postmodernism does not yet have a strong and clearly expressed influence on
Bulgarian economic policy and entrepreneurship, but its impact is gradually growing. Due to
its complex, contradictory and unstable nature, postmodernism is difficult to interpret
unambiguously, but its first manifestations are already noticeable. Its role is expected to
strengthen in the future.

7. Phenomenology offers an alternative and underused perspective for the analysis of
Bulgarian economic policy and entrepreneurship. Although its interactions with these spheres
are difficult to trace and are not applied in practice, the phenomenological approach is
theoretically applicable and is present as a possible analytical framework. The question is not
its existence, but rather the assessment of its analytical value and validity.

8. The macro-entrepreneurial approach is particularly suitable for studying Bulgarian
economic policy for the period 1879 — 2024, as it reveals the interaction between
entrepreneurial practices and state intervention. It allows for an analysis of the state as an active
economic actor, especially in periods of transition and crisis, and explains how institutions take
actions similar to those of individual entrepreneurs. Thanks to its interdisciplinary nature, this
approach successfully encompasses the complex, politically saturated and culturally
conditioned economic reality of Bulgaria. This approach also has shortcomings.

9. The macro-entrepreneurial approach to studying Bulgarian economic policy
encompasses a large number of elements. The dissertation describes, analyzes and interprets
some of the most essential elements (descriptors) — ten in number: 1. State model for managing
entrepreneurship; 2. State support for entrepreneurship; 3. Policy on influencing economic
processes; 4. Policy regarding legal norms regulating entrepreneurship; 5. Manageability of
entrepreneurship; 6. Support of the competitive environment; 7. Stimulation of self-
employment; 8. Support of innovative entrepreneurship; 9. Cultural and psychological
environment of entrepreneurship; 10. Stimulation of the foreign economic activity of
entrepreneurs.

10. The micro-entrepreneurial approach provides a specific and in-depth analytical tool
for studying Bulgarian economic policy, focusing on the individual entrepreneur and the
entrepreneurial organization. Unlike the macro-entrepreneurial approach, which examines
aggregate processes and state policies at a general level, the micro-entrepreneurial approach
analyzes specific entrepreneurial activity and the role of the entrepreneur as a driver of
economic dynamics. Thus, it complements and deepens in a specialized way the general picture
of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship.

11. To implement the objectives of the study, ten elements (descriptors) of the micro-
entrepreneurial approach have been selected, through which Bulgarian economic policy can be
studied for the period 1879 — 2024: 1. Basic mechanism for managing the entrepreneurial
organization; 2. Social responsibility of the entrepreneurial organization; 3. Security of the
entrepreneurial organization; 4. Risk management in the entrepreneurial organization; 5.
Conflict management in the entrepreneurial organization; 6. Entrepreneurial culture; 7.
Entrepreneurial education; 8. Personal and behavioral characteristics of the entrepreneur; 9.
Type of entrepreneurial leadership; 10. Decision-making by the entrepreneur.
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CHAPTER FOUR.
RESEARCHING BULGARIAN ECONOMIC POLICY THROUGH
THE ENTREPRENEURIAL APPROACH

Research methodology

In order to achieve the goals and objectives set by us, we create and use an author’s
methodology for studying Bulgarian economic policy in an entrepreneurial context. The
methodology we use is entrepreneurial in nature, but close to it are the economic methodology
and the political science methodology.

The research methodology consists of three separate methodological approaches —
meta-entrepreneurial, macro-entrepreneurial and micro-entrepreneurial, which are used as basic
research tools for the description, analysis and interpretation of Bulgarian economic policy in
an entrepreneurial context for the time period 1879 — 2024. Each of the methodological
approaches we use has its own specificity, accompanied by advantages and disadvantages.
These three approaches use a different type of analysis, within their framework there is a
different focus and through them different results are obtained, but all this is carried out in the
same research and subject area — Bulgarian economic policy in an entrepreneurial context (See
Table 1).

Something very important — with the help of each methodological approach, we study
separately the entire targeted time period — with the meta-entrepreneurial approach for the
period 1879 — 2024, with the macro-entrepreneurial approach also for the period 1879 — 2024,
and with the micro-entrepreneurial approach again for the period 1879 —2024. Since the studied
time period is very long — 145 years, we divide each period into three segments, based on the
form of government of Bulgaria, where necessary: First segment — Principality of Bulgaria and
Kingdom of Bulgaria (1879 - 1946); Second segment — People’s Republic of Bulgaria (1946 —
1990); Third segment — Republic of Bulgaria (1990 — 2024). Finally, we combine the results
into a synthetic product and interpret what has been achieved in accordance with our own
intentions and research goals.

We search, discover, describe, analyze and interpret the elements (descriptors) of each
methodological approach with the relevant indicators and their qualitative and quantitative
expression in relation to Bulgarian economic policy and Bulgarian entrepreneurship, giving the
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relevant assessments and drawing specific conclusions. The assessments and conclusions are
made on the basis of statistical data (where available), authentic facts and evidence, as well as
on the basis of our expert knowledge, experience and intuition.

