1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The candidate has submitted the dissertation for discussion at the
Department of Entrepreneurship, Business Faculty of UNWE, in accordance
with Art. 39 of the Regulations for the Implementation of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. The procedure
for the public defense was opened by decision of the Faculty Council of the
Business Faculty at UNWE (Minutes No. 6/27.01.2026).

Prof. lvan Tsanov is an established scholar with extensive academic and
teaching experience in the fields of economics, management, and
entrepreneurship. His professional career is characterized by consistency, high
research productivity, and active teaching engagement across several Bulgarian



higher education institutions.

His research interests cover a broad range of disciplines—
entrepreneurship, management, economics, research methodology, among
others—thus shaping a distinctly interdisciplinary profile. His accumulated
research experience of more than three decades constitutes a solid foundation
for the development of a dissertation of such scope and complexity.

2. Brief characterization of the dissertation

The dissertation comprises 410 pages, including 380 pages of main text,
and consists of an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, and a bibliography
of 320 sources. Its structure is logically coherent and fully aligned with the
objectives and tasks of the research.

The topic is undoubtedly relevant and significant. It addresses a
fundamental issue—the interaction between economic policy and
entrepreneurship—within a long-term historical framework (1879-2024).
Particularly valuable is the attempt to examine this issue systematically through
an entrepreneurial approach, which has thus far been insufficiently developed in
Bulgarian academic literature.

The object of the study is Bulgarian economic policy, while the subject
concerns the mechanisms of its development and its impact on
entrepreneurship. The main objective is clearly formulated—to demonstrate the
mutual influence between economic policy and entrepreneurship.

The research tasks are systematically structured (theoretical, applied
scientific, and practical) and correspond well to the stated objective. The central
research hypothesis is convincingly argued and logically sound.

The methodology is interdisciplinary, incorporating elements from
economics, political science, management, and entrepreneurship theory, as well
as contemporary approaches such as complexity theory and synergetics.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied scientific results

The dissertation presents significant scientific results, which may be
summarized in several main directions:

. Systematization and interpretation of the development of Bulgarian
economic policy across seven clearly defined historical periods;

. Critical analysis of existing approaches (historical, political
science, and economic) to the study of economic policy;

. Development and empirical validation of an original
entrepreneurial methodological approach;
. Demonstration of the interrelationship between economic policy

and entrepreneurship through the principle of feedback.



The methodological framework is appropriate to the research objectives.
The study demonstrates analytical depth and a strong aspiration toward
synthesizing different scientific paradigms.

The limitations of the research are clearly identified (linguistic,
chronological, and territorial), which contributes to its academic rigor.

In some places, a degree of methodological complexity is
observed, which makes the core arguments more difficult to follow.

These remarks do not diminish the scientific value of the work but rather
have a recommendatory character for future research.

The dissertation
defends the thesis of a bidirectional relationship between economic policy and
entrepreneurship (the principle of feedback). This leads to the following
guestion:

Which specific mechanisms (institutional, market-based, or behavioral)
does the author identify as most essential for the realization of this feedback in
contemporary conditions (post-2000), and to what extent can they be
purposefully managed through public policy instruments?
