1. Information about the dissertation candidate

The dissertation candidate has submitted his dissertation for discussion at
the Department of Entrepreneurship at the Faculty of Business of the UNWE in
accordance with Art. 39 of the PPZRASRB. The disclosure of the procedure for
the defense of the dissertation was carried out on the basis of: decisions of the
Department Council of the Department of Entrepreneurship No. 3 of
23.01.2026 and of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Business No. 6 of
21.01.2026 at the UNWE.

2. Brief description of the submitted dissertation work

The work has a total volume of 410 pages, of which 380 pages are the
body text. It is logically structured into an introduction, four chapters, a



conclusion and a bibliography. It includes 28 tables and 8 figures that help
visualize the researched processes.

The study fills a significant niche, as the Bulgarian economic policy has
rarely been analyzed through a systematic entrepreneurial discourse to date.

Its main goal is to prove the two-way connection and mutual influence
between state economic policy and the development of entrepreneurship in
Bulgaria over a period of 145 years. The tasks of the dissertation work are
precisely defined, encompassing theoretical analysis, the launch of an author's
methodological approach and its approbation.

The object of the dissertation work is the Bulgarian economic policy, and
the subject matter is the specific mechanisms of its development and their
influence on the entrepreneurial environment. The author defends the thesis that
although economic policy frames the environment, Bulgarian entrepreneurship
Is more a result of individual efforts than of purposeful state interventionism.

320 sources are cited (188 in Cyrillic and 132 in Latin), which shows a
deep knowledge of classical and contemporary economic and philosophical
thought.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

A large-scale overview of the economic development of the Third
Bulgarian State has been achieved, divided into seven time periods. Three
levels of entrepreneurial approach have been developed and applied: meta-,
macro- and micro-entrepreneurial, which allows for a complex analysis of
economic reality.

An innovative methodology for economic research in Bulgaria has been
used — the science of complexity and the synergistic approach. This allows the
author to escape from linear interpretations and offer a postmodernist reading of
economic processes.

The text synthesizes six theoretical layers (politics, entrepreneurship,
history, management, economics and social psychology) into a single
conceptual picture.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

All nine research tasks (scientific, applied scientific and applied) have
been systematically completed. The methodological task has been implemented
through the construction of an original author's entrepreneurial model. The
testing part proves the applicability of the model through specific results and
assessments of the impact of economic policy on entrepreneurial activity.



The author convincingly proves the two-way relationship: how state
economic policy frames business opportunities and how, on the other hand,
individual entrepreneurial initiative changes and adapts this policy through the
principle of feedback.

The main hypothesis is proven that Bulgarian entrepreneurship is more
the result of individual will and adaptability than a consistent state stimulus.

The author proves that entrepreneurship in Bulgaria often survives
“despite”, and not “thanks to” state policy, relying on the individual energy of
the subjects. The work ends with logically sound conclusions that have both
theoretical value and practical applicability for modern management.

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation

The publications include 11 (eleven) monographs, 3 (three) textbooks
and teaching aids and 7 articles in Bulgarian, Serbian and English. The articles
have been published in Bulgarian and Serbian journals.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract contains the necessary elements and information that
correspond to the content of the dissertation work.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

The methodological framework of the dissertation work is one of its
strongest and original aspects. The research successfully synthesizes approaches
from economics, political science, management, history and social psychology.
The author goes beyond the framework of classical linear analysis and applies
the science of complexity (complexity science) and synergies. The use of chaos
theory to explain economic processes is avant-garde for the Bulgarian scientific
school.

The author's chosen model, divided into three levels (meta-, macro- and
micro-entrepreneurial approach), allows the study to be both large-scale
(philosophically meaningful) and detailed (focused on the specific organization
and leader).

The author clearly indicates the limitations of his work. The 145-year
period (1879 — 2024) is impressive, but necessitates inevitable generalization
and rejection of excessive details in favor of the "synthetic and defining".

In addition, the author correctly notes the difficulties in finding reliable



information about the real motives for making business decisions in the past,
which necessitates the use of qualitative interpretations and subjective authorial
reading.

Finally, the study is limited to sources in six languages, which is quite
sufficient for the scale of the work, but is still defined as a limit.

Given the scale of the work and the original methodology, | recommend
that the main conclusions be published in international refereed publications to
become available to a wider circle of researchers in the field of business history
and entrepreneurship.

Questions:

In Chapter Three and Chapter Four of your work, you define the concept
of a “bifurcation moment” as a point of critical instability that determines the
future trajectory of the economic system. In the context of modern dynamics
(after 2020), what are the early indicators (markers) that your methodology
offers for recognizing such a moment in real time, and how can entrepreneurial
leadership influence the choice of a new “attractor”?

Based on your Table 11 (“Typology of the cultural-psychological
profile”), which character trait of the Bulgarian entrepreneur has proven to be
the most stable throughout all seven studied periods — from 1879 to the present
day?

2. Conclusion

The dissertation work of lvan Tsanov Tsanov represents a large-scale,
original and in-depth study of high scientific value, which fully complies with
the requirements for awarding the scientific degree “Doctor of Sciences”.
