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1. Information about the Ph.D. student

The dissertation student was trained in the "Administration and Management"
(Regional Development) doctoral program at the Department of Regional Development,
Faculty of "Management and Administration” of the University of National and World
Economy in scientific direction 3.7 Administration and Management, scientific direction - 3.
Social, economic, and legal sciences, according to Order No. 2938/25.11.2019 of the Rector
of UNWE.

The training was carried out in an independent paid form 15.11.2019 to 15.11.2022

under the scientific supervision of Associate Professor Dr. Georgi Biserov Nikolov. The



doctoral student was dismissed with the right to public defense by means of order No.
2520/04.10.2022 of the Rector of the UNSS.

* Brief biographical reference

Dung Van Dinh, a doctoral student enrolled in an independent form of study, was
born in Khanh Hoa province in 1968. He completed a bachelor's degree in "Business
Management™ at Nha Trang University, and from October 2014 to June 2016, acquired a
master's degree in "Development Economics"” at the same University. Defended in January
2017, the master's thesis on the topic "Analysis of the factors influencing the capacity for
non-agricultural employment of rural households in Nihn Hoa City, Khanh Hoa province "
has a high degree of practical applicability.

Currently, the Ph.D. student Dung Van Dinh serves as the Chairman of the Vietnam

Cooperative Alliance in the province where he was born and educated - Khanh Hoa.

* Brief information on the implementation of the Ph.D. individual plan

The documents submitted by doctoral student Dung Van Dinh illustrate that he has
fulfilled all the requirements in his individual Ph.D. study plan. He developed and presented
two reports at international scientific conferences and reported and published eight
publications in scientific journals during the training period.

The reference to the fulfillment of the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b,
para. 2 and 3 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, shows that Dung Van Dinh has the necessary points to acquire the educational and

scientific degree "Doctor".

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

Ph.D. student Dung Van Dinh has presented his research paper on
"DEVELOPMENT OF LIVELIHOODS FOR POOR PEOPLE OF ETHNIC
MINORITIES IN THE MOUNTAINOUS REGIONS OF KHANH HOA PROVINCE" in a
total volume of 146 standard typewritten pages. The dissertation includes: introduction; lists
of abbreviations and acronyms used, tables, figures and diagrams; three main chapters;

conclusion: scientific-applied contributions and bibliographic reference. Over thirty tables, a



number of images and figures provide a good visualization of the main text and support its
scientific content.

In my opinion, the author has managed to fit into the formal scientific standards for
constructing his dissertation work. Apart from the fact that the author has achieved a relative
balance in the three main chapters, he has also successfully built the overall logical
framework of the presented scientific text in a completely satisfactory volume.

Undoubtedly, the dissertation topic chosen by the author and his supervisor is highly
relevant to the province of Khanh Hoa in the Republic of Vietnam and many other Asian
regions. National and regional policies related to reducing poverty, eradicating hunger, and
creating sustainable business models for local minority groups surely need a scientific
approach - something the author perfectly substantiates in his work. The presented
dissertation work clearly shows that Ph.D. student Dung Van Dinh's practical engagement
with implementing many poverty reduction projects in his province helps him make a
convincing case for their effectiveness.

Poverty reduction policies in the mountainous areas of Khanh Hoa province are the
main subject of the author's research in the dissertation work. They are presented, analyzed,
and evaluated through the prism of their performance in the individual settlements of the
district.

Therefore, the doctoral student's aim to investigate the critical conditions and main
socio-economic characteristics of poor households from local ethnic minorities ensures both
the theoretical-scientific and practical-applied aspects of his proposed alternative solutions
for livelihood development, increasing incomes, and improving the lives of people in these
areas.

The author summarizes the research tasks in three directions: Analysis of livelihood
characteristics of poor ethnic minority households in the mountainous areas of Khanh Hoa
province; Determining the structure of income from their livelihood activities; Assessment of
the impact of the implemented poverty reduction policies on the livelihood development of
these households.

The toolkit with which Dung Van Dinh achieved his main goal and fully realized the
specified tasks is exceptionally diverse and scientifically correct. For example, the research

undertaken by the author, which was conducted in October - November 2021, targeted poor
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households in two provincial areas - Khanh Son and Khanh Vinh. More than 75% of their
population are ethnic minorities, and the highest level of poverty (over 40%) of all other
districts is the reason that justifies the research.

The content of the dissertation work is also subordinated to the specified goals and
objectives developed in the three main chapters. Thus, the doctoral student substantiates in
the theoretical plan of the first chapter the main concepts and the specificity of the
methodological approaches in researching the quality of life of people because of the
investigated problems. The methodology of the author's research and the summarized results
of the analysis of poverty in the mountainous regions of Vietnam are formulated in the
dissertation's second chapter. In the third chapter, the doctoral student presents his reasoned
opinion about the possibilities of improving the quality of life in the mountainous regions of
Vietnam by overcoming poverty.

The bibliographic list of literary and information sources contains 114 primary and
secondary scientific titles. There are a total of 38 Vietnamese language sources, the empirical
databases of which are correctly cited in the text of the dissertation, which speaks of a high
level of awareness of the doctoral student on the specifically developed issues. In the
theoretical presentation of the dissertation work, literary and informational sources in English
are appropriately used, among which there are also Bulgarian authors - members of the
"Regional Development" department at the UNWE, which articulates continuity in the
educational process.

