Doctoral student Marina Stanislavova Marinova graduated from secondary

education in 2012 at the National Trade and Banking High School in Sofia. She
graduated from the School of Banking and Finance in Sofia in 2012, degree "Financier"
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I11, speciality. "Banking" with French language. In 2016 she graduated from the
University of National and World Economy, Bachelor major in European Studies with
French, and in 2017 she graduated from the University of National and World Economy.
Master's degree with a major in European Studies. “International Economic Relations™
with specialization "International Project Management” at the UNWE - Sofia.
According to the Order of the Rector of the UNWE No. 204/04.02.2019, she was
enrolled in a PhD program in Economics and Management (Real Estate), professional
field 3.8. Economics, at the Department of Real Estate, with a study period of 3 /three/
years, starting from 22.01.2019 to 22.01.2022, with scientific supervisor Prof. Dr.
Georgi Shinkov Zabunov. She was discharged with the right to defend her dissertation
thesis as of 20.01.2023 by order Ne 271/08.02.2023.

The PhD student's professional biography started in 2017 as a senior expert in
the Directorate "Science", sector "Scientific Research and Scientific Events", and from
November 2020 until the present moment the PhD student holds the position of chief
expert in the same Directorate at the UNWE. During her studies at the Bachelor's degree
the PhD student conducted internships in Sofia Municipality - Sofia, Bulgaria. Sofia,
"Investments and Construction" - Directorate "European Programs and Projects™ and in
the Ministry of Environment and Water - Sofia. In the field of Environment and Waters,
he studied at the Department of Environment and Water, Directorate General
"Operational Programme Environment".

During her studies in the PhD programme, PhD student Marina Marinova
performs the tasks provided for in the individual plan. In addition to successfully
passing the curriculum exams, it is impressive that the same exceeds the requirements
for publication activity as a PhD student

2.General characteristics of the submitted dissertation

2.1. Structure and scope of the dissertation

The presented dissertation on "Housing Policy Development in Bulgaria™ is 220
pp. long and is structured in: table of contents (2 pp.), list of abbreviations (2 pp.),
introduction (9 pp.), three chapters with paragraphs (148 pp.). ), conclusion (3 p.), list
of publications related to the thesis (1 p.); bibliography - 166 sources, including
references, normative documents, official websites and 11 annexes.

The scientific information used in the dissertation has been extracted from
authoritative sources and used correctly. The opinions of both Bulgarian and foreign
authors have been studied. Specialized normative and statistical documents are also
included. To illustrate the information, 49 tables and 61 figures are included in the main
text, which correspond to the content.

My overall impression of the volume and content of the dissertation and the
scientific information used is positive. The volume covers the requirements for a
doctoral dissertation, the content includes all the necessary elements, the selected
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information sources are appropriate for the topic of the study and, in relation to the
volume of the development, are sufficient in number. The submitted dissertation of
Marina Marinova in terms of structure and volume fully meets the requirements of
Article 27, paragraph 2 of the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria

2.2. Assessment of the topicality of the topic, object, subject, aim, objectives,
main thesis, scientific literature used

The dissertation is dedicated to a significant and topical issue related to housing
policy in Bulgaria. In the introduction of the study, the relevance and importance of the
topic is rightly justified from the position of the main problems related to the pressing
need to reform the housing policy in Bulgaria and to build a housing finance system as
an important element to ensure access to housing following the example of other EU
Member States. Through analyses of the housing market, housing and building
management, housing finance, etc., the author demonstrates the need for an effective
housing policy.

The relevance of the topic is also enhanced given that the issues addressed in the
dissertation are of research interest, but are not yet sufficiently well understood in
theoretical and, above all, practical-applied aspects, which suggests that the author's
research should be highly appreciated.

The object of the research is housing policy as a set of interrelated concepts,
laws, regulations and strategic documents for meeting the housing needs of the
population, and the subject is the toolkit for affordable housing on the market as an
element of the national housing policy and the process of acquiring their own home by
young people in the Republic of Bulgaria.

