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V. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE DISSERTATION

7. Relevance and importance of the topic

The regional development in Bulgaria in the last thirty years has had a significant impact on
the processes of transformation and social adaptation, which is expressed in the structuring of a
new spatial-territorial pattern of the country, which is a natural result of the ongoing changes
mainly in the urban areas and settlements in Bulgaria. As a result, regional disparities and
imbalances in the socio-economic situation of the different regions of the country are being
formed. This predetermines the necessity to study the regional processes and phenomena in the
urbanized areas, to clarify the ongoing processes and to find alternatives for withdrawing regional
development.

The focus of the study has a strong territorial and urbanization aspect, expressed in the
attempt to assess and analyze the development of the spatial economy and the development of the
urban economy. In practice, agglomerations in Bulgaria are emerging as key geo-economic centres
of development in demographic, social, cultural, educational and economic terms. Thus, in socio-
economic terms, agglomerations are called upon to bring the Bulgarian state up to the level of
average developed European countries and to generate sustainability of the national economy. The
connectivity of the agglomeration areas is essential and has a direct bearing on national integration,
linking the regional centres and the main international corridors, which also contribute to the
economic development of the country, linking the domestic and foreign markets with the areas of
production and consumption.

8. Object and subject of the study

The object of the study is the agglomeration area between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik in the
Republic of Bulgaria. Agglomeration areas are particularly relevant for post-industrial cities like
Plovdiv and Pazardzhik, especially in the 21st century, and the level of development of production
and transport technologies does not allow these cities to form stable interconnected settlement
systems. The problem of studying urban agglomerations acquires an interdisciplinary tinge,
attracting the attention of specialists from different fields of knowledge - geography, geo-urban
studies, urban planning, economics, sociology, history, management, etc. The subject of study is

the relationships between settlements within agglomeration.

9. Aim and objectives of the dissertation research

The aim of the study is to identify the agglomeration interactions that have developed on the
territory of the agglomeration areas between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik, their content, intensity and

to determine the main directions of their development.



The achievement of the so defined objective can be fulfilled by the realization of the

following set of research tasks:

v'Examine the theoretical foundations and methods for studying urban agglomerations,
and analyse the experience gained in the context of regional development;

v'To develop methodological means to identify, differentiate and define the functioning
characteristics of agglomeration;

v'To assess and analyze the spatial areal and the gravity zone of the territories in the
Plovdiv-Pazardzhik direction and the possibility to form a sustainable agglomeration areal.

v'Identification of the potential, development guidelines and interaction between
settlements, as well as the implementation of inter-settlement projects and activities of regional
economic importance for the development of the Plovdiv-Pazardzhik area.

10. Thesis and microtheses

The author's thesis of the dissertation is related to the study of the current problems facing
the agglomeration areas and the opportunities for the agglomeration of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik,
through the regulation and analysis of the interrelations of the participants in it, looking for ways
to improve the system itself.

It is imperative to identify the underlying contradictions and emerging conflicts, the intended
methods for their resolution. It is necessary to bring out the application of innovative approaches
in conducting regional policy, on the one hand, and the formation as a result of agglomeration
areal, which illustrates the process of regional development. Through analysis, it can be revealed
how the agglomeration area organizes space and influences the emergence of innovation and the
development of the innovation process within a territory.

11. Research methodology

The development of the dissertation topic is consistent with established general scientific
methodological principles, as well as with a number of traditional geo-economic and regional
approaches and research methods from the management sciences. The research employs the spatial
and territorial approach, in principle dependence with the system-structural analysis and synthesis.
Here, the spatio-temporal paradigm of regional development and the possibility of innovative
development is able to answer various questions regarding the processes of knowledge synthesis
and innovation for the development of the urban area and agglomeration. This implies the
imposition of a model of innovative approaches to spatial development in search of new economic
and social solutions for the sustainable development of processes occurring in the local
environment.

