2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work
Structure of the dissertation.The dissertation is developed in a volume of 210

pages, of which 201 pages contain the main text. The main text contains 29 figures and
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8 tables. The bibliography consists of 167 titles - literary sources, strategic documents
and Internet resources. The volume and structure of the dissertation work allows to
achieve the goal and tasks of the scientific research.

The dissertation research consists of an introduction, three chapters with relevant
appendices, a conclusion and a list of references. The dissertation has a classic
structure, through which the thesis of the scientific research is presented and argued.
The main elements of the research are presented in an orderly logical framework and
the reviewer can easily follow the developments in the research work of the PhD
student. The layout of the dissertation enables the reader (reviewer) to quickly and
easily gain an idea of the purpose, object, subject and tasks of the scientific research
even before entering in depth into the research carried out by the doctoral student and
his scientific supervisor. The doctoral student has also determined the limits of
penetration in the study of the defined scientific problem, having objectively argued
the main limitations in the process of his work. Every single scientific research is
carried out within the framework of limitations - organizational, financial or normative.
However, within these limitations, the doctoral student has managed to conduct his
research in accordance with the principles of scientific ethics.

The topicality of the topic is expressed in establishing the benefits of urbanization
processes and the development of the spatial economy of cities. | agree with the PhD
student thatthe focus of the dissertation research has a marked territorial and
urbanization aspect, expressed in the attempt to evaluate and analyze the development
of the spatial economy and the development of the urban economy. In practice, the
agglomerations in Bulgaria are taking shape as key geo-economic centers for
development in demographic, social, cultural, educational and economic order. With
the arguments thus presented in the introduction, the relevance and dissertationability
of the dissertation research are defensible.

Degree of knowledge of the state of the problem and of the literature.The author

of the dissertation has carried out a thorough literature review regarding the state of the
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problem, clearly highlighting his contribution to the enrichment and development of

the theory of regional development of urban agglomerations.

Pl define the first chapter of the dissertation work as theoretical, focused on
determining the main achievements of previous and current research on the problems
of the regional development of agglomerations. The main concepts that make up the
methodological framework of research are defined. The main approaches for
localization, spatial distribution and regional growth of the agglomeration are
presented.

It can be summarized that at the end of this chapterfrom the dissertation, the author
presented his summaries and conclusions from the literature analysis of the researched
problem and presented a scientifically based research methodology. The author is
honored for taking the next step, namely, based on his own interpretation, to give his
opinion on what scientific principles, approaches and research methods can be used in
the analysis and evaluation of the effects of the management of the regional
development of agglomerations. All that has been said so far supports the thesis that
the PhD student knows the state of the problem to a large extent and is familiar with
the latest studies in this area that his colleagues have carried out and shared in the public
space.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The structure of the dissertation is classical and follows the logical framework of
"validation and proof/refutation™ of a main research thesis. The purpose of the research
corresponds to the chosen topic, and the scientific tasks provide an opportunity to
realize the intended purpose of the dissertation work. The research methodology and
methodology are objectively developed in such a way as to allow the defined scientific
problem to be investigated in sufficient depth. They rest on the PhD student's
understanding of what the most salient features of the ‘agglomerations' system are.
From the presented text in this part of the dissertation, it is clearly understood that the
author realizes a vision of consistency and logical pragmatism in carrying out scientific

research.
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In his dissertation, the doctoral student managed to identify the main indicators
for measuring the progress of the regional development of agglomerations. He has
determined which part of the publicly available information can objectively enable him
to measure the effects of regional development in relation to the perceived indicators.

Through the method of scientific abstraction, he systematized and analyzed the
main factors determining the regional development of agglomerations. All this, the
doctoral student has presented in the second chapter of the dissertation work. At the
end of this part, the conclusions of the performed analytical research are placed. It
makes a good impression that the conclusions are reasoned and are based on the results
and summaries of the performed analysis. Another important aspect of the conclusions
in the analytical part is whether they can be reliable evidence in verifying the credibility
of the dissertation thesis. Thus formulated, the conclusions allow the research thesis to
be supported. In the third chapter, the main guidelines and possibilities for the
development of the agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik are formulated. The
main needs for effective development of agglomerations have been identified, object
of analysis. The processes that turn the city of Plovdiv and the city of Pazardzhik into
agglomerations have been studied and the main barriers to the effectiveness of this
process have been defined. Using the approach of "validation and proof/rejection™ of
the main thesis of the dissertation, the author makes a significant contribution to the

development of the theory and practice of the researched problem.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions
The author of the dissertation formulates a total of 5 scientific and scientific-
applied contributions, which I consider to be original and resulting from the scientific
work of the doctoral student and the conducted in-depth dissertation research. The first
2 contributions, in my opinion, can be categorized as scientific, and the subsequent 3
as those of a scientific-applied nature.
| believe that the literature review carried out on the subject of the dissertation,

the research methodology and methodology formulated and tested, the field research
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carried out, the conclusions and recommendations formulated, as well as the proposed
solutions for solving the formulated problems, can be recognized as scientific and

scientific-applied contributions .

The presented publications under the procedure for acquiring the degree "Doctor"
are a total of 3 in number. With the publications presented in this way, the doctoral
student covers the minimum scientometric indicators for obtaining the degree "doctor"

The abstract submitted for review is sufficient in volume and objectively reflects
