1. Ph.D. student introduction

The dissertation student was trained in a doctoral program at the
Regional Development Department, Faculty —of Management and
Administration of UNWE, majoring in Administration and Management
(Regional Development), according to Order of the Rector of UNWE No.
600/22.03.2023. The training was carried out in correspondence form during
the period 05.03.2019 - 05.03.2023, under the scientific supervision of Prof. Dr.
Kamen Petrov. By Order No. 730/27.03.2023 of the Deputy Rector for
Research and International Collaboration of the UNWE, the period of study has
been extended by 6 months, with the deadline for the doctoral studies
September 5, 2023. After successful implementation of all activities, with
Order No. 1126/28.04.2023 of the Deputy Rector for Research and International



Collaboration of the UNWE, doctoral student Tolev has been dismissed with
the right of public defense, starting from March 31, 2023.

Doctoral student Tsvyatko Tolev was born in 1989 in the city of Plovdiv.
In the period 2013-2017, he completed a bachelor's degree at UNWE, majoring
in "Public Administration and Regional Development", after which he
continued his studies at the university and in 2018 he successfully graduated as
a Master of Administration and Management in the major "Regional Business
and management". Mr. Tolev started his professional development in 2014 as
the head of administration and planning in the company "KA 5 KLIMA" OOD
in the city of Plovdiv, where he works to this day. He speaks English at a very
good level, has excellent digital, analytical and communication skills.

Doctoral student Tolev has successfully passed all exams and has
correctly fulfilled the commitments planned in his individual study plan. During
his doctoral studies, he participated with reports at international scientific
conferences organized by the "Regional Development” department and
published 2 articles in the Journal of Bio-based Marketing, an English-language
journal of the Agricultural University - Plovdiv.

It can be seen from the submitted report on the implementation of the
minimum national requirements under Article 2b, paragraphs 2 and 3 of the
Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria;
doctoral student Tolev has achieved the required points for acquiring the
educational and scientific degree "doctor".

2. General characteristics of the submitted Ph.D. thesis

The dissertation submitted for review has a classic structure, consisting
of an introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. The content is
supplemented by lists of tables and figures, 1 appendix, as well as a
bibliography of 167 sources, incl. scientific works, analytical reports, statistical
databases, electronic resources, etc.

The total volume of the dissertation is 218 standard pages, of which 200
pages are the main text, 11 pages are a bibliographic reference and 7 pages are
an appendix (survey card). The structure of the dissertation is well balanced in
terms of content in all three chapters. The scope of the development fully
complies with the accepted standards. The rich visualization of the text,
through 29 figures and 8 tables, also makes a very good impression.

In his scientific work, doctoral student Tolev directs our attention to the
importance of agglomeration areas, as a tool for the transformation of regions.

The relevance of the dissertation research is presented through the prism
of modern trends in the unbalanced spatial development of the country and the
need to examine possibilities and guidelines for promoting urban development
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and forming active agglomeration entities that support a future harmonious
development of the adjacent territories around the urbanized cities nuclei.

The author systematically and exhaustively Justifies his choice of topic,
arguing his scientific interest to study the changing pattern of regional
development in the localized territory. More specifically, the focus is on
assessing the emerging contradictions and conflicts in the chosen territorial
system, which undoubtedly opens the possibility to propose ideas for alternative
approaches and methods to resolve these contradictions in the future.

Doctoral student Tolev correctly outlines the object of his scientific
research, namely the general "agglomeration area between Plovdiv and
Pazardzhik in the Republic of Bulgaria", which allows to outline the existing
cause-and-effect relationships and to forecast trends in regional development.
As the subject of the dissertation research, the relationships between the
settlements within the separate agglomeration are logically derived.

Doctoral student Tolev appropriately formulated his main goal to
investigate the content and intensity of agglomeration interactions that
developed on the territory between the cities of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik, as well
as the main directions of their future development. In order to achieve the goal,
the author states to perform several research tasks related to an analytical
survey of the theoretical foundation and study of practical experience on the
subject, development of an appropriate methodological framework of the study,
conducting primary studies, systematization, structuring and analysis of the
obtained results, identifying the boundaries of the study and directions for
future research on the topic.

