The dissertation student is studying in the doctoral program

By Order No. 1126/28.04.2023 of the Rector of the UNSS, the doctoral
student Mr. Tsviatko Tolev was dismissed with the right to public defense.

« Brief information on the implementation of the individual plan

The documents presented by doctoral student Tolev show that he has
fulfilled all the requirements laid down in his individual study plan. During the
training period, he developed and presented three papers at international
scientific conferences. The certificate of fulfillment of the minimum national
requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, shows that Mr. Tolev has the
necessary points for acquiring the educational and scientific degree (ONS)
"Doctor".

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation student Tsviatko Tolev has presented his scientific work
on the topic: "Tendencies in the regional development of the agglomeration
areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik" in a total volume of 200 basic standard
typewritten pages. The dissertation includes: introduction; lists of abbreviations
used, tables, figures and diagrams; three main chapters; conclusion: scientific-
applied contributions and bibliographic reference. I believe that the author has
managed to fit into the formal scientific standards for constructing his
dissertation work. And besides achieving a relative balance in the three main
chapters, he has successfully built the overall logical framework of the
presented scholarly text into a thoroughly satisfying volume. The research is
visualized by means of 29 (twenty-nine) nos. figures and 8 (eight) pcs. tables.

The dissertation brings out and justifies the need to evaluate and analyze
the geo-urban development of the urban areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik. The
proposed model of spatial development is the result of a natural development of
the socio-economic processes in the South Central Planning Region and
imposed by the enterprising population and investments by foreign companies
in the studied territory.



3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The doctoral dissertation argumentatively presents all the content
elements that outline the research logic of the dissertation work. The author
presents a meaningful structure in which the main chapters and paragraphs are
arranged in the following sequence:

The first chapter carefully presents the theoretical and methodological
foundation of spatial development, with an emphasis on geo-urbanized
territories. The author explores scientific approaches to the formation of
agglomerations and their role as a catalyst for regional economic growth.

In the second chapter, a critical analysis of the main spatial aspects of the
agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik is carried out through the prism
of their socio-economic development. The theoretical analysis models the
relationship between the functional development model of the urban area,
productivity and its regional growth.

The third chapter presents synthesized summaries, based on the obtained
results of the theoretical analysis and the conducted empirical studies. Doctoral
student Tsviatko Tolev substantiates the need for separate assessments for the
two municipalities of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik, due to the unbalanced urban
development in Bulgaria, in order to more clearly highlight the processes and
forms of spatial restructuring within the boundaries of the studied
agglomeration areas. The author presents guidelines for the perspectives
regarding the modernization of the infrastructure and the implementation of an
innovative regional policy for the agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and
Pazardzhik, as factors for improving the regional development of Bulgaria.

The main results of the scientific research have an applied nature, fulfill
the set research tasks, which allows to report a successful implementation of the
main goal of the dissertation work.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The indicated main results of the doctoral thesis of Tsviatko Tolev have
already been noted according to their contribution to theoretical knowledge and
the enrichment of practice in the field of regional science. But I think that the
following theoretical-methodological and practical-applied contributions in the
context of Bulgarian science can be added to them:

l. An overview of the theoretical propositions for evaluation and analysis



of agglomeration areas was carried out. The theory and methodology in the
literature regarding the concepts related to the formation of the agglomeration
areas, as well as the spatial organization of the urbanized territories, has been
enriched and supplemented, and the aim is to formulate these concepts exactly
and to look for their immanent connection.

2. An original systematization of the main aspects of the organization and
spatial development of the Plovdiv - Pazardzhik agglomeration was carried out,
with a proprietary toolkit for monitoring, analysis and evaluation of the spatial
organization and functioning of the specified agglomeration areas.

3. An empirical study was conducted to visualize the processes in the
agglomeration of Plovdiv and Pazardzhik and their adjacent areas, as well as
their socioeconomic development and public attitudes towards its vision and
functioning.

4. A detailed analysis was carried out and an assessment was made of the
implemented regional development policies having a significant impact on the
functioning and development of the agglomeration areas of Plovdiv and
Pazardzhik and their importance in the regional economy.

5. The guidelines, trends and possible policies for regional development
related to the development of the agglomeration area Plovdiv - Pazardzhik, in
the context of its regional, national and international importance, are presented

In summary, I accept the doctoral student's claims for contributions,
which are formulated correctly and synthesized and reflect the actual results and
achievements of his scientific and applied research.
