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INTRODUCTION

In human history, despite the use of different names at the various historical
epochs, rich minorities have always ruled the world. In Ancient Greece these were
oligarchs and aristocrats, in the Middle Ages — feudals and popes, during the
Renaissance — rich and noble patricians, seigniors, during the different stages of
capitalism — capitalist or ruling class, elites, influential business circles, financial circles,
etc. Today, at the beginning of XXI century, there is a global oligarchy, labelled with
the phrase “one per cent” of the world population — multibillionaires that define the fate
of the mankind in times of global capitalism. The enormous economic power of big
corporations and banks dominates the political power of state and supra-state
institutions, forcing them to divert from the public interest and to serve the interests of
a few big proprietors and shareholders. This oligarchic power is legitimized by shaping
the public opinion in order to achieve voluntary subjection of the majority.

At the moment, there is a lack of complex scientific researches in Bulgaria (in
particular in the field of political sciences) on the problem of oligarchization of politics
in historical and contemporary context, which have prompted the elaboration of this
thesis, as well as the need of a conceptual expansion of the research scope — not only in
political, but also in economic and socio-cultural aspect.

Actuality of the problem:

The issue of oligarchization of politics became rather topical after the financial
crisis of 2007-2008 that have initially emerged in the USA, and later on has spread in
Europe and all over the world. This problem is not new, because oligarchy pursues
capitalism in its entire history. However, the new feature in relation to the contemporary
global neoliberal capitalism is the unprecedented level of concentration of wealth and
power in the hands of the 1% of the population in opposition to the rest 99%. This
overconcentration causes a systematic crisis of both capitalism and the western liberal
democracy.

The contemporary liberal pluralistic and representative democracy is not only in
crisis, but it is in collapse. Basic democratic principles are questioned, namely: the
principle of the majority for the decision making; the separation of powers; the rule of
law; the freedom of association; the freedom of speech; the protection of the entire scope
of human rights — social, economic, political, cultural. To some extent, the poliarchy
institutions (R. Dahl) have become meaningless. Liberal democracy becomes more and
more formal, while oligarchy becomes more real. A new term “non-liberal democracy”
has emerged (F. Zakaria), in order to label the regimes that conduct elections, but do not
observe the rule of law and regularly ignore the constitutional principle of separation of
powers. In most western countries there is a process from democratization of politics
under state regulated capitalism (1945-1975) to oligarchization of politics under
uncontrolled neoliberal capitalism (since 1980-s till now).

The oligarchization of politics in the developed Western countries intensifies
considerably with the election of Margaret Thatcher in Great Britain (1979) and Ronald
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Reagan in the USA (1981), after that the neoliberal (oligarchic) policies have spread
across continental Europe and the rest of the world. This period has witnessed a
neoliberal change (turn), when the state regulated for social purposes capitalism during
the decades after the Second World War has transformed into neoliberal global
capitalism, when gigantic corporations and banks have become political actors and
therefore force states to introduce policies protecting their wealth. Once again, the
process of oligarchization of politics has intensified after the financial crisis of 2008,
when some governments have saved from bankruptcy big private banks and
corporations using tax payers’ money. It is not by chance that the crisis has erupted in
the USA in times when it is losing its positions as a global hegemony, and then it has
spread across Europe.

The key words explaining the process of oligarchization of politics in the USA and
the European Union states, that have been developing during the last four decades,
compared to the process of democratization during the time of the “three glorious
decades” after the Second World War are: concentration — dispersion, divergence —
convergence, monopoly — competitiveness, inheritance — meritocracy, rent-seeking —
entrepreneurship, extreme inequality — more equality, etc.

The basic assumptions (admissions) in clarifying the issue of oligarchization of
politics, around which the DSc thesis is structured are:

First. The term “oligarchy” is a summary concept that includes the subjects of
action (the oligarchs), as well as the status of society and the state organization as a form
of government in the interest of wealthy and powerful minorities. When the public
speaks about oligarchy, it usually states the actions of wealthy people in association with
the authorities aiming personal enrichment. There is no distinction between wealthy,
average wealthy, very wealthy or super wealthy people. We examine the term oligarchs
as super wealthy people, who transform their wealth into political power, in order to
protect and increase it. There is a difference between plutocracy (government of the
wealthy) and oligarchy — government of the few ultra-rich people. The entire research
Is based on the idea that oligarchy (as a phenomenon) accompanies capitalism in its
history for more than five centuries. Oligarchy is an element of capitalism logics, its
essential characteristics in the process of limitless accumulation of capital, while in
certain historical periods it has become its substantial main body. Based on this we
differentiate four historical cycles of the oligarchization: Genovese, Dutch, British and
American (according to G. Arrighi).

Second. The problem of oligarchization of politics is of interdisciplinary nature —
there are a lot of social sciences that study it using their own point of view, but two of
them are considered basic — politics and economics. Indeed, this is because the
concentration of wealth and power in the hands of a few individuals can be explained
comprehensively in the scope of the political and the economic systems.

Third. | assume that oligarchic and democratic government combine — in different
degrees, in different doses at certain time and place. It is possible there are different
mixtures of both ingredients of the public affairs management. Oligarchs actually exert

political influence, but not in all spheres of politics. Beforehand, | stipulate that this
oligarchic-democratic alloy is formally presented as democracy, but in its essence it is
oligarchy. I disagree the discourse about public policies in the interest of the majority,
because it conceals the existence of oligarchic policies. | differentiate oligarchic policies
in the entire complex of state public policies (considered to be democratic), hence | will
elaborate on the oligarchization of politics, and not on the oligarchic political regime,
by focusing on the oligarchic element of the oligarchic-democratic alloy.

Forth. | differentiate two aspects of the oligarchic phenomenon — similar to the two
sides of a coin. The first one is associated with flagrant social injustice and inequality
between the few rich and powerful people and the vast number of poor and destitute
people. The other aspect relates to the elitist nature of government and the noble
(aristocratic) element in it. | am being rather critical towards the first side of the coin,
while towards the second one, | admit that due to the privileged access to different
resources (material, educational, informational, cultural) the people from the minority
(the oligarchs) are more capable and competent to govern, compared to the ordinary
people.

Fifth. 1 am aware that the problem of the oligarchization of politics can be
explained in details in the context of the world capitalist system, rather than in a single
national state or group of countries. Therefore, the first historical chapter studies the
systematic cycles of accumulation of capital during the entire life cycle of capitalism as
a world system, and on this base are formulated historical cycles of oligarchization. At
the same time, however, the second and third chapters of the dissertation thesis are
focused on the oligarchic features in the government of a single national state that
depend on its position in the world capitalist system (centre, semi-periphery and
periphery). The attention is drawn to the so called developed and wealthy western states
from the capitalistic centre.

Sixth. The problem of inequality is of key importance for the clarification of the
oligarchization of politics. It is related to the income and power distribution in society.
The social-economic inequality leads to political inequality and vice versa. The power
of the wealth presupposes concentration and monopoly, but not dispersion and pluralism
of economic goods and political rights among vast social stratum.

Seventh. The oligarchic power has three dimensions: economic, political and
ideological. The economic dimension is defying. The oligarchs possess a vast scale of
wealth, as some of it is invested in politics (political parties, elections, etc.), as well as
In activities to assure a cultural hegemony of the capitalist class, part of whom are they
themselves. It is a vicious circle — the enormous wealth is transformed into political
power, and the latter (through the political institutions) is exerted to protect and increase
this private wealth.

Eight. During the last four decades in USA and the EU countries the
oligarchization of politics has been considered as a process developing in the economic,
political and socio-cultural spheres and leads to due outcome — oligarchic state capture



(capture of its three powers: legislative, executive and judicial), including the media
power. | relate to the research problem critically, and not objectively and value neutrally.

Research object

The research object is the interrelations between economic and political power and
the subjection of politics (state) by the big private capital (financial, industrial, trade) in
the world capitalist system.

Research subject

The subject of this research is the process of oligarchization of politics during the
capitalism as pre-history (historical cycles of oligarchization) and the contemporary
dimensions from the end of 1970s to the end of the second decade of the XXI century.

The dissertation thesis aims to elaborate own conceptual model of the
problem/process of oligarchization of politics, where analytically are differentiated its
manifestations in the economic, political and socio-cultural spheres. This model helps
outline the basic mechanisms (instruments) for displaying the researched process in the
developed western countries, as well as some fragments of the oligarchization of politics
in Bulgaria after 1989.

The basic goal of the dissertation thesis is specified by the fulfilment of the
following research tasks:

e Thematization of oligarchy — as ideas (Plato and Aristotle) and practices in
Ancient Greece;

e Qutlining the historical and theoretical framework for studying the capitalist
oligarchy in the light of the world systems analysis throughout more than five centuries.

¢ Differentiating the historical cycles of oligarchization based on the systematic
cycles for accumulation of capital according to Giovanni Arrighi: Genovese, Dutch,
British and American and respectively the historical forms of oligarchy under
capitalism. Drawing up a comparative table for the four cycles (Table 1).

e Presenting basic research approaches towards the oligarchy and the oligarchs,
as well as theories related to the oligarchization of politics;

e Developing own conceptual model of oligarchization of politics in the
developed western democracies (USA and the EU member states) at times of neoliberal
capitalism consisting four parts: a) terminological clarifications; b) oligarchization of
politics as a process; ¢) outcomes of this process and d) mechanisms of its elaboration.
Presenting a schematic visualization of the model.

e Drawing the characteristics of the process of democratization to oligarchization
in the economic, political and socio-cultural sphere (Tables 2, 3 and 4), as well as
presenting the key words describing the process from democratization to oligarchization
(Table 5).

e Disclosing the dimensions (aspects) of the oligarchic state capture and its three
powers (legislative, executive and judicial), including the media power, in the light of
three author concepts: a) W. Streeck for the post-reality policy (in times of crisis of
democratic capitalism in the post-war era); b) C. Crouch — post-democratic politics (in



times of neoliberal globalization) and c¢) U. Beck — techno-economic subpolitics of risk
society (Table 6).

o Differentiating and arguing the five basic mechanisms of oligarchization of
politics, supported with examples from the USA and the EU: a) lobbying of big capital
in politics; b) financing political parties and elections by big donors; ¢) capturing the
regulators by the regulated; d) revolving doors; e) legitimizing the oligarchic
politics/policies.

o Application of the elaborated conceptual model of oligarchization of politics in
Republic of Bulgaria after 1989 by outlining fragments of this process/outcome;

e Drafting probable routes for anti-oligarchic resistance and reduction of the
unprecedented concentration of wealth and power (in the conclusion).

Research thesis

The oligarchization of politics during the last four decades (from the end of 1970s
to 2020) in the USA and the EU member states is a process leading to a certain outcome
— oligarchic state capture, respectively of their three powers (legislative, executive and
judicial). The political regime in these states is formally democratic, but more and more
oligarchic in its nature (with different specific and scope), while the contemporary
public government (the new public management) is a combination of democratic and
oligarchic practices. This democratic-oligarchic alloy is explained in the frameworks of
the political and economic systems under a regime (political and economic) of
concentration of wealth and power in the hands of extremely limited circle of people.

Research methodology

The basic research method used in the dissertation thesis is the world systems
analysis — the world capitalistic system/systems (I. Wallerstein) that outlines a
historical-theoretical framework for studying the capitalistic oligarchy. Using the
combined efforts of various social sciences (history, economics, political science,
sociology, geography, etc.) it differentiates a new unit for analysis — “the world system”
(capitalism) instead of the national state. The new systematic method differs from the
structural functionalism (T. Parsons), that examines given society as a system. The
system analysis has been defined by the relations among different structures (capitalist
world economy, international system and geoculture) and groups (centre, semi-
periphery, periphery) of the world capitalist system. Capitalism, as a historical system,
originates in XV century in Renaissance Italy, and it is developing more than 500 years
and at the moment at the end of the second decade of XXI century — it is experiencing a
systematic crisis. The author differentiates historical forms of oligarchy during the
various forms of capitalisms, as well as historical cycles of oligarchization (regimes of
concentration of wealth and power, rise and fall of oligarchy) by analogy with the
systematic cycles of accumulation of capital during the capitalism history (Genovese,
Dutch, British and American) distinguished by Giovani Arrighi. From the stand of this
method, when we speak about oligarchy, we mean capitalist oligarchy, and when we
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speak about oligarchs — we understand very rich capitalists. Oligarchy is constant
companion to state during capitalism (regardless the form of state government), but
during some periods it becomes its essential main body. For centuries, capitalism
(Fernand Braudel) is a way to accumulate wealth and power, linked to a regime of
accumulation of wealth and power in the hands of the few (big capitalists-oligarchs) in
a specific historical period. Capitalism is not identical with the market economy, but it
is rather a “way to exercise power, presuming the creation of monopolies that limit the
operation of the entrepreneurship market activity” (Braudel). The prime cause for the
existence of capitalism (reason d’etre) is the limitless accumulation of capital, while the
maximization of profit of the richest capitalists (oligarchs) is done predominantly by
monopoly, and not by market competitiveness. Therefore, like capitalism, like
oligarchy. As a system, capitalism consists of three subsystems (economic, political and
socio-cultural), and similarly the oligarchic power consists of three dimensions —
economic, political and ideological (socio-cultural), relevant to the three types of
monopolies: economic, political and ideological.

In the light of this method, today the oligarchization of politics is situated in the
broad conceptual framework of the systematic crisis of capitalism after 2008, with the
decline of the American world hegemony, a situation of systematic chaos and new
battles for global predominance in arising multipolar world. All this is accompanied
with concentration of power, wealth and ideology in the hands of the few. The three
tendencies in the development of the contemporary capitalism outlining the theoretical
framework for studying the oligarchization of politics are: a) from globalization to
deglobalization; b) from the “end of history” to the “end of liberal democracy”; c) from
neoliberal to neofeudal capitalism (Vassil Prodanov).

The class analysis of oligarchy originates in the works of Karl Marx, and his
followers (neo-Marxists) examine oligarchy in the light of the society class division and
the idea of constant accumulation and concentration of capital in the hands of a few
capitalists, using the state as an “instrument of class domination”. This small group of
the wealthiest capitalists are the so called oligarchs. The class nature of state and politics
during capitalism offers a theoretical horizon for explaining the contemporary tendency
for oligarchization of politics. The class analysis of oligarchy considers oligarchs as a
class. The class of oligarchs is analysed in its two versions: a) as a Social Upper Class
within the national state (G.W. Domhoff) — element of the capitalists’ class (the richest
capitalists) and b) as element of the transnational capitalist class within the world
capitalist system (J. Harris and L. Sklair).

While the class analysis of oligarchy is focused on the existing broad inequality
between the super-rich and powerful people (oligarchs) and the mass of poor and
destitute people, the elitist approach to oligarchs relates to the noble, aristocratic and
elite nature of the government. The latter is used to explain the reasons for a privileged
access of a small group of people to resources (material, educative, information,
cultural) that allow them to dominate the majority. The collapse of the western liberal
democracy and the decline of the middle class at the end of XX century and the
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beginning of XXI century increases the interest towards the classical theories of political
elite and their contemporary interpretations in the modern “dualistic society”, consisting
of two classes — ruling and governed classes (G. Mosca), existence of “demagogic
plutocracy” (V. Pareto) and the effect of the “iron law of oligarchy” (R. Michels).
Charles Wright Mills develops his own power elite theory in the USA as an oligarchic
elite seen as “triumvirate” including: a) bid business; b) high military; c¢) political cliques
close to the president. The three ingredients of the triumvirate reflect the symbiosis
among economic, political and military power in a narrow circle of people.