Meta-entrepreneurial approach — research results

The meta-entrepreneurial approach consists of the following five elements: 1.
Positivism; 2. Rationalism; 3. Pragmatism; 4. Postmodernism; 5. Phenomenology. The main
goal here is to describe and analyze the fundamental attitudes and policies that influence
entrepreneurial activity in Bulgaria. The research logic is as follows the presence of each
element and its influence (absence, weak, moderate, strong) for the time period 1879 — 2024 in
the sphere of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of domestic entrepreneurship is sought,
while making the relevant findings and conclusions. Each meta-entrepreneurial element
(positivism, rationalism, pragmatism, postmodernism, phenomenology) is studied, taking into
account its influence (absence, weak, moderate, strong) on Bulgarian economic policy in the
context of entrepreneurship for the period 1879 — 2024 (in three-time sub-periods).

For the purposes of the study, the qualitative assessments were converted into rank
values for the purpose of quantitative presentation and comparative analysis of subjective and
descriptive data. The assessments used were transformed into a rank scale with the following
correspondences: Absence = 0; Weak = 1; Moderate = 2; Strong = 3. This coding reflects an
order of intensity, but does not imply equal intervals between the values, since the scale is rank
in nature. The conversion was performed in order to facilitate the analysis, summary and
visualization of the data within the study. The method allows the application of non-parametric
statistical techniques, as well as the calculation of frequencies, mode and median. The
interpretation of the results preserves the qualitative meaning of the initial assessments, and the
numerical values serve only as a tool for systematization and comparison.

The meta-entrepreneurial approach measures the extent to which different philosophical
trends (positivism, rationalism, pragmatism, postmodernism, phenomenology) correspond to
and have influenced the real economic policy of Bulgaria for the period 1879 — 2024, in an
entrepreneurial context. The method uses a Rank Scale with quantitative measurement and
summary by arithmetic mean value to derive a trend for the entire period studied.

Table 2 shows the results of the study using a meta-entrepreneurial approach for
different time periods: Period 1879 — 1946; Period 1946 — 1990; Period 1990 — 2024; Period
1879 — 2024 (arithmetic mean).

For the period 1879 — 1946, positivism (Rank Scale 2) prevails, followed by rationalism
(Rank Scale 1), pragmatism (Rank Scale 1) and phenomenology (Rank Scale 1), and finally
postmodernism (Rank Scale 0).

For the period 1946 — 1990, positivism (Rank Scale 3) comes first, followed by
rationalism (Rank Scale 2), then pragmatism (Rank Scale 1), and finally postmodernism (Rank
Scale 0) and phenomenology (Rank Scale 0).

For the period 1990 — 2024, positivism (Rank Scale 2) is in the lead, followed by
rationalism (Rank Scale 1), pragmatism (Rank Scale 1) and phenomenology (Rank Scale 1),
with postmodernism (Rank Scale 0) in last place.

For the entire period studied 1879 — 2024, the results were calculated using the
arithmetic mean value for the three periods using the established Rank Scale and are as follows:
Positivism is in first place (Rank Scale 2.33), rationalism is in second place (Rank Scale 1.33),
pragmatism is in third place (Rank Scale 1), phenomenology is in fourth place (Rank Scale
0.66) and postmodernism is in fifth place (Rank Scale 0).

The following conclusions can be formulated.

First conclusion — there is a dominance of positivism (Rank scale 2.33). Throughout the
studied time period, Bulgarian economic policy has been oriented towards empirical and factual
data, causal relationships and structural regulations. It is precisely positivism (empiricism) that
is the foundation on which Bulgarian economic policy, interpreted in an entrepreneurial
dimension, is built. Here, the emphasis is placed on objectivity, empirical data and indicators,
but also little or no consideration of the individual, psychological and cultural context.
Domestic economic policy traditionally prefers and uses objective and “hard” instruments of
influence — regulations, taxes, indicators, bureaucracy, control, instead of “soft”, intuitive or
subjective factors.

Second conclusion — rationalism (Rank scale 1.33) has a significant role, but still a
supporting one — especially in moments of state consolidation and building new structures and
relationships. It becomes clear that attempts at consistency and planning stand out in Bulgarian
economic policy, but they are not permanent and sustainable.

Third conclusion — pragmatism (Rank scale 1.00) is characterized by moderate
importance. Pragmatism reflects a limited, but still important function of practical economic
action, adaptation and focus on the result.

Fourth conclusion — phenomenology (Rank scale 0.66) shows a weak presence. This
means that Bulgarian economic policy very rarely takes into account the subjective experience
of the entrepreneur and the meaning of entrepreneurial activity. The weak presence of
phenomenology is evidence of the insufficient human orientation of Bulgarian economic policy
in the entrepreneurial sphere — insignificant attention to motivation, sense of security and
cultural context of the entrepreneur.

Fifth conclusion — postmodernism (Rank scale 0.00) demonstrates a complete absence
in the realities of Bulgarian economic policy. It becomes clear that domestic economic policy
does not allow and does not tolerate fragmentation, relativity, subjectivity or cultural-hybrid
approaches outside the basic and traditional contour of social development. The low values of
phenomenology and postmodernism demonstrate to us the fact that there is a gap in the
understanding of the entrepreneur as a cultural, psychological and social subject, and it is not
enough to treat him only in his role as an object of regulation.
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Macro-entrepreneurial approach — research results

The results of the study of the ten elements of the macro-entrepreneurial approach are
presented with the corresponding indicators for each element, which are a different number for
each element. The aim is to study the influence of these elements on the Bulgarian economic
policy in the context of entrepreneurship for the period 1879 — 2024, by making the
corresponding interpretation.