3. Assessment of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results
The purposeful work of the candidate for the award of an educational and scientific
degree, "Doctor" Dung Van Dinh should be highly appreciated, given the importance of the
leading scientific and scientific-applied results achieved in his dissertation work. | agree that
for the development of the theory, the following contributions are of particular importance:
v' The theoretical-methodological approaches in researching the effectiveness of
people’s lives in the mountainous regions of Vietnam are presented;
v" The main definitions and criteria for measuring poverty in these mountain areas are
presented:
v' Criteria for measuring poverty have been derived to choose a methodology for
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empirical research through the systematization of activities that provide a livelihood

for households;

Undoubtedly, the following contributions have an impact on the field of the practical
applicability of the developed topic:

v" The conducted empirical study and the approach to the analysis of the level of
poverty in the areas of Khanh Hoa province;

v The application of the research results, through the cumulative relationship between
the activities - sources of income, ensuring the household's livelihood,;

v The guidelines and recommendations for overcoming poverty proposed in the thesis;

v" The presented mechanism for creating economic activity through the formation of
local policies to stimulate the regions' development.

Dung Van Dinh's scientific methodology is also an excellent reason to accept his
contributions listed above fully. The approach taken from the general (regional policies) to
the particular (the fight against poverty among local ethnic minorities) is decisive for the
ultimate effectiveness of the whole development. The conclusions and generalizations made
due to the broad theoretical preparation, which is refracted through the focus of the empirical
research, undoubtedly help to determine the guidelines for developing economic activity in
the mountainous regions of Khanh Hoa province. The methodology assists both researchers
and local authorities in their efforts to profile the main characteristics of income sources for
poor ethnic minority households in order to develop and implement specific policies.
Additionally, the dissertation clearly shows the author's desire to substantiate results that he
will personally test and optimize in the process of his future work in the field. This work is
held not as a researcher but as an expert in charge of the responsible task of overcoming a
wide range of regional disparities, which methodically are reflected in the current dissertation
work.

That is why the set goals and tasks and the planned methodological steps have been
fully fulfilled. The objective perspective that the author sets for us in his development is also
a fact, namely the planned and consistent construction of practical approaches to overcoming
poverty and social isolation of significant ethnic groups in the mountainous regions through

the formation of local policies.
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Achieving the goals and tasks of the scientific work has additional worth because the
systematized information, analyses, and evaluations on the relevant issues related to the topic
contribute to the spread of knowledge as a global value and its practical application in every
part of the world.

4. Assessment of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The stated main results of Ph.D. student Dung Van Dinh's dissertation have already
been noted according to their contribution to the theoretical knowledge and the enrichment of
practice in the field of regional science in Vietnam. | believe that the following theoretical-
methodological and practical-applied contributions in the context of Bulgarian science can be
added to them:

v' The work contributes to the upgrading of knowledge in the field of regional theory
and practice regarding the role of the regional development system in a distant and
radically different country from Bulgaria;

v Based on the critical analysis of regional poverty and the defined main problems,
specific measures and actions can be approved to improve the national and European
policy for regional development;

v" It helps to argue the thesis about the need to integrate the global goals for sustainable
development in strategic local and regional planning by examining the theoretical
aspects of the factors determining the development of the modern socio-economic
environment in the regions.

In summary, | accept the doctoral student's declarations for contributions, which
are formulated and synthesized correctly and reflect the actual results and achievements of

his scientific and applied research.

5. Assessment of the dissertation publications

Distinguished Ph.D. student Dung Van Dinh has submitted a list of over ten
publications, apparently exceeding his individual plan. Undoubtedly, a high degree of
connection can be found between the themes of his two conference papers (2016; 2022) and

the key propositions of his dissertation.
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The eight journal articles show both sustainability and consistency in the scientific
and professional interest field, as well as the evolution of the chosen approaches and applied
methodology in this field. It elaborates on the variety of issues essential to Vietnam's regional
development: Creating non-agricultural jobs for rural workers; Improving the quality of the
workforce; Growth and market efficiency of cooperatives; Digital economy and local
economy; Post-COVID-19 Socio-Economic Development and Environment; The challenges
facing the economies of the ASEAN countries, etc.

In conclusion, I accept that the publications of the Ph.D. student Dung Van Dinh
objectively address the topic of his dissertation work and demonstrate the capacity to
activate the attention of a wide range of audiences (scientific, expert, consumer, local

ethnic groups, etc.) on critical issues of regional development in Khanh Hoa province.

6. Assessment of the Author's abstract

Doctoral student Dung Van Dinh presents a Dissertation Abstract with a total volume
of 41 standard typewritten pages. It correctly reflects all the dissertation's essential elements
without disturbing its main text's logical construction. The formal requirements for compiling
the abstract have been followed with the utmost precision. Synthesized are presented: the
content of the dissertation work; object, subject, objectives, and research tasks; attention is
paid to the methodology of the empirical research and its final results.

The scientific standards for application to the author's reference of the List of
publications related to the dissertation topic and the List of contributions of a theoretical and
practical-applied nature are reflected in detail. The justification of the scientific research
carried out, the arguments regarding the recommendations made by the author, and the
relevant connection between the results achieved by the doctoral student in the dissertation

work and the real challenges of the environment in which they will be applied are clear.

7. Criticisms, recommendations, and questions

In the doctoral dissertation submitted for a statement, the experience of the author
Dung Van Dinh stands out. He manages to transform his knowledge and scientific potential
into practical models for overcoming regional problems. Since | do not find any wrong or

incorrect scientific statements that would reduce the excellent quality of his research work, |
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would make the following recommendations:

» for the future, the author should upgrade his scientific research by including it in
national or international projects on the problems touched upon in his dissertation work;

* to concentrate its efforts on the step-by-step approbation of its research to adapt it to
different needs at the regional level;

» to consider the possible forms of continued cooperation with the "Regional

Development" team at UNWE regarding the development of knowledge networks.

8. Conclusion

In summary of all the exposition up to this point and assessing doctoral student Dung
Van Dinh based on the totality of the provided documents and author's materials, | can
confirm with conviction that he satisfies the requirements for awarding the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor" according to the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules for its application, in the UNWE.