The main objective of the author is "to reveal guidelines for the improvement
and modernization of housing policy in Bulgaria, based on a study of foreign experience
in the financing of homeownership and systematization of elements of functioning
housing models and housing-savings systems in France and in the country, the
application of which can help to improve the approach to financial affordability in the
housing market through specific financial mechanisms for housing assistance aimed at
young people in the country”.

The objective is well formulated. It is accomplished through the implementation
of six specific research tasks that are well defined and successfully addressed in the
submission.

In the main thesis of the dissertation, the author argues that there are no
adequate financial mechanisms to ensure access to purchase their own housing for
young people and households, as well as appropriate conditions and circumstances to
encourage young people to seek satisfaction of their long-term living needs in Bulgaria
and assumes that if the housing system in Bulgaria is adequately transferred and
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implemented good European practices in this direction, the expectations are for
improvement of financial instruments for housing assistance from the

The focus of the study is on improving the state of housing policy by completing
the institutional and legal framework, improving the integration between sectoral
policies and further developing the financial system in Bulgaria by applying appropriate
instruments applied in other countries.

My impression regarding the aim, objectives, object, subject and thesis is that
they are well formulated and correspond to the dissertation topic.

The first chapter is devoted to the main theoretical and normative aspects of
housing policy in Bulgaria and Europe. It analyses the main theoretical frameworks of
housing policy and explores the role and importance of social economy. It examines the
main normative documents concerning housing policy in the European Union, as well
as the regulatory framework and the institutional framework of housing policy in
Bulgaria. Through this chapter, the PhD student demonstrates that he/she has a thorough
theoretical knowledge in this area and solves the first three research tasks.

Chapter two presents the methodological basis on which the dissertation
research is based and the stages it goes through. The trends in the housing policy of
Bulgaria are studied, the status and dynamics of the housing stock are analysed, an
analysis of the macroeconomic and demographic indicators that influence the housing
sector and the development of housing policy is made, the housing situation in Bulgaria
by 2020 is presented. The results of an analysis based on a survey conducted by the
author are presented.

The third chapter presents the possibilities for housing policy through lending
for house purchase, a comparative analysis of the housing policies of France and
Bulgaria is made, and best practices for housing policy development through the
housing savings system in France are discussed. Recommendations are given for
improving the development and implementation of housing policy in Bulgaria.

The conclusion acts as a summary of the thesis.

The main research methods that have been used to achieve for the stated aim
and objectives are: induction and deduction method, analysis and synthesis method,
comparison method, survey method. The methodology used as well as the
instrumentation can be described as modern, appropriate for the research objectives.

3.Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained

3.1. Evaluation of main results

Housing policy contributes to the well-being of society. It is seen as a system of
coordinated action by the state to ensure socially acceptable and economically
achievable living conditions. The topic is topical and understudied in the Bulgarian
specialized literature. So far, no research has been carried out on the problems related
to housing policy, especially from the point of view of justifying the need to introduce
a uniform European approach.

We consider that the following major scientific and applied results are available
in the presented dissertation:
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e A logical dissertation structure is presented, consisting of an introduction,
three chapters with paragraphs and sub-paragraphs, a conclusion, appendices and a
bibliography;

e the theoretical propositions are properly summarized to clarify concepts
related to the nature of housing policy;

¢ the author's view of the concept of 'housing policy' is set out;

e legislation and institutional provision in the field of housing policy are
examined;

o the research methodology is presented, including a questionnaire developed
and used for the purpose of the research;

e a (questionnaire survey was carried out among a random sample of
respondents, with the restriction that they should be young people (aged up to 35) and
representatives of young families. The results of this original study are presented;

e the results of an analysis of the state and dynamics of the housing stock are
presented, as well as an analysis of the impact of macroeconomic and demographic
indicators that influence housing policy;

e analyses of housing policy through affordable housing and home purchase
lending are presented,;

e acomparative analysis of the housing policies of France and Bulgaria is made,
the author's aim being to present some good practices and the possibilities of their
application in Bulgaria;

e measures and actions in the field of housing policy are systematised and
summarised and conclusions and recommendations to the responsible authorities are
formulated.