The methodology of the dissertation is represented by various quantitative (statistical) and
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qualitative (descriptive, cartographic, comparative analysis) methods, as well as a network
approach combined with a systematic analysis based on a survey. For a more detailed and visual
tracking of individual relatively static items, specially developed statistical absolute or relative
tables as well as a number of graphs and charts are used. The main part of the literature and
statistical information used in writing the thesis is based mainly on academic and specialized
(thematically related to the topic under development) publications, scientific periodicals, national
statistical bulletins, official websites of governmental and non-governmental institutions.

The common denominator is the horological nature of natural and socially determined
geographical space, refracted through the prism of innovative approaches to regional policy and
system transformation. The empirical results are based on data obtained from a pilot survey of
different population groups (including commuters) within the Plovdiv-Pazardjik agglomeration.

The theoretical basis of the dissertation is based on the works of Bulgarian and foreign
researchers in the field of regional development, spatial planning, economic geography,
demography, public administration, etc. Regarding the information support, data were taken from
NSI, Infostat, the Single Information Portal for the Structural Funds of the European Union, ISUN,

national strategic documents, etc.

12. Further clarifications and limitations of the study

On the basis of the proposed tasks, it should be emphasized that the focus of the study is on
the implemented regional development policies. Thus, in our context, regional development is
largely determined by solving the complex task of locational choice from the development of the
urban environment and attracting investment in creative industries with a high degree of
competitiveness and adaptability.

Methodologically, it is necessary to introduce a limiting condition, mostly related to the h
amplification of the regional paradigm, which makes it necessary to foreground the search for and
capture of regional trends of geo-urban development that can model the relevant reality and pull
socio-economic processes within the national space.

The main topic of the dissertation is the alternative methods and approaches for the resolution
of contradictions and the development of the agglomeration area of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik, so
the work requires the appropriate clarifications and limitations, especially in terms of approaches
that are understood as ideas, intentions or planned actions to deal with a problem or a way out of
a situation or trend. An essential limitation is that only those trends and processes in the regional
development of the agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik are used which illustrate the
possibilities and regularities that contribute to the formation and development of the contemporary

composition of the population and settlements in different social, economic, historical and natural
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conditions. Methods are seen as ways of performing certain actions, as a means or set of techniques
or procedures applied in solving a problem or getting out of a situation or building an alternative.
In other words, alternativity is expressed both in the co-existence (along with conventional ones)
of alternative approaches and methods at the legislative, practical and theoretical levels, and in
their different manifestations with respect to time, place, resources and outcomes. The definitions
given and their meaning has been derived by reference to a number of encyclopaedic dictionaries
and reference books and the author sees them as working definitions and a framework of necessity
to illustrate the trends and processes analysed. These additional explanations are intended to aid
the understanding of the main theses of the thesis and should be considered only in this context.
In practice, the topic is extremely comprehensive and the problems related to urban development
are sufficiently voluminous, which brings to the fore the phenomena and processes discussed only
affect the territorial area in the Plovdiv-Pazardzhik direction and our task is to capture trends and

patterns that will bring out our research objective and solve the set tasks.

INTRODUCTION
The introductory part of the thesis clarifies and demonstrates the relevance and importance
of the research topic and motivates the choice of the research topic. The main aim and research
objectives are outlined and the object and subject of the research are clarified. The main thesis is
developed, analytical methods and information are provided. Based on the research path of the

thesis, what research has been done in terms of theoretical methods and scientific applications.

CHAPTER ONE THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL APPROACHES
10 THE DEVELOPMENT OF AGGLOMERATION AREAS

Chapter One of the dissertation follows the classical theoretical and methodological scheme

for characterizing and analyzing definitions in the field of urban and regional development.

1.4.Theoretical approaches to agglomerations and regional economic growth

Paragraph 1.1 sets out the theoretical clarification of agglomeration areas as a prerequisite
for regional development. The approach taken is that in the field of geo-urban development it is
necessary to develop strategies for the long-term development of areas, ensuring transport
connectivity and appropriate infrastructure, and to create new models and management tools. We
accept L. Georgiev's claim that agglomeration is a large spatial settlement formation resulting
from the connection of large cities and surrounding smaller settlements into a common urban
territory.® An urban agglomeration is made up urban and rural settlements grouped around one
or more central cities and through diverse and close links that form a complex and dynamic unity.
It is argued that the formation of agglomerations should take into account the ongoing processes
of modernisation, post-industrialisation, digitalisation and remote employment, which means that
the boundaries of agglomerations will be able to expand and have a greater scope.