The author's thesis and micro-theses are generally formulated with a
focus on researching the current problems facing the agglomeration areas and
addressing them to the possibilities of influencing the Plovdiv and Pazardzhik
agglomeration for a more rational organization of the adjacent space and
accelerated innovative development.

The empirical results in the scientific work are based on data obtained
from a pilot study based on a pre-prepared questionnaire of various population
groups (including travelers) within the boundaries of the Plovdiv-Pazardzhik
agglomeration. The setting of functional limitations of scientific research also
deserves a positive assessment.

In the dissertation, the reflections of many authors related to the topic are
taken into account and find their place in a critical way. The text suggests the
high awareness of doctoral student Tolev on the issues involved, as well as his
analytical skills in evaluating the variety of theoretical positions and
methodological approaches of research on the subject under consideration. The
sources used are diverse, sufficient and focused on the researched problem.
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3. Scientific and scientific-applied results evaluation

The introduction of the dissertation very thoroughly and argumentatively
presents all the required content elements that outline the research logic of the
dissertation work.

The first chapter presents the theoretical-methodological foundation of
spatial development, with an emphasis on geo-urbanized territories. The author
explores scientific approaches to the formation of agglomerations and their role
as a catalyst for regional economic growth.

In the second chapter, a critical analysis of the main spatial aspects of the
agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik is carried out through the prism
of their socio-economic development. The theoretical analysis models the
relationship between the functional development model of the urban area,
productivity and its regional growth.

The third chapter synthesizes generalizations, based on the obtained
results of the theoretical analysis and the conducted empirical studies. Doctoral
student Tolev substantiates the need for separate assessments for the two
municipalities of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik, due to the unbalanced urban
development in Bulgaria, in order to more clearly highlight the processes and
forms of spatial restructuring within the boundaries of the studied
agglomeration areas. The author presents guidelines for the perspectives
regarding the modernization of the infrastructure and the implementation of an
innovative regional policy for the agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and
Pazardzhik, as factors for improving the regional development of Bulgaria.

The selected methodological toolkit follows the logic of general scientific
approaches applied to system-structural analysis and synthesis, study of cause-
and-effect regularities, with an emphasis on the regional paradigm. The author
demonstrates knowledge and skills in the application of quantitative (statistical)
and qualitative (descriptive, cartographic, comparative analysis) methods,
which he uses in the processing of primary data and the analysis of the results
obtained from the survey.

The results of the scientific research of doctoral student Tsvyatko Tolev
have a methodological and applied nature; they fully correspond with the set
tasks, which is an argument for the successful implementation of the main goal
of the dissertation work. The achieved results reveal the skills of the doctoral
student to synthesize, analyze, systematize, summarize and, based on this,
reasonably propose specific guidelines for the improvement of the studied
processes and spatial structures.
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4. Scientific and scientific-applied contributions evaluation

I accept in substance the contribution stated by Mr. Tsvyatko Tolev, a
candidate for the award of the educational and scientific degree ,,doctor®, as
reasoned and substantiated by the reasoning, studies and analyzes made in the
dissertation research. I believe that the following contributions have a scientific
and theoretical nature:

* enrichment of the theory and methodology in the scientific literature
regarding the concepts related to the formation of the agglomeration
areas, as well as the spatial organization of the urbanized territories;

* original systematization of the main aspects of the organization and
spatial development of the Plovdiv-Pazardjik agglomeration, by applying
a toolkit adapted by the author for monitoring, analysis and evaluation of
the spatial organization and functioning of the specified agglomeration
areas.

The following could be evaluated as contributions of a scientific and
applied nature:

* conducted an empirical study of the processes in the agglomeration of
Plovdiv and Pazardzhik and their adjacent areas, their socio-economic
development and public attitudes towards the vision for its functioning;

* carried out analysis and assessment of regional development policies,
having a significant impact on the functioning and development of the
Plovdiv and Pazardzhik agglomeration areas and their role in the regional
economy;

e deriving guidelines, trends and possible policies for regional
development related to the development of the Plovdiv-Pazardjik
agglomeration area, in the context of its regional, national and
international importance.