The theories of elite democracy (G. Sartori, R. Dahl) lose their explanatory
potential, when poliarchy becomes stultified and there is a rise in oligarchy. Although
Dahl considers that “minority domination” theories would hardly ever be verified or
refuted, such empirical verification of social theories, concerning the current USA
politics, has been done in 2014 and the outcomes validate the theories of the domination
of the economic elite and the asymmetrical pluralism (Gilens and Page). The results of
this empirical verification question the American democracy (poliarchy) and prove that
the USA is more likely an oligarchy (civic oligarchy). The pluralist and meritocratic
principle in the western state government become more and more pointless. Today elites
consider themselves the best ones (the selected ones), but they are not perceived as such
by the society, because they do not care much about the common prosperity, but rather
care about their personal welfare.

The Power resources approach measures the power capacity of oligarchs on
individual lever, rather than on group level. It has been applied by Jeffrey Winters in his
monography “Oligarchy” (2011). Oligarchs dispose of different power resources,
namely: a) power, based on political rights; b) power, based on the held official positions
in the government or some other organizations; c) coercive power; d) mobilization
power (including ideological one); e) material power (concentrated wealth). The most
Important resource that defines oligarchs as ones, is the material power — their vast
wealth. By applying this approach, oligarchs are differentiated from some other
categories of people — capitalists (owners), managers, elites, etc. In his theory of
oligarchy, Winters introduces the concept of “wealth defense”, decomposed as “defense
of property” and “defense of incomes” — this defense is materialized by the state and its
institutions. Thence, the Politics of oligarchy is a politics of defense of wealth and
incomes of the super wealth and powerful people — the oligarchs.

In the light of this approach, we can make a parallel between democracy and
oligarchy, and respectively between democratic and oligarchic power. If democracy
assumes “dispersive formal political power”, based on rights, procedures and levels of
civic participation (formal, theoretical), contrariwise oligarchy is defined by
“concentrated material power”, based on applied rights — right of property and right of
wealth (Winters). Both types of power (democratic and oligarchic) differ in their nature,
that means that the democratic power can expand or get narrower in its scope, thus
becoming less democratic, while the other power — the oligarchic one can be dispersed
or concentrated in material sense. Oligarchy is based on concentrated material power,
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while democracy — on dispersed, non-material, formal power. There are different levels
of democratic dispersion and oligarchic concentration. Therefore, according to Winters,
democracy and oligarchy are conformable as two different spheres of power (two realms
of power), among which there is not collision, in other words they can cohabit, exist
simultaneously, generating an alloy (mixture) in different proportions. | apprehend the
idea of a democratic-oligarchic alloy as one of my starting positions for studying the
oligarchization of politics.

The other methods and approaches, used in the dissertation thesis are: a)
network approach (oligarchic networks as part of political networks); b) common logical
methods: induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis; c) value based (discourse)
approach; d) political-economic approach; e) strictly political approach; f) critical
method.

The analysis and the synthesis are applied simultaneously, combining their
capabilities. The analysis allows us to dismember the oligarchic phenomenon to
different parts (types and forms of oligarchic power, resources of oligarchic wealth),
while in the process of oligarchization of politics we delimit mechanisms of its
development. The synthesis is used to make conclusions about the reflections of the
researched problem on the people’s lives, the majority of them. The inductive logic
allows us combining in some sort of entity the multiple facts regarding the oligarchy
and the oligarchization and their arrangement in a corresponding manner based on
objective laws. The conclusions and deductions are made based on the existing facts (for
example the vast personal wealth). The deduction is used to outline basic concepts from
leading scientist, then used to interpret the oligarchization of politics. The combination
of inductive and deductive methods is rather productive in explaining past events and in
prognosis of future developments.

The political-economic approach is especially important for the current research,
because the unity of politics and economics is crucial for the oligarchy. After the world
crisis of 2008, there is a renaissance of political economy compared to other economic
theories, neoclassical economics, etc. The sole nature of the process of oligarchization
of politics has been explained by situating it simultaneously in both the economic and
political systems. By applying this approach, we explain the relationships among state,
market, civic society and big companies (corporations and banks) in times of neoliberal
capitalism.

The strictly political approach accents on politics — on the process of
oligarchization of politics, the oligarchic politics and certain oligarchic policies (laws
and other administrative acts), that are implemented in the interests of wealthy
minorities. Being a political scientist, | cannot rely solely on political system analysis,
because nowadays politics has been dominated by the economics (both of them are not
autonomous spheres), which reflects on some new concepts such as post-politics,
subpolitics (U. Beck), power without politics (Bauman), postdemocracy (Crouch), etc.

From the positions of the value-based, discourse and critical approach, | stress on
the social welfare of the majority, being critical to the corporative welfare of the
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minority. | consider as basic value the common goods and based on this value-oriented
position, | interpret the harms (misfortunes) for the majority as a result of the
oligarchization of politics in different communities (mostly the state). There is a constant
differentiation between private and public interest, between private and public welfare,
public goods and public services. The discourse analysis is applied when it comes to
ideology/ideologies. | stress on the discourse creation of neoliberal illusions (of
freedom, free market, etc.), with the aim to construct a corresponding public opinion
that legitimizes the oligarchic policies. The value-based and discourse analysis explain
the ideological dimension of the oligarchic power. | am especially impressed by the
critical approach, used not to produce objective positive knowledge about the
oligarchization of politics, but rather used to take sides for protecting collective values
threatened by the dominant neoliberal market realm and super-individualism. | take the
side of the majority in times of a drastic social-economic inequality and acute social
injustice.

Limitations concomitant the elaboration of the dissertation thesis.

The first chapter of the thesis examines the oligarchy in Ancient Greece (ideas in
the works of Plato and Aristotle and corresponding practices in some ancient polis),
while omitting the historical forms of oligarchy in Ancient Rome and the Roman empire.
| also deliberately omit the epoch of the Middle Ages, in order to concentrate my
research on the history of oligarchy during capitalism as a world system from XV
century to XX century (according to G. Arrighi). | focus mainly on the countries of the
capitalist centre (the European states and the USA), while very cursorily mention some
states from the world periphery and semi-periphery.

The second theoretical chapter analyses the contemporary dimensions of the
process of oligarchization of politics in the national state during the last four decades
(1980-2020). The analysis is limited solely to the developed and wealthy western
countries (in Europe and USA), and does not include all national states around the
world. I do not commit studying the global oligarchy in its contemporary forms
(corporatocracy, bankocracy, kleptocracy, netocracy), although | do take into
consideration their impact on the oligarchic politics/policies in the western countries.

| do purposefully evade discussing the different types of oligarchies around the
world (civil, ruling, warring, sultanistic — according to J. Winters), with the exclusion of
the civil oligarchy in the USA, mentioned in different theories regarding the
oligarchization of politics (Gilens, Page, etc.).

While disclosing the mechanisms of oligarchization of politics in the third chapter,
| give examples of some oligarchic practices in the USA, EU as a whole, as well as some
EU member states. In the paragraph, where | analyse the Bulgarian case, | do present
some fragments of the process of oligarchization of politics in our country during the
last three decades (after 1989), and do not analyse in depth the history of the modern
Bulgarian national state.
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Dissertation thesis structure

The layout of the dissertation thesis is structured as follows: introduction, three
chapters (with corresponding paragraphs), conclusion and references. The first chapter
is predominantly historical, the second one — theoretical and methodological, while the
third chapter is of applied political nature.

First chapter: HISTORICAL FORMS AND CYCLES OF RISE AND FALL
OF THE OLIGARCHY

The first chapter thematises the oligarchy in Ancient Greece — approximately
five centuries before Christ in the works of Plato and Aristotle. Their ideas are
implemented in the existing forms of oligarchic government in the poleis Athens and
Sparta and are valid even today.

| outline the following basic ideas about the oligarchy in the works of both ancient
Greek philosophers, taking into account that Plato’s research method is namely
dialectical, while Aristotle’s one is comparative:

e Oligarchy is a ruling of the minority of wealthy people (rich minority);

e Oligarchies are part of the government cycle.

e Oligarchic ruling (state organization, form of the state) is unjustly, but widely
spread and possible.

e Oligarchs are avaricious people, greedy for wealth, “drones”, because they govern
not in favour of the state, but for their own personal enrichment. They can also be
aristocrats — educated and with noble origin. Aristocracy as a ruling minority is “good”
form of the state, but oligarchy is — “bad” one.

¢ Oligarchy is full of lots of evils, but democracy is far worse, while the biggest evil
of all is the tyranny.

e There is no pure form of oligarchy, but rather different oligarchic mixtures (some
better, others worse) depending on the mixture of aristocratic and democratic elements.
Oligarchies are widespread, because it is more important what people think about
government, rather than what the government is in reality. The same government can be
defined both as oligarchic or democratic.

e The oligarchic ruling is legitimized by persuasion and creating public opinion the
ruling is in interest of the state and all people, as well as the ruling class consists of noble
and educated people. The persuasion is done by temptation, fraud and thread.

e The opinion (of the demos) for the oligarchy differs from the knowledge (of the
philosophers) about it.

e The wealth of the oligarchs is considered both as vice and virtue. The moral
assessment depends on the wealth size and their usage. Wealth is a virtue, when it is not
excessive and serves for the improvement of the demos status.

e Oligarchy is accompanied with an oligarchic education and oligarchic laws. The
different nations have various degrees of endurance towards it.
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The second paragraph outlines a historical-theoretical framework for studying
the capitalist oligarchy. The oligarchy history (as historical forms and cycles of
capitalist accumulation and concentration of wealth and power in the hands of the few)
Is examined by using the instruments of the world systems analysis, the world capitalist
system. The creator of this method is Fernand Braudel (1902-1985), later developed by
Giovanni Arrighi (1937-2009) and Immanuel Wallerstein (1930-2019). It is used to
clarify basic concepts such as: capitalism, capital, state, hegemony, etc., that explain the
regime of concentration of wealth and power during the last more than five centuries.

In the light of the systems analysis, | differentiate three statements regarding the
history of the capitalist oligarchy: 1) Like capitalism, like oligarchy; 2) Oligarchy is
constant companion to the state during capitalism; 3) The historical cycles of
oligarchization concur with the cycles of accumulation of capital (G. Arrighi).

The grounds for the first statement — Like capitalism, like oligarchy — requires
the definition of the key term “capitalism”. Fernand Braudel defines capitalism as a way
for accumulation of wealth and power, that varies during the different historical periods
from XV century up until today. Capitalism is a complete system for accumulation of
wealth and power during the centuries and therefore it is a “historical capitalism”.
Braudel combines and further develops the ideas of A. Gramsci, K. Polanyi, J.
Schumpeter and K. Marx, in order to differentiate the concepts “material life” and
“economic life”, introducing the term “world economy”. The trade exchange in a certain
society (the home of trade), according to Braudel, has three levels. The lowest level is
the one of the material life of the people (non-economy), where the roots of the market
grow. The middle level is the level of the economy, the market economy, the different
markets connected with horizontal connections of supply and demand, assign of price,
etc. On the higher level is situated the capitalism as an “anti-market zone”, as the “right
of the strong”, zone of mysteriousness and vast privileges. Capitalism is related to
expansion, with constant accumulation of capital (wealth and power) and is situated on
the highest level not only in the given society, but it is also at the peak of the world trade
(world economy).

Therefore, I adopt Braudel’s view that capitalism (as a concept) does not equals
market economy. Being a “zone of monopolies”, it crumbles the market
competitiveness. The market economy (a concept burdened with positive connotations)
can originate, develop and disintegrate. Being “anti-market”, “capitalism is above all a
way to rule, presuming the creation of monopolies, limiting the entrepreneurship market
activity”. According to Braudel, capitalism is “a way to accumulate wealth and power”,
later on Giovanni Arrighi defines it as a “regime for concentration of wealth and power”.
This regime (political and economic) can be defined as oligarchic.

Immanuel Wallerstein argues capitalism is a “historical system, whose prime cause
for existence is the constant accumulation of capital”. Therefore, during the different
historical capitalisms, there are corresponding historical forms of capitalist oligarchy.
The modern world-system is capitalist world economy (a system of production and
sales, aiming profit and appropriation of this profit based on the individual and collective

property). The world economy predetermines the other two elements of the world
system: international system (Westphalia system of national states) and geoculture
(system of ideologies, social movements and social science). In other words, the world
capitalist system has three sub-systems — economic, political and geocultural. Based on
these three sub-systems of capitalism, we can derive the three dimensions of the
oligarchic power: economic (power of the capital, of the wealth), political (state power
at the service of the wealth and the rich people) and ideological dimension, legitimizing
the power of the wealth in front of the majority. The world system, according to
Wallerstein, has three-section structure: world capitalist centre, world semi-periphery
and world periphery.

The second statement is as follows: oligarchy is constant companion to the state
during capitalism — irrespective of the form of state government. This is derived from
the idea of F. Braudel that “capitalism triumphs only when it is identified with the state,
when capitalism itself has become the state”. The historical forms of capitalist oligarchy
have something in common with this identification.

The state under capitalism is often described with various definitions along the
time — sovereign, modern, national, liberal, social and constitutional, as well as with
different historical forms of state and state government: monarchy, republic, democracy,
etc. After defining the state as sovereign (Wallerstein) and modern (Marx, Weber, etc.),
| specify that the modern state between 1848-1917 and after 1945 has transformed into
national, liberal and social state (according to V. Prodanov). These additional definitions
of state under capitalism confirm the thesis that oligarchy as a regime of accumulation
of wealth and power in the hands of the few persists (with certain specifics) in all the
forms of the state. The relation among capitalism, state and capital is explained
according to Andrey Fursov, who defines capital as a substance and as function, arguing
that Marx accents on the capital substance (production, property), while Weber —
stresses on the capital as a function — in the face of the state and the bureaucracy.
Capitalism is an “European invention”, which later on disseminates across the entire
world, and for Braudel this is an “absorption of the world by Europe” along a 500 years’
period.

The other key term “capital” is defined as material labour, self-increasing value,
public attitude, etc. | consent to the definition of capital as substance and function, their
non-conformity and correspondence to the relations between power and property under
capitalism (A. Fursov). Capital acts with two levers — power and property, both can be
used together or separately. The differentiation between these two levers originates at
the creation of the state (state as a political function of capital), that has common grounds
with the oligarchic power (the power of the big capital). This only affirms the statement
that oligarchy is a constant companion to capitalism — irrespective of the form of state
government at the given time.

My last assertion corresponds to the cyclic nature of oligarchy and the
differentiation of four historical cycles of oligarchization. It this sense | refer to
Giovanni Arrighi and his book “The long twentieth century: Money, Power and the
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Origins of our Times” (1994) where he differentiates systematic cycles of
accumulation of capital during the entire “life cycle of capitalism” during the last 5-6
centuries: 1) Genovese cycle — from the end of XV century to the beginning of XVII
century: 2) Dutch cycle — from the end of XVI to the third quarter of XVIII century; 3)
British cycle — from the second half of XVIII century to the beginning of XX century;
4) American cycle — from the end of XIX century to the end of XX century.