After we studied the Bulgarian economic policy in an entrepreneurial context for the
period 1879 — 2024 using the macro-entrepreneurial approach and obtained the corresponding
results, we can formulate generalized conclusions in relation to these same results.

First conclusion — economic management, as a fundamental component (perhaps even
the most important) of domestic economic policy, along with changes, also demonstrates
undoubted conservatism (in the sense of tradition). Common features are observed in Bulgarian
economic management for the entire period from 1879 to 2024, regardless of what governments
are in power (liberal, conservative, socialist, authoritarian, totalitarian, eclectic, etc.) and in
what configurations the main political actors, as well as other economic protagonists, are
represented.

Second conclusion — Bulgarian economic policy is inextricably linked with Bulgarian
folk psychology, and the latter has existed for centuries and embodies many difficult-to-change
principles, and also forms a unique psychological archetype of the Bulgarian type. Bulgarian
economic policy is usually planned, implemented, managed and controlled by Bulgarians (or
at least in a Bulgarian socio-psychological environment), and all of this inevitably leaves its
mark on this same policy. This pattern is omnipresent.

Third conclusion — Bulgarian economic policy is predominantly opportunistic. It is
almost always so for two main reasons. The first reason is that Bulgarians, for the most part,
from the Liberation (1878) to the present day (2024), have not changed their predominantly
pessimistic worldview towards their own economic existence (state) and that of the Bulgarian
state, which is why the governing entities are objectively forced to pursue an opportunistic
economic policy, with a populist and facade character. The second reason is that those who
govern the country’s economy as a rule (there are exceptions) do not protect the public
economic good — i.e. of the entire Bulgarian population, but are conductors, agents, defenders,
adepts and lobbyists of the private economic good — i.e. they are in the service only of certain
strata of the people (never of the entire people), and sometimes only of themselves. Therefore,
the most successful for them, and in practice the only remaining policy, is the opportunistic one
—1i.e. the one-sided, self-serving, manipulative and populist one.

Fourth conclusion — the implementation (i.e. whether something will happen or not) of
the Bulgarian economic policy depends mostly on the middle management echelon (middle
hierarchical layer). When the history of domestic economic policy is carefully and in detail
traced, the following picture clearly appears before the researcher’s eyes —no matter how clever,
skilled, liked and prepared the person at the top of the economic pyramid may be (this is almost
always the Prime Minister and/or the relevant economic minister and the employees in his
entourage), almost nothing depends on him, but on the people immediately below his level (the
middle layer of managers). In Bulgaria (regardless of whether it is a principality, kingdom,
people's republic or republic), the key factor for the success of any economic policy is the
middle (intermediate) management layer. We are talking about heads of departments, directors
of departments, regional, county, district and settlement governors, heads of large economic
associations, managers (administrators) of large and sometimes medium-sized commercial
companies, leading specialists, authoritative theorists with an applied focus (scientists,
researchers, consultants) and others. We are convinced that anyone who wants to engage in
practical economic policy in the Bulgarian lands must take this fact into account and comply
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with it. The backbone of the Bulgarian economy has always been the small owners (during the
time of socialism, the so-called proletariat, working peasantry and intelligentsia — who, again,
are some kinds of very small “socialist” owners, albeit a very specific one), and it will probably
be so for at least a few more decades, but its effective management, and ultimately success, is
determined by the middle classes. In the event that there are relatively wealthy middle classes
(not very poor, but not very rich) and they manage their property well and/or are highly
motivated employees — the Bulgarian economy develops well, otherwise — the domestic
economy falls into crisis states.

Fifth conclusion — Bulgarian economic policy as a rule depends on external factors for
the country and to a very high degree. In practice, Bulgaria has not conducted, does not conduct
and cannot conduct a completely independent (sovereign) economic policy. This has both
negative and positive consequences, which enter into complex relationships with each other.
The Bulgarian economy does not know autarchy (self-sufficiency and self-government), it
constantly has to adapt to someone or something. Bulgaria does not have full economic
sovereignty — i.e. the country does not manage to build a sustainable, independent economy that
would develop on the basis of its own resources, priorities and strategies. Instead, its economy
often adapts to external conditions, which makes it vulnerable and unstable.

Sometimes the adaptation of the Bulgarian economy to external factors is partially
successful, other times — an economic disaster, and third times — truly successful.

Partially successful, from an economic point of view, was, for example, the linking of
the economy of the People’s Republic of Bulgaria with the economy of the USSR and the
CMEA countries in the era of socialism (1946 — 1989). The country rapidly industrialized,
poverty was eradicated, energy resources were drawn from the USSR at preferential prices,
which were subsequently re-exported at higher prices. Bulgaria had guaranteed markets for its
products within the CMEA countries, which ensured predictability of trade, stable income and
minimal risk of market competition. The People’s Republic of Bulgaria specialized in certain
sectors, for example, electronics, agricultural products, the food industry and pharmacy, which
facilitated production planning, investments and training of personnel. The state and a
significant part of business managers gained economic self-confidence, as Bulgaria began to
approach in some economic aspects the most developed CMEA countries located in Central
Europe — the GDR, Czechoslovakia, Hungary and Poland. These are all the pluses; there are
also many minuses. The USSR and the CMEA took as much as they gave from the People’s
Republic of Bulgaria.