The above gives us reason to appreciate the efforts of the dissertant Marina
Marinova for the detailed study of theory and practice in the field of housing policy.

3.2. Evaluation of the methodology used

To achieve the goal and to prove the main thesis the dissertant Marina Marinova
used appropriate methods and approaches such as historical-logical and descriptive
approach, methods of induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis, method of survey
research, analysis and evaluation of questionnaires through statistical methods, etc.

3.3. Evaluation of the fulfilment of the aim, objectives and research thesis

The results of the research and the conclusions and recommendations made give
grounds to claim that the dissertant Marina Marinova has managed to achieve the goal
and scientific tasks set in the dissertation and to defend her research thesis.

4.Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

In the presented dissertation, results have been achieved that allow to outline
theoretical and scientifically applied contributions (Abstract, p. 41), which correspond
to the statement in the dissertation and to the set aim and research objectives (Abstract,
pp. 5 and 6), faithfully reflecting the achieved results.

1. The theoretical framework of the "housing policy" in Bulgaria is summarized
and systematized.

2. The understanding of the concept of "housing policy" is improved by deriving
a working definition to clarify the meaning.
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3. The need for the use and development of 'national housing policy' in the
housing system of the country is argued from theoretical, normative and practical
perspectives.

4. Additional characteristics of housing policy in the country are outlined to
support the development, pursuit and updating of a National Housing Strategy in the
country as a strategic document.

5. The specific role of "affordable housing" as a factor for effective national
housing policy is justified.

6. Guidelines and specific recommendations on certain areas for improving the
implementation and development of housing policy in Bulgaria are outlined in order to
increase the interest of young people in acquiring their own home.

7. The housing systems of two countries (France and Bulgaria) are analysed from
the point of view of housing policies and the mechanisms of housing-savings systems.
Differences are found in the systemic linkages and activities related to the
implementation of housing policies.

5.Evaluation of the dissertation publications

The dissertant Marina Marinova presents together with the dissertation seven
independent publications (reports), published in the period 2020 - 2021, which
sufficiently inform the scientific community about the dissertation.

Our assessment of the publications submitted for the dissertation is positive, as
In quantitative and qualitative terms they fully satisfy the requirements for the award of
the educational and scientific degree "Doctor".

6.Evaluation of the abstract

The submitted abstract is 42 pages in length, and we believe that it meets the
requirements for consistency with the dissertation and gives a sufficiently complete and
true picture of the research done.

7. Critical comments, recommendations and questions

Some critical remarks and recommendations can be pointed out in the presented
dissertation, but they will in no way diminish our positive attitude towards the research.

Regarding the layout of the content of the study - some paragraphs have and
others do not have sub-paragraphs. In our opinion, it would be better if no sub-
paragraphs were included, as this would make the structure appear more concise.

It is stated in the table of contents that for the purposes of the study the
comparative analysis will be between practices in France and Bulgaria, but in places in
the text there is also information about good practices in Germany (p.151).

The interest in the issues at hand provokes the following questions:

1. On p. 51 you state that "local authorities are expected to participate in the
creation of social enterprises through public-private partnerships and municipal
companies to achieve economic efficiency in the management of municipal property to
protect the interest of citizens and society." Given that the Law on Public-Private
Partnerships has been repealed, how do you think such partnerships could be
implemented in the future?
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2.0ne of your recommendations under the heading: private sector participation
in state and municipal housing is "Initiate joint development on designated regulated
land allocated for housing". How do you see this recommendation being implemented?

8.Conclusion

The dissertation "Housing Policy Development in Bulgaria” meets the
requirements of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, as well as the Regulations for its implementation and the Regulations for the
organization and conduct of competitions for the acquisition of a scientific degree and
for the occupation of an academic position of the UNWE.