The formation of agglomerations implies a significant increase in worker productivity and
to support the creation of high productivity jobs. This defines the view that the economic growth
framework of agglomerations is based on factors that have nothing to do with changes in factors
of production, such as capital accumulation and labor force growth, since the process of
urbanization parallels growth, including the state of technology, education, culture, and socio-
spatial differentiation. This also determines the sources of agglomeration advantages, which are
not only from internal and external economies, but also from the emerging opportunities for

generating added value in the local economy, which creates the conditions for the development

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of innovation and investment in urbanised systems.

1.5. A methodological conceptual approach to space, growth and regional development

Paragraph 1.2 outlines theoretical propositions that bring to the fore spatial development as
a factor that influences how the territorial economic system functions. In practice, it is assumed
that regional economic advantages are based on factors and advantages that give the territory and
space concerned a high availability of productive resources , because geographical advantage, for
example, gives an area easy accessibility and a high availability of raw materials. Regional space
is assumed to be a source of privilege arising from cumulative nature. Here, in particular, we can
take into account that spatial proximity is a factor that generates economic benefits that help, in
general, to reduce production costs and the need for permanent investment.

We assume that we can replace the concept of pure distribution, characteristic of the static
interpretation of economic phenomena, with a dynamic, even evolutionary approach that links
distributional processes to development and characterizes the new regional economy. By its very
nature, we can assume that the geographical distribution of resources and the potential for
development are only minimally determined by exogenous factors (raw materials, natural
advantages). This reinforces the evolutionary understanding that regional development and the
creation of a competitive environment in the urban system is the result not only of past and recent
historical influences, but also of adequate use of human capital, social capital, land quality and
fertility (due to human labour) and accessibility (measured as a weighted average distance from
the main centres of production and consumption).

Various phenomena and processes - physical, economic, demographic, social, political,
etc., have a certain spatial expression, which is studied and analyzed through the regional
approach. Thus, a more sophisticated interpretation of space allows agglomeration economics
to make decisive steps forward in the analysis of local dynamics by perceiving space as a source
of increasing returns and positive externalities. Models of local economic growth incorporate
space as an economic resource and as an independent factor of production that is a generator of
static and dynamic advantages for the firms that locate in it. We therefore take it to be an element

of fundamental importance in determining the competitiveness of the local production system.

1.6.Modelling of localisation processes and regional growth formation in agglomeration

In paragraph 1.3, we highlight the process of spatial distribution of regional growth as a
determinant of agglomeration area development. The focus falls on the possibility of deriving

methodological completeness of the spatial processes in the urban area from the perspective of
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different theories of regional growth. Only those theories are accepted that have the spatial
approach as a subject and define the functional distribution of economic activities that show the
long-term dynamics of the regional economy in the foreground. Thus, two perspectives are put
forward: first, the neoclassical model perspective; second, endogenous growth theory and the
new economic geography.

Endogenous growth theory and the new economic geography apply the same basic logic,
namely to introduce externalities into a general equilibrium model. The introduction of
externalities, according to the endogenous growth theory, is necessary to understand long-term
growth processes, so the commonality in the new theoretical approach is the integrated approach
to spatial management and the functional role of regional development as a factor of
technological and innovative development. We can assume that external factors lead to non-
linearities in the process of economic growth, which can create complex system dynamics,
including chaotic behaviour. These models question most of the results of neoclassical theory.

According to Petrov, rapid urbanization trends are translating into a growing and urgent
demand for new or improved infrastructure, services, and institutions capable of solving the
triune task® :

1) Ensuring that the growing urban population has access to basic services and vital
resources;

2) Maintaining continuous economic growth;

3) managing resources within the constraints of our planet while addressing climate

change adaptation and mitigation.