I believe that the conducted empirical sociological research of the
processes in the agglomerations of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik increases the quality
of the dissertation work and allows its author to state his working hypothesis,
assuming the existence of negative socio-economic attitudes towards the
regional development of the agglomeration around Plovdiv and Pazardzhik. To
seek answers to various questions in order to examine the statistical significance
of the factors influencing regional development patterns. The established
dependencies and the results of surveys and in-depth interviews allow the
author to outline the general trends in the development of the studied territory.
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3. Dissertation publications evaluation

The presented list of publications of doctoral student Tsvyatko Tolev
includes 4 scientific works, which corresponds to the required minimum for
obtaining the educational and scientific degree "doctor". Three independent
articles published in the Journal of Bio-based Marketing, an English-language
journal of the Agricultural University - Plovdiv, and one report (co-authored by
the scientific supervisor Prof. Dr. Petrov) included in the proceedings of an
international ~ scientific conference organized by Regional Development
Department on the topic: "Globalism, Regionalism and Security".

In the paper on the topic: "Spatial development of the settlement network
and agglomeration areas in the South Central region", doctoral student Tolev
applies the network approach and, based on current statistical data, makes a
comparative analysis of the agglomeration areas Plovdiv, Pazardzhik, Haskovo
and Kardzhali through the prism of their social -economic development and
their positioning in the South Central region.

The article entitled: "Modeling of agglomeration areas in the South
Central planning region in Bulgaria" purposefully examines the agglomeration
areas in the South Central Planning Region, which have the potential for
sustainable development and are integrated into the spatial development policy
of our national territory.

The thesis defended by the author in the second article, entitled: "Trends
in the modernization of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik agglomeration areas into
innovative economic centers and Smart City" is a justification of the need for
agglomeration areas to develop innovatively, by imposing the model of smart
settlements. As a result of the analysis, doctoral student Tolev makes
recommendations for the integration of information and communication
technologies, introduction of new user-oriented electronic services, higher
regional security, more active partnership between local authorities and
administration, public sector and business, non-governmental organizations,
academia and citizens.

The third article is entitled: "Problems of urban governance and
development in the early XXI century". The scientific development analyses the
contemporary challenges in urban planning and attempts to offer guidelines for
improving the model for innovative urban development and developing
scenarios for its implementation, based on the study of foreign urban planning
experience.

The analysis of the publications testifies to their thematic connection with
the scientific problem of the dissertation work. The mentioned publications
prove that the author has ensured the necessary popularity of his ideas and has
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familiarized the scientific audience and society with his achievements and
scientific and applied results of the dissertation research,

6. Author's abstract evaluation

The deposited abstract has a volume of 28 pages. The abstract is
composed according to the requirements, reflecting in a synthesized form the
content of the dissertation work, the object and methodology of the research, as
well as the obtained final results. According to the requirements, the author's
abstract contains a list of publications related to the dissertation topic, as well as
a reference of the contributing moments of the conducted scientific research.

The reference of contributions is correctly compiled and reflects the
results achieved by doctoral student Tsvyatko Tolev from the dissertation
research.

The abstract faithfully synthesizes the main structural and content
elements of the dissertation work. The text correctly reflects the most important
and essential reflections and conclusions of doctoral student Tolev, the result of
the process of theoretical and empirical examination of the scientific problem.

7. Criticisms, recommendations, and questions

The dissertation work of Mr. Tsvyatko Tolev is a completed scientific
study with a clearly formulated problem, selected methods and tools for
research, conducted author's empirical research, analysis of the obtained results,
conclusions and recommendations. I do not find any misalignments and
significant omissions that would reduce its high quality.

I would recommend the author to continue and build on his scientific
research to introduce innovative solutions in the development and management
of agglomeration areas.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation on the topic "Trends in the Regional Development of the
Agglomeration Areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik" meets the established
requirements for a scientific product, contains an author's study of a specific
current problem, based on a thorough study of various information sources, and
presents a reasoned scientific defense of the achieved results. A number of
statements, ideas and proposals in it can be evaluated as contributions of a
theoretical and practical-applied nature, which gives me a reason to give my
positive assessment of the dissertation work.

I believe that the dissertation also meets the requirements of the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Rules
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for its Implementation and the internal rules for the acquisition of scientific
degrees at UNSS.

With these reasons, I strongly suggest to the members of the esteemed
scientific jury to award Mr. Tsvyatko Naydenov Tolev the scientific and
educational degree "doctor" in the scientific specialty "Administration and
management  (regional development)" in professional direction 3.7
Administration and management.