The grounds to differentiate four historical cycles of oligarchization are as
follows: a) The idea for cyclic (not linear) lapse of history is suitable to study the history
of the capitalist oligarchy, its rise and decline; b) The concept of systematic cycle of
accumulation of capital corresponds to the “historical cycle of oligarchization”, because
the capital in every cycle naturally is concentrated in the hand of a limited number of
people, simultaneously with the concentration of power in the same limited circle of
people; c) Arrighi himself uses as synonyms the words “cycle” and “regime”, for
example, “American cycle” (for accumulation of capital) and “American regime” (for
concentration of wealth and power). On this grounds we can differentiate the historical
forms of capitalist oligarchy — Genovese, Dutch, British and American during the
different epochs.

Each historical cycle of accumulation of capital faces regime of concentration of
wealth and power in the hands of the few. The periods of oligarchic concentration are
vastly predominant compared to the periods of relatively democratic dispersion of
incomes and power among wider social strata. Regardless of the historical form of the
state under the different capitalisms, the oligarchic (political and economic) regime of
concentration of wealth and power is almost (under some form) apparent every time. A
democratic regime of relative dispersion of power and incomes have developed for a
short period of time during the British and the American cycles.

The essence of the different processes, structures and events during each cycle is
presented in the table below, with the specification that the American cycle (according
to Arrighi) reflects the situation up to the end of 1970s.

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Conclusions from the comparative table: First, each historical cycle of
accumulation of capital in the world system is related to a regime of concentration of
wealth and power in the hands of a limited circle of big capitalists (oligarchs). This
interrelation rests in the foundation of certain historical forms of oligarchy (Venice,
Florentine, British...). Each one of them has historical analogues with previous cycles,
accompanied by their own innovations. Second, at the end of each cycle there is a
situation of systematic chaos, corresponding to wars and social shocks and the
emergence of new rivals for world domination. The chaos continues until the
establishment of a new world hegemony and respectively a new historical cycle. Third,
the state hegemonies are: city-states in Renaissance Italy; Protonational union of trade
cities in Netherland; national state England (British empire); USA as “non-national
continental democracy of settlers”. The world hegemony has different duration in time
and is achieved in specific ways. Forth. The instruments for material expansion (trade
and production) of capital during the first phase of each cycle assume innovations,
related to: a) the trade oligarchy in Venice; b) the trade cities-ports (Amsterdam, etc.);
c) the industrial revolution in England; d) the transnational corporations (predominantly
American) and their direct investments across the world. Fifth. The instruments for
financial expansion at the end of each cycle are directed towards the super-accumulation
and super-concentration of wealth and power in the hand of a limited number of people.
The financialization of economy causes crisis and a transition to the next cycle, while
the control over the world money relates to the: a) financial oligarchy (Florence) and
Genovese bankers; b) The Dutch shareholding companies, created by king’s decree; )
the London City, golden standard, cosmopolite oligarchic networks; d) US Federal

Reserve and international financial institutions (IMF, WB, WTOQO). Sixth. The
instruments for cultural hegemony used to legitimize the oligarchic power are: a) shared
spiritual leadership of seigniors and patricians with the Roman Pope; b) Westphalian
peace treaty; c) liberalism, nations (nation states), constitutionalism; d) neoliberalism,
globalization, human rights, the right to self-determination, UN as a world government.

Capitalism as a world system has managed to overcome a lot of crises during its
more than five century history. When it comes to the current systematic crisis of
capitalism, the question that arises is whether it is a signal (until the emergence of a new
world hegemony) or it is terminal, thus causing a transition from capitalism to post-
capitalism.

Second chapter: THEORY AND METHODOLOGY OF
OLIGARCHIZATION OF POLITICS

The expose includes research approaches to oligarchy (and the oligarchs) and
theories relevant to the oligarchization of politics, used to construct own conceptual
model of the problem of oligarchization of politics.

There is no universally recognized definition of oligarchy, because the different
authors describe, explain and interpret the oligarchic phenomenon through various
research views, stressing on various elements, using different terms. Some authors talk
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about classes and stratum (Marx, Weber, Domhoff, Sklair), others speak about elites
(Pareto, Michels, Mosca), third stress on the individual power resources of the people
possessing extreme wealth (Winters, Page), fourth talk about oligarchic divergence, and
the 1% ultra-rich people (Piketty, Stiglitz, Chomsky), etc. Some researchers accent on
the power (oligarchic power), others — on politics (oligarchic politics/policies), third —
on the super-active economic and political institutions” (Acemoglu and Robinson),
fourth — examine the problem of oligarchy in the framework of the world system
(Wallerstein).

There are two definition of oligarchy derived from authoritative encyclopaedias.
According to the International Encyclopaedia of the Social Sciences, Macmillan
Reference USA, 2008, oligarchy is a “form of government, in which the political power
is in the hands of a minority”. The etymology of the word oligarchy comes from the
Greek work oligarkhia” — ,,government of the few*, consisting of two elements: oligoi
(few) and arkhein (govern). It is also explained that it does not refer solely to a minority,
but rather to a small minority that rules due to its wealth. Namely, this explanation
differentiates between elites (mostly political ones) and oligarchs, between oligarchs
and wealthy people. Not every government of a minority is oligarchic in its nature and
not all wealthy people are oligarchs. Oligarchy is related not only to wealth, but rather
to concentration of enormous wealth in the hands of the few, that gives them political
power.

Encyclopaedia Britannica (2013) defines oligarchy based on Karl Marx and Fr.
Engels idea in the “Communist Manifesto” (1848) about the state as an instrument for
class dominance, with the words that “despite whether the official authority is vested in
the people, the monarch, the proletariat or the dictator, under capitalism key capitalists
exert control over the government”. The Marxist idea of the “key capitalists™ is later on
explored by the XX century elitists theories by G. Mosca (about the ruling class that
always exert oligarchic control), V. Pareto (according to who the elite includes even the
communists as the leading group of the proletariat) and R. Michels with his “iron law of
oligarchy”, that is valid for every organization (including the social-democratic political
parties, that are supposed to protect the interests of the people of the labour and not the
people of the capital). Therefore, the oligarchy is an essential part of the (state)
government under capitalism.

The first paragraph examines basic research approaches to oligarchy and
oligarchs, that have been presented in the introduction, in order to pervade deeper in this
contradictory and complex problematics.

The second paragraph outlines some theories in relation to the oligarchization of
politics.

The empirical validation of the theories that explain the current politics in the
USA by M. Gilens and B. Page prove the validity of two theoretical traditions (author
theories) about the condition of the contemporary political system in the USA (Gilens,
Martin and Benjamin |. Page. Testing Theories of American Politics: Elites, Interest
Groups, and Average Citizens, 2014). These are the theoretical traditions about the
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economic elite domination and the biased pluralism. The following elitist theories also
relate to them: the theories of R. Michels, Charles Wright Mills, etc., William Domhoff
(The Class-Domination Theory of Power); Thomas Ferguson (The Investment Theory
of Party Competition and the Logic of Money-Driven Political System); Jeffrey Winters
(Oligarchy); Hacker and Pierson (Winner-Take-All Politics); Ralph Miliband, etc. The
empirical research of Gilens and Page measures the relation among four group actors
(elites, organized business interests, organizations for protection of civic causes and
unorganized ordinary citizens) towards 1779 public policies (normative acts) during the
period 1981-2002. The analysis of the empirical data discloses that the majority of the
policies benefit the wealthy and powerful people, and the country is governed benefiting
sparse elite. The majoritarian electoral democracy and the majoritarian pluralism
theories prove invalid to explain the American political system. The conclusion of this
empirical validation is that the USA is not a democracy, but rather oligarchy (civil
oligarchy, Winters), because the majority of the American citizens do not have at all or
almost at all influence on the political process.

The inclusive and extractive institutions theory, reflected in Acemoglu and
Robinson book “Why nations fail” (2012), binds democracy with inclusive, and
oligarchy with extractive economic and political institutions. The monopoly as an
extractive institute and antithesis of competitive and inclusive markets leads to
oligarchic concentration of wealth and power. The extractive economic institutions
cause economic stagnation, destroy the market competitiveness and lead to market
failures, while the extractive political institutions cause situations of lawlessness and
chaos, undermine the rule of law, state failures and political instability. The institutions
in the contemporary western countries are predominantly extractive, because wealth and
power are not dispersed (democratically) among broader social strata, but rather is
concentrated in the hands of a limited elite, following Michels’ model (the iron low of
oligarchy), that is being an “especially dangerous form of vicious circle”. The vicious
circle happens because of the united efforts (“the iron grip”) of extractive economic and
political institutions.

The concept of the role of the big corporations in the political process has been
elaborated by Colin Crouch in his book “Postdemocracy” (2004) and “The strange non-
death of neoliberalism” (2011). He explains the tendency towards “neoliberal, directed
by the finances and dominated by the big corporations’ public policy” after the world
crisis of 2008. In times of postdemocracy, powerful minority interests force the political
system to work in their favour, and the big corporations use the state as “private cash
cow”. The big corporation is the most important player in the “authority quadrangle”,
including also: state, market and civic society. It causes state and market failures by
redefining the limits between state (public) and private interest. The new public affairs
management takes into consideration (officialises) the role of the big company in
politics, thus inflicting “loss to the idea of the public authority” (New Public Affairs
Management = Governance without government). The management (global) limits the
scope of the state. The state is no longer responsible for the government, but the big
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companies have “corporative social responsibility”. This totally changes the essence of
the term market competitiveness — the accent changes from a process of rivalry among
multiple companies towards the consumers’ outcome. It is introduced a discourse of the
production of services, rather than of material goods. The gigantic companies stultify
the existing dichotomy “state-market” explaining the relations between politics and
economics. The new public management legitimizes the power of the big corporation
and its impact on a limited circle of wealthy private people in politics, thus losing its
importance of public affairs. In my opinion, in such “postdemocratic politics”, the
oligarchic decisions of state institutions prevail over the democratic ones.

The oligarchization of politics can be explained in the light of two theories of
inequality, developed by the world famous economists — Joseph Stiglitz “The price of
inequality” (2012) and “The great divide” (2015) and Thomas Piketty in “Capital in the
twenty-first century” (2014).

Joseph Stiglitz introduces the phrase “for the 1%”. He does not speak about
oligarchy, but for plutocracy, which explains the “vicious circle” where wealth causes
power, and power results in even bigger wealth. The inequality explains the failure of
the economic and political systems. The economic system works for the people of the
top 1%, while in the political system the principle “one man — one vote” becomes “one
dollar — one vote”. After the crisis of 2008, the state has saved banks facing bankruptcy
(the guilty ones for the crisis turn out to be the ones that profit from it). Instead of the
“soaking theory” of wealth from the top to the base of the social pyramid, in progress is
the “bleeding theory” — the wealthy people drain the incomes of the middle class and
the people of the so called social bottom. According to Stiglitz, inequality is a result of
state policy under “ersatz” (imperfect) capitalism. The 1% becomes richer due to annuity
and regressive taxes. The three groups “contemporary people of independent means”
are: a) fantasists and wealthy heiresses, monopolists; b) corporative top-managers; c)
highly paid lawyers. They grow rich by appropriating parts of the economic pie with the
help of the state.

Thomas Piketty gives proof of the contemporary “spiral of inequality” deriving
ideas from Marx, but not the “Kuznets curve”. The XXI century capitalism is
patrimonial, inheritable, neo-feudal — very similar to the capitalism in XIX century when
Marx worked. There are processes of oligarchic divergence instead of democratic
convergence. “The glorious 30 years” after the Second World War are a mere exclusion
of being a period of convergence and existence of a solid middle class. By examining
the dynamics in the distribution of ownership and incomes during three centuries,
Piketty argues that ownership alone does not bring incomes. The income consists of two
components: a) labour (wages, fees, premiums, bonuses, non-monetary forms); and b)
capital (rents, dividends, interest rates, annuities, etc.). Annuities are incomes from
capital, but not labour. Powerful forms of oligarchic divergence lead to an increase in
inequality (according to the formula r>g). The problem of inequality is explained by
incorporating economic knowledge with the opportunities of other social sciences
(history, sociology, political science, etc.). In Piketty’s research, based on solid data, he
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pays special attention to “the upper hundredth in the different societies” (1%) and “the
world of the upper thousandth” (0,1%). The ways to measure inequalities is never
neutral, therefore there is not much scientific reliability of the wealth classifications such
as Forbes, Credit Suisse, Meryl Lynch, Allianz, that present their own data about the
situation of the 0.1% of the people in the world. This small number of people faces a
tendency to turning the entrepreneurs into people of independent means. The oligarchic
divergence is “a process where states would be owned by their own billionaires”.

The critical theories of neoliberal cultural hegemony clarify the ideological
dimension of the oligarchic power and its legitimizing by the formulation of a
corresponding public opinion. Antonio Gramsci (1891-1937) formulates the idea of
cultural hegemony, in order to explain how the ideas of the dominating class (capitalists)
become dominant for the entire society. The hegemony states a combination of
domination and agreement for submission (voluntary submission) and relates to the
“spiritual and moral direction”. The cultural hegemony of the dominant class is realised
by “ideological apparatus” — family, educational institutions (public and private),
political institutions (political parties, etc.), trade unions, apparatus for mass information
(press, radio), cultural institutions in the spheres of literature, arts, sports, etc. These
apparatuses are considered independent from the state (being a symbol of coercion) and
are connected to the civic society and market. The cultural hegemony is exerted by the
increased role of the intelligence in the social processes. Gramsci differentiates “organic
intelligence” that serves the ruling class and “traditional intelligence” that enlightens the
entire society.

The today’s cultural hegemony of the dominant class (the oligarchic minority as
part of it) is based on the neoliberalism ideology. Pierre Bourdeau (1930-2002)
explains the neoliberal hegemony on the mass consciousness by the penetration of “the
neoliberal dox™ in different “fields™ (scientific, literature, journalistic, political field,
etc.), an increased importance of the role of the intellectuals (scientists, journalists,
artists, etc.) and contemporary ideological apparatus for shaping the public opinion.
According to Bourdeau, the money of the wealthy is used to finance experts who
formulate and disperse neoliberal illusions, myths, discourses about the “pure and
perfect market”, about the globalization that discredits the role of the state in favour of
certain powerful minorities, etc. The neoliberal dogma “turn everything upside down”.
They dominate society, because are dispersed in accessible forms. Public opinion is
shaped predominantly by the media with the help of euphemisms, connotations and
associations implying neoliberal message for liberation. In reality, free from regulations
are the global financial markets, referred to as “The New Leviathan”.

David Harvey in “A brief history of neoliberalism” (2005) studies the way
neoliberalism transforms from economic theory to political programme for action and
ideology with a dominating role in the social consciousness. The centre of attention is
drawn to the individual (the free individual) who achieves his/her prosperity while
benefitting the rights of private property, free market and free trade. The role of the
(neoliberal) state is to create these structures. However, the neoliberal state protects the
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individual freedoms only on paper, while in reality its basic concern are the interests of
the big capital.

The majority of people accept voluntarily the unjust (oligarchic) status quo,
because they are subjects of serious efforts to “construct consent”. The fulfilment of
these neoliberal policies (in the interests of the few) require the majority of the
population to consent with them. By the “production of consent” the real problems are
masked using cultural prejudices. The neoliberal public consensus has been constructed
in three fields: a) civic society (media, educational and cultural institutes, civic and
business associations); b) political parties (governing and in opposition) and c) state
institutions.