An economic disaster for the economy of the Kingdom of Bulgaria were the trade
agreements concluded with Germany — the trade agreement of 1931 and the Bulgarian-German
clearing agreement of 1932. The damage from the unequal exchange of goods between the
Kingdom and Nazi Germany was later estimated at about 15 billion leva, equalized by the
purchasing power of the Bulgarian leva from 1939 (Sazdov, 2010, p. 214). Germany brutally,
purposefully and consciously robbed Bulgaria. The German Reich gave almost nothing to the
Kingdom of Bulgaria, but only sucked out its economic resources.

For now, the Bulgarian economy is successfully incorporated into the huge economy of
the European Union. The country’s GDP is growing, the negative effects on the country’s
economy are being minimized (as far as possible), there is an unprecedented opportunity for
the free supply of Bulgarian goods and services on the almost vast EU market, state transfers
under the European funds and direct payments from the EU to Bulgaria are a significant factor
in the positive economic dynamics in recent years. There are, of course, many negatives, the
main one being the flooding of the local market with European consumer goods and the almost
complete displacement of domestic producers from the market covering end consumers. Entire
Bulgarian industries, sectors and hundreds of enterprises are being swept away by European
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competition. In the end, it seems that the EU is giving a little more to the Republic of Bulgaria
than it is receiving in return.

Sixth conclusion — a decisive factor in the implementation of the Bulgarian economic
policy is the public administration, both central and territorial. This is so because the latter plays
the role of the main transmission (connecting link) between the economic policy of the central,
regional and local power structures of the Bulgarian state and the numerous and diverse
economic entities that operate in the vast economic space. Very often (almost always) in a
historical perspective, the issue of the quantity (number) of the domestic public administration
is discussed. Here, as can be expected, the assessments are very contradictory. However, the
following clear trend is noticeable — the state (as a conductor of a certain economic policy)
constantly and systematically strives to increase the number of employees in the field of public
administration, while economic entities (as recipients and clients of this same state economic
policy) are not satisfied with this and are convinced that the number of employees is too large.

Seventh conclusion — Bulgarian entrepreneurship develops cyclically — it realizes an
upsurge in conditions of economic freedom and declines in conditions of strict state control.
Despite historical interruptions, since 1990, it has been experiencing a revival and adaptation
to global economic realities. In our time, Bulgaria has an active entrepreneurial environment,
but it needs stronger institutional support and better protection of free competition.

Eighth conclusion — Bulgarian entrepreneurship develops depending on state economic
policy. Throughout the entire studied period from 1879 to 2024, state intervention (mainly —
support, non-interference, obstruction) is the decisive factor for the progress of the
entrepreneurial spirit and the success of entrepreneurial initiatives. Liberal, market-oriented
periods encourage entrepreneurial activities, while authoritarian and centrally planned
economy-style regimes suppress or marginalize these same activities.

Ninth conclusion — in the period 1879 — 1944 Bulgarian entrepreneurship marked a
gradual development, moving from handicrafts and small trade to the creation of a national
industry, modern agriculture and a banking sector. Despite political instability, wars and
economic crises, an active entrepreneurial layer was formed, which contributed to the
establishment of the economic independence of the young Bulgarian state. The development
was uneven, but fundamental for the formation of the market economy.

Tenth conclusion — in the period 1946 — 1989 entrepreneurship in the classical sense did
not exist, since the Bulgarian state completely eliminated private economic initiative. However,
economic activity did not stop, and entrepreneurial qualities and skills found expression in the
management of state-owned enterprises, in the “grey economy” and in the emergence of
cooperative structures of a quasi-entrepreneurial type at the end of the period. This experience,
although informal, served as a basis for the later development of the private sector after 1989,
but also left its mark on the mentality of the population towards risk, ownership and innovation
in the post-socialist period. The most negative phenomenon is the loss of the entrepreneurial
spirit — two Bulgarian generations grew up without the culture of private initiative.

Eleventh conclusion — in the period 1990 — 2024, Bulgarian entrepreneurship is
undergoing a dynamic, often contradictory development, marked by the transition from a
planned to a market economy, the accumulation of experience, the entry of foreign investments,
membership in the EU, and a slow, contradictory, but real transformation of the business
environment. In general, it can be stated that entrepreneurship is developing unevenly, but
sustainably. It is moving from a spontaneous, forced and often gray activity in the 1990s to an
increasingly structured, digitalized and globally oriented sector in our time. Although there are
structural problems, including corruption, neglect and institutional weakness, the innovative
spirit and the development of new technologies lead to positive prospects.

Twelfth conclusion — the achievements of Bulgarian entrepreneurs in the time period
1879 — 2024 are more the result of their own efforts, and not so much a consequence of
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consistent, targeted and systematic state support. The Bulgarian state still does not understand
that entrepreneurs are an economic vanguard and the specific stratum of the domestic
population (there is no other similar one in social stratification) that can create the greatest
added value and push the Bulgarian economy to a higher economic orbit. Moreover — domestic
entrepreneurs need support, not patronage, but such support is rarely provided to them. In order
to create high added value, entrepreneurs need a favorable, or at least a neutral, economic
environment, which can be created, maintained and controlled only by the Bulgarian state. The
analysis of time series and the economic policy implemented through the macro-entrepreneurial
approach unambiguously indicate, however, that the Bulgarian case is not exactly like that.