Main conclusions of the first chapter

Cities are identified in growth theories as a key source of knowledge transfer that comes
from outside their own industries. i. . agglomeration areas are natural areas and zones that can
generate socio-economic growth. Regions and countries that have effective institutions are better
at both generating and disseminating knowledge and therefore have better prospects for economic
growth.

The agglomeration is a diversified, multifunctional center of national importance with
specialization in the most progressive sectors of the national economy, and the management of
regional development proceeds from a vision of creating conditions for both the preservation and
rational use of the region's resources and their importance and participation in the regional
development process largely depends on spatial decisions and visions for the development of the
territory.

We assume that we can distinguish two main trends in the categorization of agglomeration,
namely: economy of urbanization and economy of location. Also that contemporary views on
agglomeration development imply the implementation of targeted policies for integrated regional
development and the introduction of innovations in the development of urban areas and
agglomerations.

In summary, it is important to note that the effective organization of the agglomeration area
is one of the tools for business development and increasing competitiveness. Infrastructure also
develops an impact on agglomeration areas by creating added value within the agglomeration
area. In addition, good marketing practice for agglomeration areal development can be seen as a
set of principles, rules and instructions on how to effectively organize the areal space to achieve

an efficient way of regional development.

SECOND CHAPTER ASSESSMENT AND ANALYSIS OF THE
AGGLOMERATION AREAS IN THE DIRECTION PLOVDIV-PAZARDJIK AND
REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT

The second chapter of the dissertation is devoted to the analysis and evaluation of the
approaches to productivity and regional growth in agglomeration, as well as an economic analysis

of the agglomeration connectivity of the South Central Planning Region, Plovdiv and Pazardzhik.

2.5. Assessment and analysis of approaches to agglomeration, productivity and
regional growth

Paragraph 2.1 of the thesis examines the main spatial aspects of the regional development
of the agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik through the prism of their socio-economic
development. The thesis of the analysis is that Bulgaria's membership in the European Union
helped to create new perspectives for geo-urban development of the national territory. Thus, in
the implementation of the regional policy in the direction of the Plovdiv-Pazardzhik areal, the
administrative approach, which defines the boundary of territorial impact and socio-economic
cohesion of regional development, is of significant importance. The analysis focuses on the
planning area level, follows the district level and focuses on the level of urbanization of inter-
municipal settlements.

The derivation of the framework of the functional model of development, which brings to
the fore the boundaries of the urban area, requires the introduction of several theoretical
refinements concerning the meaning of urban areas, which are characterized on the basis of the
study and fixation of social and economic interdependencies between the core (boundaries
defined by the spatial-morphological method) and the suburban area, uniting within its
boundaries the neighboring municipalities or districts.

A separate assessment of the two municipalities is necessary due to the uneven urban
development in Bulgaria to justify the ongoing processes and forms of spatial restructuring and
spatial inequality within the agglomeration area Plovdiv - Pazardzhik and its development after
1990.

Regional development assesses the economic outcome of the progress of the agglomeration
space between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik and imposes the need to look for the reasons for its
industrialization and the pace of regional economic development. Thus, we assume that we will
study one of the most heavily urbanized territories in Bulgaria. The whole space is saturated with
enterprises, factories, machines and densely built buildings, pushing people into isolated green
zones (parks, squares, outskirts of cities), creating a new pattern of spatial organization of the

economy.
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2.6.Assessment and analysis of the regional development of agglomeration areas and
their connectivity in the South Central Planning Region

Paragraph 2.2 discusses the spatial pattern of the territorial-economic positioning of the
South Central Planning Region in the national economic space and in relation to the Plovdiv-
Pazardzhik area. In this direction, the analysis is of significant importance for the regional
development and management of our national territory, in the context of bringing out the real
significance of the cities of Pazardzhik and Plovdiv and their importance for the regional
development and national economy of Bulgaria.