Being a critical public intellectual Noam Chomsky develops (together with E.
Herman) a propagandistic model of the dominating neoliberal ideology (Manufacturing
Consent: Political Economy of the Mass Media, 1988). It is used to legitimize the power
of the big capital. The fabrication of consent in/by the media is possible due to several
filters used to filtrate the political news before they appear in the media. In his book
“Requiem for the American dream” (2017) Chomsky formulates ten principles for
concentration of wealth and power, namely: limit the democracy; shape the ideology;
restructure the economy; shift the burden on the poor and the middle class; attack
solidarity among the people; direct the regulators; arrange the electoral results; use the
fear and the power of the state and hold the mob on a short leash; manufacture consent;
marginalize the population. These principles define the considered until recently USA
exemplary democracy, of being oligarchy today.

The third paragraph of the second chapter presents an author conceptual model
for oligarchization of politics in the contemporary western states/democracies under
neoliberal capitalism, that consists of three elements: 1) Terminological clarifications in
relation to basic and similar concepts (oligarchic power, oligarchic politics/policies,
etc.); 2) Specifics of the process of oligarchization in the economic, political and socio-
cultural sphere; 3) oligarchic capture of state and its three powers (legislative, executive
and judicial) as a result of the widespread process of oligarchization of politics. There
Is another fourth element of the model, that contains mechanisms of oligarchization of
politics, explained in more details in chapter three in the dissertation thesis.

The conceptual model can be visualised in the figure on the next page.
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The elaborated conceptual model relates to the developed western democracies
(the USA and the EU states) under neoliberal capitalism “the wealthy western
democracies” (W. Streeck), “the wealthy global North-West” (C. Crouch), the states of
the world capitalist centre (Wallerstein). The key characteristics of the research
problem (oligarchization of politics) are several.

First, the problem is not new (in first chapter we argue that oligarchy pursues
capitalism in its entire history for more than five centuries). What is new today under
neoliberal capitalism (during the American world hegemony) is the unprecedented level
of concentration of wealth and power in the hands of a limited number of people.

Second, the research problem has interdisciplinary nature — different social
sciences use their instruments to disclose its nature (philosophy, sociology, law,
economics and political science, etc.). | tend to be more critical to the oligarchic politics,
rather than being objective and value-neutral.

Third, the time line of the process of oligarchization of politics includes the period
from the start of the Reagan economics and Thatcherism at the end of the XX century
till the end of the second decade of XXI century under deregulated global capitalism.
During the previous “three glorious decades” after the Second World War, there was a
process of democratization under state regulated capitalism.

Fourth, the public affairs management in these states consists of amalgam of
oligarchic and democratic component, while this combination (democratic-oligarchic
alloy, J. Winters) is officially presented as democracy, but in reality it is rather oligarchy.
The new public affairs management, “Governance without government” determines
prevalence of the oligarchic policies over the democratic ones. The scope and the degree
of this predominance in the different states or groups of states varies. There are also
different forms, scale and consequences from the oligarchization in the USA, the
Scandinavian states, as well as in the so called “new democracies” from Central and
Eastern Europe, etc. However, everywhere, the oligarchization of politics in these
neoliberal countries (Harvey) is postdemocratic (Crouch), post-reality (Streek), technic-
economic subpolitics (U. Beck).

The elaborated conceptual model for oligarchization of politics in the developed
western countries/democracies has four main ingredients: 1) terminological
clarifications; 2) oligarchization of politics as a process; 3) the outcome of this process;
4) the used mechanisms (instruments).

The terminological clarifications in relation to the essence of basic and similar
concepts refer initially to my understanding of power, politics, types of power, after that
| proceed examining oligarchic power, oligarchic politics and oligarchic policies.

After the presented clarifications and differentiations, regarding the relation among
power, wealth and incomes, | deduce the following working definition of the oligarchic
power: The oligarchic power is the power of the big personal wealth (big capital, big
money), power of the oligarchs, who transform their wealth in political power —
concentrated, material, monopolistic, shadow, complexly structured in networks and
hierarchies. It is explained in the light of the “three faces of the power” (S. Lukes) and
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its three basic dimensions: economic, political and ideological. Individual components
of the definition are supported with examples (facts, data), when answering questions
such as: “Who are the oligarchs?” (as individuals) and how they differ from some other
categories of people: elites (political and economic), capitalists (owners) and managers.

The oligarchic power is accompanied with oligarchic politics/policies on behalf of
the state and supra-state institutions. The terms oligarchic politics/policies are explained
by using certain ideas from Jeffrey Winters (Winters, J. Oligarchy, 2011) and Volscho
and Kelly (Kelly, Nathan J. and VVolscho, Thomas, The Politics of Oligarchy: Taxation,
Financial Regulation, Power Resources, and the Super-Rich in the United States, 1918-
2012), as well as some other authors, like W. Domhoff, T. Ferguson, Hacker, Pierson,
etc.

The politics of oligarchy is defined according to Jeffrey Winters, as politics that
defends the wealth and incomes of the super-rich and powerful people. This politics
aiming to defense the vast material wealth is introduced by the state and its institutions.
The state is the main guarantee (protector) of the right for private property, including
the private property of the ultra-rich, in the form of wealth. The oligarchs make efforts
not only to defend their acquired wealth, but also aspire to increase it. Therefore, Winters
explains that oligarchic politics is one of wealth and income defense. State offers
monopolistic position on the market to a certain big company or bank, while at the same
time it can remove given monopoly and can create a new one in its place. In all the
western countries there is an anti-monopolistic legislation and agencies for protecting
the competitiveness, but parallel to that there are also different monopolies and politics
defending the wealth and incomes of a limited circle of people (oligarchs).

The oligarchic politics is inherent to such “oligarchic system” (in my opinion
political-economical), where the super-rich are presumed political force, because they
are capable of using some of the accumulated material resources for “political defence
of their income and wealth” (Volscho, Kelly). Oligarchs use wealth to defence the
wealth (Winters). The relation between wealth and power reflects in the question “Who
does benefit?”” (W. Domhoff), in a situation where “The winner takes all” (Hacker and
Pierson), in the investment theory of politics (T. Ferguson), etc. The essence of
oligarchic politics can be derived from Charles Wright Mills words: “Facts are utmost
clear: a lot of rich people benefit some of the existing laws, infringe or evade others or
even create and implement laws for their own interest” (The Power Elite, 1956).

The oligarchic politics benefits the few — being a counterpoint to the social
prosperity of the majority. The differentiation between private wealth (concentrated
material wealth in the hands of the few) and the public wealth (dispersed as incomes
among the majority) is correlative to the differentiation between public goods and social
welfare for more people and private goods and corporative welfare for the few.

There are three threats in front of the oligarchs (Volscho and Kelly) that provoke
certain politics in defense of their wealth. The two main threats for further accumulation
of wealth are the taxes and the financial regulations, while the third one can be found in
some other power resources (except wealth), that can mobilize left political parties and
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trade unions aiming to initiate, formulate and apply policies for democratic dispersion
of incomes and power among broader social strata. For example, the ruling left political
parties can introduce higher taxes for the rich, but they do not undertake this action due
to the achieved neoliberal consensus with the right political parties. From the two main
treats for further accumulation of wealth and incomes in the hands of the few (taxation
and financial regulations) we can derive two basic groups of oligarchic policies —
policies to decrease the taxes for the rich and policies to deregulate the financial markets.
Namely, these policies cause an increase of the social-economic inequality among the
few super-rich and the majority of poor and destitute people at the social bottom, to
whom we can include the people with stagnating and insecure incomes from the so
called middle class, becoming “precariat”.

The oligarchic policies can be expressed in two groups of decisions: decisions for
decreasing the taxes for the rich and decisions for deregulation of the financial
markets. These policies cause a collapse of the representative (democratic) government.
The decisions to decrease the taxes for the rich sometimes are rather absurd — the
wealthiest people do not pay any tax! In 2019 Fortune magazine alarms that Amazon,
the company owned by the richest person in the world Jeff Bezos, monopolizing the
online-trade in the world, in 2018 has achieved market capitalization of 1 trillion dollars,
but does not pay a single cent for federal taxes for his activity in the USA. In regard to
the policies of deregulation of the financial markets, there are also similar absurd
situations. The state not only frees from regulations some financial giants, but when big
banks undertake risky operations (investments), the state saves them from bankruptcy
with the taxpayers’ money, because they are too big to be left to collapse. Citigroup and
Goldman Sachs in the USA represent such case — simultaneously they are culprits and
winning from the financial crisis of 2008.

The current neoliberal state imposes taxes predominantly on labour incomes, but
not the ones from capital. While the previous social state (during the 30 years after the
Second world war) has dispersed the national wealth by progressive taxes aiming to
achieve certain social, but not corporative welfare. The people from the wealthiest upper
social class in the developed western countries pay lower as percentage taxes on their
wealth and incomes, and therefore their material power is bigger than the power of the
majority. Hence, the oligarchic component in the government prevails over the
democratic one.

Other oligarchic policies are the decisions of state institutions for privatisation,
for the creation of monopolies in different sectors of the economy, for international
agreements with corporative giants, contracts for state loans from big private banks, to
open bank branches, trade chains and others on the national territory, contracts for public
commissions, concessions with big companies, etc.

The oligarchic policies are masked as public (democratic) ones done by state and
supra-state structures by shaping a public opinion that accepts the increasing inequality.

The second part of the conceptual model accents on the process — the process of
oligarchization in the economic, political and socio-cultural spheres. The three spheres
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correspond to the three subsystems (economic, political and socio-cultural) of the social
system. The drafted three tables disclose the transformation from democratization to
oligarchization in the economic sphere (Table 2); from democratization to
oligarchization in the political sphere (Table 3) and from democratization to
oligarchization in the socio-cultural sphere (Table 4). In a separate table (Table 5) are
presented some key words, explaining the transition from democracy, achieved during
the three decades after the Second World War to the oligarchization during the last four
decades in the USA and the EU states.

An important part, explaining the various outcomes, scope and scale of the process
of oligarchization in the different western states, has a research on the issues of poverty
and inequality conducted in 2016. The people from the so called 1% in the European
states possess a percentage share of the national wealth, as follows: in Austria the super-
rich have 24% of the national wealth; in Belgium — 12,6%; Denmark — 25%; Finland —
12,4%; France — 18%; Germany — 24.5% Greece — 14.3%; Luxemburg — 22.4%;
Netherlands — 23.9%; Norway — 17.9%; Portugal — 21.3%; Great Britain — 17.5%;
Slovakia — 7.9%, Spain — 15.2%. For comparison, in the USA, the 1% of the population
possesses 41.8% of the country wealth (Zucman, G., 2016).

The tables below reflect in synthesized manner the specifics of the process from
democratization to oligarchization of the economic, political and the socio-cultural
sphere, all of these often intertwining, but in this case we differentiate them with
analytical purpose.

The outcome of the process of oligarchization of politics in the USA and the Eu
states is expressed with oligarchic state capture and its three powers. The main attention
iIs drawn not only simply to the captured state, defined with corruption, shadow
government, cronyism, nepotism, trading influence, etc., that undermine the liberal
democracy, but it is also focused on the subject that captures the state — the oligarchs. It
is about the Oligarchic State Capture and its three power — legislative, executive and
judicial (and their derivatives).

The oligarchic state capture is presented in the light of the following three
concepts: postdemocracy (C. Crouch), subpolitics (W. Beck) and post-reality politics
(W. Streek). The process of oligarchization of politics has not yet finished — there is still
a democratic segment in the government, despite the fact that key oligarchic policies
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prevails over the democratic ones during the first two decades of the XXI century. There
is also a possibility for a future democratic turn, therefore, the outcome (the oligarchic
state capture) of the research process is still conditional.

The oligarchic state capture is an attempt for its privatisation. It can be presented
as “moving” from one state to another, from mostly democratic to predominantly
oligarchic politics/policies. “The decay of the democratic capitalistic regime after the
post-war period” (Streek) has caused a new regime of neoliberal capitalism, directly
linked to the oligarchic state capture. The attempts for oligarchic capture in the western
states during the last four decades can be explained in the framework of the political and
economic system. The process from democratization to oligarchization of politics in the
western countries and their oligarchic capture under the current neoliberal capitalism
changes the meaning of the term “democratic political regime”, the political science
used up till now.

The oligarchic capture of state and its three powers (legislative, executive and
judicial) changes the meaning of the political regime in the USA and the European
countries as formally democratic, but more oligarchic in its substance. A democratic
political regime supposes separation, but not concentration of power. Robert Dahl
poliarchy, despite being imperfect, offers a way to limit the oligarchic tendencies by
including a number of pressure groups in the political process. This definition of
democracy/poliarchy (as a political regime) is no longer valid, when there is a
concentration of wealth and power in limited number of people. That is why the USA is
defined as “civic oligarchy” (J. Winters) with a specific democratic and oligarchic alloy.
The oligarchic component is this alloy constantly increases at the expense of the
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democratic one. The (liberal) democracy becomes more formal (fagade, dysfunctional),
while the oligarchy — becomes more real.

The oligarchic capture of the three state powers is explained by differentiating
between the formal (judicial) and functional (political) separation of power (Y. Stoilov)
by stressing on the functional aspect of the state power. The oligarchic state capture is
done by privatisation, appropriation, blockage of certain functions of the authorities —
legislative, executive and judicial. These actions are reinforced by the oligarchic
captured medias.

Some conclusions regarding the oligarchic state capture:

First. Based on the idea of the lost critical functions of the parliament at the
expense of the demonstrative ones in the changed public sphere (Habermas), we
conclude that the demonstrative functions of all state institutions act in the field of the
formal democracy, but in reality these institutions suffer “the iron law of oligarchy”.
Therefore, the certain functions (activities) of the legislative, executive and judicial
power to great extend are captured (privatised, appropriated) by oligarchs — local,
national, regional, global.

Second. The holders of the three powers in the state — parliaments, governments
(including administrative agencies) and courts, figuratively speaking have turned into
an object for purchase-sale by the big money (special interests). This leads to suspension
of the parliamentary democracy and gradually institutionalizes oligarchy (V. Streeck).
Without judicial or civic control, the power of the “non-elected oligarchy” can blockade
the political system. The oligarchic state capture is a threat for institutional blockade.

Third. The oligarchic capture stultifies the principle of separation of power due to
the appropriation (privatisation) of state functions for creation, implementation and
adhering to the law. The oligarchic capture of the three powers (including the media)
can cause a loss in the main purpose of the state — to manage the public affairs. The
current “wealthy western democracies” “buy time”, delaying the crisis of the
“democratic capitalism” and its financialization during the transition from tax to debt
states (V. Streeck).

Fourth. The oligarchs capture the neoliberal state (not only the state), that only on
paper protects the individual freedoms (rights) of all citizens, but in reality serves the
interests of the big capital and big money. Hence, a question arises: do oligarchs capture
the state or the state alone with its institutions (politicians and administration) seeks to
serve them? The answer to this question is not synonymous (not all politicians are
oligarchs), and despite that we should render the position of the given country in the
world capitalist system.

The oligarchization of politics and the attempts for oligarchic capture of the
developed western states under neoliberal capitalism is done by the corresponding
mechanisms (instruments), analysed in chapter three of the dissertation thesis. In
conclusion, the oligarchic power has three dimensions — economic, political and
ideological; as such the economic one is basic — it is transformed into political and
ideological. Oligarchs are part of the capitalists’ class (the wealthiest capitalists), part of
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the economic elites (with addition of corrupted politicians), that not only influence, but
control the political process. The oligarchic politics develops in the political-economic
system, where the economic power of the ultra-rich transforms into political power and
vice versa. There is a vicious circle in the today’s public management, labelled as
democratic, but in reality it is more oligarchic. This political-economic symbiosis is
completed with the corresponding actions for achieving voluntary submission of the
majority.