Micro-entrepreneurial approach — research results

After using the micro-entrepreneurial approach to study Bulgarian economic policy in
an entrepreneurial context for the period 1879 — 2024 and obtaining relevant results, we can
formulate the following general conclusions:

First conclusion — the main mechanism for managing the entrepreneurial organization
in Bulgaria in the period 1879 — 2024 underwent significant evolution and demonstrated
diversity — the hierarchical and functional are often presented, but the network, eclectic, chaotic
and self-management are also found. There is no clearly expressed main mechanism.

Second conclusion — throughout the period 1879 — 2024, most entrepreneurs in Bulgaria
carry out activities related to social responsibility. In general, domestic entrepreneurs
demonstrate a sufficiently high level of individual social responsibility, which is very diverse
in its nature and forms.

Third conclusion — in the period 1879 — 2024 the security system in entrepreneurial
organizations developed gradually — from poorly represented (from the Liberation to the Balkan
Wars and the First World War), through voluntary and centralized (the period of socialism), to
fully systematic and deployed (in some entrepreneurial organizations in modern times). The
type of behavior regarding security varies — sometimes it is reactive (actions after adverse
events), other times — proactive (actions before adverse events).

Fourth conclusion — risk management in the entrepreneurial organization in Bulgaria
for the period 1879 — 2024 demonstrates evolutionary development. At first (1879 — 1944) risk
is managed mainly intuitively, then (1946 — 1989) — centrally and quite effectively, and after
1990 until 2024, risk management is completely absent at first, and subsequently becomes
professionalized. The integration of risk management into the general strategy of the
entrepreneurial organization is generally absent for the entire period, with few exceptions.

Fifth conclusion — the degree of conflictological tension and the strength of conflict
interaction in entrepreneurial organizations for the period 1879 — 2024 is strongly dependent on
the dynamically changing political and economic phenomena and processes taking place in the
country. Generally speaking, the total strength of conflict interaction for the entire period is
average, and sometimes high. Entrepreneurs do not have particularly good skills in dealing with
conflicts that arise, both in their organizations and in the entrepreneurial environment.

Sixth conclusion — the prevailing cultural attitude of the Bulgarian population towards
entrepreneurship as a whole in the period 1879 — 2024 underwent a significant evolution and
changed significantly, determined by various factors. In the period 1879 — 1944 the prevailing
cultural attitude was positive, then in the period 1946 — 1989 — negative, but formally imposed
by the political authorities, and in the period 1990 — 2024 the attitude was heterogeneous —
positive, negative and neutral, with no visible predominance of one type of attitude.

Seventh conclusion — the public authorities in Bulgaria show a very unstable, but still
evolving approach to supporting entrepreneurial education in the country for the period 1879 —
2024 and controlling its quality. In the period 1879 — 1944, the foundations of entrepreneurial
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education were laid, but the latter was very poorly developed and of low quality. In the period
1946 — 1989, there was no entrepreneurial education for ideological reasons — neither in schools
nor in universities. In the period 1990 — 2024, entreprencurial education began to be promoted
by the state, albeit hesitantly and inconsistently. The quality of this education varies greatly —
from excellent quality to low level. The demand for entrepreneurial education in the same
period increased sharply. The effects of entrepreneurial education are not particularly large for
the entire studied period of 145 years.

Eighth conclusion — the results show that the leading personality and behavioral
characteristics of the typical entrepreneur in Bulgaria for the period 1879 — 2024 do not change
radically, regardless of changes in the social system, political fluctuations, the economic
environment and cultural characteristics. The typical Bulgarian entrepreneur has the following
traits that form a kind of domestic archetype: moderate risk-taking, cool calculation, faith in
one’s own capabilities, high adaptability, relatively low threshold of desires (the entrepreneur
is satisfied only with what can feed him and his family and does not strive for anything more),
strong suspicion of public authorities, low and medium propensity for innovation.

Ninth conclusion — the predominant type of entreprenecurial leadership changes
significantly over the period 1879 — 2024. The main unchanging feature of this type of
leadership is the personal authority of the entrepreneur. At the beginning of the period it is rather
informal, then during the time of socialism it becomes bureaucratic, and at the beginning of the
21st century and thereafter it becomes rational and transformational.

Tenth conclusion — the results show that there is no clearly expressed predominant type
of entrepreneurial decisions in Bulgaria for the period 1879 — 2024. Entrepreneurs make both
strategic and operational types of decisions. Entrepreneurs understand the key importance of
decisions and treat them with due attention.

CONCLUSION

In the introduction to the dissertation, we presented its basic requisites, which outline
the framework of the research and build the core of our fundamental claims.