An attempt is made to outline the focus of regional policies that can be implemented in the
two areas in line with the positive impact of a combination of factors on a given territory, achieving
territorial synergy. The analysis shows that there is a need to pursue a specific regional policy in
the settlements of the South Central Planning Region. The contemporary development of
settlements in the South Central Region is determined by the dominant position of the second
largest city in the country, Plovdiv. In this respect, we assume that the agglomeration formed
around the city of Plovdiv is crucial. Plovdiv and Pazardzhik within the South Central Region.
Plovdiv, the second largest city in Bulgaria, plays an important role in this agglomeration zone.
The city is a major centre of development in Southern Bulgaria compared to other major cities in
the country. It influences the overall development of the region through its multi-level links with
neighbouring settlements. Strategically, the economic zone around Plovdiv covers 6 cities and
accounts for nearly 15% of the country's production. Plovdiv has one of the highest growth rates
among the country's economic centres over the last five years, thanks to large investments and
attraction of human capital.

The main potentials for the territorial development of the South Central Region are
considered in the opportunities for the development of the road, railway, communication and
infrastructure network. Assessment and analysis of the rational use of the under-realized potential
of environments with preserved biodiversity, with concentration of cultural values and mineral
waters of the region as a resource for the development of the regional tourism potential. Stimulate
the development of 2nd and 3rd tier urban centres and some 4th tier urban centres as major growth

generators.

2.7.80cio-economic analysis of the agglomeration area centered on the city of Plovdiv

In paragraph 2.3 the areal with the city of Plovdiv as its centre is considered. In practice,
the city of Plovdiv is the administrative centre of the municipality of the same name, as well as

the municipalities of Maritsa and Rodopi. It includes three municipalities that form the core of
13



the agglomeration area. Over the last 10 years, it can be assumed that the city of Plovdiv is the
geo-economic capital of the country, as it has the largest economy in the country and contributes
to nearly 10% of Bulgaria's GDP or about BGN 12.6 billion by the end of 2022. In 2022, the
region will have around 40 thousand companies creating jobs for nearly 300 thousand people.

Plovdiv's advantages include its central geographical location, good infrastructure and large
population. The listed characteristics would have a good development with integrated planning
and complex treatment of all problems of the territory, which is based on a scientifically based
planning approach, mandatory at all levels and activities in spatial planning, which is set out in
the National Spatial Development Concept for the period 2013-20257 . Of course, regional
business seeks to impose a positive model of regional development functioning. It is about
prioritising the protection of the public interest to ensure a balance with individual interests in the
implementation of local planning policy ideas and priorities. Applying the principles of openness,
transparency, partnership and citizen participation in the decision-making process will strengthen
the spatial development effect of the Plovdiv agglomeration. Regions such as Plovdiv and its
surroundings should have a higher rate of innovation implementation and encourage regional
economic actors for innovative production and industrial adaptation to higher technologies. The
imposition of technological transformation as a tool for value creation and increasing economic
potential will lead to desirable characteristics in the surroundings of Plovdiv.

Of course, Plovdiv is one of the top 8 regions in the country in terms of the share of SMEs
that have implemented new or improved products. Research and development activities are a key
factor in improving the productivity and competitiveness of the economy, which implies higher
growth rates. For an agglomeration region such as Plovdiv, the realisation of a high-level,
knowledge-based and high value-added smart industry is necessary. Investments in the
surroundings of Plovdiv have so far been good but insufficient to achieve high growth and rapid
transformation of the city and the economic, product and technological structure of the region.
Reducing the gap can be achieved through well-organised and spatially connected centres of
knowledge and innovation, research and development. In fact, the agglomeration around Plovdiv
is one of the centres of the country and can be an important factor for the development of the

regional economy.
2.8.8ocio-economic analysis of the agglomeration area centered on the city of
Pazardzhik

Paragraph 2.4 analyses the area around the town of Pazardzhik. This area covers the

territory of one municipality with administrative centre in the town of Pazardzhik. Pazardzhik

and the 31 small settlements (villages) within it. Pazardzhik is the second most important cultural
and administrative centre in south central Bulgaria. The town has a relieving function in relation
to Plovdiv and a supply function with young population besides Sofia, to some extent also
Blagoevgrad and Veliko Tarnovo.