Third chapter: MECHANISMS OF OLIGARCHIZATION OF POLITICS

The content of the last chapter of the dissertation thesis has applied political nature.
Based on the theoretical knowledge from the previous chapter, | differentiate
(unpretendingly for thoroughness) several basic mechanisms (means, measures,
technologies and instruments) for oligarchization of politics in the wealthy western
states, used in the attempts for oligarchic state capture. The idea to outline such
mechanisms is derived from the “ten principles for concentration of wealth and power”
elaborated by N. Chomsky (2017) and the mechanisms of “transition from liberal to
neoliberal democracy as a mask of the global oligarchization” by V. Prodanov (2017).
The examples are from the USA, the EU as a whole and some member-states during the
last decades — especially after the crisis of 2008.

The examined mechanisms of oligarchization of politics are: a) lobbying of big
capital in politics; b) financing of political parties and elections by big donors; c) capture
of regulators by the regulated; d) revolving doors; e) legitimizing oligarchic
politics/policies.

Each mechanism has its dark, shadow side, explained by B. Page, J. Seawright and
M. Lacombe in their book “Billionaires and stealth politics” (2018). The richest
billionaires in the USA, Koch, Walton, Mars, Soros, Buffett, etc., introduce political
agenda for privatisation and austerity, while with the “big money” they buy political
influence — indirectly and in shadow, promoting favourable for them, but not the society
public policies. The mechanisms of oligarchization of politics are invisible for the
public, they are shadowy and secretive, so the majority of the citizens cannot mobilize
for joint actions against the oligarchs. The term “stealth politics” stands for “a specific
approach to influence the public politics” on behalf of the billionaires — “intensive
political activity behind the curtains and rare public manifestations”. When they decide
to express position on a certain political issue, it is usually related to social causes that
look liberal and progressive. The “stealth politics” protects the billionaires from the
public anger and facilitates the construction of their positive public image as virtuous
and generous philanthropists. Due to the hidden pressure by the ultra-rich people to the
state institutions, the presented examples are scarce and include only shocking cases.

Lobbying of big capital in politics is the main and most comprehensive
mechanism for oligarchization of politics in the developed western countries, because
in includes various lobbying activities done by experts for substantial payment as: a)
government parliamentary relations: b) political persuasion: c) elaboration of
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statements, positions, expert evaluations — policy papers; d) coalition building and
networking; e) monitoring; f) indirect lobbying in/by the media for forming public
opinion; g) mass mobilization around social causes — grassroots advocacy; h) event
management; etc. Professional lobbyism is an American invention, despite today the
lobbyist companies in Brussel tend to be more than the ones in Washington.

When | talk about lobbying of big capital in politics, | consider the corporative
and financial capital, among which there is no substantial borderline under neoliberal
conditions, because big companies, simultaneously with production and trade, deal with
financial operations. I prefer the discourse of “big capital”, rather than “big business” in
regard to lobbying, because the word “business” is used on purpose to cloud the
difference among small, middle and big business. Nowadays in the literature there are a
number of synonyms to big capital, such as “big money” and “special interests”.
However, in this case it is not simply about business interest, but about the interests of
the wealthiest capitalists from the so called “upper class”. These are not capitalists and
entrepreneurs’ interests as a whole, but ones of the extremely wealthy private people
(oligarchs), who use lobbyism to make institutions work for their benefit.

Lobbyist influence by big capital on politics, understood as public activity to
protect the public interest, is mostly unregulated judicially and ethically. They are used
to exert oligarchic state capture. This lobbying for decision-making, can causes
enormous public damages, reducing the scope of the democratic in favour of the
oligarchic policies in government. This lobbying stakes on: a) the so called “grey zones”
(hybrid spaces) between public and private, national and European, local, national and
global; b) clouded difference between lobbying and being under lobbying, who often
change their places, entangled in different networks; c) “eluding the law”, “activities on
the brink of the law”, “oligarchs above the law”, legalized corruption; d) media
manipulations, etc.

Lobbying of big capital as main mechanism for oligarchization of politics clouds
the lines between public and private sphere benefiting global capital formations:
transnational corporations in the field of production and services, transnational banks,
big companies in the financial sector, investment hedge funds, sovereign funds, etc.
Here are some examples: JP Morgan Chase & Co, Merrill Lynch & Co Inc., Deutsche
Bank AG, Bank of New York Mellon Corp., Goldman Sachs Group Inc., Morgan
Stanley, Société Générale, Allianz SE, TIAA, etc.

New terms are used to explain this type of lobbying, clouding the difference
between public and private, and used to covert the oligarchization of politics. Instead of
objects and subjects of lobbying, it is used the term “agents of lobbying”. The lobbying
also uses the term stakeholders, divided into public and private organizations. If in the
past we have spoken about state intervention on the market, today we speak about
mutual intervention by public and private players in the public affairs in the so called
Public affair management. Lobbying of big capital is explained by analysing it in the
framework of the five models of interaction between public and private sectors,
elaborated by Rinus van Schendelen in his book “Machiavelli in Brussels” (2002),
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namely: a) interdependence of both sectors; b) public interventionism; c) private
interventionism; d) public-private antagonism; e) public private partnership.

The specialists (consultant, advisors, experts), hired for solid payment by the
owners of the big capital, lobby rather effectively in/by various networks and media by
searching and finding access to the “government kitchen”, information flows, special
knowledge and information. For example, such privileged access to the political process
have the digital giants (Google, Facebook, Amazon...) and the contemporary
corporative and financial mastodons that lobby mostly in the net/networks, rather than
in the parliament lobbies.

We present also data from the book “Giants: the global powerful elite” (2018) by
Peter Phillips, where for the first time he identifies the so called 1% of the world
population in the face of 17 transnational investment bank groups that manage the main
financial assets around the world (BlackRock, JP Morgan Chase, Lockheed Martin,
Northrop Grumma, etc.). In 2017 these financial giants manage more than 41.1 trillion
dollars, united in an investment network of interrelated capitals, thus encompassing the
entire world. This wealth has been invested aiming profit on behalf of approximately
2 000 billionaires and 6 000 000 millionaires in the world. They invest in everything
that can bring profit — from agricultural land to enterprises, providing public goods
(electricity, water supply, etc.), as well as waging wars. The 17 financial giants are
managed by 199 people — CEOs. The oligarchic network of these 17 financial giants
includes not only their clients (big companies and rich people), but also transnational
(international) institutions, such as: World bank, International Monetary Fund, G-20, G-
7, the World trade organization, the World Economic Forum, the Trilateral commission,
the Bank for international settlements, the G30, the Council on foreign relations, the
International currency conference, the Atlantic council. It also studies the lobbying of
the three organizations for policy formulation (G30, the Trilateral commission and the
Atlantic council) that prepare policy papers for future policies (in the form of
instructions) that should be implemented by G-7, G-20, IMF, WTO and the WB, as well
as some governments.

There is a direct link between lobbying of big capital and corruption. It comes to
high level corruption, for criminal symbiosis between the actions of key political and
administrative figures and owners and managers of big corporations and banks. These
corruption activities (on state and supra-state level) relate to the influence of the super-
rich people on politics (trade in influence, conflict of interests, nepotism, cronyism) that
are carried out masked as lobbyism — lobbying through corruption. Special attention is
paid to the “legalized corruption” — corruption allowed by the law (Kaufmann, D. and
P.C. Vicente. Legal Corruption, 2005) and the phenomenon “oligarchs above law”. The
differentiation between legal and illegal corruption, in my opinion is relevant to the
differentiation between lobbyism of big capital and lobbyism for business interests. In
the case of business lobbyism, the corruption is in the form of a bribe, while in the case
of the lobbyism of big capital — legalized corruption is in the form of oligarchic state
capture.
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Here we also present the European and the American model of lobbying and their
legal regulation. Because of the fault of the big capital, the EU Transparency register is
voluntarily and not obligatory. While in the USA the money for corporative lobbying
exceeds the combined Congress budget. Lobbyism of big capital in politics to great
extent undermines the rule of law and the separation of powers in the developed western
countries, turned out to be in oligarchic capture.

The financing of political parties/elections by big donors as a mechanism for
oligarchization of politics corresponds the so called “political money”. Their owners
(not the electorate) at the end decide who will become a deputy, political or national
leader. This money is used to buy political power, as a result the state institutions act
predominantly in the interest of the ultra-rich individuals. The electoral democracy is
exchanged by “non-elected oligarchy”. The financing of elections by big donors causes
alarming consequences: decline of political parties and advance of lobbies; obliteration
of the difference between left and right; emergence of “oligarchic populism” in the face
of the national populist right-wing, etc. The differentiation between the American and
the European model for political party financing by big donors explains the broader
scope of the oligarchic policies in the USA compared to the ones in the EU states.

In the USA, the financing of the political party candidates for the electoral
campaigns is related to the PACs and especially the Super-PACs, where the major
donors participate. They finance such candidates, respectively political parties who
promise after being elected to implement certain oligarchic policies. Rather important
role for the development of this mechanism for oligarchization has the Ruling of the US
Supreme Court over the law suit of Citizens United vs. the Federal election commission
(2010) that eliminates all limitations regarding the donations for political parties and
candidates by big donors. This decision allows rich people to buy the elections and
causes an accelerated disintegration of the political system (N. Chomsky). This is
supported by a number of data from a journalistic investigation by New York Times
(10.10.2015) about the donations of 158 families during the first phase of the
presidential campaign. Sixty-four of these families (super-donors) work on Wall street
(Goldman Sachs, Exxon, etc.), followed by wealthy families engaged in the extraction
of schist gas. The biggest donations are made by Wilks (15 million $), Mercers (11,3
million $) and Neugebauer (10 million $).

In contrast to the USA, where the political party financing depends entirely on
private donors, in the EU countries, the state itself is the main source for financial means
(subsidies). In Europe, it is widely believed that only the state is capable of limiting to
some extend the influence of big money in politics, respectively the scope of the
oligarchic politics, because the very idea of public financing impedes the possibility
certain oligarchic circles to appropriate the political parties (A. Todorov). Despite this,
in Europe the political parties are being financed both with state subsidies and with the
money of big donors.

Although in Europe the political parties are considered essential base for the
political system (in contrast to the pressure groups in the USA), during the last decades
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the European political parties are in crisis (due to the clouded difference between left
and right), because they are displaced by certain lobbies in a politics that is becoming
more and more economized, instrumentalized and pragmatic. The vacuum in the
ideological niche is filled with populism, and the populists’ political parties and
politicians enjoy oligarchic support. It is also analysed the relation between the
insurgence of national populist political parties and the oligarchic politics in the
European countries. A lot of populist politicians (B. Johnson, N. Farage, M. Salvini, V.
Orban, etc.) are supported financially by billionaires, because these “political clowns”
distract the public and direct the public frustration from the ultra-rich towards others
perpetrators of the crisis. (Guardian, 26.7.2019).

In the European countries and on EU level there are strict rules for political party
financing, but the big donors easily work around them or ignore them, thus infringing
the rule of law. The big donations for political parties are mostly anonymous and
shadowy, thus undermining the democratic and constitutional state, while the latter
becomes more and more in oligarchic capture. The data for this donations are scarce,
because most of the money are in offshore zones and the information about them can be
retrieved only by investigative journalism and information leaks, such as the Paradise
Papers, the Panama Papers, etc. We also present an overall picture of the political party
financing in Austria, Germany, with partial analyses for some other European countries,
paying special attention to the big donors.

The capture of regulators by the regulated and the revolving doors are two
mechanisms of oligarchization of politics subject to the common logic of the relations
between economy and politics under the current neoliberal capitalism, where economy
(the economic power of the big capital) dominates over politics (the political power of
the institutions).

The capture of regulators by the regulated corporations and banks has its
prehistory during the American cycle of oligarchization, when the USA has become a
world hegemon. Since the Second World War the international order has been dictated
by the “Keynesian economy” and international financial institutions (IMF, WB, WTO).
At that point, the capital is regulated, the currency exchange rates are estimated
according to the dollar connected to the price of the gold. During the 1970-s the control
on the currencies has been lifted together with the gold standard, thus allowing the
emergence of currency speculations. The practice to capture regulators by the regulated
began in the USA at the end of 1980-s by reorganizing the economics and increasing
the role of the financial institutions in it. In 1999 Clinton administration revoked the
“Glass-Steagall” legislation according to which in times of crisis only trade banks can
be supported financially by the state. Since then all banks (including the investment
ones) can be “saved” by the government, because most of the bank operations are
excluded from the state regulations (N. Chomsky, 2017).

The capture of regulators in the financial sector is very important. The biggest
American banks, that are at the same time transnational, such as: JPMorgan Chase, Bank
of America, Wells Fargo u Citigroup (trade banks) and Goldman Sachs and Morgan
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Stanley (investment banks) concentrate enormous financial wealth, which due to the
poor regulations on behalf of the Federal Reserve, transforms into political power. In
the period 2007-2008, these banks caused the financial crisis (in the USA and the rest
of the world), and after that they were “saved” using taxpayers’ money. We examine
two cases of such actions (Citigroup and Goldman Sachs) and the how the regulator
capture happened.

Besides the “real regulators” in the executive power, the people from the 1%, or
rather the ones from the 0.1% in the USA capture key figures from the legislative and
the judicial power. Examples for this oligarchic capture are given from the book
“Plutocrats” (2012) by Christia Freeland (a famous journalist in the Financial Times and
the Economist). Her interviews with scientists, financiers and statesmen are
supplemented with analysis of certain facts and studies of the plutocrats (in my opinion
oligarchs), who are called “super elite”. Thus for example, the people from the 0.1% are
mostly representatives of the financial sphere, such as CEOs. Approximately half of the
members of the US Congress (250 people) are millionaires, at least 10 of them are
referred to as “plutocrats”, because they have wealth estimated to more than 100 million
dollars. Some congressmen, after the end of their term of office, manage to monetarize
their plutocratic networks and to become multimillionaires.

The capture of the main regulator (the Federal Reserve of the USA) on behalf of
the Wall Street bankers shows the lack of regulations in this sphere. This regulatory
capture has been done by the so called “cognitive state capture”, achieved by convincing
the responsible state officials that the interests of the bankers and their perception of
reality are relevant for the purpose as a regulator, who acts in the public interest.
Therefore, the regulator has decided that big banks should be saved, because they are
too big to be left to bankrupt and that their saving is in the interest of the public. The
CEO salary of J.P. Morgan compared to the one of the Federal Reserve relates as 100:1
(Freeland).

The UK example of state regulators capture after the crisis of 2008 corresponds to
the government initiative “Better regulation framework™ (March, 2015) that grants big
corporations and banks unprecedented access to the political process. The regulatory
capture is done in three ways. First, the regulated appoint their representatives in the
executive agencies; second, they hire lobbyists to support state officials in drafting
legislative acts, related to public funds expenditures; and third, they create special
control organ “Regulative Policy Committee” dominated by the financial interests of the
London City.

The British example was applied by the European Commission, which in May
2015 has created a new regulatory organ and document, named “Better regulation for
better results — An EU Agenda”. The purpose of this agenda is to examine the existing
regulations of health safety at the work place, protection of birds and food quality, but
the cleverly selected rhetoric of the commissioners cannot hide the truth that the better
regulations are in fact deregulations benefiting the wealthier people. European civic
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organizations express their fears regarding the reduced action of some basic Regulations
for the protection of workers, consumers and the environment.