In Chapter One, we focused on the problem of Bulgarian economic policy in seven time
periods (1879 — 2024), which were studied in an analogous manner, as follows: time period
1879 — 1899; time period 1900 — 1919; time period 1920 — 1939; time period 1940 — 1959; time
period 1960 — 1979; time period 1980 — 1999; time period 2000 — 2024. Based on a
comprehensive analysis, we examined the political and economic development of each period,
establishing the following. For the period 1879 — 1899 the most significant characteristic of
economic development was the agrarian revolution, in which the majority of the Bulgarian
peasantry became owners of small and fragmented landholdings. Industry took its first steps.
We have established that at the beginning of the period 1900 — 1919 Bulgarian farmers began
to emerge from their great poverty, entrepreneurs began to be noticed on the representative
economic scene, and the country’s economy made significant progress. As a result of the three
lost wars (the two Balkan wars and the First World War), the country’s economy was completely
ruined. We have established that in the period 1920 — 1939 Bulgaria’s economy began to recover
with great difficulty, experiencing a process of painful modernization, with partial successes
being achieved. It became clear that the period 1940 — 1959 was completely turbulent in
economic terms. In the beginning (1940 — 1944) the country’s economy was put on wartime
rails, with its resources being appropriated through unequal exchange without any scruples by
Nazi Germany. A transitional stage followed (1944 — 1947), during which a completely new
form of political governance was forcibly imposed. The stage 1948 — 1959 marked the
Sovietization of the domestic economy — a centrally planned economy, accelerated
industrialization, collectivization of agriculture and the prohibition of private property.
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Entrepreneurship was destroyed and persecuted in every way, including by criminal means. For
the period 1960 — 1979, we came to the main conclusion that the centrally planned economy
stabilized, but remained poorly effective, with entrepreneurship non-existent. We concluded
that the period 1980 — 1999 was very heterogeneous. In the period 1980 — 1989, the Bulgarian
economy fell into a severe crisis, with attempts at reform, but they had no effect. The period
1991 — 1999 was characterized by economic chaos, which was brought under control with the
introduction of a Currency Board in 1997. The country embarked on the path of a liberal market
economy. There was an extremely rapid development of entrepreneurship, especially small-
scale. The study showed us that during the period 2000 — 2024, the country’s economy
continued to develop, but unevenly and burdened with systemic shortcomings.
Entrepreneurship is strengthening, but it is facing very serious problems that are difficult to
resolve.

In Chapter Two, we presented and interpreted the main approaches to studying
Bulgarian economic policy. We found that Bulgarian economic policy is most often described,
analyzed and explained using three approaches — historical, political science and economic. Our
study showed that the most widely used approach to studying domestic economic policy is the
historical one, but it does not fully meet the requirements for reliability, as it interprets the
objective facts of history in a subjective and interpretative manner. We found that the political
science approach is a good tool for studying Bulgarian economic policy, with its main drawback
being its relativity. We came across the fact that the four Bulgarian constitutions (1879, 1947,
1971, 1991) from the Liberation to our present day have a significant impact on its economic
policy, as they set the most general supreme legal norm for the management of the Bulgarian
economic model. We have proven that the party-political system is the strongest factor for
influencing and controlling domestic economic policy, with the main mechanism for the
implementation of all this being political decisions. We have argued our claim that the economic
approach is often used to study Bulgarian economic policy, and this is always done with the
help of specific economic theories.

In Chapter Three, we described and analyzed the entrepreneurial approach to studying
Bulgarian economic policy. We defended our thesis that when studying how economic policy
is formed and implemented in Bulgaria over a 145-year research period, it is useful and
necessary to use the perspective of entrepreneurship — i.e. to view policy as a result of actions,
choices and strategies of various economic agents (state, businesses, individuals) who exhibit
entrepreneurial behavior. We concluded that there is no universal entrepreneurial approach that
applies to every case. The approach should be chosen depending on the purpose of the specific
study and the context in which it is conducted. We constructed three main entrepreneurial
approaches that we considered relevant for studying Bulgarian economic policy through the
prism of entrepreneurship and which are relevant for proving our main research hypothesis:
meta-entrepreneurial, macro-entrepreneurial and micro-entrepreneurial. We built the meta-
entrepreneurial approach on philosophical methodology, as only it provides the necessary
theoretical breadth and depth. We presented our view that the most significant for the analysis
of domestic economic policy are five main directions of the Western philosophical tradition:
positivism, rationalism, pragmatism, postmodernism and phenomenology. We supported with
evidence the opinion that the macro-entrepreneurial approach is very suitable for the study of
Bulgarian economic policy for the period 1879 — 2024, as it reveals the interaction between
entrepreneurial practices and state intervention. We established that the micro-entrepreneurial
approach is an effective tool for the study of Bulgarian economic policy, as it places emphasis
on the individual entrepreneur and the entrepreneurial organization.

In Chapter Four, we studied Bulgarian economic policy through the entrepreneurial
approach using our own methodology. We found that no one has ever studied domestic
economic policy from an academic perspective using the entrepreneurial approach and our
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methodology, which is why the study is groundbreaking. Our author’s methodology is built on
the synthesis and differentiation of the meta-entrepreneurial, macro-entrepreneurial and micro-
entrepreneurial approaches. We were convinced that the combination of the three approaches
used gives us a systematic and detailed picture of the phenomenon we studied. We applied the
three approaches in our study, identifying its elements (descriptors) for each approach, and also
determining the corresponding indicators by which the elements are described and measured.
As aresult, with the help of the three approaches, we were able to describe, analyze and interpret
Bulgarian economic policy in an entrepreneurial context. Using the meta-entrepreneurial
approach, we have proven that for the period 1879 — 2024, domestic economic policy is
dominated by positivism. Using the macro-entrepreneurial approach, we have established that
Bulgarian economic policy is predominantly opportunistic, and Bulgarian entrepreneurship
develops evolutionary. We have come to the empirical conclusion that the results and
achievements of domestic entrepreneurs in the 145-year period studied are primarily a
consequence of their own efforts, and not so much of the support of the Bulgarian state. Using
the tool of the micro-entrepreneurial approach, we established how Bulgarian entrepreneurs
develop their activities in specific entrepreneurial organizations for the period 1879 —2024. We
found that the prevailing cultural attitude of the overall Bulgarian population towards
entrepreneurship for the period 1879 — 2024 changed, becoming positive, negative and neutral,
and we also proved that the typical Bulgarian entrepreneur possesses some character traits that
do not change for the entire period studied.