The development of Pazardzhik has meant the formation of a large urbanized area and a
series of settlements with varying degrees of urbanization and spatial development. This shows
that, given the function of municipal spaces, a balance must be sought between the living
environment of the whole municipality. The premise of this process is to create a sustainable level
of improvement that will significantly enhance the quality of life of all settlements in the
agglomeration.

The Pazardzhik conurbation should strengthen its approach to implementing an integrated
urban development policy by creating and ensuring high quality public spaces, a modern
infrastructure network, improved energy efficiency and sustainable strategies to improve the
development of settlements in the region. Targeted financial support is needed in the Pazardzhik
agglomeration area to carry out activities that promote economic diversification and create
competitive companies and brands, helping to revitalise the local economic community in the
area.

The Municipal Development Regulations submitted by the City of Pazardzhik are evasive
regarding the potential for development of the city and its opening to a major transport hub of
European and national importance. This fact explains the orientation of the town towards the
motorway through the creation of an industrial zone. In this sense, work should be done to
improve access to the Trakia motorway in the northern part of the city, increasing road access.
Urban mobility and accessibility can be improved through new road connections around urban

centres.
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Key findings from chapter two

In practice, a socio-economic model of regional development has been naturally formed, in
which the Plovdiv and Pazardzhik areas can play a key role. Their rate of regional development
has a centrifugal role and contributes to the formation of a large urban area of national economic
importance. In addition, the formation of the agglomeration area between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik
is becoming one of the most heavily urbanized areas in Bulgaria.

The spatial-economic positioning of the South Central Planning Region is of significant
importance for the regional development and management of our national territory. The
economic, product and technological structure has not changed although the environmental
investments have been good so far, but this does not lead to rapid transformation and high growth.
In the agglomeration of Pazardzhik, support is needed to carry out activities that promote
economic diversification and create competitive companies and brands that will help revitalize
the local economic community in the area.

An empirical sociological study was conducted to visualize the processes in the Plovdiv
agglomeration and Pazardzhik region. The socio-economic policy pursued over the last 32 years
has not led to sustainable economic growth. In the last 5-6 years, imperatively and under the
influence of external factors, the South Central Region has been positioned in a type of economy
that is based on a decent economic growth based partly on external investments and initiatives of
Bulgarians working abroad, through which the country can artificially maintain relative social
stability, which also guarantees the maintenance of political stability in the country. This type of
economic policy is difficult to predict and can have serious economic and political consequences,

having an extremely negative impact on the regional policy.
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THIRD CHAPTER GUIDELINES AND OPPORTUNITIES FOR THE
DEVELOPMENT OF THE AGGLOMERATION AREAS OF PLOVDIV AND
PAZARDZHIK

The third chapter of the dissertation examines the prospects and trends for modernization
and development of the agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik and the opportunities for
improving the regional development of Bulgaria.

3.4. Need for modernization of national, regional and local infrastructure in the
gravity zone of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik

Paragraph 3.1 is devoted to the effective development of the agglomeration in the direction
of Asenovgrad - Plovdiv - Pazardzhik, which requires the need to increase the intensity of regional
development. This also requires building institutions and partnerships between all levels of
government (central, district, regional, municipal), the private sector, donors and civil society. In
practice, the region between the two cities has had satisfactory transport links for the last 50 years,
but in the new realities it needs to double infrastructure and improve innovative development in
order to be more competitive.

An empirical sociological study was conducted to visualize the processes in the Plovdiv
agglomeration and Pazardzhik region. Is there a negative socio-economic attitude towards the
regional development of the agglomeration around Plovdiv and Pazardzhik? What are the
presumed reasons for this; what differences exist between the generations and labor resources that
make up the study sample, and whether they are statistically significant; significant dependencies
and contours of regional development patterns. Based on the relationships found and the results
of the interviews, recommendations are made about general trends in regional and settlement

development.