Some scandalous data for the capture of the EU regulators by big banks are
presented in a research done by Corporate Europe Observatory (CEQO) in 2014 on the
financial lobby in the EU. For each euro-bureaucrat working in the Commission in the
financial sphere, there are four consultants that “support” him/her in the elaboration of
policies, related to the financial sector. The big banks are the ones that provide these
consultants. A public report by the Observatory in 2017, outlines the corporative capture
of the European central bank by lobbyists-consultants, representing the interests of the
financial sector in the so called advisory groups.

There are also examples for capture of regulators by monopolistic companies in
different sectors of the economy. The poor implementation of the anti-monopoly
legislation and the deregulation of the financial markets deepens the oligarchization of
politics. The most shocking example for such monopolies are the digital giants Google,
Apple, Facebook, Amazon and Microsoft. These mastodons not only capture, but they
control the regulators, therefore the digital giants tend to be stronger than the states.

The regulatory capture is also explained by Jacob Hacker and Paul Pierson in their
concept “in politics the winner takes all” (2010). The winners in the economy (the big
companies and banks), are winners in politics as well and this is done by the “organized
efforts of the big business and the conservative ideologists for eliminating regulations
and progressive taxation policies”. Taxes for the wealthy people are reduced everywhere
at the expense of the increased indirect taxes, collected from the majority. At the moment
there is not a single political agency that can revoke the liberalization (in other words
the deregulation) of the financial markets, the regulatory institutions are in ruins (V.
Streeck). The regulators are ruined, because they are captured by the regulated.

For the first time in the American history, the wealth is super concentrated in the
hands of the very few. According to a study by the Institute for political researches in
Washington, three people — Bill Gates, founder of Microsoft, Jeff Bezos (Amazon) and
the investor Warren Buffett — possess wealth that equals the one of 160 million poorer
Americans. This is the “trio of the new robber barons” in the XXI century. In contrast
during Roosevelt term of presidency, when the monopolies have been broken down and
has implemented steep (progressive) taxation of incomes, during the Trump presidency
the taxes for the wealthy people are decrease, the super profits grow, while in the
president administration several billionaires are appointed to offices (Guardian,
12.11.2017).

The passing through the so called “revolving doors” by politicians (on key
positions) and businessmen (big capitalists) as a mechanism for oligarchization of
politics is analysed and supported by examples in a research elaborated by David
Beetham on the “corporative and financial power of the unelected oligarchy” (2011).
The expression “revolving doors” labels a practice where on one hand, ministers, high
state officials, etc. after leaving the public office start working in the private sector, this
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is called “revolving outwards”, while on the other hand — people from the corporative
sector are appointed on high state posts — this is “revolving inwards”.

It is common practice former ministers to start working in the private sector after
they leave the government office (revolving outwards). Usually, there is a gap of two-
years period before they start working in a sector that used to be an object of regulation
(in the minister’s portfolio), however this is not often observed. The former minister is
rather useful for the new employer, because it has information from the “governmental
kitchen”. In 2008, 28 former ministers in the UK has started working in the private
sector, while their number in 2011 increases to 31. An example for such revolving
outwards is Tony Blear, who after leaving the Downing Street, have started working for
J.P.Morgan and Zurich Financial Services.

The “revolving inwards” often emerges as “outside appointments” in different
ministries. People are appointed for ministers, vice-ministers, or other high state official
coming from the private sector. The outside appointments are often explained with the
necessity of expertise of the private sector, in order to make competent governmental
decisions. Big companies are officially included in the political process by the new
public affairs management (C. Crouch). “Outside experts”, representatives of the big
capital are appointed in the consultative organs, commission, etc., because they have the
“best expertise”, thus, the oligarchization of politics expands. The revolving doors
becomes official practice by the introduction of the public-private partnership. The
partnership between the public and the private sectors has different forms, but the
opening of the public sector towards the private business is rather visible in the
implementation of the international treaties.

The example of the “revolving doors” in the USA, relates to 1999, when the
different state treatment towards the trade and the investment banks is lifted and the
risky bank operations become guaranteed by the government. The man, whose efforts
achieve this is Robert Rubin — a key figure in the Clinton administration, who latter on
becomes Citigroup director, thus taking advantage from the new rules. Subsequently, he
“helps” the bank to acquire a big insurance company, accumulates a lot of money, after
that Citigroup collapses again. Rubin returns as a chief advisor in the Obama presidency,
and due to his advises Citigroup is saved for a second time by the government (N.
Chomsky).

The revolving doors in the EU during the last few years is rather scandalous in two
cases. The former president of the European Commission, Jose Manuel Barroso, soon
after his term of office ended became a member of the management of the mighty bank
group Goldman Sachs, while the former president of the European central bank Mario
Draghi before taking his post in the ECB, is solely responsible for the European portfolio
of Goldman Sachs.

The paragraph on the legitimation of the oligarchic politics/policies explains the
ideological dimension of the oligarchic power and the means to construct neoliberal
consent and voluntary submission by the majority. Using different approaches in the
frameworks of this mechanism for oligarchization of politics, the people in the
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developed western countries consider living in a democracy, rather than oligarchy. The
paragraph is structured around three problems: a) Identification of the current neoliberal
ideological apparatus (A. Gramsci) and respectively intellectuals, who represent the
interests of the oligarchic minority as being interests of all the citizens; b) Explaining
the role of the media (including big media giants and media oligarchs) in order to
legitimize the oligarchic politics using the propaganda model (Chomsky and Herman);
c) Emerged difficulties during the production of neoliberal public consensus on the
oligarchic policies after the 2008 crisis in the western world.

A synthesised answer to the question: why citizens elect and re-elect politicians,
whose decisions (oligarchic policies) serve the wealthiest, gives Dani Rodrik (Guardian,
10.09.2014). One reason for that can be because the majority does not know that some
of the political decisions favour the wealthy people (media take care of this), while at
the same time in the public sphere, the media accent on policies, approved by all —
security policies, economic growth, etc. The citizens are not aware that the outcomes of
the growth usually benefit the people from the 1% (Stiglitz). The second reason lays in
the politicians’ strategies during elections to produce public consent by redirecting the
public attention from interests (basic material necessities) to values (identity policies,
dissents, etc.).

Shifting the focus from interests to values relates to the use of “soft power”,
aiming to exert control on the thoughts of the governed. The vacuum from the collapse
in the political representative (the socio-group interests through left and right political
parties) is filled by forming a corresponding public opinion. The representative
government is slowly changing towards management of the public opinion. The accent
in the public sphere is put on themes that highly polarize and divide the people. The
identity politics outline limits around certain group (ethnic, religious, etc.) and the
majority becomes prejudiced against this groups, instead of the group of the super
wealthy and powerful people. The populists’ appeals direct the public anger to different
minorities, instead of the oligarchic minority. Diverting the attention from interests to
values increases the inequality, the fragmentation of society and the alienation of
politics.

The exert of cultural hegemony on the mass consciousness is done by ideological
apparatus (not only national-state ones, but global as well) and a special role of the
organic intellectuals (A. Gramsci). The legitimation of the oligarchic politics is done by
educational, scientific, cultural institutions and media.

An example in this respect can be given by the “political investments” by the
billionaire brothers Charles and David Koch, to formulate the thinking of the Americans
in a conservative direction. They organize a network of think-tanks in order to impact
the curriculums in schools and universities, as well as the media content, aiming
neoconservative cultural domination. Koch brothers create a conservative movement
(oligarchic network) together with other billionaires in order to disseminate the dogma
for the “free market” and implement hate towards the regulations. We also analyse the
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actions of the pressure group “Americans for prosperity” as a part of the party-
movement “Tea party”.

Other billionaires granting solid amounts of money for legitimation of oligarchic
policies by soft power are: Sheldon, Adelson, Soros, Bloomberg, etc. The family
foundations of Walton, Robert Manser, Bill Gates, Jeff Bezos and others are engaged
with philanthropy, thus creating a favourable public image. Using donations for civic
causes, they form a corresponding political and ideological agenda.

The neoliberal cultural hegemony is done by intellectuals (scientists and experts),
that work for a solid remuneration in order to protect the interests of the oligarchic
minority as a part of the capitalist class. The public affairs management is often
presented as an expert government — pragmatic, instrumental, without left-wing or right-
wing ideology (oligarchy in the form of neoliberal expertocracy). As such, we can point
out the creators of the neoliberalism Friedrich von Hayek, Ludwig von Mises, Milton
Friedman, Karl Popper (Mont Pelerin Society).

Special attention is paid to the efforts of famous intellectuals such as Samuel
Huntington, Michel Crozie, etc. to “restrain the democracy”, who have drafted the
Report of the Trilateral Commission (Europe, Japan, North America), named “The
Crisis of Democracy” in 1975. It consists of ideas for the reduction of the excessive
activation of citizens and measures for a “better indoctrination” of young people in
schools and universities by stimulating passiveness, apathy, depoliticization. The report
offers measures for taming the “uncontrollable media” that criticize the power
(Chomsky, 2017). The officially announced aim is “to manage the democracy”, which
according to me is related to legitimizing the oligarchy.

The legitimizing of the oligarchic politics in the mass consciousness is usually
done according to the “model of propaganda” in the mass media, developed by N.
Chomsky and E. Herman in their book “Manufacturing consent” in 1988. Using the
dominating neoliberalism people are brainwashed by the help of several filters, which
are used to filter the political content before it reaches the public: a) conformity with the
owners’ interests (big media giants; b) rendering the interests of the sponsors and
advertisers; c) sources of information are “agents of power” — governments and financed
by the business brain trusts; d) oppression on journalists, that challenge the benefits of
the market competitiveness (in other words, “the free market”) and the consummative
capitalism. The propaganda model is applied to explain the condition of the press in the
UK.

There are also techniques for “consent production”, that have to “tame the troubled
flock” using propaganda and public relations by the so called “experts for thought
control” (Chomsky). People like Jeff Bezos, Bill Gates, M. Zuckerberg and others invest
big money in propaganda — in experts, who accept their interests as their own, and after
that they have to convince the rest of the people, that their interests are common.

The oligarchic capture of the media in the USA and the European countries is
explained in a Report about the media oligarchs by “Reporters without borders” in 2016.
It discloses the new “media emperors” — financiers, telecommunication magnates, big
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industrialists and digital giants, who purchase mass medias, in order to become
wealthier. They have identified politicians-media owners (Silvio Berlusconi and Serge
Dako) and the corporations from the “Big six” in the USA, that control 90% of the news
and entertainment (Comcast, Walt Disney, News Corporation, Time Warner, Viacom
and CBYS). It also analyses the case with Rupert Murdoch and “New corporation”, etc.

We argue on the thesis for the rather difficult legitimization of the oligarchic
policies after the crisis of 2008 in the developed western states. The persuasion experts
are in a difficult position, because of the unprecedented growth of inequality and
impossibility to plead the meritocratic principle. The big wealth today is not a result of

a hard work, competence, talent and merits, but of inheritance and annuity. The
“American dream” no longer inspires. By reducing the middle class and the forming of
the so called “precariat”, in the western democracies the public sphere witnesses the
promotion of new impressions — for example, the Movement “Occupy Wall Street”
(2011) introduces in the public debate the confrontation of the 1% to the rest of the 99%.

Neoliberalism has deep roots in the state and the political parties in the “western
democracies”, but in a civic society constructed according to the neoliberal model, some
cracks appear. The example for that is the billionaire George Soros and his network of
foundations “Open society”. There are reasons for the failure of the philosophy for an
open democratic society in the “new democracies” in Eastern Europe after the end of
the Cold war, on EU level and in global scale. In addition, Francis Fukuyama argues
about the difficult legitimization of the oligarchic politics/policies. There is also up to
date analysis of his ideas, related to the end/future of the history with references to the
oligarchization of the politics.

The fragments from the process of oligarchization of politics in Bulgaria after
1989 refer to the last 30 years, known as “transition to democracy and market economy”
that labels the social change from state socialism (with public ownership of the means
for production, ideological, political monopoly and planned economy) to democratic
capitalism. The latter one is specified in the western liberal democracy (ideological and
political party pluralism, representative government, separation of powers,
constitutionalism, rule of law, civic rights and freedoms) and functioning market
economy.

The sorrowful outcomes for the majority of the Bulgarian citizens during the past
three decades show that instead of transition to democratic capitalism in Bulgaria there
is a process to neoliberal capitalism. We provide some ideas of Bulgarian scientists for
the so called “transition”. According to V. Prodanov, this is a transition to oligarchic,
Kleptocratic and peripheral capitalism and to a democracy, that is not liberal, but
neoliberal — a mask for the oligarchy. The transition in Bulgaria is defined as “neo-
paternalistic”, related to the phenomenon “capitalists without capitalism” (appointed
capitalists), and the outcome of this “political capitalism” is not a liberal democracy, but
rather a tendency to “multiparty authoritarianism” (P.E. Mitev). The relation between
capitalism and democracy, which is successful in the western countries after the Second
World War in the form of democratic capitalism, unfortunately in Bulgaria after 1989
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does not work — the democratic and market logic cannot work synchronously (A.
Todorov). The process of social polarization during the last decades is accompanied
with the construction of a social pyramid with three parts: small oligarchic peak, reduced
middle class and huge as a percentage social bottom, that causes de-democratization and
over-concentration of power (M. Mirchev). The changes in Bulgaria after 1989 follow
the neoliberal model that is not “built-in” in the Bulgarian society, but rather is
“imported” and “transplanted” as non-alternative due to international and financial
pressure (Kr. Petkov).

The views of these notorious scientists on the Bulgarian transition correspond to
the elaborated conceptual model for oligarchization of politics in the dissertation thesis,
that is organized around three key words: concentration (of wealth and power in the
hands of the new capitalists); divergence (growth in inequality) and monopoly —
economic, political and ideological (instead of pluralism and competitiveness). Since
1989 the capitalism in Bulgaria is not combined with liberal democracy, because it does
not assume functioning market economy and inclusive markets that grant chances to
more players coming from the small and middle business. The Bulgarian state supply
with monopoly rights the big capitalists (oligarchs) in different sectors, thus the state
only on paper (in the preamble of the Constitution) is social, but in reality is neoliberal
state (D. Harvey) and makes decisions to defense the wealth (J. Winters). Therefore, the
Bulgarian politics during the transition, cannot be defined as democratic — i.e.
representative of the interests of the major social groups, but is rather oligarchic. In the
public affairs governance there is an apparent mixture of oligarchic-democratic mixture
(alloy) consisting of democratic and oligarchic policies, of formal democratic
procedures and civil rights and real oligarchic power and oligarchic politics.

Three Bulgarian authors have contribution to the oligarchic thematic in the
Bulgarian science after 1989 (a philosopher, a journalists and a sociologist), whose ideas
are also reflected in the dissertation thesis. The first one is Mitryu Yankov, who has
written a monography about the oligarchy called “Democracy or “demagogic oligarchy”
(2019). He analyses the transition in Bulgaria as a transition to “compradors-oligarchic
capitalism” and “demagogic-oligarchic democracy” by applying the social-class
Marxists critical analysis. Thus, he discloses the ideological modelling of democracy
(liberal, representative) as “demagogic oligarchy” according to the “Pareto’s formula”
about the democracy as a “demagogic plutocracy”. The term “demagogic oligarchy”
reflects “the ideological mask of the real power of the western and eastern post-socialist
financial capital as a power of the civic majority”. It also analysis the mechanisms of
this masking.