Main conclusions from the dissertation work

As a result of our dissertation research, we can formulate the following main
conclusions:

1. We studied Bulgarian economic policy as its essence, elements and characteristics in
its relations with Bulgarian entrepreneurship for the period 1879 — 2024. We proved that there
is a strong and inseparable connection between Bulgarian economic policy and domestic
entrepreneurship and they influence each other in a variety of ways.

2. We studied the main three approaches to studying Bulgarian economic policy —
historical, political and economic. We established the advantages and disadvantages of each
approach. We proved that Bulgarian economic policy can be studied using these three
approaches, but with certain methodological limitations.

3. We proposed, launched and used an entrepreneurial approach to studying Bulgarian
economic policy, constructing it specifically for the purposes of our research. We defended our
claim that the most appropriate approach to studying entrepreneurship is the entrepreneurial
approach.

4. We described and analyzed the Bulgarian economic policy in an entrepreneurial
context and studied it using an original author's methodology that includes three layers of
analysis — meta-entrepreneurial, macro-entrepreneurial and micro-entrepreneurial.

5. As a result of the research we conducted, we obtained scientific results that can be
used for a broad, detailed and systematic theoretical explanation of the Bulgarian economic
policy from the perspective of entrepreneurship, and the same results can be used for various
purposes. The results are also able to support in practical terms the planning, optimization and
implementation of the future Bulgarian economic policy in some key aspects.
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Recapitulation of the main goal of the dissertation
and the research tasks set (request and implementation)

A methodological requirement of each dissertation is that the author indicates in the
conclusion whether he has fulfilled the main goal of the dissertation and the research tasks set
stated at the beginning (most often in the introduction). We will not make an exception to this
requirement and we fulfill it.

Main goal of the dissertation

Request (stated in the introduction): The main goal of the dissertation is to prove that
the Bulgarian economic policy for the period 1879 — 2024 directly and indirectly affects
Bulgarian entrepreneurship, and also that the implementation of this same entrepreneurship
based on the principle of feedback has an impact and changes domestic economic policy.

Research tasks set (application and implementation)

Tasks of a scientific nature:

1. Description of existing approaches, theories, concepts and models for the study of
Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship and their analysis and
interpretation (application).

Implementation: Yes.

2. Launching and description of an original entrepreneurial methodological approach
for the study of Bulgarian economic policy (application).

Implementation: Yes.

3. Searching and finding applications of an original entrepreneurial methodological
approach for the study of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship
(application).

Implementation: Yes.

Tasks of a scientific and applied nature:

1. Study of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of time (past and present) and
finding connections and relations with domestic entrepreneurship (application).

Implementation: Yes.

2. Analysis of the evolution and essence of the approaches to studying Bulgarian
economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship and interpretation of their use (request).

Implementation: Yes.

3. Search and find applications of the author’s entrepreneurial methodological approach
to studying Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship (request).

Implementation: Yes.

Applied tasks:

1. Assessment of the possibility of using approaches, theories, concepts and models
related to Bulgarian economic policy and domestic entrepreneurship for the purposes of
practical management of the Bulgarian economy and increasing the competitiveness of
Bulgarian entrepreneurship (request).

Implementation: Yes.

2. Identification of the main problem areas in the theory studying Bulgarian economic
policy and entrepreneurship and offering a view on how they can be overcome when applying
them in the reality of economic policy and the context of entrepreneurship (request).

Implementation: Yes.
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3. Derivation of an original entrepreneurial methodological approach for the study of
Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship with its description for use in
practice and the field of entrepreneurship (application).

Implementation: Yes.

Proving the main research hypothesis
(application and implementation)

In the dissertation, we argued and tried to prove that Bulgarian economic policy
influences the development of Bulgarian entrepreneurship in a completely different way in
different time periods (period 1879 — 2024), has an evolutionary nature of development, and
that the development of domestic entrepreneurship is more a result of the individual efforts and
contribution of entrepreneurs, and not so much of the targeted interventionism of this same
economic policy of the state.

In order to prove the main research hypothesis, we launched and used an author's
methodology built on the basis of the entrepreneurial approach to study Bulgarian economic
policy in an entrepreneurial context for the period 1879 — 2024, obtaining relevant empirical
results. The author of the dissertation can conclude that the main goal of the study, as well as
the three types of research tasks set, have been fulfilled — this is evident from the description,
analysis and interpretation of the studied processes, phenomena and phenomena, as well as
from the empirical results obtained using the author's methodology. All this gives reason to
categorically assume that the main research hypothesis raised by us has been proven.

Use of the results obtained in the dissertation
and recommendations for their implementation in practice

We are convinced that the scientific, scientific-applied and applied results obtained in
the dissertation work are available (exist) and can be used in broad sectors of public practice.
This is due primarily to objective circumstances and the enormous importance of Bulgarian
economic policy and domestic entrepreneurship for the development and prosperity of
Bulgarian society. The results obtained, in addition, can be useful both for the numerous cohorts
of researchers situated in various theoretical fields covering Bulgarian economic policy and
entrepreneurship, as well as for experts and specialists from practice who constantly make
decisions within the framework of the two problem areas indicated.