In response to the survey question "How do you assess the possibility of improving

connectivity between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik?", 52% of respondents answered that t1h7eir



assessment of the possibility of improving connectivity between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik should
be understood as a set of policies. The high percentage indicates that there is a public opinion in
the region that there is a need to build better and more efficient connections between the
settlements. For the development of the agglomeration area between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik, it is
necessary to develop regional road connections. The roads and infrastructure that will ensure
regional connectivity must guarantee the links between the major administrative and economic

centres in the regions, as well as between the regions themselves, facilitating their integration.

To another question from the survey conducted in the agglomeration area, namely "In your
opinion, where do people prefer to live in the municipalities of Pazardzhik and Plovdiv?", 34%
of respondents answered that in their opinion people in the municipalities of Pazardzhik and
Plovdiv prefer to live "In the peripheral zones of the cities" This means that in the region, in
addition to industrial production, the service sector should also be developed. This can be done
by encouraging and promoting the implementation of existing legislation on flexible working and
teleworking. Just over half of the region's communities are served by rail with the better
communications and development opportunities it offers. The rest rely only on road transport,
which is not conducive to their socio-economic development. The regional nature of rail transport
and the condition of the railway infrastructure and rolling stock limit mass passenger transport
increasingly to episodic, seasonal journeys (excluding regular work journeys within 30-60
minutes). All this leads to economic inefficiency and resort to stopping some lines or closing
stations and more often stops. In addition, the agglomeration area needs complementarity of

funding mainly through EU funds and regional development promotion.
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3.5. Applying innovative regional policy as instruments for the development of the
agglomeration area between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik.

Paragraph 3.2 focuses on the need to innovate and impose a new approach to human capital
management. Thus, in the agglomeration area between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik people's views
on development are highlighted. The fundamental question is about adapting the Plovdiv-
Pazardzhik agglomeration to more rational new things in management when they are the product
of innovative development of local government. The more innovations are introduced in a region,
it is assumed that it has great potential for socio-economic development. An important aspect of
improving living standards combined with economic innovation is better transport connectivity.
For example, the answer to the question "How do you evaluate the development of transport in

the municipality of Plovdiv?" is interesting.

Thus, nearly 51% of the respondents answered that they define the level of transport
development in Plovdiv municipality as "The transport system is deteriorating and becoming
more complicated". A major problem in the area of the road network in the country and in the
region in particular is the continuing lack of completed motorways and expressways along the
main TEN-T network. The core network, which is scheduled to be completed by 2030, consists
of the sections of the comprehensive network that are of the greatest strategic importance for
achieving the objectives of the trans-European transport network. Also important for Plovdiv
would be the future S-Bahn, which would use about 47 kilometres of rail transport, according to
the Master Plan. The infrastructure is owned by the NK Railway, but freight traffic should be
stopped and the route included in the automated rail traffic management. Trains can be an integral
part of Plovdiv's urban transport network and obey its rules - traffic lights and stations, which is

quite normal for a city. The project will connect all areas of Plovdiv, as well as 11 nearby
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settlements, using the existing rail network and creating new connections.

Here we can highlight that more than half of the respondents in the Plovdiv-Pazardzhik
agglomeration see overbuilding as one of the biggest problems in the municipality. Plovdiv and
Pazardzhik, as well as their agglomeration areas, are the spatial focus of economic policy and
expectations for innovation, clusters and growth areas® . Equal distribution, among other
considerations, should be understood not literally in terms of geographic distance, but in terms
of time and resource expenditure for access. Therefore, geographical location is only one of the
access factors, the other main factor being the communication infrastructure and the development
of the transport system. Referring to the two new Integrated Development Plans for Plovdiv and
Pazardzhik the above problems have been identified and support will be sought to address them.

3.6. Trends in the modernization of the agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik
into innovative economic centers and smart settlements.

Paragraph 3.3 focuses on the need to develop the agglomeration area through innovative
development and enforcement of the smart settlement model. The aim of these development
policies is to achieve the integration of information and communication technologies, the use of
human and social capital to improve the quality of life of citizens and achieve sustainable
economic development. This also determines the need for the settlements of the Plovdiv-
Pazardzhik agglomeration area to achieve a high level of smart governance. Through the
introduction of e-government, user-oriented administrative services are implemented, with
convenience and safety realized in every way. Improve the effectiveness and efficiency of
services by increasing the return on investment, creating an environment of administrative

accountability and transparency in the delivery and decision-making process for e-services,
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increasing user confidence in e-security and improving the digital environment protecting their
data and rights.