The other research is done by Stephan Antonov — a journalist in “Economedia”,
financed by Routers with the title ,,The Age of the Oligarchs: How a group of political
and economic magnates have taken control of Bulgaria” (2013). This study offers a short
overview of the events in our country during the period 2009-2013 and information
about the oligarchic intervention in different sectors of the Bulgarian economy.
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The third author, that has contributed to the oligarchic problematic is Andrey
Nonchev, with a number of articles devoted to the issue of state capture in the post-
socialist countries in Central and Eastern Europe. Although, he does not analyse
Bulgaria in particular, being part of the CEE, his conclusions are relevant for our country
as well. “The captured state” is defined as “specific form of state government” (different
from the democratic and the totalitarian state) with exerted “control by non-official
political and economic networks on the democratic institutions of the public authority,
as well as on the formally free market economy, that aims to derive economic
benefits/annuities in private interest by the members of these networks”. The forms of
state capture vary from “big political corruption”, administrative corruption to lobbyism,
clientelism, etc., while the spheres to be captured are the legislative, executive and the
judicial power (Nonchev, 2017, 2018).

| define the public affairs management in Bulgaria during the last 30 years as a
combination of oligarchic and democratic policies. | focus on the oligarchic segment
and more precisely on fragments of the process of oligarchization in the economic,
political and ideological sphere. The thorough examination of the problem is a subject
of another research. In this case, we reflect on certain elements in the process of
oligarchization of politics and its outcome — the oligarchic capture of the Bulgarian state
and its three powers (including the media one), as well as some mechanisms of
oligarchization, supported by examples.

At the beginning we present data about the concentrated wealth in Bulgaria,
derived from three sources: Credit Suisse, Merrill Lynch and Forbes, published in
Bulgarian internet sites. At the end of 2015, 59 300 Bulgarians are among the 5%
wealthiest people in the world, while 237 000 are among the 10% wealthiest people in
the world. These people are not oligarchs, but people that have achieved their wealth
during the transitions, wealthy people. At the beginning of 2017, the three regions with
the most concentrated millionaires in the world are: Latin America, the Middle East and
Eastern Europe. Bulgaria is fourth in the classification of millionaires in Eastern Europe
(after Poland, Czech Republic and Slovakia), but it is ranked first when counting
multimillionaires per capita. There are five billionaires in Bulgaria, and the millionaires
are 10 000. In 2010, the Bulgarian version of Forbes magazine for the first time
announced the names of the wealthiest Bulgarians (in total 21 people). These are:
Plamen and Atanas Bobokov, Vasil Bozhkov, Tsvetelina Borislavova, Tsvetan Vasilev,
Grisha Ganchev, Krasimir Gergov, Dinevi Brothers, Ognyan Donev, Shasho Donchev,
Ivo Kamenov, Marin Mitev and Tihomir Mitev, Bogomil Manchev, Tseko Minev,
Ivaylo Mitafchiev, Mladen Mutafchiiski, Simeon Peshov, Petya Slavova, Mitko Sabev.
In 2012 and 2013 there are some domestic classifications of the “wealthiest and most
powerful Bulgarians”, and this list expands to 50 people. The expanded list includes
both businessmen and politicians. However, soon after that, due to the impoverishment
in the country, these classifications cease to exists.

The Bulgarian politics is being oligarchized, because the state institutions make
decisions benefiting the wealthy and powerful minorities, rather than protecting the
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interests of the majority of the Bulgarian citizens. There are official statistical data,
confirming that Bulgaria is the poorest and the most corrupted country among the EU
member states. These data prove that the established liberal democracy in 1989 is not
representative and deliberative, it is not electoral (in majoritarian sense), it is not even
elitist. It is rather a facade, formal, dysfunctional (to great extend), therefore the
democracy in Bulgaria is not liberal, but neoliberal and oligarchic in nature. The political
regime in Bulgaria is formally democratic, but in reality it is more and more oligarchic
in substance.

The Bulgarian government is not representative, because the political parties do
not represent certain social group interests, and when they come into power they serve
the interests of the wealthy minorities. The missing difference between left and right
causes rise in populism. The formal political and ideological populism leads to a
simulation of representativeness and rational PR political image making, etc. There is
an acute deficit of political leadership and political moral, and the behaviour of the self-
proclaimed elite lack any aristocratic component, but have oligarchic one. The
conducted elections are not accompanied with majoritarian pluralism, and the results are
determined by political party donors, and not the electorate. There is a mass frustration
of politics as social doings, changed by public affairs management, providing for
wellbeing of a limited circle of people instead of increasing the wellbeing of the majority
of the Bulgarian citizens.

The transition to political democracy was supposed to be accompanied with a
transition to market economy (“the end of the history” Fukuyama), but 30 years later, it
turned out that the Bulgarian economy is not related to inclusive competitive markets
and opportunities for prosperity for many of the players in the midst of the small and
middle businesses, but it creates monopolies in different sectors, such as: energy,
providing public services to the population (water supply, electrical energy supply,
centralized heating system), bin collection, tourism, communications and infrastructure.
The oligarchization in the economic sphere can be explained with the monopolistic
positions the Bulgarian state offers to domestic and foreign oligarchs, with the regressive
taxation policy, financial deregulation, oligarchic divergence, causing economic
stagnation and market failures.

The process of oligarchization in the political and socio-cultural sphere in Bulgaria
Is possible due to the achieved neoliberal consensus in three spheres: state institutions,
political parties and civic society (D. Harvey), that support the system of neoliberal
capitalism. Under the veil of this neoliberal consensus, there is a criminal privatization
of state property from the time of the state socialism, as well as attempts for privatization
of the politics in the interest of the new Bulgarian capitalists (oligarchs). They become
ones, not due to the market competitiveness, but with the help of the ruling political
parties and governments. In Bulgarian “the iron law of oligarchy” by R. Michels is
working on full speed and refers not only to the political parties, but to different
organizations, including the state. There are some examples that confirm this
conclusion.
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The Bulgarian civic society is constructed according to the neoliberal model
around project oriented, and not grass-root non-profit organizations. Private think-tanks,
NGO and foundations build the democracy in Bulgaria around neoliberal (including
Euro-Atlantic) values. They are defined as non-governmental and non-profit, but in
reality most of them are created by the governments of other states and big corporations.
At the beginning of the transition, trade unions and employer’s organizations attempt to
achieve a class compromises between labour and capital, but subsequently due to the
decline of the middle class, the increasing precariat and social bottom, they decay. There
a few authentic civic organizations considered centre for social solidarity. The actions
of neoliberal ideological apparatus cause the disintegration of communities, atomization
and individualization under the slogan for “democratic Civic society”.

The key oligarchic policies defending of the wealth on behalf the state institutions
impact the financial sector. With the transition from tax to debt state (V. Streeck), the
taxation policies in Bulgaria benefit the wealthiest people (10% flat tax). The latter ones
do not even pay taxes, by registering their companies in offshore zones. Periodically,
there are decisions to take state loans from big private banks, and in 2019 for example,
the Ministry of finance remits uncollectable debts of billions levs that were due for a
previous 10 years’ period. In Bulgaria, there are a number of foreign banks and only one
of them is entirely Bulgarian (in other words it is owned by the state) — The Bulgarian
development bank. It is no by accident that the former principal executive director
Stoyan Mavrodiev before heading the BDB was the director of the Financial Supervision
Commission and being on this position, he was responsible to undertake certain
measures during the bank crisis in 2013 in relation to the First Investment Bank and the
bankruptcy of the Corporative commercial bank. Among the main bank shareholders
with Bulgarian private capital are: Tsvetelina Borislavova (BACB), Petya Slavova
(Investbank), Tzeko Minev and Ivailo Mutafchiev (First Investment Bank), Ivo
Kamenov (Central Cooperative Bank), etc.

The Recommendation of the EU Council regarding the convergence programme
for Bulgaria for 2019 (5.6.2019 r. COM(2019) 502) outlines some issues, related to the
oligarchic divergence in the country — issues regarding the collection of taxes and excise
duties, illegal trade with fuels, big share of grey economy, money laundering, lack of
final decisions on corruption and organized crime cases, high level of inequality in
incomes, risk of poverty and social exclusion...

Others oligarchic policies, defending the wealth and incomes of a small number of
people in Bulgaria are the decisions of national or municipal scale regarding auctions
for public procurement and concessions, easily won by big companies and very rich
people. The example here draws the attention to a cartel in relation with public
procurements in the construction sector in the face of some winning consortiums, such
as “Trace Group”, “SK-13”, “Glavbolgarstroy” and ‘“Patstroy-92”, etc. These
companies are related with the names of Delyan Peevski, Valentin Zlatev, Tzolo
Vutov, etc.

When it comes to the issue with the concessions, two laws have been analysed:
The Law on public-private partnership (2013) and the Law on concessions (2018), as
well as the motives to abolish the first one and its incorporation in the second one. In
the new Law on concessions, there are texts that are directly related to the public affairs
management and the privileged position of the big companies (Bulgarian and foreign
ones) in the government, that plunge the state to oligarchic policies. This law provides
opportunities for the big companies for legalized corruption and oligarchic state
institutions capture. The example presented here is the concession for ores and minerals
in Chelopech by “Dandy Precious Metals Chelopech” Ltd.

Lobbying of big capital in the Bulgarian politics causes its oligarchization,
political party crisis and growth of lobbies. The discourse of lobbyism, that begun at the
beginning of XXI century in Bulgaria, serves to mask different oligarchic policies. The
public discussions on lobbying interests, lobbyist laws, suspicions in lobbyism, etc.
intensifies, but there is little mention about the lobbyism of big money. There is no
difference between lobbying of small, middle and big business (big capital). We also
explain the reasons why lobbyism in Bulgaria is seen as a synonym of corruption, and
the introduced bills about the regulation of lobbyist activity — are perceived as a mask
for the battle with corruption. In Bulgaria, there is not differentiation between regulated
and unregulated lobbyism, illegal and legal corruption. There are different codes of
conduct, codes of ethics and public registers, however they do not provide for the ethic
regulation of lobbyist activities, while corruption in Bulgaria expands. Since the
discourse of corruption becomes rather vapid, the today agenda is the “state capture”.
Instead of talking about the plundering of the national wealth, in Bulgaria we speak
about state capture. We analyse the CSD Report (2016) “State capture” and explain why
it only considered captured, but does not speak about oligarchic state capture.

Most of the Bulgarian oligarchs are not under the light of the public sight, and only
a few are tempted to take public offices. Their actions are invisible for the public,
shadow and secretive (stealth politics). In most cases these super wealthy people rely on
indirect influence in the government by dummies — anonymous clerks and consultants.
Most of the Bulgarian multimillionaires are creatures of foreign oligarchs, international
networks of corporations, banks, foreign governments, etc. At the same time, the
oligarchic policies in Bulgaria are public, semi-shadow and shadow. The won auctions
for public procurements and concessions are public (in the field of gold mining, the
American Heating-electrical plants, etc.) that can be classified as “legalized robbery of
the national wealth”. Shadowy and semi-shadowy are the politics allowing “grey” (non-
paying taxes) and “black” (criminal) economy, cronyism, nepotism, patronage, trade
with influence, clientelism and other techniques of unregulated lobbyism. These policies
cause market concentration and deformations of the social and constitutional state (Kr.
Petkov).

It also presents the outcomes of the process of oligarchization in Bulgaria — the
oligarchic capture of the three powers. The most attractive for capture are the
institutions of the executive power. The examples presented here are with the two
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agencies from the beginning of the transition — the Agency for privatization and the
Agency for post-privatization control, latter becoming one agency. This has been
dictated by the neglected control over the actions of the winning big capitalist from the
privatization. Some other state regulators are also captured (the Commissions for
protection of competition, for financial supervision, for public procurements, etc.) by
big companies and very wealthy people. Despite the decline of parliamentarism in
Bulgaria, for the people from the “oligarchic super class”, the parliament is rather
important, because our state is a parliamentary republic. The parliament implements
laws defending their interests, including regressive tax laws and laws for cutting the
social costs. Super-rich capitalists-oligarchs (domestic and foreign) abuse the “retreat of
the law in front of the contract” (Tsvetan Todorov) when it comes to the fulfilment of
international treaties for the construction of oil pipes, gas pipes, Nuclear power plant,
thus deriving huge profits. The oligarchic capture of the judicial system in Bulgaria is
often related to the corruption (legal and illegal), with the latter being a systematic
problem for the Bulgarian neoliberal state. The corruption of state officials (elected and
appointed) by big businessmen become customary practice, while the convictions for
corruption and organized crime in the high levels of the power are rare, something that
Is evident from the annual reports from the mechanisms of cooperation and verification
by the European Commission, introduced for Bulgaria in 2007. There are examples for
corruption allowed by the law, caused by the oligarchic capture. The dependence of state
institutions from the big private suppliers of public services results in “empting the state
of its essence” (Al. Marinov). The oligarchic capture of the three powers is related to
the decreased importance of the Bulgarian state in its collaboration with big companies
and banks in the public affairs management.

The gap between the few super wealthy and the majority of the poor Bulgarians is
growing constantly, and the discourse of oligarchy and even mafia intensifies in the
public sphere. It is becoming more and more difficult to legitimize the oligarchic
government as “good governance”, therefore demagogy is used to hide “the internal
oligarchic class battle” among the different “oligarchic cliques”. The political system in
Bulgaria transforms into “oligarchic-clientelism network”, based not on
representativeness and merits (meritocracy), but on corruption, clientelism, nepotism
(Ivo Hristov).

The legitimation of the oligarchic policies in Bulgaria is expressed by special
efforts for persuading people that they live in democracy, and not oligarchy. There are
three ways to legitimize the oligarchic politics, followed by examples: a) achieving a
neoliberal consensus in state, political parties and civic society; b) redirecting the public
attention from interests to values; c) oligarchic capture of the Bulgarian media under the
model of neoliberal propaganda.

The analysed fragments of the oligarchization of politics in Bulgaria after 1989
raise partly the curtain for the vicious coalescence between the power of the big money
and the power of the political institutions. This political-economic symbiosis is

accompanied with purposeful efforts for neoliberal “brainwashing” and exerting “soft
power” on the mass consciousness.

The CONCLUSION aims to present basic deductions from the dissertation thesis
and to offer ideas for future discussions regarding the issue of oligarchization of politics
is the direction how this process will evolve in the developed western states during the
first half of the XXI century.

The current public affairs management in the USA and the EU states is far from
the ideal of “good governance” in the interest if the majority of the citizens. The key
policies of the state institutions in conditions of neoliberal capitalism are oligarchic —
defending the wealth and incomes of the ultra-rich people (oligarchs). Of course, there
are also some democratic policies, but they are not essential for the political and
economic regime — a regime of concentration of wealth and power in the hands of an
oligarchic super class of the wealthiest capitalists. These people, as well as the big
companies and banks, that support them, use the state as a “private cash cow” (C.
Crouch). The liberal democracy is collapsing under the blows of the neoliberal
capitalism. The “end of the history” (Fukuyama) is postponed due to the decline of the
middle class, the growing precariat and the expanding social bottom. Today, we do not
talk about poliarchy (R. Dahl), but for postdemocracy (Crouch), post-reality (V. Streeck)
and techno-economic subpolitics (U. Beck).