We would like to make one main recommendation for the possible implementation in
practice of the results obtained in the dissertation research. The results obtained, although of a
general (universal) nature, need modification and transformation when applied in a real
situation, depending on numerous factors.

Opportunities for future research on the subject of the study

The opportunities for future research within the scope of Bulgarian economic policy in
the context of entrepreneurship, in our opinion, are significant and could be expressed in the
following three directions.

First direction — there is a possibility of homogenization and unification of theories,
concepts and models within the framework of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of
entrepreneurship, while maintaining scientific pluralism.

Second direction — improvement and expansion of knowledge about Bulgarian
economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship and further development of the related
theory, methodological foundation and methodological tools.
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Third direction — there is a significant potential for creating specific methodologies of a
scientific, scientifically applied and applied type for improving Bulgarian economic policy in
the context of entrepreneurship

We can predict that in the future there will continue to be significant research interest in
the scientific problem of Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship, as
studies will begin to expand, deepen and detail. The focus of research will probably begin to
shift to artificial intelligence systems (software agents) and to interactions in the human-
artificial intelligence dyad, as this time is approaching at a very fast pace and is already in some
respects even situated in reality.

Ways to verify and refute
the descriptions, analyses and conclusions made in the dissertation

A variety of scientific arguments, methodological tools and analytical approaches are
used and implicitly laid down in the dissertation work, which create the possibility of
multidirectional verification of the descriptions, analyses and conclusions made. The research
allows for both substantive, empirical and logical verification of the results, as well as their
critical challenge by applying alternative methods, additional sources or different theoretical
frameworks. It is precisely this openness to verification and potential refutation that
corresponds to the basic principles of scientific knowledge and clearly distinguishes the work
from speculative or apologetic interpretations. In this sense, the possibility of verifiability and
falsifiability of the theses is convincing evidence of the learned nature of the dissertation work.
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IV. SELF-ASSESSMENT OF THE MAIN CONTRIBUTIONS
IN THE DISSERTATION

In the dissertation, we highlight two main types of contributions: contributions of a
scientific nature and contributions of a scientific-applied nature. Contributions of a scientific
nature predominate, which can be expected from a dissertation work for the acquisition of the
scientific degree “Doctor of Sciences”.

Scientific Contributions

First contribution. It has been established that the historical approach is the most widely
used approach for studying Bulgarian economic policy, but nevertheless this approach is not
completely reliable, since historians describe and interpret objective historical facts most often
subjectively.

Second contribution. It has been proven that the political science approach should be
used in the study of Bulgarian economic policy, since with its help the overt and covert motives
of the political behavior of various political actors can be examined and interpreted.

Third contribution. The significance of the four Bulgarian constitutions from the
Liberation of Bulgaria to the present day (1879, 1947, 1971, 1991) is analyzed and the influence
they have had on Bulgarian economic policy for the period 1879 — 2024 is presented.

Fourth contribution. 1t is stated that Bulgarian economic policy is implemented in
practice through the mechanisms of political decisions and from this objective circumstance
their key importance for this same policy is deduced.

Fifth contribution. The statement is argued and proven that the study of Bulgarian
economic policy through the economic approach is always carried out with the help of a specific
economic theory. Since there is no universal (generally accepted) economic theory, the study
and interpretation of Bulgarian economic policy through the economic approach can only be
done within the theoretical framework of a specific economic theory, without claims to
universality.

Sixth contribution. A new methodological tool for the study of Bulgarian economic
policy is proposed, described and used — the entrepreneurial approach with its three varieties:
meta-entrepreneurial approach, macro-entrepreneurial approach and micro-entrepreneurial
approach. These three approaches are examined comparatively, analytically and interpretively.

Seventh contribution. With the help of the meta-entrepreneurial approach and its main
elements (positivism, rationalism, pragmatism, postmodernism and phenomenology),
Bulgarian economic policy is described and interpreted from an entrepreneurial perspective.

Eighth contribution. The macro-entrepreneurial approach is described and used to study
Bulgarian economic policy. It has been proven that it is particularly suitable for this purpose as
it reveals the interaction between domestic entrepreneurial practices and state intervention. Ten
elements (descriptors) of the macro-entrepreneurial approach are derived and used with which
Bulgarian economic policy is studied and the corresponding conclusions are drawn.

Ninth contribution. A micro-entrepreneurial approach is constructed and used to study
Bulgarian economic policy, which focuses on the individual entrepreneur and the
entrepreneurial organization and consists of ten elements (descriptors).
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Contributions of a scientific and applied nature

First contribution. An author’s formula for the manageability of Bulgarian
entrepreneurship in a macro aspect is proposed, which is a function of seven main factors.

Second contribution. The launched entrepreneurial approach to the study of Bulgarian
economic policy is described, operationalized and tested for use in public practice.

Third contribution. A large part of the descriptions, analyses and interpretations related
to Bulgarian economic policy in the context of entrepreneurship can be taught as lecture courses
and academic disciplines in higher education institutions, as well as for the training of
specialists from practice.

Fourth contribution. The issue of coherence between economic policy and
entrepreneurial activity has been resolved to a significant extent, which means that both policy
and its practical application in the field of entrepreneurship are coordinated (homogenized).
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