Fostering collaboration between the public and private sectors and urban residents is key to
developing smart citizens who will be engaged and empowered to make positive contributions to
their cities and communities. New and innovative methods of collaboration can increase
engagement. Smart city projects should include plans to ensure transparency and accessibility for
citizens, often through open data portals or mobile apps. This allows residents to engage with the
data and understand what it is being used for and what it is doing. There should be clear metrics
to allow local authorities, citizens, businesses and NGOs to assess progress on the idea of creating
smart solutions for each city.

Through smart city apps, residents can also perform personal tasks such as monitoring their
homes' energy consumption, paying bills and finding efficient public transport. The concept
needs input from academia developing the ideas and technologies, investors and implementers of
smart solutions, city governments, but also from citizens using and living in these cities. Citizens
need to feel free and comfortable, to have security but also space to develop their own qualities

and creativity.
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Key findings from chapter three

The model for the effective development of the agglomeration in the direction of
Asenovgrad - Plovdiv - Pazardzhik is outlined, requiring the building of institutions and
partnerships between all levels of government (central, district, regional, municipal), the private
sector, donors and civil society. Outlined for innovative development policies that lead to
improved living standards combined with economic innovation, smart development and efficient
transport connectivity.

Proposed solutions to overcome problems in the road network in the country and in
particular in the region is the continued lack of completed motorways and expressways on the
main TEN-T network.

A number of projects have been proposed to improve the quality of the living environment
by enforcing the postulates of smart cities. Deployment of plans and programmes to ensure
transparency and accessibility for citizens, often through open data portals or mobile applications.
Enabling residents to engage with data and understand what it is being used for and what it does.
Fostering collaboration between the public and private sectors and city residents is key to

developing the smart cities of the future.
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CONCLUSION

The present dissertation has brought to the forefront the need to assess and analyze the geo-
urban development of the urban areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik. This pattern of spatial
development is the result of a natural evolution of socio-economic processes in the South Central
Planning Region and imposed by an enterprising population and investment by foreign
companies.

The analysis and acceptance of the Plovdiv - Pazardzhik agglomeration as an essential
element of the national regional policy and a factor of national regional development, managed
in a modern way, through smart specialization will undoubtedly lead to more informed solutions
for dealing with regional social imbalances within the agglomeration . There is a need to
strengthen cooperation between universities, research institutions and enterprises to implement
the new horizontal policies in the field of circular economy, industrial transition and expand
measures to promote the digitalization of enterprises, with a focus on technologies introducing
Industry 4.0.

Today it is clearly seen that there are no universal solutions, there is no model that can
guarantee success in urban development, but we can see the processes of urban decentralization
and expansion of the urban agglomeration Plovdiv - Pazardzhik, which lead to the emergence
of large urban settlements, new complexes and new cultures associated with the development
of urban agglomeration. This is agglomeration between Plovdiv and Pazardzhik and is known
as one of the main territories that form the bulk of Bulgaria's GDP. According to experts, this
range will become increasingly important over the next 20-25 years. Although Bulgaria is still
far from smart cities and e-government, which we can see in a number of countries given as an

example, by introducing innovative solutions in the development and management of the city.
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VIII. REFERENCE FOR THE MAIN SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTIONS IN

areals is provided. The theory and methodology in the literature concerning the concepts related
to the formation of agglomeration areas, as well as the spatial organization of urban areas, is
enriched and supplemented, with the aim to formulate these concepts exactically and to search
for their immanent relationship.

4. A detailed analysis and assessment of the implemented regional development policies
having a significant impact on the functioning and development of the agglomeration areas of
Plovdiv and Pazardzhik and their importance in the regional economy.

5. The guidelines, trends and possible policies for regional development related to the
development of the Plovdiv - Pazardzhik agglomeration area in the context of its regional,

national and international importance are outlined.
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