The contemporary politics in the USA and the EU states at the end of the XX
century and at the beginning of XXI century becomes oligarchic. Instead of
democratization of politics under state regulated capitalism, typical during the “three
glorious decades” after the Second World War, the last four decades the western
countries witness a process of oligarchization of politics under uncontrollable global
capitalism. The public affairs management in these countries consists of two
components (oligarchic and democratic), that form different mixtures in every country.
The specifics and the scope of the oligarchic are different, compared to the democratic
policies in the individual western countries or groups of counties, as well as the degree
of oligarchization and its consequences for the population, for the majority of the
citizens in the corresponding national states also varies. However, everywhere there is
a democratic-oligarchic alloy (Winters) that formally and officially presents itself as
democracy, but its essence is rather oligarchic. This alloy (mixture of democratic and
oligarchic policies) represents a political and economic regime of concentration of
wealth and power in the hands of a limited number of people (oligarchs).

The oligarchic concentration of wealth and power in the hands of the few is
explained by analysing it simultaneously in the frameworks of the political and
economic systems. In such way, we explain the disturbing symptoms of economization
of politics and the attempts for its privatization on behalf of the big private capital. The
public affairs management reduced the role of the state (government) management under
the pressure of corporative and financial giants, results in “loss of the idea of public
power” (C. Crouch). The oligarchic politics understood as politics defending the wealth
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(as ownership and incomes) of the super-rich and powerful people, oligarchs (J.
Winters) is elaborated by state (supra-state) institutions by their corresponding
decisions, most of which are not public.

| criticise the discourse of public policies of the state, that sets as a prerequisite
that all of them are in the interests of the majority, because it masks the existence of
oligarchic policies. | have tried to outline and analyse certain oligarchic policies (laws
and other normative administrative acts) implemented by state institutions, such as:
decisions for decrease in the taxes for the owners of big capital (regressive taxation
system), for cutting down social costs, deregulation of the financial markets, decisions
for privatization, for creating monopolies in different sectors of the economy, granting
public procurements and concessions to big companies, etc. Making such decisions
(oligarchic policies) by the state institutions deepens and expands the scope of the
process of oligarchization of politics with its specific manifestations in the economic,
political and socio-cultural sphere in the USA and the EU states. The outcome of this
oligarchization are the attempts (practices) for oligarchic capture of the state and its three
powers (legislative, executive and judicial), including the media one. This oligarchic
capture is directly linked to corruption — mostly legalized, corporative corruption —as a
systematic problem of the contemporary capitalism in systematic crisis. The current
globalization/Americanisation is in crisis, as well as the so called liberal-democratic
government in the developed western countries, where the principles of the rule of law,
the separation of powers, the representative government and the civil rights become
questioned. We analyse the main mechanisms, used to perform the oligarchization of
politics: political party financing by big donors, lobbying of big capital in politics,
capture of the regulators by the regulated, “revolving doors”, and the skilful implication
of neoliberal hegemony in order to legitimize the oligarchic policies.

The oligarchization of politics in the contemporary western states after 2008 is a
process leading to drastic increase in inequality and concentration of enormous wealth
and power in the hands of a limited number of people. The alarming scales of oligarchic

capture of the three powers in these countries are considered a serious problem
especially in 2020 with the explosion of the world pandemic health crisis. The end of
the dangerous symbiosis (the criminal concrescence) between power of the big money
and the power of the political institutions is not close. For now, it is not likely to find a
way to end the vicious oligarchic cycle, for evading the “iron grasps of the oligarchy”
(Acemoglu, Robinson). Big business and big money continue to exert dominating
influence on political and economic systems in the western countries — the off-shore
zones are not closed, the financial deregulations and monopolies continue to exists, etc.

The oligarchization of politics at the current neoliberal capitalism enhances as a
tendency during the first half of the XXI century. After the collapse of the western liberal
democracy, the direction is from democratization to oligarchization. The introduced in
1997 by F. Zakaria concept of “neoliberal democracy”, in regards to the authoritarian

regimes in the non-western world, today it can be ascribed to describe certain
authoritarian tendencies in some western countries. The “neoliberal democracy” IS a
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regime that regularly conducts elections, but the rule of law and the other constitutional
principles such as separation of powers, pluralism and others are not observed. The
attempts for oligarchic capture in the western countries during the last decades pose a
real treat for the realization of the principles of rule of law, separation of powers, etc.

The public affairs management is connected to a regime of concentration of wealth
and power in the hands of a few people, that makes the (liberal) democracy formal and
dysfunctional, while oligarchy is more real. The oligarchic super-concentration and the
increasing inequality (social polarization) in the USA and the European countries
(especially some of them) present in front of the ruling class authoritarian temptations,
and the government faces different forms of authoritarianism. More distinct
authoritarian tendencies have been recently noticed in the so called “new democracies”
(the new EU member states from Central and Eastern Europe), but they are not included
in the scope of this dissertation research. The main focus here is drawn predominantly
on the oligarchization of politics, the oligarchic-democratic mixture in the government
evolving today and the near future in the western world.

The actions of the oligarchic class of the wealthiest capitalists towards oligarchic
state capture, seriously threatens the public interest, especially the interest of the
majority. | define politics as communal doings, as a sphere of joint living — citizens of a
national state. This understanding of politics reflects the constant aspiration for
democracy — for more equality, freedom and justice. We all, as citizens, have not denied
and will never deny democracy as an ideal. Therefore, | will try to offer ideas, possible
ways and opportunities for anti-oligarchic resistance.

The main chance for reducing the oligarchic concentration of wealth and power
and the possible transition to some democratic dispersion of incomes and forms of
civic/political participation in the public affairs, can be found in the decline of the
neoliberalism as dominating ideology. | assume the ideological dimension of the
oligarchic power will be seeing a transformation during the third decade of XXI century
towards decline of neoliberalism and globalism under decline of the American world
hegemony. | argue about the rather difficult legitimation of the oligarchic policies as
democratic ones. The neoliberal dogmas (illusions) for individual freedom, free market
and free trade has exhausted their persuasive potential. The myth, that we all win from
the globalization, does not work anymore, and it is rather hopeful that the myth about
the free market is being deposed, with main obstacle the state. After the crisis of 2008,
the governments have saved from bankruptcy big corporations and banks, while the
Covid-19 crisis from the beginning of the 2020, has shown that the citizens from the
“wealthier western countries” rely mainly on the state to tackle the pandemic, and not
the “free” market, where instead of competition among small and middle companies,
there are monopolies and oligopolies. The ideological monopoly of neoliberalism is
shaken. The place of the market fundamentalism, super-individualism and aspiration for
maximal incomes gradually is taken by new intends for cooperation, partnership,
collaboration and solidarity on the horizon, thus allowing a possible rehabilitation of
politics as a sphere of communal doings.
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| realise that in the contemporary world (as a world capitalistic system) the anti-
oligarchy collective actions are extremely difficult, when politics (state) is subordinated
to the big private capital. Despite this, I consider it is possible to revive the “flagging
democratic ideal” (W. Brawn), because the (neoliberal) capitalism should be evolving,
in order to survive in its new version. It doesn’t matter whether we are going to call it
“digital capitalism”, “Capitalism 4.0, “post-capitalism” or with some other name, but
between it and the democracy, which should also be in new form, there should be some
synchrony, new balance between market and democratic logic during the “fourth
industrial revolution”. The latter is connected to digitalization, automation and new
technologies such as digital platforms, Al, robots, block-chain, big data and other
internet based activities. The correlation between oligarchic and democratic policies in
the examined countries or groups of countries depends on the future of capitalism
(postcapitalism) during the first half of the XXI century, as well as the pace for shaping
the new world order in an arising multipolar world.

The current global neoliberal capitalism undermines the public affairs
management in the interest of the majority in the western states (Governance without
government). The big transnational corporations and banks (and the oligarchs behind
them) dictate the oligarchic policies and infringe the market economy. The hope lays in
the civic society, understood as a “field of value-based critics” of the (neoliberal)
market, the (neoliberal) state and the power of the big companies (C. Crouch). The social
power of the reformulated civic society will oppose the oligarchic power by its new
actors: a) new political parties united with civic initiatives and social movements,
independent from the big money; b) organizations, related to renaissance of religion; c)
groups of civic activists in grass root campaigns; d) voluntary groups with charity goals;
e) professional groups for expert pressure on monopoly — political, economic and
ideological. These are some of the new agents for anti-oligarchic resistance.

The current monopolies and cartels in different sectors of the economy (not only
for the production of goods, but also for the supply of services to the population) have
become unbearable. The new business associations (including the employer’s ones)
from the circles of the middle and the small businesses can exert organized resistance to
the privileged position of the big capital in the political process and the oligarchic
policies in its defense. There is an urgent need to implement “tax on the wealth” —
especially in the EU itself (T. Piketty). There is also an emerging redefinition of the
“new left” and the “new right” with the help of new social movements, elements of
direct democracy, civic platforms and initiatives on social, ecological issues, causes for
common prosperity, right for just living, etc.

Capitalism should be maintained by civic resistance against the “three pillars of
the contemporary neoliberal epoch” (N. Klein): a) privatization of the public sphere; b)
deregulation of the corporative sector; c) decreasing the corporative taxes, paid by
cutting down the public costs. This resistance can be done under the slogan: “Let’s put
people and the planet first!”. After the end of the wedlock between democracy and
capitalism, we should think about the future of capitalism. The world is facing big
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changes, which can be fatal, because the current capitalism is accompanied with
decreasing economic growth, oligarchic government, shrinking public sector,
institutionalized corruption and international anarchy (V. Streeck).

The concept of “post-capitalism” by Paul Maison, offers several exits from the
current situation. The current neoliberal capitalism and its monopolies, oligopolies,
annuities, etc., undermines the market economy and the competitive markets and
attempts to market all spheres of the human life in the interests of a limited number of
people. This capitalism favours the development of oligarchic tendencies, while the
future post-capitalism can limit them. The post-capitalist project bets on networks,
developing on non-market principles and the delineated “battle between network and
hierarchy, between the old forms of the society becoming mouldy around the capitalism
and the new forms of society, alluding the future”. (P. Maison).

The possible ways for new political action with anti-oligarchic nature can be
derived by the three dimensions of the oligarchic power (economic, political and
ideological), which the majority of the citizens in the western countries are starting to
resist. These collective actions can be systematized in three groups:

First. It is necessary a serious change in the state taxation policy — in the direction
of increasing the taxes on wealth (including the inheritance tax). It is obligatory to
increase the utmost taxes on higher incomes. The tax incomes from progressive taxes
should be used to improve the public services and to start social programs. It is expected
to implement measures for closing the taxation sanctuaries (the off-shore zones) and the
secret tax accounts. The constitutional protection of the state/public property is
necessary, thus allowing to counteract some international contracts (such as TTIP) when
there is imperfect action of the international law. There should be total transparency
about the raising of private capital when giving concessions and public-private
partnership with clear criteria for effectiveness of contracts and the use of the social
community and its prosperity.

Second. The reduction of the oligarchic capture of the three powers in the state
(and their derivate) can be done by changes in legislation, government and the justice.
The aim is to provide for market competitiveness among multiple economic players and
justice state regulation. Future changes in the judicial system should limit the corruption
— both the illegal one (bribes) and especially the legal one, expressed in oligarchic
capture of entire sectors of the national economy. It is necessary strictly to apply the
anti-monopoly laws and the effective action of the supervision organs for the protection
of the competition. It is also necessary to change the electoral legislation, which should
limit the impact of big donors in the elections, as well as there are also possible
institutional changes with elements of direct democracy...

Third. There are opportunities for anti-oligarchic resistance through redefinition
and activation of the civic society by new forms of political participation and breaking-
up the neoliberal culture and ideological hegemony by critical and socially engaged
intellectuals. This is possible due to the big scale anti-capitalistic and anti-oligarchic
social movements and civic protests.
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The question about the state (and European) regulations should be a priority,
because the aim of each regulation is to limit the powerful private interests that do not
act in synchrony with the public interest, but rather damage it. Here are some ideas how
to restrain the oligarchic tendencies: a) Regulatory agencies should be under
parliamentary supervision; b) Identify and stop all the attempts for privatization of the
political process by the oligarchic super-class; ¢) Stop the double standards regarding
the private and the public sector; d) Ceasing the discourse about the business as a whole,
the notion that “everything is business”, and to clearly differentiate big, middle and
small business/capital; e) Granting purposefully privileged access to the political
process by the socially deprived (vulnerable) groups of citizens; f) Considering
education and health care as public goods, and not public services, that can be traded on
the market, etc.

Since 2008, the world of capitalism is in systematic crisis, that additionally
intensified due to the COVID-19 pandemic. This crisis is either signal - the emergence
of a new world hegemony or is a terminal crisis that can lead to transition “beyond
capitalism” (Wallerstein). The problem about the future of capitalism does not sound so
heretic — more and more people adhere to the appeal “Another world is possible!”. The
latter one can happen, when the opportunities for constant accumulation and expansion
of capital (Marx), accompanied with concentration of wealth and power in the hands of
the few are being exhausted. The correlation between oligarchic concentration and
democratic dispersion of power and incomes among the citizens in the individual states
depends on the future fate of the world capitalist system during the first half of the XXI
century. At the moment, capitalism does not have a vital alternative, but that does not
mean that these are not searched for, which can be expressed in multiple anti-capitalistic
and anti-oligarchic social movements and protests all around the world. These social
movements and protests are democratic in their nature, and as we know (according to
Wallerstein) the idea of democracy itself is anti-capitalistic in its nature.
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SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTIONS OF THE DISSERTATION THESIS:

1. In the light of the world systems theory, the author elaborates own historical-
theoretical analysis of the capitalistic oligarchy, outlining three dimensions of the
oligarchic power: economic (power of the wealth), political (power of the state
defending the wealth/the wealthy people) and ideological (soft power for achieving
cultural hegemony) by substantiating three assertions: a) Like capitalism, like oligarchy;
b) Oligarchy is a constant companion to state under capitalism; ¢) The systematic cycles
of accumulation of capital coincide with the historical cycles of oligarchization.

2. The issue of the oligarchization of politics is analysed multidisciplinary in the
light of different social sciences (philosophy, sociology, law, history, political and
economic science/s, etc.), but among all of them a priority is given to the political and
the political-economic approaches, that penetrate deeper in the nature of the Politics of
oligarchy and certain oligarchic policies.

3. It has been constructed own conceptual model for oligarchization of politics
consisting of four elements: 1) Terminology clarifications (basic concepts: oligarchic
power, oligarchic politics/policies, etc.); 2) Specifics of the process of oligarchization
in the economic, political and socio-cultural sphere during the last four decades in the
USA and the EU states; c) Oligarchic capture of the state (its three powers) as a result
of the process of oligarchization of politics; 4) Mechanisms for the implementation of
this process/outcome.

4. The differentiated and explained basic mechanisms of oligarchization of politics
(lobbying of big capital in politics, financing political parties/elections by big donors,
capture of regulators by the regulated, revolving doors, legitimizing of oligarchic
policies) are part of the elaborated conceptual model, that relates to some western
countries under neoliberal capitalism. The model has been applied to Bulgaria, by
outlining some fragments from the oligarchization of politics after 1989.

5. There is a prognosis, based on two assumptions: 1) The evolution of the process
of oligarchization of politics depends on the future of capitalism during the “fourth
industrial revolution” at the first decade of the XXI century. For now, the oligarchic
component has predominance (both in specific and scope) over the democratic one in
the public affairs of the USA and the European countries. 2) The legitimization of the
oligarchic policies during the third decade of the XXI century will be extremely difficult,
due to the decline of the dominating neoliberalism. The cultural battle between
neoliberalism and its alternative will outline the opportunities for reduction in inequality
and democratic dispersion of incomes and power among broader social strata.
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
